Provide full port services
Yangon Port, the key maritime trade of

Myanmar, sees rapid flows of commodities.
With the developing global maritime transport
today, the number of ocean vessels entering
Yangon Port has been on the increase.

A work coordination meeting on
development of Yangon Port took place at
the office of Myanma Port Authority under
the Ministry of Transport on 9 August, and it
was attended by Vice-President of the
Republic of the Union of Myanmar Thiha
Thura U Tin Aung Myint Oo.

There are a total of 23 international jetties
– seventeen at Yangon Port and six at Thilawa
Port – and 23 large vessels can be moored to
those jetties simultaneously. In 2010-2011,
476 container vessels and 1143 general cargo
vessels totalling 1619 arrived at Yangon Port.

As for the cargo handling, about 20 million
tons of cargos can be handled a year. So,
measures will have to be taken to handle up
to 100 million tons in the long run.

GENEVA, 10 Aug—The number of people fleeing
famine-hit areas of Somalia is likely to rise
dramatically and could overwhelm international
aid efforts in the Horn of Africa, a UN aid official
said Tuesday.

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Peru researchers make rare ancient
insect find

A picture released in Lima by the
Peruvian Paleontological Meyer-

Hönningen Museum of Chiclayo in
northern Peru, shows detailed

fossilized insect remains preserved
in amber for over 23 million years,

found in an excavation in the
Santiago river basin, in the
Amazon Region.—INTERNET

LIMA, 10 Aug—Researchers in
Peru said Tuesday they have
discovered the remains of ancient
insects and sunflower seeds trapped
inside amber dating from the Miocene
epoch, some 23 million years ago.
The rare find was made in the remote
mountainous jungle region near Peru’s
northern border with Ecuador,
paleontologist Klaus Honninger told
AFP.

“These new discoveries are very
important, because the insects and
sunflower seeds confirm the type of
climate that existed during the
Miocene period,” Honninger said in a
telephone interview from the northern
City of Chiclayo.

The paleontologists discovered
“hundreds of pieces of amber up to 12
centimetres (five inches) large
containing several types of insects,”
Honninger said. The insects trapped
in the amber — fossilized tree resin —
are extremely well preserved and
include ancient beetles, barklice, flies
and spiders.

Honninger, director of the
Chiclayo-based Meyer-Honninger
Paleontology Museum, said that the
experts discovered “an unknown
species of arachnid” with a head like
a dog and legs four times longer than
the body. The discovery was made in
April in the Santiago River area of
northern Peru.

Extreme climate change from the
Miocene epoch (23 to five million
years ago) was likely the reason the
insects became extinct, Honninger
said.—Internet

PARIS, 10 Aug—The tsunami that
struck Japan on 11 March propagated
waves that hit an ice shelf in Antarctica
13,000 kilometres (8,100 miles)
away, smashing parts of it into huge
icebergs, the European Space Agency
(ESA) said on Tuesday.

On 12 March, ESA’s Envisat
Earth-monitoring satellite spotted
icebergs that had broken from the
Sulzberger ice shelf, and on March
16, the pieces were seen floating into
the Ross Sea, it said.

The largest berg measured about
9.5 kms (5.9 miles) by 6.5 kms (four
miles), making it slightly bigger in
surface area than Manhattan, and had
a likely depth of about 80 metres (260

feet). The tsunami was at least 23
metres (76 feet) high after it had been
generated by an underwater quake of
9.0 magnitude, according to Japanese
estimates published a week after the
event.

Analysis of Envisat’s radar
pictures by experts in the United States
suggests that the waves were probably
only about 30 centimetres (18 inches)
high by the time they had crossed
13,000 kilometres (8,100 miles) of
ocean.

Even so, the rhythmic up-and-
down movement was enough to stress
the ice shelf’s rigid structure, causing
chunks to break off at its edge, ESA
said in a Press release.—Internet

Nokia to focus on Windows
Phones in US

SAN FRANCISCO, 10 Aug—Nokia is planning to
stop selling its low-end phones and smartphones in
the United States, instead focusing on products
using Microsoft’s Windows Phone platform, US
media reported on Tuesday. The Finnish handset
maker will end sales of its low-end Series 40 phones
and smartphones based on the Symbian mobile
operating system in the United States and Canada,
as it needs to put all of its efforts into the Windows
Phone products which are due out later this year,
Chris Weber, head of Nokia’s US subsidiary, told
technology news site All Things Digital.

