For example, sales of commodity on a
narrow margin of benefit raise both supply
and demand in the market and contribute
towards flourishing of market economic
system.

Taking privilege of free trade, goods are
to be sold with too much benefit become a
barrier on right track of market economic
system. In fact, sales of goods at least price on
a narrower benefit margin is in conformity
with the market economic system. However,
any business should not be run at a loss.

As businesses are being operated to have
benefit, emphasis is to be placed on seeking
benefit at proper level.

Market-oriented economic system is
essential for a democratic nation. Success in
the market economic system contributes much
to flourishing of democracy. Only when the
market economic system is flourishing across
the nation, will price of commodity be stable.

Accordingly, traders including vendors
of vegetables, sellers of foodstuffs and textile
and dealers of automobiles and real estates
should harmoniously participate in realizing
the market economic system by selling goods
on a narrower margin of benefit.

Just two months ago, the United Nations General Assembly held its first-
ever High-level Meeting on the Prevention and Control of Non-communicable
Diseases, producing a strong Political Declaration with time-bound
commitments. Among these was a pledge to make it possible for more people
to get quality medicines for diagnosing and treating diabetes by the year 2013.

The Political Declaration also called on the private sector to do its part,
building on Millennium Development Goal 8, which calls for partnerships
with pharmaceutical companies to provide access to affordable essential
drugs in developing countries.

We have seen meaningful progress in this direction. One company has
introduced a differential pricing scheme to supply generic insulin to the least
developed countries, benefitting three dozen States to date. But this facility
cannot respond alone. We must bring in other partners. And we must address
inefficient distribution systems and the lack of sufficient public funding for
medicines.

World Diabetes Day is an opportunity to raise awareness and to show
people living with diabetes that the international community stands with
them in their struggle. This is especially important for the 277 million people
with diabetes who live in developing countries. Too often, the disease hits
the poorest especially hard, leading to heart attacks, strokes, blindness, limb
amputations, kidney failure and premature death.

I call on Governments and pharmaceutical companies to give real
meaning to our commemorations by developing joint strategies to make
essential medicines more available and affordable in developing countries,
especially for the poorest people who need them.

Let us all use World Diabetes Day to work so that people with diabetes

TOKYO, 13 Nov—Japan’s securities watchdog is

Using light, researchers convert 2-D patterns
into 3-D objects

CHARLOTTE, (North Carolina State)
13 Nov—Researchers from North
Carolina State University have
developed a simple way to convert two-
dimensional patterns into three-
dimensional (3-D) objects using only
light. “This is a novel application of
existing materials, and has potential for
rapid, high-volume manufacturing
processes or packaging applications,”
says Dr Michael Dickey, an assistant
professor of chemical and biomolecular
engineering at NC State and co-author
of a paper describing the research.

The process is remarkably simple.
Researchers take a pre-stressed plastic
sheet and run it through a conventional
inkjet printer to print bold black lines on
the material. The material is then cut
into a desired pattern and placed under
an infrared light, such as a heat lamp.

The bold black lines absorb more

Buses being increasingly eyed as preferred
medium of terror attacks: US Intelligence
WASHINGTON, 13

Nov—A new US
intelligence bulletin has
warned that terrorists are
increasingly targeting bus
networks more than any
other mode of surface
transport.

“Bus systems are
considered attractive
terrorist targets because
they are relatively soft
targets,” Fox News quoted
a two-page report, as
saying.

According to US
Homeland Security
Department, there is no
credible intelligence
indicating that terrorist
groups have immediate
plans to target the bus
network, but law
enforcement bulletins

warn that terror groups
are trying to recruit bus,
train and airline industry
employees.

US Transportation
Security Administration
Director John Pistole had
earlier highlighted the
threat.

“It’s something that
we’ve seen in reporting
over time that terrorists
around the world clearly
are interested — because
of the accessibility, the
open architecture — both
of buses and rail,” he had
said.

BANGKOK, 13 Nov— Thai Department of Labour
Protection and Welfare on Sunday revealed that
over one million employees in 21 provinces have
been affected by floods since late July.

According to the department, more than 28,500
manufacturers have been inundated but it estimated
that 5,400 of them have resumed their businesses
and reemployed over 116,000 employees. As a
result, more than 900,000 employees are still on
suspension and at a risk of being jobless.

Some 4,500 employees of 15 flood-ravaged
factories in central Ayutthaya, Pathum Thani and
Chachoeng Sao provinces have so far been
terminated.

