Raw milk puts babies, farm workers at risk

ItHaca, (NY) 20
Nov—Unpasteurized
“raw” milk provides a
potential breeding ground
forbacteria such as E coli,
Listeria, Campylo-bacter
and Salmonella, US
researchers warn. Ynte
Schukken, professor of
epidemiology and herd
healthat Cornell’s College
of Veterinary Medicine in
Ithaca, NY, and co-author
Alejandra Latorre, a
graduate student,
produced acomprehensive
map showing which
populations were most at
risk when buying from
various sources.

The  researchers
analyzed risk across
various purchasing

methods including buying
fromafarm’s on-site store,
directly from its bulk tank
or from a third-party
retailer. “Raw milk from
retailers proved most
dangerous by far. But
when it comes to milk, the
safest purchasing decision
you can make is to buy it
pasteurized,” Schukken
said in a statement.
“Listeria is one of the
most virulent and deadly
food borne pathogens. Our
study demonstrates the
relative risk various

populations face when
ingesting raw milk,
including farm workers,
pregnant women, young
babies and the elderly.
Compared to
intermediate-aged adults,
these last three groups
were particularly
susceptible.” Despite its
dangers, 28 states permit
the sale of raw milk. Raw
milk enthusiasts claim
health benefits from
nutritious compounds
supposedly destroyed by
pasteurization, Schukken
explained.

Alien planet count tops 700

Paris, 20 Nov—IJust
two decades after the
search for planets outside
our solar system began,
scientists have found
more than 700, a French
astronomer says.

Astrobiologist Jean
Schneider of the Paris-
Meudon Observatory,
who maintains the
Extrasolar Planets
Encyclopedia database,
said the tally now stands
at 702, SPACE.com

reported Friday.

The count has been
growing quickly lately
and will increase by
hundreds, or perhaps
thousands, of new alien
planets in the near future,
astronomers said.

The first alien worlds,
two planets orbiting a
rotating neutron star, or
pulsar, about 1,000 light-
years from Earth, were
detected in 1992.

One instrument in

particular has bagged the
lion’s share of known
exoplanets. Since its
launch in 2009, NASA’s
Kepler space telescope
has identified 1,235
possible planets.
And astronomers say
a goodly number of them
appear to orbit in their
stars’ habitable zone,
where liquid water — and
perhaps life as we know
it — could exist.

NASA releases sharpest topography
map of Moon

Moscow, 20 Nov—The Lunar Reconnaissance
Orbiter (LRO) collected images of the moon,
providing the most detailed topography map of the
Moon. NASA released the image, claiming the
images collected provided information about the
elevations and depressions within 328-feet-per-pixel
accuracy. Thus this map represents the most accurate
map of the Moon yet. The high-resolution image of
the Moon’s topography is not only beautiful to look
at, but the information it provides is tremendous. The
map provides information covering 98.2 percent of
the Moon’s surface. Since the map was created by
overlapping images, there were some regions that
remained in the shadows, thus were unmeasurable.

Scientists will be able to monitor changes in the
crust of the Moon, provide better understanding for
crater mechanics and volcanic features, and help
plan future robotic and human missions to the Moon.
The topography map was so sensitive that it was able
to marker where NASA’s Apollo landers were and
the boot prints left behind by moon-walking astronauts
between 1969 and 1972.—Internet

wheels and is roughly
one-billionth the size of
a traditional hatchback
car.

Its maiden journey
wasn’t exactly epic —
six nanometres — and
its fuel-efficiency wasn’t
world-beating either,
needing a jolt of 500
millivolts every half
revolution of its wheels.

But it’s an important

milestone in nanotech
research (the science of
manipulating matter at
molecular scale), say
scientists, because it
demonstrates that single
molecules can absorb
external electrical energy
and turn this into targeted
motion.

“To  build the
nanotechnology of the
future like nanorobots,
machines and tran-
sporters you need
something to fuel it. So
there is a great incentive
to build motors at the
nanoscale,” said Ben
Feringa, professor of
organic chemistry at the
University of Groningen,
and one of the authors of
the research.

The fuel in this
instance came from a
scanning  tunnelling
microscope (STP) with
its atom-sized stylus
acting as an electrode
allowing electricity to
flow from its tip to the
surface beneath it,
Feringa says.—Internet

China sends two satellites into space

Increasing US military won’t raise terror
threat to Australia

CANBERRA, 20 Nov—
Increasing the presence
of US military in Darwin
is unlikely to make
Australia more of a
terrorist target than it
already is, an expert has
claimed.

