Two killed, 15 wounded in
Iraq attacks

BacHDAD, 20 Dec — At least two people were killed and
15 wounded in separate bomb attacks in central Iraq on
Monday, the police said.

In Iraq’s northern central province of Salahudin, one
pilgrim was killed and two were injured when a roadside
bomb was detonated near a bus carrying Iranian Shi’ite
pilgrims near the city of Balad, some 80 km north of the
capital of Baghdad, Xinhua reported citing a source.

InBaghdad, acivilian waskilled and two others wounded
when a sticky bomb attached to their car went off in the
western district of Amriyah, said an interior ministry source.

In a separate incident, a roadside bomb was detonated
near Al-Hamraahotel in Baghdad’s central district of Jadriyah,
wounding three civilians, the source said.

Also in Baghdad, three civilians were wounded when a
roadside bomb ripped through the Eilam district, the source
added.

In another incident, gunmen planted two bombs in a
policeman’shouse in Taji area, some 20 km north of Baghdad,
wounding five of his family members and destroying part of
the house.—Internet

Japan picks F-35 as next-

generation

Tokyo, 20 Dec— The
Japanese government made
aformal decision on Tuesday
to choose the F-35 stealth jet,
which is being developed by
the United States and eight
other countries, as the
country’s next-generation
fighter jets.

The Security Council of
Japan, presided over by Prime
Minister Yoshihiko Noda,
made the final decision by
taking into consideration the
key factors including the
aircraft’s performance and
cost, according to
government officials.
Japanese Defence Minister
Yasuo Ichikawa said Japan
adopted F- 35 mainly for its
high performance and 42 F-
35 fighters will be acquired.
The government said
Japanese companies would
participate in building the
new aircraft. Lockheed
Martin’s F-35 Lightning 11
stealth fighter, whichhad been

reviewed along with Boeing’s
FA-18 Super Hornet and the
Eurofighter Typhoon, will
replace the country’s40-year-
old fleet of F-4’s. While the
UStookits F-4’soutof service
in 1996 following a successful
deployment during the Gulf
War, Japan continued to use
the40-year-oldjets fortraining
and reconnaissance missions.
Of the short-listed jets,
all three offer superlative air-
to- air and air-to-ground
capabilities and can carry
impressive payloads of
ordnance. The F-35 has the
added advantage of being
able to greatly reduce its
signature on radar due to its
stealth- capable technolo-
gies. Critics in the country
are concerned about the
potential increase of costs as
the jet, which is priced about
104 million US dollars per
plane, is still under
development.

Three officers among killed as deaths in
Philippine floods near 1,000

DavaoCrry, 20 Dec—Three policemen,
including two officers, have been confirmed
dead due to Tropical Storm Washin, in a
southern Philippine pro-vince, a military
spokes-person said on Tuesday, as
authorities and survivors are grappling with
the problem of burying almost a thousand
dead.

Those killed lawmen included a police
captain and a lieutenant who were supposed to
assist in the rescue operations of flood victims
in Bukidnon province, said Colonel Leopoldo
Galon, spokesperson of the military’s Eastern
Mindanao Command. “With the number of
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victims still unaccounted for, the toll may even
surpass 1,000,” Colonel Galon said, adding a
police officer is still among those missing in
Bukidnon province.

Galon identified the fatalities as Senior
Inspector Arnold Bustarde, Inspector Charlito
Penullar and Senior Police Officer Charlon
Edrote. The National Disaster Risk Reduction
and Management Council on its 6 am bulletin
said a total of 957 people have so far been
confirmed dead, 579 of whom in Cagayan de
Oro city alone. In nearby Iligan, the other
hardest-hit port city, 279 bodies have been
counted.—Xinhua

Accra, 20 Dec— A

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US approves first heart pump for children

‘WasHINGTON, 20 Dec—The US Food and Drug Administration has approved a first
mechanical cardiac assist device for children that can help keep patients alive as they await

a transplant.

The EXCOR Pediatric System, made by German company Berlin Heart, can be sized
to fit young people from newborns to teenagers.

“This is a step forward, it is the first FDA-approved pulsatile mechanical circulatory
support device specifically designed for children,” said Susan Cummins, chief pediatric
medical officer in the FDA’s Centre for Devices and Radiological Health.

“Previous adult heart assist devices were too large to be used in critically ill children
to keep them alive while they wait to get a new heart,” she added in a statement Friday.

The device was tested on a group of 48 US patients, and was found to improve survival
rates for transplant patients compared with the use of extracorporeal membrane oxygenation,
the current standard of care, though not FDA approved.

