bassykl.org, the embassy said.

Statements on making 
fraudulent documents required 
for passport and consular ser-
vices were found on Facebook/
Tik Tok such as national scrutiny 
card, household certificate and 
endorsement.

Myanmar nationals are ad-
vised to present correct and true 
documents for consular servic-

es and warned of wasted time, 
money and losses if they use 
fake documents which won’t be 
accepted by the embassy. Appli-
cants may seek advice at respec-
tive embassy counters regarding 
this issue.

Individuals and Facebook/
TikTok account owners who are 
deceiving Myanmar citizens will 
be investigated and taken ac-
tion in accordance with the law, 
it said.

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TERRORISTS exploded the pub-
lic roads and bridges in addition 
to disturbing government’s pro-
jects, launching arson attacks on 
governmental buildings, schools 
and houses. They also engaged in 
fighting and dropped bombs on 
the villages aiming to deteriorate 
the state stability and rule of law, 
economic growth, trade flows and 
socioeconomic status of people. 

They attempted to destroy the 
natural gas pipeline near Mingan 
village in Taungtha township of 
Mandalay Region by attacking se-
curity force members about 300 
metres south of the natural gas 
pipeline using heavy and small 

weapons. Therefore, security forc-
es conducted a counterattack, and 
they retreated. 

Moreover, PDF terrorists rid-
ing seven motorcycles arrived at 
the Ministry of Industry’s Taung-
tha vest factory, which is 2,000 me-
tres north of Taungtha, yesterday.

False Claims: Security forces arrest 3, 
extort K500,000, and release them

Fake news claims civilian casualties 
in Mindat, Monywa by Tatmadaw
THE malicious media is deliberate-
ly circulating false claims that the 
Tatmadaw local battalion located in 
Mindat, Chin State, launched a heavy 
weapon on 9 August, which killed a 
local woman and wounded a child. 
Likewise, security forces from the 
Monywa checkpoint, Sagaing Region, 
fired with heavy weapons, which landed 
and exploded in villages located beside 
Monywa-Amyint Road, killing two and 
injuring seven. 

The truth was, according to the 
reports stated by local security forces 
and residents in Mindat and Monywa, 
security forces conducted security 
measures since locals reported that 

PDF terrorists arrived and grouped to 
make terror plots within those towns. 
However, PDF terrorists retreated due 
to the security measures of Tatmadaw 
forces. Therefore, it is just spreading 
fabricated stories that civilians were 
killed and wounded.

THE Environmental Conser-
vation Department announced 
in July that the Air Quality In-
dex (AQI) in various townships 
across the country remains 
within acceptable levels.

AQI was measured by 
the Environmental Conserva-
tion Department at specified 
sampling points in different 
states and regions, including 
the Union Territory. Parame-
ters tested included Environ-
mental Perimeter Air Station 
(EPAS)-Haz-Scanner Air Qual-
ity Monitoring Station (AQM-
65), Scentroid (SL-50 Scential) 

Aeroqual (Series 500 Portable 
Air Quality Monitor) AQMesh 
(Dust Analyzer - 1941150) (Gas 
Analyzer-1940150), Portable 
Beta Attenuation Mass Mon-
itor (BAM 1022) Air Quality 
Monitoring Station (AQMS) & 
Continuous Particulate Moni-
tor (PM 2.5) Particulate Matter  
(PM 10) Sulphur Dioxide (SO 
-2) Nitrogen Dioxide (NO-2) 
Ozone (0 -3) and Carbon Mon-
oxide (CO) Parameter Partic-
ulate. 

The AQI for Amarapu-
ra Township and Patheingyi 
Township in Mandalay Region 

were rated at the orange level 
for vulnerable individuals due 
to high levels of Particulate 
Monitor PM 2.5. At the same 
time, the index for other states 
and regions was observed at 
yellow and green levels.

The Environmental Con-
servation Department noted 
that test results were influ-
enced by factors such as air 
temperature, wind speed, wind 
direction, humidity, rainfall, ve-
hicle emissions, and industrial 
pollution, and therefore, air 
quality levels may fluctuate.

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FAILURE to obtain a licence for 
e-commerce online shops will 
result in legal action, as stated 
in the Trade Department’s No-
tification 11/2024 dated 9 August.

