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MOSCOW, 19 Dec—Russian President Vladimir Putin,  speaking only hours before talks with a US envoy on Iraq
debt, said that the US-led war in the country was unjustified because it was not authorized by the United Nations
Security Council.

Iraq war was unjustified, says Putin,
ahead of talks with US envoy

“The use of force abroad,

according to existing interna-

tional laws, can only be sanc-

tioned by the United Nations.

This is the international law.

Everything that is done with-

out the UN Security Coun-

cil’s sanction cannot be rec-

ognized as fair or justified,”

Putin said Thursday in an

annual live televised ques-

tion-and-answer session.

“I am being as restrained

as I can be when I choose

these words,” Putin added.

The comments came only

hours before Putin was due

to meet in Moscow with US

envoy James Baker, who is

trying to convince the inter-

national community to write

off Iraq’s crushing 120-bil-

lion dollar (97-billion-euro)

debt.

Putin, who opposed the

war in Iraq, described the

United States as a partner,

but said the Iraqi campaign

should not be lumped in with

the broader international war

on terrorism.

“We are do not want the

United States to lose their war

on terrorism — we are US

partners in the fight against

terrorism,” Putin said.

“But as for Iraq, this is a

separate matter. There were

no international terrorists

under Hussein. This is a sepa-

rate problem,” said Putin.

He also suggested that

the United States may be

suffering from over-confi-

dence on the international

sphere, warning that “em-

pires” had fallen before from

feeling too strong and using

their military might indis-

criminately.

“I must say that in all

times, great countries, em-

pires, always suffered a se-

ries of problems that com-

plicated their situation — this

was a feeling of invulner-

ability, a feeling of grandeur,

and a feeling that it never

sins,” said Putin.

“This always hurt coun-

tries that tried to call them-

selves empires. I very much

hope that this does not hap-

pen to our American part-

ners.”

Moscow has been furi-

ous with Washington in re-

cent days for barring coun-

tries that opposed the Iraqi

war in participating in the

lucrative first phase of re-

construction projects in the

war-torn country.

Russia warned the United

States on Tuesday that it was

“unacceptable” to make such

a decision.—Internet

US soldier killed
in ambush in Iraq

BAGHDAD , 19 Dec — Guerrillas ambushed a US mili-
tary patrol with small arms fire, killing one soldier, the
military said Thursday, and suspected Saddam Hussein
loyalists killed a representative of a major Shiite political
party.

In Tokyo on Thursday, Japanese Prime Minister Junichiro

Koizumi approved a plan to send 1,000 troops on a humanitar-

ian mission to southern Iraq , the defense chief said. The

schedule of the deployment was not released. It will be Japan’s

first troop dispatch to a combat zone since World War II.

The US soldier was killed Wednesday night when the 1st

Armored Division patrol came under fire in al-Karmah, in

northwest Baghdad, the military said. Another American

was injured, as was an Iraqi interpreter.

The soldier’s death brings the number of US soldiers

killed in combat to 314 since the war started on 20 March,

including 199 since President Bush declared the end of

major combat on 1 May. Some 144 soldiers have died of

non-hostile causes, according to the Pentagon.

It was the first fatal ambush of a US soldier since

Saddam’s capture on Saturday. —Internet

in first 10 months this year
KUALA  LUMPUR, 19 Dec— Malaysia’s natural rubber

production for January-October 2003 totalled 564,898
tons, up 16.2 per cent over the same period last year, the
Malaysia Statistics Department said recently.

Total exports for the first 10 months of 2003 surged by

5.8 per cent to 791,484 tons, the department said in a Press

release issued here.

For the period of January-October 2003, China was the

top buyer of Malaysian rubber at 173,476 tons (21.9 per cent

of the total exports), followed by Germany (109,464 tons or

13.8 per cent), the United States (64,702 tons or 8.2 per

cent), the department said.

Meanwhile, the country’s imports of rubber for the first

10 months of this year totalled 362,562 tons, a drop of 5.4 per

cent versus the same period in 2002.

The natural rubber imports came mainly from Thailand,

the Philippines, Myanmar, Indonesia and Vietnam.

However, for October 2003, the country’s rubber output

decreased by 6.6 per cent to 58,814 tons compared to that of the

previous month, according to the department.— MNA/Xinhua

Japan may evacuate
embassy staff in Baghdad

TOKYO , 19 Dec— The Japanese Foreign Ministry is
considering temporarily evacuating the Japanese Em-
bassy’s staff in Baghdad after receiving a fresh warning
of terror attack, Kyodo News reported on Thursday.

The latest warning came Tuesday from what the minis-

try describes a “reliable source” and is more specifically

targeted at the embassy, Kyodo quoted ministry sources as

saying.

“To the best of my knowledge, that hasn’t happened

yet,” he said.

But this was not unusual in “the first few days” of

detention, said Westphal.

The ICRC is “waiting for notification and hopes these

visits will begin as soon as possible,” he said, stressing that

such visits are stipulated under the Geneva Conventions.

