Silt-washing operation in
Yellow River becomes regular

ZHeNGzHou, 17 June — Another round of silt-washing operations ir|
Xiaolangdi Reservoir, the largest water conservation project on the Yelloy
River, began on Thursday, aimed at flushing silt from its lower reaches into th

Bohai Sea.
Theoperation works by
discharging floods in the
Xiaolangdi Reservoirtostir
sediments in the Yellow
River, China’s second
longest. It is believed a
landmark as it shifts from a
traditional way harnessing
the river to a modern one.
Such efforts will
become regular this year,
according to the Yellow
River Water Conservancy

Committee.
The Yellow River has
been plagued by

increasingly more mud and
sand and less water. Each
year, the river bed grows
higher due to silt deposits,
slowing water’s flow in the
lower reaches.

The Xiaolangdi
project, which is second
only to the Three Gorges
Dam on the Yangtze in

terms of workload, has
pushed over 200 million
tons of silt into the sea
thanks to the past three
rounds of silt-washing since
2002.

Now water flows at
2,900 cubic metres per
second while the velocity
wasonly 1,800 cubic metres
per second in this section of
waterway two years ago.

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Afghan Govt takes action against
spread of cholera in Kabul

KasuL, 16 June — Afghan Government has taken a range of measures including hanging postg
giving advice through TV and installing separate tents in hospitals to prevent the cholera epidemic fro
spreading in capital Kabul, a health official said on Wednesday.

Abdullah Fahim, an
official with the Afghan
Public Health Ministry,
however, denied media
reports that the epidemic
has infected over 2,000
people in Kabul in the
past two weeks and that
the disease could spread
quickly throughout the
city’s four million popu-
lation.

“More than 2,400
people have had the
symptoms of diarrhoea,
vomitting and others
since 22 May. Thirty per-
sons have been con-
firmed to be infected with
cholera, and four of them

have died of the disease,”
Fahim said.

Nobody can say that
cholera has spreaded in
large scale since the in-
fection cases have come
from different parts of
Kabul, he said, adding
the government has taken
measures to curb the
disease.

In Kabul, many post-
ers have been hung up in
streets printed with such
words as “Clean your
hands before eating,”
“Drink boiled water” and
so on to remind people
of self-sanitation.

TV programmes

about hygiene will be
broadcast to help people
turn away from getting
infected with the dis-
ease, and the medical de-
partment has advised
people to drink boiled
water, and thoroughly
clean vegetable before
eating for prevention,
Fahim said.

As akind of seasonal
epidemic, cholerabreaks
outeach yearin Afghani-
stan.

Fahim said that com-
pared with last year,
cases of cholera this year
are only half in number.

Murad Mamozai,

deputy head of the infec-
tious hospital Antoni,
said they have received
about 650 patients with
the symptoms of diar-
rhoea since 22 May, and
have setup new and sepa-
rate tents for them. “Un-
til now none of them has
been confirmed of being
infected with cholera,” he
said.

There are seven tents
outside the main build-
ing of the hospital ar-
ranged for the suspected
cholera patients, and
about five or six persons
in each tent.

Hanoil, 16 June — Vietnam is expected to
earn around 1.5 billion US dollars this year from
selling its garments and textiles in the domestic
market, a year-on-year surge of 36.4 per cent,
according to the Vietnam Textile and Apparel
Association on Wednesday.

The association has urged its
members to more actively build and promote trademarks
both at home and abroad, and diversify products to have
specific items for specific traditional markets, and to
explore new markets in Africa and East Europe.

Garment and textile producers in Vietnam, which
recorded local sales of 1.1 billion US dollars and export
turnovers of nearly 4.4 billion dollars last year, earned
1.6 billion dollars from exporting their products to over
100 countries and regions in the first 5 months of this
year, a year-on-year rise of 0.3 per cent, said the
association.

