Tokyo, 27 June— The HSN2-type avian in-
fluenza virus has been detected in chickens at a
poultry farm in Mitsukaido, east Japan's Ibaraki Pre-
fecture, the Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries Min-
istry announced on Sunday.

The ministry confirmed the infection of chickens
with the virus at the farm after about 430 of its
25,000 chickens died between March and May.

Poultry farms in the area have been barred from
moving their chickens and eggs beyond a radius of
five kilometres from the bird-flu infected farm, ac-
cording to Kyodo News

The local government will begin disinfecting or
disposing of the chickens and eggs at the farm on
Monday, Kyodo said.

India says AWACS project very

much active

New DEeLHi, 27 June— India's indigenously developed new Airborne Early Warning and Control
System (AWACS) project is very active, and will be ready to mount on an acquired jet airliner within

next three years.

"The country is well poised to develop a new
AWACS much ahead in comparison with the first
initiative. However, no decision has been taken on
an acquired jet airliner, on which the new AWACS
is to be mounted," the Press Trust of Indiguoted K
Tamilmani, Director of the Centre for Airborne Sys-
tems (CABS), as saying Saturday in Banglaore.

The first initiative received a blow in 1999, when
Defence Research and Development Organization
(DRDO) HS-748 technology demonstrator aircraft
crashed killing seven scientists.

However, the Cabinet Committee on Security,

Indian Government's apex body on security issues,
gave its plan to the project last September, thus giv-
ing a fresh lease of life to this one of the most
ambitious defence missions, at a cost of 18 billion
rupees (418 million US dollars).

Indian Air Force and the DRDO are also assisting
the development of the system. Upon completion,
the system will serve as an eye in the sky to provide
advanced warning about hostile activity across the
border. Tamilmani said that, with some countries
willing to help, the project would see faster develop-
ment.—MNA/Xinhua

Thai public sectors
urged to spend budget
to boost economy

Banckok, 27 June— Thai Government has
urged all public sectors to speed budget spending
so as to boost economic growth and efficiency at
the same time.

"The government wants to speed up investments
worth about 300 billion baht (about 7.5 billion US
dollars)," Finance Minister Somkid Jatusripitak was
quoted by newspaper Nation as saying on Monday.

"Ministers and senior officials have been asked to
report on the implementation of their plans to the
Cabinet on 5 July," said the minister.

Concerns over the budget spending was raised at
a special Cabinet meeting called on by Prime Min-
ister Thaksin Shinawatra on Sunday.

The meeting reviewed progress of major invest-
ment projects for this year and found out the govern-
ment was not spending fast enough.

It had spent only 141 billion baht (3.53 billion
dollars), or 54.8 per cent of its planned capital ex-
penditure for the current fiscal year.

The rest 116 billion baht (2.9 billion dollars) has
been laid idle, while it's only three months away
from the end of this fiscal year. State enterprises are
also asked to spend some 240 billion baht (six bil-
lion dollars) still undisbursed before the deadline of
year end, otherwise they have to return the budget.

eHK Customs seize 1.2 millior

“ sticks of dutiable cigarettes

Hone Kong, 27 June — Hong Kong Custom
officers of Lok Ma Chau Control Point have seized
around 1.2 million sticks of dutiable cigaretteq
with an estimated value of 1.91 million HK dollars
(245,038 US dollars) and duty potential of 960,00
HK dollars (123,663 US dollars) in an anti
smuggling operation, a government Press releas
said on Saturday.

According to the Press release, around 11.20 p.m.
on Friday, Customs officers intercepted and searched
anincoming box-type lorry, which was declared to be
loaded with jump ropes. Customs officers uncovered
from the cargo compartment with no declared goods
but approximately 1.2 million sticks of unmanifested
and dutiable cigarettes in assorted brands.

No covered load was used but special packaging
with carton boxes and plastic wrappings to conceal
the smuggled cigarettes for the purpose to evade
Customs' detection and action.

A 49-year-old man was arrested for Customs'
investigation.

This year, Customs officers at Lok Ma Chau
Control Point have detected three cases involving
smuggling-in dutiable cigarettes by cross-boundary
goods vehicles.

A spokesman for the Customs and Excise
Department was quoted as saying that Customs
officers would continue to place emphasis on
intelligence collection to reinforce front-line
operations to combat cross-boundary smuggling
activities. — MNA/Xinhua

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There are specific
causes of war between
one nation and another in
the world including eco-
nomic cause and politi-
cal cause. In fact, due to
these factors that can
lead to wars, many world
people are in dire pov-
erty and straits and are
meeting their tragic ends.
Therefore, armed forces
are to be formed for each
and every nation to pre-
vent any alien invasions
or to repulse internal and
external attacks.

The Union of
Myanmar has formed a
strong and modern
Tatmadaw capable of
crushing all internal and
foreign military insults to
the nation. Similarly,
global nations are
strengthening  their
armed forces, and trad-
ing arms and ammuni-
tion in line with global
changes. Now, the world
is under serious threat of
some nations possessing
a wide range of weapons
of mass destruction.