“When we launch Windows Phones we will
essentially be out of the Symbian business, the S40
business, etc,” Weber said. In February, Nokia and
Microsoft announced plans to form a broad strategic
partnership, under which Nokia agrees to adopt
Windows Phone as its principal smartphone strategy.

North America is a priority for Nokia, Weber
noted, in part because it is a key market for Microsoft
and also because Nokia sees it as a key to winning
in the smartphone battle globally.

“We’ll develop for North America and make
the phones globally available and applicable,”
Weber said.—Xinhua

SEOUL, 10 Aug—Apple Inc scored a big victory in its patent
infringement battle against Samsung Electronics after a German
court barred the Korean firm from temporarily selling its flagship
Galaxy tablet in the European Union except the Netherlands. The
court order comes a week after Samsung was forced to delay the
Australian launch of its latest Galaxy tablet because of similar
lawsuits. Apple has said Samsung’s Galaxy line of mobile phones
and tablets “slavishly” copied the iPhone and iPad. It has sued in
the United States, Australia and elsewhere. Samsung has
countersued Apple.

“There’s no doubt the court decision will have an adverse
effect on Samsung. Samsung is clashing with Apple in many
places, which could result in a temporary fall in sales and increase
costs related to litigation,” said Lee Seung-woo, an analyst at
Shinyoung Securities in Seoul. By 0230 GMT (10:30 pm EDT),
Samsung shares were up 0.8 percent in a broader market up 1.2
percent after sharp falls over the past few days.

Samsung has been locked in a battle with Apple over
smartphone and tablet patents since April. The Galaxy gadgets are
seen as among the biggest challengers to Apple’s mobile devices,
which have achieved runaway success worldwide.—Reuters

iOS 5 beta version
issued to developers

BEIJING, 10 Aug—iOS 5, the latest
iteration of Apple’s mobile operating
system, has been dished out in beta
version to developers, according to
media reports on Tuesday.

Judging by the early reports, the
upgrade over iOS 4 won’t be
particularly enormous. There are
bunch of bug fixes and full
compatibility with iCloud. Also some
sort of text-to-speech function is on
the docket. Ian Paul,  a technology-
focused freelance writer for PC World,
noted that much of iOS 5 feels familiar.
In fact, iOS 5, Paul says, gets a lot of
its best features from Android.

Paul has compiled a list of the
“ripped-off” functionalities, which
include greater social media
integration and over-the-air updates

Disney third quarter beats Street but caution
prevails

LOS ANGELES, 10 Aug—Walt
Disney Co’s quarterly results
surpassed cautious Wall Street
expectations, but the media and
entertainment giant now has to grapple
with an uncertain outlook for
consumer spending.

Investors had expected a strong
performance after rivals like Time
Warner Inc outperformed, and Disney
delivered with growth at its ESPN
sports network and other cable
channels.

Chance of US recession rises to 1-in-4

WASHINGTON, 10 Aug–The United
States faces one-in-four odds of slipping
back into recession, and a weaker
economic outlook is raising the
likelihood the Federal Reserve will soon
do more to boost growth, a Reuters poll
shows. The world’s biggest economy
is still expected to pick up in the second
half of the year as it shakes off high
gasoline prices and factory disruptions
created by Japan’s earthquake in March,
according to the monthly survey of
more than 70 economists.

But recession fears have risen
substantially in recent weeks. Stocks
on the S&P 500 <.SPX> plunged more
than 6 percent on Monday after Standard
& Poor’s downgraded US so-vereign
debt late on Friday, further threaten-ing
consumer con-fidence. Just two weeks

BRUSSELS, 10 Aug—The EU is to invest 2.2 million euros in research on
the new killer E coli strain which infected almost 4,000 people and left 51 dead
across Europe and caused massive losses to vegetable farmers. The European
Commission’s decision Tuesday “to get as full a scientific picture as possible”
of virulent Escherichia coli came as Russia lifted a costly ban slapped on EU
vegetables over the row.

Russia, which imports a total 600 million euros ($859 million) of European
Union vege-tables a year, introduced the ban 2 June after initial reports
blamed European produce. The culprit was eventually found to be Egyptian
fenugreek seeds. Producers of cucumbers, tomatoes, lettuce, co-urgettes and
sweet peppers, withdrawn from the market between late May and the end of
June, have been promised 227 million euros in compensation.

Funds to put the new killer strain under the microscope are part of a 12-
million-euro research programme to reinforce Europe’s capacity for tackling
pathogens.

“The research will focus on ways to prevent future epidemics and deal
with new outbreaks,” the commission said.—Internet

Oil leak from sunken cargo ship eases

VLADIVOSTOK, 10 Aug— Technical failure or
pilot errors are blamed for the incident of An-12
cargo plane which disappeared in Russia’s Far East
on Tuesday, most likely crashed, local authorities
said.