In order to alleviate widespread effect of the
deluge, the department has launched a project to
relocate flood-hit employees to work in other
flood-free provinces. There have been 530
factories in 41 provinces joining the project with
over 66,000 vacancies offered.

Over one mln Thai employees
affected by floodsJAKARTA, 13 Nov—Indonesia arrested three men

on Saturday over alleged links to a terror group
accused of planning an attack on the Singapore
embassy in the capital Jakarta, police said.

National police spokesman Saud Usman
Nasution said the arrests took place in Tangerang
city on the outskirts of Jakarta. One of the suspects
was shot in the leg by anti-terror police as he
attempted to escape.

“An investigation is still ongoing and we cannot
reveal for the time being their involvement in terror,”
he said, adding that during the morning raid police
seized two firearms and more than a dozen bullets.

An unnamed anti-terror police officer told AFP
the three were linked to 11 terror suspects arrested in
July, including ringleader Abu Umar who planned
the embassy attack.

Umar had close links with Ahmad Sayid Maulana,
killed in a police raid last year at his house, where
police found a map of Singapore’s train network.
The underground train station on Orchard Road
shopping belt had been circled on the map.

A map of an airport in the city of General Santos

in the southern Philippine island of Mindanao was
also among the items found in the house. Following
the July arrest, national anti-terror deputy chief
Petrus Golose said Abu Umar led the group planning
the attack, but there was no mention of when they
intended to carry it out.—Internet
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JAKARTA, 13 Nov—
Due to limited training
facilities and expensive
pilot training, Indonesia
has so far failed to

US dismantles ‘massive’ cyber crime syndicate

‘Smallest fossil’ scanned by
University of Manchester

The CT scan has
allowed biologists to
"digitally dissect"

the mite.— INTERNET

LONDON, 13 Nov — An
X-ray scan of Baltic am-
ber at the University of
Manchester has revealed
what scientists have said
is the "smallest arthropod
fossil ever". The 50 mil-
lion-year-old mite, which
was found on a fossilised
spider, is just 170 mil-
lionths of a metre long.
The find, published in the
Royal Society's Biology
Letters, was made using
computed tomography
(CT) which builds up a
3-D image from flat im-
ages. Biologist Dr David
Penney said the fossil was
"extremely rare". Baltic
amber, the fossilised resin
of trees from the area
around the Baltic Sea, can
contain fossilised arthro-
pods — insects, arachnids
and crustaceans — within
it, which Dr Penney said
were "preserved with life-
like fidelity".

The size of the mite

means it is barely visible
without a microscope and
Dr Penney said the team
at the university's Faculty
of Life Sciences would not
have been able to identify
it without the CT scan.
"CT allowed us to digit-
ally dissect the mite off
the spider in order to re-
veal the important features
on the underside required
for identification," he said.

Cyber criminals who are
alleged to have made
$14m (£9m) from adver-
tising fraud have been ar-
rested in Estonia. The FBI
alleged that the gang in-
fected more then four mil-
lion computers in 100
countries with code that
redirected users to online
ads. The six arrested are
Estonian nationals while
the seventh member of the
gang, a Russian, remains
at large. Security firms
hailed the arrests as the
"biggest cyber criminal
take down in history".
About 500,000 of the af-
fected computers were in
the US and many of the
millions inadvertently en-
rolled in the fraud scheme
were in government of-
fices, schools, and
corporates.

Aiding the investiga-
tion into the scale of the
scheme was US space
agency Nasa which first
discovered the malicious
software on 130 of its com-
puters. Security firm

Trend Micro also provided
key intelligence during the
long investigation. The
FBI claimed that the "mas-
sive and sophisticated
internet fraud scheme"
revolved around servers
set up to surreptitiously
reroute traffic to websites
where the gang would get
a cut of the advertising
revenue.

Victims would start out
trying to visit sites such as

Amazon, Netflix and
ESPN but instead end up
on sites displaying adverts
put together by the gang,
said the FBI in a state-
ment. "These defendants
gave new meaning to the
term, 'false advertising',"
said Manhattan US attor-
ney Preet Bharara in a
statement detailing the
take down which the FBI
dubbed "Operation Ghost
Click". —Internet

Suspected Russian grave robber

MOSCOW, 13 Nov — A historian has
been arrested in central Russia after po-
lice found the corpses of 29 women,
dressed as dolls, in his apartment, au-
thorities said this week. The 45-year-old
man, who police did not identify, has
been charged with desecrating bodies
and graves, officials said. Video released
by police showed an eerie collection of
what looks like life-sized dolls, outfitted
in shabby dresses and headscarves, their
hands and faces wrapped in fabric. Au-
thorities say the man also stole clothes
from the graves when he took the bodies.