University of Queen-
sland Professor Marianne
Hanson said the threat of
a terrorist attack on
Australian soil was
always a possibility, but
pointed out that it would
not rise with an increased
US Marines presence.

“In theory, of course,
it can be (a target) and it’s
quite possible, but you
have to see it in context,”

the Sydney Morning
Herald quoted Prof
Hanson, as saying.
“There are numerous
American bases in
numerous  countries
around the world and
there isn’t any reason
why this base would be
targeted any more than
other bases,” he added.
Hanson, however,
said extremists were more
likely to target the public
in an attack than a
military installation.
“The general view
overall is that bases have
not been targeted. If
anything, terrorists focus
more on atrocities that

are aimed at the general
public than at military
personnel,” the paper
quoted Hanson, as
saying.

“The history has
tended to be one-off
targeting members of the
public because that is
seen as a more terrifying
threat. Aiming violence
against those (the army)
seen as enemy
combatants doesn’t seem
to have the same shock
factor,” he said.

“That’s not to rule
out attacks on bases
because they have
happened,” he added.

Two US satellites targeted by cyber activity

WasHINGTON, 20 Nov—Two American earth
observation satellites have been targeted by cyber
hackers in the past, a report has said.

The report mentions that NASA’s Terra EOS
satellite was targeted in June 2008 and again in
October 2008.

The June incident resulted in the satellite being
interfered with for two minutes and the October
incident lasted at least nine minutes.

The report noted that the Landsat-7 satellite
operated by the US Geological Survey was
intercepted in 2007 and 2008, but the entity could
not achieve the aim to control the satellite.

According to the US-China Economic and
Security Review Commission report, though it is
difficult to trace the culprit, the act was committed
by a country.

The report stresses the serious implications the
intrusions could have on the satellite systems,
particularly if they were directed against more

World’s ‘lightest material’
unveiled by US engineers

Lonpon, 20 Nov — A
team of engineers claims
tohave created the world's
lightest material. The sub-
stance is made out of tiny
hollow metallic tubes ar-
ranged into a micro-lat-
tice -- a criss-crossing di-
agonal pattern with small
open spaces between the
tubes. The researchers say
the material is 100 times
lighter than Styrofoam and
has "extraordinarily high
energy absorption" prop-
erties.

Potential uses include

next-generation batteries
and shock absorbers. The
research was carried out
at the University of Cali-
fornia, Irvine, HRL Labo-
ratories and the Califor-
nia Institute of Technol-
ogy and is published in
the latest edition of Sci-
ence. "The trick is to fab-
ricate a lattice of intercon-
nected hollow tubes with
a wall thickness 1,000
times thinner than a hu-
man hair," said lead au-
thor Dr Tobias Schaedler.

British woman tries historic Antarctic crossing

Buenos Ares, 20 Nov — Reaching
the end of the Earth has become almost
routine these days: One hundred years
after Norway’s Roald Amundsen beat
Britain’s RF Scott to the South Pole,
more than 30 teams are trying for it this
year Some will kite-sail over the vast
Antarcticice and snow. Others will drive
in from the coast. A wealthy handful
will be dropped off one degree north of
the South Pole, for relatively leisurely
guided treks of about 70 miles to the
pole.

But Felicity Aston has been there,
done that. Weather and her own consid-
erable stamina permitting, the 33-year-
old British adventurer will only pause at
the pole long enough to pick up more
food and fuel. Her plan i s to keep on
skiing, by herself, all the way to the
other side of the frozen continent — and
become the first person using only mus-
cle power to cross Antarctica alone.

If she manages to complete this jour-
ney of more than 1,000 miles (1,700
kilometers) in late January, she would
also set a record for the longest solo
polar expedition by a woman, at about

70days. "This is my first solo expedition,
the first time I will have spent this length
of time without company," she said in a
phone interview with the Associated
Press. "It’s part of the challenge of the
expedition, to see how I'll cope with it."
Aston spoke from Punta Arenas, Chile,
where she was boarding a charter flight
Friday after losing a precious week wait-
ing for weather to break. From a base in
Antarctica, she’ll then take asecond plane
to her starting point at the foot of the
Leverett Glacier, where the Ross Ice Shelf
meets the rocky coast. —Internet