As a whole, a reported 12-17 percent of children and 23 percent of infants die while
they await heart transplants, according to the FDA.—Internet

Woman who had ovaries
removed is pregnant

BARCELONA, 20 Dec— A Spanish cancer patient who had
both her ovaries removed has become the first in the world
to become pregnant, doctors say.

The 31-year-old woman had both her cancerous ovaries
removed, but surgeons were able to save a small, healthy
piece of one ovary that was frozen, stored and then re-
implanted in the woman after she was free of cancer,
thinkSpain reported Sunday.

Doctors at Barcelona’s Sant Joan de Deu hospital say her
case is unique because her pregnancy was made possible by
re-implanting just a small section of ovarian tissue rather
than a complete organ.

Growth factors extracted from her blood enabled it to
function and produce eggs, they said.

The hospital said it is currently preserving the ovarian
tissue of 173 patients being treated for various forms of
cancer to allow the patients to have children if they wish
when they are cured.—Internet

Saab files to unwind its
assets

VANERSBORG, 20 Dec— Saab Automobile’s parent
company in Sweden has filed papers to liquidate the
company, which has run out of funding options, court
papers say.

Inpapersfiledina Vanersborg, Sweden, court, Swedish
Automobile said it “does not expect to realize any value
from its shares in Saab Automobile ... and will write off its
interest in Saab Automobile completely,” The New York
Times reported Monday.

Saab’s main assembly plant in Trollhattan, Sweden.
has been idle since suppliers cut the company off, refusing
to extend it more credit during the summer.

The company then turned to Chinese firms in search
of an investor that could save the brand that General
Motors sold in early 2010, not long after GM emerged from
bankruptcy.

GM, however, vetoed Swedish Automobile’s attempt
to find funding in China, concerned that it would
“negatively impact GM’s existing relationships in China,”
court papers said.

GM had veto power, because it still owns several
critical patents for Saab vehicles.—Internet

‘With more than 275 million shares traded so far, the
volume-weighted average price was $5.0336. Bank of
America accounted for roughly 6 percent of composite
volume on the New York Stock Exchange, NYSE Amex
and Nasdaq.

situation of the country for implementation of Mekong Sub-
region new Strategic Framework”.

In his discussion, the President said that in relation to
promotion of tapping GMS resources, resource availability
is a cornerstone for implementation of projects. For GMS
resource availability, it is scheduled to invite partners to
participate in task force meetings, high-ranking officials
meetings and ministerial meetings.

Fire breaks out at factory in

Peruvian police confiscate 1.5 tons of cocaine

Lima, 20 Dec—A total
of 1,593 kilograms of cocaine
and 800 grams of cocaine
alkaloid, which worth more
than 4 million US dollars,
were confiscated in the
southern region of Arequipa,
Peru’s National Police (PNP)
said on Monday. Five men
were arrested in the
operations, including three
Bolivians and two Peruvians.
According to PNP’s report,
274kilograms of cocaine and
100 grams of alkaloid were

found in a tanker during the
firstoperation on Sunday. The
Bolivian driver and two of
his countrymen in his
company, were arrested.
The tanker was traveling
in the city of Camana in
Arequipa, when anti-drug
officers intercepted it.
Later, in another
operation, 1,319 kilograms
cocaine and 700 grams of
alkaloid were found inside a
home outside Camana. Two
Peruvians were arrested while

two guns and two vehicles
were seized.

The drug was believed
to have come from southern
Peruvian locations of Valle
de los Rios, Apurimac and
Ene and was to be sent to the
Bolivian city of Santa Cruz,
where it would be exported
to Europe, said the National
Police. One kilogram of
cocaine could be sold at
between 40,000 and 60, 000
dollars in the European black
market.—Internet

NY rules being buried with pet is

New York state’s Cemetery Board has decided people can have their
ashes buried in pet cemeteries alongside their non-human companions after
all. “Ifeel great,” said Rhona Levy of New York City’s Bronx borough, who
wants to be buried with her dog and cats in Westchester’s Hartsdale Pet
Cemetery. “It was sort of like an early Christmas present.”

Earlier this year, the Cemetery Board had ruled human remains could not
be buried in pet cemeteries, even though about 700 people have been buried
at Hartsdale Pet Cemetery over the years, the New York Post reported Sunday.

However, this past week, the board reversed itself and said the pet
cemetery could continue to bury human remains on its property as long as
the service is not advertised and there is no charged for it.

“It’s just unfortunate that so many people had to go through this
emotional torture these many months while this was being worked out,” Levy
said. The board also proposed similar regulations for all pet cemeteries in the

survey by the Marist College