The Trade Department un-
der the Ministry of Commerce 
released Notification 50/2023 
dated 21 July 2023 regarding 
mandatory e-commerce reg-
istration through  https://www.
ecomreg.gov.mm starting from 
2 October 2023.

The ministry allowed those 
online sales business operators 
who registered between 2 Octo-
ber and 31 December 2023 to be 
exempt from registration fees for 
six months. Those running on-
line sales businesses who failed 
to obtain a licence six months 
after the notification date will 
face actions under Section 5 of 
the Essential Supplies and Ser-
vices Law.

Registration for owners of 
e-commerce online shops can 

be made through www.ecomreg.
gov.mm from 17 June by paying 

the registration fee, according 
to the export/import bulletin 

(17/2023) of the Trade Depart-
ment released on 28 December 
2023. The ministry allowed those 
online sales business operators 
who registered between 2 Octo-
ber and 31 December 2023 to be 
exempt from registration fees 
for six months.

The validity of registration 
granted starting from 1 Janu-
ary 2024 is two years. The reg-
istration fees are set at K70,000 
for companies or commercial 
institutions, with a renewal fee 
of K70,000 and an amendment 
fee of K3,000. Those companies 
or commercial institutions hold-
ing the SME certificates have 
to pay K50,000 for registration, 
K50,000 for renewal and K3,000 
for amendment fees. Individu-
als will be charged K30,000 for 
registration, K30,000 for renewal 
and K3,000 for amendment fees. 
— NN/KK

THE wholesale reference rate of 
palm oil for the Yangon market 
climbed to a sixth-week high of 
K5,945 per viss this week ending 
18 August, which increased from 
K5,780 recorded last week ending 
11 August 2024, according to the 
Supervisory Committee on edible 
oil import and distribution.

The rate started to rise from 
K5,390 per viss during the week 
ending 14 July. 

The Supervisory Committee 
on Edible Oil Import and Dis-

tribution under the Ministry of 
Commerce has been closely ob-
serving the FOB prices in Malay-
sia and Indonesia, adding trans-
port costs, tariffs and banking 
services to decide the wholesale 
market reference rate for edible 
oil on a weekly basis.

 Despite the reference price, 
the market price is way too high.

To control overcharging, 
the Consumer Affairs Depart-
ment under the Ministry of Com-
merce informed the consumers 

of lodging the complaints for 
overcharging through the call 
centre hotline in late August. The 
department urges consumers not 
to buy palm oil at high prices. 
The Committee notified that any 
person who is involved in price 
gouging and oil storage to at-
tempt market manipulation will 
face legal action under the Es-
sential Goods and Services Law. 

The department is working 
together with the Myanmar Oil 
Dealers’ Association and the 
cooking oil importing compa-
nies to offer affordable rates of 
imported palm oil for consumers. 

The complaints for over-
charging can be lodged over 
hotline 1535 of the call centre of 
the Consumers Affairs Depart-
ment or sent to the Facebook 
page of the department and the 
region and state departments 
concerned. 

The domestic consumption 
of palm oil is estimated at one 
million tonnes per year. The local 
palm oil production is just about 
400,000 tonnes. About 700,000 
tonnes of palm oil are yearly 
imported through Malaysia and 
Indonesia to meet domestic de-
mands. — NN/KK

THE Fisheries Department stated that Myanmar 
conveyed 1,885.11 tonnes of shrimp to international 
trading partners in the first four months of the current 
financial year 2024-2025, beginning 1 April, with an 
estimated value of $6.957 million.

1,579.655 tonnes worth $5.229 million, and the border 
saw exports of 305.45 tonnes worth $1.728 million 
between 1 April and 31 July.

MYANMAR and Thailand recently won a joint third prize in the 
ASEAN Smoke-Free Award, a competition organized by the 
ASEAN Secretariat and the Southeast Asia Tobacco Control 
Alliance. Myanmar was recognized for establishing smoke-free 
zones in the Bagan ancient cultural area, an effort that not 
only promotes public health but also enhances the nation’s 
international standing.