Washington has said that Saddam is a prisoner of war

and his  rights under the Geneva Conventions would be

upheld. “We expect the law is being followed and we expect

to be visiting Saddam Hussein,” he said. It was not clear

when this would happen. —Internet

Guerilla attacks on Iraqi
collaborators increasing

It

could carry a warhead weighing 15 kilos.

Thursday’s trial was intended to gauge its

accuracy and various other parameters.

Trishul, which formed part of India’s

Guided Missile Development Programme, is

about three metres in length and 200

centremetres in diametre. It flies at

supersonic speed.

BERLIN , 19 Dec — The head of the US-backed Governing Council in Iraq said on Thursday he opposed excluding
any country that wants to help rebuild the country.

 The United States effectively barred Germany and other

opponents of the US-led invasion of Iraq, including France

and Russia, when it said it intended to hand out 18.6 billion

US dollars’ worth of Iraq reconstruction contracts only to

companies from countries that had participated in the war

effort.

 Abdelaziz al-Hakim told journalists, at a news confer-

ence with German Foreign Minister Joschka Fischer, the

Council wanted to open the reconstruction effort to any

company or country who wanted to help.

 “We in the Governing Council have decided that we

want to hold the door open for all countries and all compa-

nies that want to contribute to the reconstruction of Iraq,” he

said, when asked about a US ban on German firms. “No

exceptions.”

 Washington’s decision to limit the bidding for contracts

upset Berlin, which opposed the war but has since tried to

help the US efforts on debt relief for Iraq. Germany also has

8,000 troops on peacekeeping missions abroad, including

in Afghanistan.

 The Iraqi leader said he was particularly interested in

Germany’s expertise in privatizing state-owned compa-

nies. Following the collapse of Communist East Germany,

the German Government privatized most state industries in

the east.

 “Naturally Germany has the corresponding experience,”

he added, referring to Germany’s long history of business

ties with Iraq that predate Saddam Hussein’s regime. “Ger-

many also has the capacity to contribute to the reconstruc-

tion of our country in this regard.”  Fischer reiterated

Germany’s readiness to help rebuild Iraq and renewed an

offer to help train Iraq police. — MNA/Reuters

seething streets

FALLUA , 19 Dec — American troops killed at least 17
Iraqis over the course of a day, the military reported
Tuesday, in ambushes and violent rallies around the
nation’s Sunni Muslim heartland, where anger and disbe-
lief at the capture of Saddam Hussein were still boiling.

Demonstrators took to the
streets in almost every major
city north and west of Bagh-
dad, where support for
Saddam, himself a Sunni, re-
mains strong, and where at-
tacks against US soldiers
have been fiercest. The cap-
ture of Saddam has churned
up strong emotions.

Some Iraqis have ex-
pressed delight and have
called for an immediate pub-
lic trial. Others, even those
who hated Saddam, describe
their disgust at television im-
ages showing him undergo-
ing a medical exam and at the
fact that he had surrendered
without having fired a shot.
And while some Iraqis lauded
the Americans for finally
catching him, there seemed
no palpable increase in sup-
port for the American occu-
pation of Iraq.

“We hope that the Ameri-
cans will put Saddam on trial,
form a free and democratic
Iraqi government, then end
the occupation and leave us
alone,” said Muhammad al-
Majedy, 32, who attended a
rally in Baghdad on Tuesday

in support of Saddam’s cap-
ture.

The rally was organized
by the Supreme Council for
the Islamic Revolution in
Iraq, a body of Shiite Mus-
lims, the majority in Iraq, who
have been broadly tolerant of
the American presence. But
in Falluja, about 64
kilometers, or 40 miles, west
of Baghdad, supporters hold-
ing pictures of Saddam took
over the main municipal of-
fice on Monday night, eject-
ing the city’s police force as
they fired off guns, ransacked
the building and burned files.
At least one person was killed
by American gunfire early
Tuesday after US soldiers
took back control of the build-
ing. It had been captured in a
rally fueled partly by rumors
that Saddam was still free
and had not surrendered in
haggard humiliation from in-
side a small hole in the ground
on Saturday night. “Last night
Saddam Hussein was in
Falluja,” said one man who
would give only a nickname,
Abu Ahmed, 30, and said he
had watched the chaotic ral-
lies of the last day.

“I didn’t see him,” Abu
Ahmed said. “But some peo-
ple swore on the Koran at the
mosques they saw him. What
was on television was not
true.” In Samarra, about 97
kilometers north of Baghdad,
the military reported that it
had killed 11 people who had
staged a “complex ambush”
against an American military
convoy on Monday after-
noon.

The attack was signaled,
the military reported, by a
flock of pigeons released as
the convoy neared. Then two
men opened fire from a mo-
torcycle that was passing chil-
dren leaving school, a tactic
the military said had been used
to discourage return fire.

We know that

people trafficking causes

not only harm to the women

trafficked, but also to their

families,” Pongthep was

quoted by newspaper The
Nation as saying.