Malaysia withdraws recognition of

Ukrainian medical programme

KuaLa Lumpur, 17 June — The Malaysian Medical Council (MMC) hag
withdrawn recognition of the medical undergraduate programme offered

by Ukraine’s Crimea State Medical University (CSMU) , the national news

agencyBernama reported on Thursday.

The de-recognition
would only apply to
those students admitted
and registered after 31
December, 2005, and the
decision would not affect
the current 1,119 medi-
cal undergraduates en-
rolled in various aca-
demic years in CSMU,
MMC president Mohd
Ismail Merican was
quoted as saying.

The MMC also de-
cided at its 14 June meet-
ing not to recognize
similar programmes of-
fered by 10 other univer-
sities in  Ukraine,
Merican said at a Press
conference in Putrajaya.

The MMC was con-
cerned about the quality
of medical training or
education in Ukraine in
producing safe and com-
petent doctors to meet
Malaysia’s needs,
Merican explained.

Those pursuing the

premedical foundation
course would be eligible
only if they were admit-
ted and registered into
the first academic year
before 31 December this
year.

“Those who register
after 31 December must
sit and pass the Medical
Qualifying Examination
stipulated under the
Medical Act 1971 to be
eligible for registration
(with the MMC),” he
said. The CSMU was the
first institution to be
granted recognition by
the MMC on 7 August,
2001. As of this May,
1,366 students are study-
ing in the CSMU, in-
cluding 1,119 in various
academic years and 247
others taking the pre-
medical course.

Merican said, fol-
lowing numerous com-
plaints, the authorities
visited the CSMU as

intellectual property and
create still better environ-
ment for foreign invest-
ment.

Human beings are heating up
oceans and adding moisture into the
atmosphere, which have recently
caused hurricane numbers to increase
or hurricane paths to change course,
according to climate expert Kevin
Trenberth of US National Center for
Atmospheric Research. In a paper pub-
lished in the 17 June issue of Science
Trenberth said trends in human-influ-
enced environmental changes are now
evident in hurricane regions.

“These changes are expected to
affect hurricane intensity and rainfall,
but the effect on hurricane numbers
remains unclear. The key scientific
question is not whether there is a trend
in hurricane numbers and tracks, but
rather how hurricanes are changing.”

This paper followed extensive
tropical activity last year, including a
record number of hurricane landfalls
affecting Florida and typhoons strik-
ing Japan. These landfalls were related
to persistent large-scale circulation fea-
tures that steered these systems toward
land, Trenberth says. The strongest

China’s shipbuilding expected to excee
10 million dwt this year

Beuing, 17 June — China is expected to build ships totalling more thal
10 million dead weight tonnage (dwt) for the first time in its history, said
an official in charge of the country’s shipbuilding sector on Thursday.

Climate expert says hurricanes to
intensify as earth warms

Los ANGELEs, 17 June — Human-induced climate change will increase
the intensity of hurricane and rainfall, a new study appearing on Thursday

already under way and expected to con-
tinue, he said. The additional water
vapour will tend to produce heavier rains
within hurricanes and an increased risk
of flooding at landfall. Most hurricanes
that strike the US coastline are born in
the tropical North Atlantic, where sea-
surface temperatures over the last dec-
ade have been the warmest on record.

Water vapour over oceans world-
wide has increased by about 2 per cent
since 1988. The warmer sea surface and
moister atmosphere furnish potential en-
ergy for the showers and thunderstorms
that fuel hurricanes. Computer models
also suggest a shift in hurricane
intensities toward extreme hurricanes,”
said Trenberth. But it is still unclear
how global warming will affect these
circulation patterns, he noted.

Much more uncertain is the effect
of human-induced climate change on hur-
ricane numbers and landfalls. Models
disagree on how global warming might
affect the wind shear that can either sup-
port or discourage hurricane formation.
Globally, the number of hurricanes and
typhoons tends to hold relatively steady
from year to year. When activity increases
in the Atlantic, it often decreases in the
Pacific, and vice versa, based in part on
El Nino and La Nina. — MNA/Xinhua