Armed forces are
necessary for a nation,
but establishment of
strong armed forces to
insult or bully other na-
tions is improper inten-
tion. The long history
has shown that the
Myanmar’s Tatmadaw is
just a patriotic
Tatmadaw, national de-
fence force, which came
into being according to
the historic necessities of
the motherland and the

people.
Looking back on the
nation’s history,

Myanmar has stood as a
sovereign nation with
own monarchs since
thousands of years. Af-
ter waging three aggres-
sive wars on Myanmar,
British colonialists an-
nexed the nation blessed
with geographic features
and rich in natural re-
sources. With the help of
lackeys and minions, the
colonialists annexed
Myanmar to the British
Empire on 1 January
1886. The intruders ex-
ploited all the natural re-
sources and labour and
manipulated all the af-
fairs of the nation to the
highest degree to inten-
tionally make the whole

life of the people a mis-
ery. A careful study re-
veals that Myanmar was
a sovereign nation but
totally lacked strong
armed forces, modern
warfare, organizational
measures, armed power
and good leadership, so
in the end, the nation fell
under alien subjugation.

The national people
of the Union then
launched anti-colonialist
battles across the nation
to regain the independ-
ence the nation lost to the
colonialists. Having no
strong and capable
Tatmadaw formed with
well-trained soldiers, the
momentum of repulsing
the colonialists was los-
ing. But, the people tried
to form forces consisting
of patriots such as Bama
Letyone unit, Thanmani
unit and volunteer police
force. They were armed
with a firm resolve that
the forces would be or-
ganized into a strong and
capable Myanmar
Tatmadaw one day and it
would be able to keep the
nation free from being
enslaved.

During that period,
the movements of Bama
Letyone unit singing the
marching song “Doh
Myanmar Pyay”
(Myanmar, Our Mother-
land) with forceful voices
were the origin of today’s
Tatmadaw.

On 26 December
1941, 56 years after the
nation had fallen into ser-
vitude, the Myanmar
Tatmadaw was founded
under the name of BIA
led by Thirty Comrades
fully equipped with na-
tionalist spirit and patri-
otic fervour. With the
noble aim of sacrificing
self-interest and serving
the interests of the nation
and people, many na-
tional people who were
active and alert with pa-
triotism and nationalist
fervour joined the BIA.
Hence, the strength of the
BIA reached about
30,000 from 3,776. Fear-
ing the rapid growth of
the Tatmadaw, the fas-
cists reduced its strength
to 3,000 and relegated
BIA to Burma Defence
Army (BDA) on 27 July
1942.
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During the anti-fas-
cists struggle, the strength
of the Tatmadaw surged
thanks to enthusiastic
people joining it. After
the struggle, the British
colonialists reduced the
strength of the Myanma
Tatmadaw to 200 offic-
ers and 5,200 other ranks
under the Kandy Treaty.

It was no accident
that Myanmar regained
the independence on 4
January 1948 and it had
to exert harmonious com-
bination of the Tatmadaw
and the people and abso-
lute unity of the entire
nation.

The Tatmadaw and
the entire people were
one when the nation
launched the Fascist Re-
sistance on 27 March
1945, reflecting the mili-
tary capability and dyna-
mism of patriotic fervour
of Tatmadaw members
and consolidation of the
entire national people.

The Tatmadaw, that
helped the nation regain
independence in harness
with the people, has been
standing firmly by the
people and crushing all
types of dangers to the
nation whenever mother-
land faces any kind of
crisis.

It is the historic duty
of the Tatmadaw to take
over the State duties in
1988 due to unavoidable
circumstances. Since
then, it has been serving
the interest of the nation
and the people with might
and main, while placing
in the fore Our Three
Main National Causes —
non-disintegration of the
Union; non-disintegration
of national solidarity; and
perpetuation of sover-
eignty. Throughout his-

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US scientists sequence genome of
beneficial bacterium

Los AnGELES, 27 June — US scientists reported on Sunday they have decoded the genome
bacterium that protects plants from diseases.

This study, published
in the journal Nature Bio-
technologyprovides clues
to better explain how the
helpful bacterium, Pseu-
domonas fluorescens (Pf-
5), naturally safeguards
roots and seeds from in-
fection by harmful mi-
crobes that cause plantdis-
eases. It is expected to
greatly benefit crop plants,
said scientists at The Insti-
tute for Genomic Research.

Two decades ago, sci-
entists found the Pf-5’s ca-
pability to suppress two

major cotton diseases.
Since then, plant patholo-
gistsaround the world have
used this strain as a labora-
tory model to study benefi-
cial microbes. The paperin
Nature Biotechnology
presents the first complete
genome sequence of a bio-
logical control agent for
combating plant diseases.
The researchers deter-
mined the genome of this
microbe is composed of
7.1 million base pairs.
The genome sequence
has helped identify new

chemical pathways that
the microbe apparently
uses to create what are
known as “secondary
metabolites”, possibly in-
cluding new antibiotic
compounds, according to
Joyce Loper, a plant pa-
thologist from US Agri-
cultural Research Service
(ARS) who led the
sequencing. The use of
naturally-occurring, bene-
ficial microbes such as P
fluorescens to control plant
pathogens is called “bio-
logical control”. That

method is gaining momen-
tum as a way to grow
healthy plants without us-
ingsynthetic fungicides. In
all, about three dozen ben-
eficial microbes are cur-
rently used as an environ-
mentally-friendly way to
fight plant diseases.
Loper predicted that
the new genomic data will
help scientists more
quickly develop new ways
to boost the effectiveness
of beneficial microbes in
fighting plant diseases.