The cargo plane, with 11 people aboard, flew
from Magadan to Keperveem and requested an
emergency landing at the Magadan Airport due to
the engine malfunction before it disappeared from
radar screens, RIA Novosti news agency quoted
Russia’s Far East Regional Emergency Centre as
saying.

The 11 people aboard the plane included crew
members and local residents. So far, the plane has
not been found yet and no information about those
people are available. The emergency centre said
that more than 140 people and 20 vehicles are
involved in the search of the missing aircraft.

It was reported that Russian officials in Far East
said that the plane had crashed in a remote forest
area and all 11 people aboard might have been

CHICAGO, 10 Aug—Playing sports in hot, steamy
weather is safe for healthy children and teen athletes, so
long as precautions are taken and the drive to win doesn’t
trump common sense, the nation’s largest pediatricians
group says. New guidelines from the American Academy
of Pediatrics arrive just as school sports ramp up in sultry
August temperatures. The advice, released Monday,
comes a week after two Georgia high school football
players died following practices in 90-plus degree heat.
Authorities were investigating if the weather contributed.

The guidelines replace a more restrictive policy based
on old thinking that kids were more vulnerable to heat
stress than adults. New research shows that’s not true,
the academy says. With adequate training, water intake,
time-outs and emergency treatment available on the
sidelines, healthy young athletes can play even in high heat
and humidity — within reason, the guidelines say.

“The more educated parents, athletes and staff are
about risks associated with heat illness, the more likely
they will think twice before allowing a competitive culture
to overtake sound sensibilities,” said Dr Cynthia Devore,
co-author of the policy and a physician for schools in the
Rochester, NY area. Government data released last
week showed that more than 3,000 US children and teens
younger than 20 received emergency-room treatment for
nonfatal heat illness from sports or exercise between 2001
and 2009.—Internet

Two critically injured in

The explosion was reported at 4:20 pm local
time (2020GMT) at a 7,400-square foot (687 square
meter) facility in Lake View Terrace, Sylmar, about
24 miles (39 km) northwest of downtown Los
Angeles, Los Angeles Fire Department spokesman
Brian Humphrey said. Two people, who were
believed to be workers at the site, suffered severe
and potentially life-threatening injuries during the
incident, and they were transported to area hospitals.
A third was treated at the scene, according to
Humphrey. The building belongs to an alternative
energy firm that extracted hydrogen from water.

Fire crews found a pair of 3-foot (0.9 metre) -
long compressed natural gas canisters inside the
structure, but investigators were still trying to

Mexican court blocks extradition
of alleged narco

MEXICO CITY, 10 Aug— An accused
drug trafficker can’t be extradited to
the US on a charge for which she was
acquitted in Mexico, a Mexican federal
court panel has ruled, dealing a blow
to efforts in both countries to prosecute
the woman known as “Queen of the
Pacific.” In a separate ruling also made
public Tuesday, an appeals court
upheld a judge who acquitted Sandra
Avila Beltran on drug-trafficking,
money-laundering and organized-
crime charges in December, citing lack
of evidence.

Avila, who was arrested 2007 and
has been held since then, faces an
unrelated money-laundering charge.

She remained in prison after her
acquittal because of the US extradition

request in connection with the 2001
seizure of more than nine tons of US-
bound cocaine aboard a fishing vessel
in port of Manzanillo on Mexico’s
west coast. The federal court told
Mexico’s Foreign Ministry that it must
refile the extradition request and
include new grounds for which she
would be prosecuted in the United
States. The US Embassy and Mexican
prosecutors had no comment on the
rulings announced Tuesday.

At the time of her arrest,
prosecutors said Avila had spent more
than a decade working her way to the
top of Mexico’s drug trade, seducing
several notorious kingpins and uniting
Colombian and Mexican gangs.

population of 566.

“The states want to decimate the
wolf population in the Northern
Rockies,” said Michael Garrity,
executive director of the Montana-
based Alliance for the Wild Rockies.
“We want to stop this massive killing
that is about to occur.” The US Fish
and Wildlife Service in the mid-1990s
reintroduced fewer than 100 wolves
to the region after hunting, trapping
and poisoning programmes had pushed
western wolves nearly to extinction.

US oil giant
ConocoPhillips said the storm had
forced it to suspend clean-up

Three arrested over fake bomb at
Phoenix airport

PHOENIX, 10 Aug— Three African
refugees were arrested after one tried
to board a flight at a Phoenix airport
with a fake bomb, in what may have
been a test of security, police said on
Tuesday.