Russian Interior Ministry spokesman
Gen. Valery Gribakin told CNN police
couldn't figure out for a long time who
was behind the "numerous blasphemous
acts against the graves and the dead bod-
ies" at several cemeteries in and around
Nizhny Novgorod, about 250 miles east
of Moscow. The incidents started about
two years ago, authorities said, with each
case producing a public uproar in the
region. Gribakin said police went the

extra mile to find the culprit. "Our lead-
ing theory was that it was done by some
extremist organizations," Gribakin said.
"We decided to beef up our police units
and set up ... groups composed of our
most experienced detectives who spe-
cialize in extremist crimes."

But even seasoned investigators and
forensic experts were shocked when their
investigation led them to the historian
and the contents of his apartment, where
the women's mummified bodies were
found. The corpses were those of women
who died between the ages of 15 to 25,
officials said. —Internet

Gum disease improves if
less belly fat

CLEVELAND, 13 Nov—The human body is better
at fighting gum disease when fat cells, which
trigger inflammation, disappear after weight loss,
US researchers found. Nabil Bissada, head of the
department of periodontics at Case Western Reserve
School of Dental Medicine, said inflammation from
gum disease can erode bone and cause tooth loss.

It can also cause breaks in the gums where
harmful oral bacteria can enter the blood stream
and the bacteria have been linked to preterm birth,
fetal death, heart disease, diabetes and arthritis,
Bissada said. A pilot study involved 31 obese
people with gum disease. Half, who had an average
body mass index of 39, had gastric bypass surgery
and had fat cells from the abdomen removed. A
control group of obese people with a BMI of 35
were also treated for gum disease but did not have
gastric bypass surgery or fat removed.—Internet

Bolt beat compatriot and 100m world cham-
pion Yohan Blake, along with Kenyan David Rudisha,
to the award, while Pearson pipped Kenyan world
5,000 and 10,000m champion Vivian Cheruiyot and
world shot put champion Valerie Adams of New
Zealand. Bolt was in less dominant form this year after
returning from a back injury that ended his 2010
season, but still clocked the fastest 100m of the season
(9.76secs) in Brussels on 16 Sept, the same night that
Blake ran the second fastest 200m of all time —
second only to the Olympic champion.—Internet

Singapore wins bid to host SEA
Games in 2015

SINGAPORE, 13 Nov  — Singapore has been given the
official approval to host the 2015 Southeast Asian
Games, local media reported on Sunday. The South-
east Asian Games Federation approved the republic's
bid to host the biennial event at a meeting in Palembang,
Indonesia, on Saturday evening, local daily Straits
Times said. "Our neighbours in ASEAN have agreed
for us to host the Games and we're very grateful for
that," Singapore's Deputy Prime Minister Teo Chee
Hean was quoted as saying. "Now we have four years
to plan for the games and, from now on, the planning
will take place." Singapore first expressed interest in
February to stage the event after the original host
Cambodia said it did not have the resources to do it,
and officially announced its bid last week.

Federer
made a storming start against a player
who had given him problems in the past.
He immediately had the big Czech on
the defensive and clinched a first break
of serve when a rasping cross- court
forehand forced an error. The third seed
powered through his own serve and had
a break point to go 3-0 up in the next
game before Berdych finally started to

China to head towards mild growth in
coming years: gov’t economists

BEIJING, 13 Nov—Despite a fast
economic growth China registered
during the past years, economists
projected the country to experience a
lower pace of growth over the next few
years.

The coming slowdown will be a
normal outcome as the continuous global
downturn hurts China’s exports while
the country striving to adjust its
development pattern to wean the
economy off its reliance on exports,
said Li Yang, vice president of the
Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, a
government think tank.

The two trends will continue in the
coming years and weigh on exports, one
of the three major engines that power
China’s fast expansion — exports,
investment and consumption, Li said
Saturday at a forum held by Caixin
Media, a business news group in China.

He said the country’s annual
average growth rate is likely to slow to
between 8 and 8.5 percent in the coming
10 years, while expecting the country’s

annual trade surplus to account for less
than 2 percent of its GDP this year.