Smoking is a costly habit that poses serious health risks, 
not only to smokers but also to those around them. According to 
the World Health Organization (WHO), over eight million people 
die annually due to smoking-related illnesses, with about 1.2 
million of these deaths attributed to second-hand smoke. The 
global tobacco crisis has been labelled a “tobacco pandemic” 

by public health experts, as 
smoking-related deaths sur-
pass those from many other 
global health threats.

In Myanmar, smoking 
and tobacco use are ma-
jor public health concerns, 
contributing to the nation’s 
high burden of non-commu-
nicable diseases. Each year, 
approximately 64,000 people 
in Myanmar die from illness-
es caused by smoking and 
tobacco use. 

The economic impact 
is also significant, with the 
country losing an estimated 
K2.6 trillion (US$1.6 billion) 
annually, which accounts for 
3.3 per cent of the national 
GDP. These figures highlight 
the urgent need for stronger 
tobacco control measures.

Myanmar has been com-

Following this, the govern-
ment enacted the Cigarette and Tobacco Control Law, which 
includes provisions that prohibit the sale of cigarettes to 
individuals under 18 and ban cigarette sales within 100 feet of 
school campuses. However, enforcement of these regulations 
remains a challenge, and stricter implementation is necessary 
to reduce tobacco use and protect public health.

Chinese researchers develop unmanned 
system for tunnel emergency rescue

THE China Aerospace Sci-
ence and Industry Corpo-
ration (CASIC) on Friday 

said it has developed an un-
manned emergency rescue sys-
tem for tunnels, with independent 
intellectual property rights.

Compared to highway res-

cues, tunnel rescues face a mul-
titude of difficulties, including 
terrain intricacies, diminished 
perceptual capabilities, the ab-
sence of satellite signal coverage, 
restricted access to the incident 
site, and a lack of effective nav-
igational tools, according to the 

CASIC.
The researchers overcame 

key technical challenges in their 
development of the system, such 
as those related to autonomous 
tunnel navigation, radar obstacle 
detection and avoidance, auton-
omous route planning, tunnel 

communication transmission, 
and ultra-low-altitude firefighting.

The system has successfully 
implemented autonomous naviga-
tion in tunnels devoid of satellite 
signal, enabling the intelligent 
recognition and precise location 
of fire sources and individuals.

It is designed to deliver rescue 
equipment and fire-extinguishing 
materials accurately, facilitating 
a swift response at the onset of a 
fire. The innovative system effec-
tively tackles such difficulties as 
the absence of satellite signal and 
traffic jams during expressway 
tunnel fires.

The system has undergone 

successful trials related to au-
tonomous navigation in tunnels, 
autonomous obstacle avoidance 
and the deployment of fire-extin-
guishing grenades. It is poised 
for broader application across a 
range of emergency rescue sce-
narios, including firefighting on 
expressways.

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UNDER the supervision of the Illegal Trade Eradication 
Steering Committee, efforts to prevent and prosecute 
illegal trade continue effectively in accordance with 
the law.

On 9 August, a combined team managed by the 
Customs Department conducted inspections. It seized 
11,700 kilogrammes worth approximately K46.683 mil-
lion of China-made Neoprene Adhesives industrial 
use glue at the Myanma Industrial Port; 731.34 square 
metres of ceramic wall and floor tiles and 49,500 kilo-
grammes worth approximately K109 million of plastic 
resin-polyethylene at the Asia World checkpoint; three 
commodities including 13 boxes of machinery spare 
parts worth approximately K3 million at the Yangon 
International Airport;  one fingerprint scanner made by 
China valued at K1.15 million at the Yangon Internation-
al Airport (Warehouse); and 18,000 bottles of Thai-made 
Carabao energy drink worth approximately K15 million 
and one Chenglong tractor head worth K100 million at 
the Ywathagyi Dry Port. The action was carried out 
according to Customs procedures. 

On 10 August, a combined team managed by the 
Bago Region Illegal Trade Eradication Special Task 

Force conducted inspections. It seized 4,200 packs of 
Thai-made Yum Yum instant noodles, 68 Japan-made 
Recond TVs and three other commodities worth ap-
proximately K12 million and one Yutong bus and one 
Zhong Tong bus valued at K80 million at the Nyaung-
khashay X-Ray machine checkpoint. The action was 
taken in line with Customs procedures. The team also 
seized 1.122 tonnes of illegal wood valued at K152,701 
in Bago District. 