As part of the project, the

Australian Government will

grant new visas to victims of

trafficking and an Austral-

ian officer would be stationed

in Bangkok to deal with re-

lated issues.

The Australian senator

New Yorkers have no clear favourite among
WTC memorial designs

NEW YORK, 19 Dec — A

majority of New Yorkers said

they had so far no clear fa-

vourite among the final eight

memorial designs for the

World Trade Center (WTC),

according to a report pub-

lished by Imagine New York
on Tuesday, a grassroots or-

ganization for the rebuilding

of the WTC site.

The group conducted an

email survey and held dis-

cussion groups involving a

total of 2,800 people. Many

respondents viewed the jag-

ged wreckage and other rel-

ics from the September 11

attacks more favourably than

the final eight memorial de-

signs.

“A lot of the people really

felt the facade sent the most

powerful message,” said

project manager Michael

Kuo. There was a feeling that

the designs of the eight final-

ists are too abstract, or “too

architectural”, he added.

The respondents, by and

large, liked elements of each

of the plans, but none of the

plans stood out, the report

said.

A number of comments

called for including tangible

items from the site because

they “possessed an inherent

story-telling quality  that

could never be duplicated by

abstract symbolism”, said the

report.

“There’s nothing here in

any of these designs that

says anything about what

happened on that day,” said

one comment from the

workshops.—MNA/Xinhua

US state attorneys discuss smoking
glamourization in movies

 Jack Valenti, head of the Motion Picture Association of

America  (MPAA) also attended the meeting. The studio

executives were from the Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer, Para-

mount Pictures, Sony Pictures, Universal, Warner Bros.,

Fox and Disney.

 Attorney generals of California, Connecticut, Mary-

land, Vermont and Utah were also taking part in the talks,

which were aimed at providing movie industry officials

with information about the potential consequences for chil-

dren’s health associated with the gratuitous depiction of

smoking in movies.

 California Attorney General Bill Lockyer said the

entertainment  industry executives indicated they were

willing to work to address youth health concerns.

 “I have great respect for the artistic rights and freedoms

afforded by the First Amendment,” Lockyer said. “But

youth smoking ranks as a major public health problem, and

we all need to pitch in to solve it.” The First Amendment of

the US Constitution protects the right of US citizens to free

speech.

 “I’m pleased that movie directors and motion picture

industry officials are willing to explore ways they can help

keep our kids from starting down a deadly road,” he said.

 Under the 1998 national Master Settlement Agreement,

tobacco   companies cannot pay to have their products

appear in movies. However, recent studies indicate the

depiction of smoking in films has increased since 1998.

 A Dartmouth Medical School study published this year

found that  children aged 10-14, who watched the highest

amount of smoking in movies, were more than 2-1/2 times

more likely to start smoking than those children who watched

movies that contained far less cigarette puffing.

 Researchers said that the data suggests that eliminating

adolescents’ exposure to movie smoking could reduce smok-

ing by half.

Blatter slams Europe’s ‘billionare clubs’

 His comments echoed those made before

this month's World Cup preliminary round

draw when the 67-year-old head of world

soccer's governing body railed against the

many wrongs he sees in the world game.

 "I find it unhealthy, if not despicable for

rich clubs to send scouts shopping in Africa,

South America and Asia to 'buy' the most

promising players there," Blatter wrote in a

column in Wednesday's Financial Times

newspaper.

 "Europe's leading clubs conduct them-

selves increasingly as neo-colonialists who

don't give a damn about heritage and culture,

but engage in social and economic rape by

robbing the developing world of its best

players.

 "Dignity and integrity tend to fall by the

wayside in what has become a glorified

body market.

 "If we are not careful, football may de-

generate into a game of greed — a trend I

will vigorously oppose."

 Blatter, who last year was re-elected FIFA

president for a second term and has a man-

date to remain in the job until at least 2007,

also hit out at the number of foreign imports

in the English game.

 "I am also disturbed by the recent trend

whereby players representing wealthy clubs

in England and elsewhere are increasingly a

hotchpotch of nationalities," he said.

 "Many clubs don't deserve to be regarded

as English any more because they are domi-

nated by foreign legionnaires, whose alle-

giance is solely to whichever paymaster hap-

pens currently to be rewarding them to the

tune of 30,000 pounds, 50,000 or even

100,000 pounds a week."

Blatter strongly defended FIFA's right to

generate cash from international competi-

tions despite criticism from some quarters

that top players are expected to play too

many matches.

 He said FIFA, under Swiss Law, was a

"non-profit" association unlike "billionaire

clubs" who "have to maximise their own

income...to absorb the ludicrously high player

costs they are now lumbered with as a result

of their own private but cut-throat competi-

tion to sign up the biggest stars".

 Since then, the affair has escalated into a

series of conflicts involving the entire Eng-

land squad, their manager, the FA and even

the head of the game's ruling body world-

wide, FIFA  president Sepp Blatter.

 Ferdinand's England team mates were

outraged at him being sidelined and only

after a series of crisis meetings with the FA

did they back down from threats of a first

ever player strike by the national team.