Luwiza Daman, 51, was taken
into custody at Sky Harbor Airport on
Friday after security screeners noticed
what appeared to be an improvised
explosive device inside her carry-on
bag as it passed through an X-ray
machine, said Phoenix police
spokesman Sergeant Steve Martos.

The device, which contained
organic material in a container with a
cell phone attached, turned out to be
a fake explosive, Martos said. Police
said they still do not know the nature
of the organic material.

Police said that after speaking to
Daman, who is from Ethiopia, they
traced the object back to Shullu
Gorado, 25, and Shani Asa, 34, who
are both from Eritrea. Gorado and

Asa have since been arrested.
All three are charged with one

count each of having a hoax device
and conspiracy.

“It could be an innocuous incident,
but we wanted to make sure it wasn’t
a test of security,” Martos said. “We
have to take everything seriously.”

Martos said terrorism has not been
ruled out and that the investigation
continues. Police said they are still
trying to determine the motive behind
the incident.

Industrial output stagnates in June
LONDON, 10 Aug—Industrial

Industrial production was
unchanged in June from the previous
month, the Office for National
Statistics (ONS) said in a statement.

However it sank by 0.3 percent in
June on a 12-month comparison.

Expectations had been for a
monthly increase of 0.4 percent and
a slight annual gain of 0.2 percent,
according to analysts polled by Dow
Jones Newswires.

Manufacturing output, which
excludes mining and quarrying, as
well as electricity, gas, and water
supply, sank by 0.4 percent in June
from May, but grew by 2.1 percent on
an annual basis.

In a separate data release, the ONS
revealed that Britain’s trade-in-goods
deficit widened to £8.9 billion in June
from £8.5 billion in May.

“Following the further falls in
markets already seen this morning
comes some disappointing news on
the UK’s economic recovery,” said
Capital Economics analyst Vicky
Redwood in response to the data.

US teen

American teenagers are
becoming casual smokers,
instead of heavy/regular
ones, according to reports
Monday quoting a study
in the American Journal
of Preventative Medicine.
Heavy smoking is defined
by finishing more than 11
cigarettes per day, moder-
ate between six and 10,
and light between one and
five.

Between 1991 and
2009, heavy smoking
among teenagers had de-
creased by 10 percent,
down to 8 percent, while
casual smoking increased
from 67 percent to 79 per-
cent, said the study. No
significant changes in
smoking trends for Afri-
can American teenagers
was observed during the
period, but for Hispanic
teenagers, the heavy
smoking rate increased
from 3.1 percent to 6.4
percent.

LONDON, 10 Aug—Sci-
entists have proposed a vi-
able solution to the grow-
ing problem of space junk.
The idea involves launch-
ing a satellite to rendez-
vous with the largest space
debris, such as spent
rocket bodies. The satel-
lite would then affix a pro-
pellant kit, driving the de-
bris to its doom in the

Earth’s atmosphere. The
authors claim the scheme,
in the journal Acta
Astronautica, could inex-
pensively remove five to
10 such objects per year
of operation.

The scope of the prob-
lem is enormous; more
than 17,000 objects of a
size greater than 10cm re-
side in low-Earth orbit.
But the greater problem
on the horizon is that each
of the largest of these rep-
resents the potential to cre-
ate thousands more. “In
our opinion the problem
is very challenging and it’s
quite urgent as well,” said
Marco Castronuovo, the
Italian Space Agency re-
searcher who authored the
paper.

SHIJIAZHUANG, 10 Aug
—Forestry authorities in
north China’s city of
Baoding released 600
million bees this month
to kill off American white
moths, which have
plagued large areas of
crops and forests. White
moth infestations have
been detected on 20,000
hectares of farmland and
forests in the city so far
this year, said Duo
Jianguo, head of the
Baoding forest epidemic
prevention station on
Monday.

He said that this year
marks the fifth year in a

row that authorities have
used bees to kill the moths,
as they are an effective
and environmentally
friendly form of pest con-
trol. The bees use their
stingers to bore into white
moths’ pupa and kill their
larvae. The bees have been
previously used to elimi-
nate moth infestations in
the provinces of Hebei and
Shandong.

Known as the “forest
locust,” the moths can de-
stroy more than 300 plants
and consume the leaves of
two hectares’ worth of
poplar trees within two
days.— Xinhua

“We have to put
safety and security mat-
ters first.

Six ‘car thieves’, cop shot dead in Philippines