The combined team managed by the Sagaing 
Region Illegal Trade Eradication Special Task Force 
conducted inspections. It seized an unregistered Honda 
Insight and one unregistered Daihatsu Hijet worth 
approximately K16 million at the Kantalu checkpoint in 
Sagaing Township on 10 August; an unregistered Toyota 
Crown worth K15 million and a total of 1,740 baskets, 
each carrying 80 pieces of apples worth approximately 
K19 million at the Yadanabon checkpoint on 11 August. 
The action was taken under the Import-Export Law.  

The Illegal Trade Eradication Steering Committee 
reported 20 arrests on 9, 10 and 11 August, resulting in 
the seizure of illegal goods worth approximately K418 
million. — MNA/TMT

MAJA Education Centre reported that Japan has 
launched the new Caregiver Scholarship Programme, 
which will allow candidates to work in elderly care 
centres.

and 27 years of age. Applicants must be interested in 
caring for the elderly and sick and be able to live and 
work in Japan for many years. Priority will be given 
to those with experience in elderly care and nursing, 
and they must be in good health and have passed the 
primary medical examination before going abroad. 

Interested persons who meet these qualifications 
can fill out the specified Google Form and register 
by 20 August, according to MAJA Education Centre.

PYINMANA Sangha Hospital donated more than K14.6 
million to 38 patients for having kidney dialysis in July, 
with the help of public contribution, said medical super-
intendent Dr Than Min Htut.

The hospital’s renal ward could provide dialysis 
for 90 patients 561 times in the last month and sought 
funding to give free dialysis for 38 poor patients out of 
90, he wrote on his Facebook page.

The public donation for free dialysis is worth up to 
K14.6 million. For the maintenance of dialysis machines, 
Daw San San Swe from Kabarkyaw sack bag manufac-
turing in Yangon donated K1.2 million as a New Year’s 
donation.

Depending on the levels of the disease, times of 
kidney dialysis are different; some need eight times a 
month, and some need six times a month, he wrote on 
his Facebook page.

Each dialysis costs K55,000, so six times the cost is 
K330,000, and eight times the price is K440,000.

In June, the hospital donated more than K15 million 
to 37 kidney patients for having dialysis.

Over the last three months, from April to June, 
Pyinmana Sangha Hospital provided free medical treat-
ments for a total of 2,084 monks and nuns who had 
financial difficulties – 584 in April, 713 in May and 787 
in June. — MT/ZS

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Foreign students spotlight Utoro history, ethnic Koreans in Japan
AN internship was launched 
at a museum in Uji, Kyoto Pre-
fecture, dedicated to telling the 
story of the Utoro district, where 
ethnic Koreans have historically 
faced discrimination, to promote 
the history of the community 
internationally through foreign 
students living in Japan.

Foreign students at Rit-
sumeikan University have 
been enlisted for support at the 
Utoro Peace Memorial Museum 
to relay the stories of the dis-
trict, where Korean labourers 
and their descendants were re-
cruited to build an airfield dur-
ing World War II. Many survived 
despite discrimination and faced 
prejudice after the war.

The museum staff welcomed 
the students, saying, “This is a 
great opportunity for Utoro res-
idents to interact with people 
of many different nationalities.”

On 23 June, a day when the 
Utoro Cafe inside the museum 
was open, residents mixed with 
foreign and Japanese students 
while they tucked into Korean 
food and other dishes.

“I had a tough life. Now I 
am happy to see so many people 
coming to the museum,” Han 
Gum Bong, an 85-year-old wom-
an who immigrated to the district 
with her family, said with a smile.

The museum opened in 

April 2022 to commemorate the 
history of Japan and the Korean 
Peninsula, and pays homage to 
the so-called zainichi Koreans 
who have long resided in Japan’s 
Utoro district.

Nearly a dozen foreign 

students from Vietnam, South 
Korea, the United States and 
other countries are participat-
ing in the internship program. 
Their activities include acting as 
museum tour guides, translating 
exhibition panels from Japanese 

into English and interviewing 
residents of the district.

They also visited Osaka’s 
Tsuruhashi district, known as 
one of the largest Koreatowns in 
the country, to learn the history 
of zainichi Koreans in Japan and 
post comments about their activ-
ities in English on social media.

Carlos Marquez, 21, the 
leader of the intern group, immi-
grated to the United States from 
Mexico City with his family when 
he was a high school student.

Reflecting on those days, he 
said, “I couldn’t get a part-time 
job even though I was legally 
living in the US (With my visa 
at the time) it was like being in 
a gray zone.”

He focused volunteering 
efforts on trying to combat prej-
udice against Latin Americans 
and the disparities they face in 
the United States. Carlos learned 
about the history of Utoro, where 
those who moved there built 
their own community, and noted 
it overlapped with the experienc-
es he and many Latin Americans 
faced. — Kyodo

How a magic berry transformed 
China’s vast wilderness in its northwest

OVER a decade ago, Hu Yu-
zhu could never have imagined 
that her hometown in the arid 
desert of northwest China’s 
Ningxia Hui Autonomous Re-
gion would one day transform 
into an oasis.

Today, Mingsha Town in 

Ningxia’s Zhongwei City has 
been turned into a lush oasis 
adorned with trees bearing 
branches laden with red fruits. 
It has become a vital resource 
for Hu, her fellow villagers and 
migrant workers, improving 
their livelihoods.

The transformations are 
largely due to the goji berries, 
also known as wolfberries, a 
Ningxia specialty famous for 
their nutritional value. Dubbed 
as “magic berries”, the goji 
berries have been used in tra-
ditional Chinese medicine for 
thousands of years.

As one of China’s major 
goji berry-producing regions, 
Ningxia currently boasts 
325,000 mu (about 21,667 hec-
tares) of goji berry cultivation 
area. With the expansion of 
cultivation areas, goji berries 
from Ningxia have not only 
brought greenery to barren 
land but also become a signif-
icant source of wealth for the 
locals in the region.

Also, thanks to advance-
ments in sci-tech innovation 
in the industry, goji berry prod-
ucts from the region have di-
versified and reached a wider 
consumer base over the years.

SOUTH Korea’s export logged a double-digit growth in the first 10 
days of August owing to strong demand for locally-made semicon-
ductors and automobiles, customs office data showed Monday.

Export stood at US$15.47 billion in the 1 August - 10 August 
period, up 16.7 per cent compared with the same period of last 
year, according to Korea Customs Service.

The daily average export increased 24.0 per cent in the 10-
day period. The monthly outbound shipment kept growing for 
the 10th straight month through July. 

Semiconductor export spiked 42.1 per cent to $3.48 billion, 
and automotive shipment surged 63.9 per cent to $876 million.

Cambodia to launch e-arrival 
card for air passengers next 
month: PM

CAMBODIA will launch in 
September an e-arrival card 
scheme for air passengers ar-
riving in the Southeast Asian 
country, Prime Minister Hun 
Manet said on Monday.

The e-arrival digital card 
will replace paper forms for 
immigration, health and cus-
toms declarations. 

It will be available either 
at www.arrival.gov.kh or via 
the Cambodia e-arrival app 
available in the App Store and 
Play Store on mobile phones or 
other electronic devices.

The Cambodia e-arriv-
al system will be officially 
launched at Cambodia’s three 
airports from 1 September 
2024 to facilitate the arrivals 
of national and international 
travellers, Hun Manet said on 
his official Telegram channel.

According to the General 
Department of Immigration, 
the e-arrival app will make 
passengers easier to complete 
immigration formalities and 
health procedures in one form.

The General Department 
of Immigration said foreign 
passengers will still be re-
quired to show or obtain a visa 

upon arrival, and within seven 
days before their arrivals, pas-
sengers are required to fill in 
their immigration, health and 
customs declarations in one 
form at the Cambodia e-ar-
rival app.

Thourn Sinan, chairman of 
the Pacific Asia Travel Associ-
ation Cambodia chapter, said 
the e-arrival card scheme will 
help attract more international 
tourists to the kingdom.

“The e-arrival card app 
could streamline the entry 
process for tourists, poten-
tially attracting more visitors 
to Cambodia,” he told Xinhua. 
“By offering convenience and 
efficiency, the app may en-
hance the country’s appeal.”

Tourism is one of four 
pillars supporting Cambo-
dia’s economy, in addition to 
garment, footwear and travel 
goods export, agriculture, and 
construction and real estate.

The kingdom received 3.16 
million international tourists in 
the first half of 2024, up from 
2.57 million in the same peri-
od last year, according to the 
Ministry of Tourism. — Xinhua

Stocks mostly rise as focus turns 
to US inflation data

ASIAN markets mostly rose 
Monday as investors tried to 
move on from last week’s up-
heaval fuelled by US recession 
worries, with focus shifting to 
the release of key inflation and 
retail data.

After a painful collapse 
fuelled by a big miss on US 
jobs creation, equities man-
aged to bounce back over the 

following days and ended Fri-
day on a healthy note.

The gains were helped by 
a report showing fewer people 
than expected claimed unem-
ployment benefits, soothing 
fears that the world’s top 
economy was contracting.

H o w e v e r,  a n a l y s t s 
warned that while some calm 
has returned to trading floors, 

traders remained on edge and 
were nervously awaiting the 
release of the next round of 
indicators.

The consumer price index 
and retail sales reports this 
week could provide the Federal 
Reserve more room to cut in-
terest rates.

Expectations are that the 
bank will lower borrowing costs 
25 basis points next month, and 
at least once more before Jan-
uary, thanks to a string of data 
suggesting prices have been 
brought under control.

Still, Fed officials offered 
differing views on the outlook 
for rates.

Governor Michelle Bow-
man said she still thought in-
flation could bounce back and 
remained cautious about mak-
ing any reductions too early.

But Boston Fed chief Su-
san Collins said officials could 
start cutting soon if data con-
tinued to show prices were 
being tamed. — AFP

Sri Lankan workers’ remittances surge 
10.3% in first 7 months of 2024
SRI Lankan workers remitted US$3.71 billion in the first seven 
months of 2024, a 10.3 per cent increase over the same period last 
year, according to the central bank.

In July, remittances stood at 566.8 million dollars, up from 
541.0 million dollars a year earlier.

Sri Lanka’s external sector performance in the first half of 2024 
remained positive due to higher inflows in the form of workers’ 
remittances and earnings from tourism, the central bank said last 
week. Workers’ remittances are among Sri Lanka’s top foreign 
revenue earners. — Xinhua

OPEC keeps forecast for 2024 oil 
output growth outside organization at 
1.23M bpd – report
OPEC has kept its fore-
cast for the oil production 
growth in 2024 outside the 
organization at 1.23 million 
barrels per day and expects 
an increase to 53 million 
barrels per day, the organ-
ization said in its fresh re-
port on Monday. 

“Non-Declaration of 
Cooperation (Non-DoC) 
liquids supply (ie liquids 
supply from countries not 
participating in the DoC) 
is expected to grow by 1.2 
mb/d in 2024, unchanged 
from the previous month’s 
assessment,” the report 
read. 

The table in the report 
clarifies that the indicator 
is expected to reach 53 mil-
lion barrels per day, and the 
growth will be 1.23 million 
barrels per day. A month 
earlier, OPEC had forecast 

production growth at the 
same level.

OPEC+ oil production 
in July increased by 117,000 
barrels per day by June to 
40.91 million barrels per 
day, while the countries 
participating in the oil deal 
produced output by 84,000 
barrels per day more than 
agreed, taking into account 
voluntary cuts and an over-
production compensation 
plan, the organization said.

OPEC has slightly 
downgraded its forecast for 
the US’s oil and conden-
sate production in 2024 to 
13.2 million barrels per day, 
according to the organiza-
tion’s fresh report.

In July, the organiza-
tion expected the 2024 US 
production to amount to 
13.23 million barrels per 
day, and in May and June 

— 13.22 million barrels per 
day.

The commercial oil 
stocks in the Organization 
for Economic Co-operation 
and Development (OECD) 
decreased by 14.1 million 
barrels in June and were 
below the five-year average 

by 66.8 million barrels, ac-
cording to OPEC’s report.

The oil production in 
OPEC countries has in-
creased by 185,000 barrels 
per day in July and aver-
aged at 26.75 million barrels 
per day, the organization 
said. — Sputnik

Cambodia earns US$269 mln from 
rubber exports in first 7 months of 2024
CAMBODIA exported 
173,915 tonnes of natural 
rubber latex in the first sev-
en months of 2024, slight-
ly up 1.72 per cent from 
170,968 tonnes over the 
same period last year, said 
a General Directorate of 

Rubber’s report on Sunday.
The country earned 

US$269 million in revenue 
from exports of the com-
modity during the Janu-
ary-July period this year, 
up 12.4 per cent from $239.3 
million over the same peri-

od last year, the report said.
“A tonne of rubber la-

tex averagely cost $1,547 
during the first seven 
months of 2024, about 147 
dollars higher than that of 
the same period last year,” 
Khun Kakada, acting direc-

tor-general of the General 
Directorate of Rubber, said 
in the report.

The Southeast Asian 
nation exports the com-
modity mainly to Malaysia, 
Vietnam, Singapore and 
China. — Xinhua
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GREECE ordered fresh evacuations 
near Athens on Monday as wildfires 
spread despite “superhuman” efforts 
to contain the flames, firefighters said.

At least five more communities 
were told to flee by civil protection au-
thorities on Monday, after hundreds of 
people evacuated Sunday from at least 

eight villages.
“Civil protection forces battled hard 

throughout the night, but despite super-
human efforts, the fire evolved rapidly,” 
fire brigade spokesman Vassilis Vath-
rakogiannis said.

“At this moment it has reached 
Mount Pentelicus and is headed in the 
direction of Penteli,” he added.

The Mediterranean country is 
exceptionally vulnerable to summer 
blazes. After the warmest winter on 
record, Greece also experienced its 
hottest June and July since reliable data 
collection began in 1960, and the sum-
mer season has seen fires burn daily.

Temperatures are forecast to peak 
at 39 degrees Celsius (102 degrees Fahr-
enheit) in Greece on Monday, with wind 
gusts of up to 50 kilometres (31 miles) 
per hour.

Two hospitals in Penteli — one for 
children and a military facility — were 
evacuated at dawn, Vathrakogiannis 
said. — AFP

Russia’s Army-2024 Forum to host 
military delegations from 83 countries
MILITARY delegations from 83 
countries will take part in the 
Army-2024 international mili-
tary-technical forum in Russia, 
the Defence Ministry said on 
Monday.

Representatives of 
more than 120 foreign companies 
are participating in the work of 
the forum,” the ministry said in 
a statement. 

Bilateral meetings are

Ministry, the Federal Service for 
Military-Technical Cooperation, 
state arms exporter Rosoboro-
nexport and the Ministry of In-
dustry and Trade, according to 
the statement. 

The forum will once again 
bring together representa-
tives from Russian and foreign 
armed forces, allowing defence 
and national security experts to 
strengthen cooperative ties, the 
statement said. — Sputnik

WHITE smoke was seen coming from the 
left engine of a Singapore Airlines plane as 
it arrived at Narita airport near Tokyo on 
Monday but no one was injured, according 
to a report received by firefighters.

The problem on Flight 638 with 276 
passengers and crew aboard led to the clo-
sure of Runway B at the airport for about 
50 minutes from around 7:40 am as the 
aircraft was towed away, Narita Interna-
tional Airport Corp said.

The Boeing 787 aircraft may have ex-
perienced a problem as it was landing, the 
airport operator said. Tire debris was found 
on the runway, according to the Ministry of 
Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tour-
ism’s airport office.  — Kyodo

THE central Thanh Hoa province has 
become Vietnam’s first locality this year 
to announce the diathpheria epidemic 
after three positive cases were detected 
in Muong Lat town, local media reported 
Monday.

Thirty-four people having close contact 
with the infection cases have been identified. 
All of them are living in the same residential 
area in Muong Lat town. According to local 
authorities, the infection risk remains high.

The authorities are taking emergency 
preventive measures such as medical quaran-
tine, spraying disinfectant at infection areas.

Iran, European Council discuss resumption of nuclear talks
IRAN’S President Masoud Pezeshkian 
and Charles Michel, president of the Eu-
ropean Council, on Sunday exchanged 
views on the resumption of the talks on 
the revival of a 2015 nuclear deal.

In a phone call, the two sides dis-
cussed bilateral ties as well as the re-
gional and international issues of com-
mon interest, including the promotion 
of multilateralism in the world and 
developments in Gaza, according to a 
statement published on the website of 
the Iranian president’s office.

On the resumption of the nuclear 
talks between Iran and the other par-
ties to the deal, Pezeshkian said the 
existence of trust and safeguarding bi-
lateral interests were the basis for an 
agreement.

He added that should both sides 
fulfill their commitments and help build 
mutual trust, in addition to reviving the 
nuclear deal, other bilateral issues could 
be discussed.

Pezeshkian highlighted the neces-
sity to establish a multilateral world or-

der, saying the US policies towards and 
pressures on countries such as Iran and 
its bids to deprive them of their rights 
and interests were aimed at preventing 
the establishment of a new world order 
as well as the restoration of stability and 
calm to the world.

Iran had always supported ensuring 
peace and stability in the world and for 
all peoples and maintained that any 
trend or movement in any part of the 
world that jeopardized those values 
should be stopped, he added. — Xinhua

Calls for Gaza truce grow, Hamas 
urges Biden plan implementation
INTERNATIONAL pressure mounted 
Monday for a ceasefire in Gaza, with Brit-
ain, France and Germany issuing a joint 
plea for an end to fighting between Israel 
and Hamas with “no further delay”.

The call came a day after Palestin-
ian militant group Hamas — whose 7 
October attack on Israel triggered the 
war — urged mediators to implement 
a truce plan presented by US President 
Joe Biden instead of holding more talks.

“The fighting must end now, and all 
hostages still detained by Hamas must be 
released,” French President Emmanuel 
Macron, German Chancellor Olaf Scholz 
and British Prime Minister Keir Starmer 

said in a joint statement.
“The people of Gaza need urgent 

and unfettered delivery and distribution 
of aid,” it said.

“There can be no further delay.”
International mediators have invit-

ed Israel and Hamas to resume talks 
towards a long-sought truce and hos-
tage-release deal, after fighting in Gaza 
and the killings of Iran-aligned militant 
leaders sparked fears of a wider conflict.

Israel has accepted the invitation 
from the United States, Qatar and Egypt 
for a round of talks planned for Thursday.

Hamas said Sunday it wanted the 
implementation of a truce plan laid out 

by Biden on 31 May and later endorsed 
by the UN Security Council, “rather than 
going through more negotiation rounds 
or new proposals”.

Hamas “demands that the media-
tors present a plan to implement what 
they proposed to the movement... based 
on Biden’s vision and the UN Security 
Council resolution, and compel the (Is-
raeli) occupation to comply”, it said.

Unveiling the plan, Biden had called 
it a three-phase “roadmap to an enduring 
ceasefire and the release of all hostages”, 
describing it was an Israeli proposal. 
Mediation efforts since then have failed 
to produce an agreement. — AFP

Enemy will receive proper response in 
Russia’s border regions — Putin
THE enemy will receive a proper response in 
the border regions of Russia, Russian President 
Vladimir Putin said on Monday. 

“The enemy will certainly receive a proper 
response, and all the goals we face will undoubtedly 
be achieved,” Putin said at an operational meeting 
with representatives of the law enforcement on the 
situation in the Kursk region. 

The relative calm situation in the Bryansk 
Region today does not guarantee that this will 
continue, we need to prepare for different scenar-
ios, Putin said. 

“If it is relatively calm in the Bryansk Region 
today, this does not mean that the same situation 
will remain there tomorrow. I ask you to take this 
very carefully together with the law enforcement 
agencies, together with the headquarters, which 
is being created through the FSB of Russia with 
the support of Rosgvardiya. All the issues that 
need to be discussed, in order to prepare for any 
development of the situation, together with the 
Ministry of Emergency Situations of Russia, must 
be prepared and resolved in advance,” the president 
said. — Sputnik

the China-Iran comprehensive strategic 
partnership, said Wang.

Iran is welcome to actively partici-
pate in the events hosted by China as the 
rotating chair of the Shanghai Coopera-
tion Organization and strengthen this new 
type of international organization, he said.

China is willing to strengthen coop-
eration with Iran within the framework of 
the BRICS mechanism, further increase 
the voice and influence of the “Global 
South”, and promote more just and rea-
sonable development of international 
governance, said the Chinese minister.
