Out of the 12 objectives the government
has been putting into motion for transforming
the nation into a peaceful, modern and devel-
oped one, the objective “Uplift of health, fitness
and education standards of the entire nation”
plays a key role in the national development
drive.

The government formed the National
Health Committee to raise the living standard
of the people and take a leading role in the public
health care for enabling the people to enjoy a
healthy life and longevity.

The NHC is constantly supervising the
policies and functions on public health laid down
by the State, while exerting greater efforts to
implement the plan in collaboration with rel-
evant ministries apart from the Ministry of
Health for better public health.

In his address at the 43rd meeting of the
NHC held on Konmyinttha in Yangon on 2
August, Chairman of the NHC Secretary-1 of
the State Peace and Development Council
Lt-Gen Thein Sein said that malaria and tuber-
culosis are common in rural and urban areas,
so the diseases should be effectively put under
control. Malaria, one of the six common dis-
eases the Head of State had pointed out, was
very common in rural areas causing deaths in
some cases. So, malaria eradication should be
carried out with added momentum at the grass-
roots level.

Head of State Senior General Than Shwe
stressed the need for prevention and treatment
of the six common diseases — malaria, TB, di-
arrhoea, dysentery, diabetes and hypertension.
It is also required to implement the guidance
given by the Head of State by conducting re-
search on developing effective therapies and
producing medicines. In doing so, research on
traditional medicine should be conducted in com-
bination. Now, Myanmar is totally free from
small pox, leprosy, and polio. In addition, the
drive has resulted in a gradual decline in mor-
tality rate and therefore the life span of national
people has improved. In some nations, AIDS is
like an epidemic causing deaths more than any
other diseases.

Thus Myanmar is taking preventive meas-
ures, giving health education talks, and provid-
ing medical treatments in order that such an
evil disease does not spread in the nation. How-
ever, some nations are making false accusations
against Myanmar. So, we need to further
cooperate with international community.

At a time when the government is making
zealous efforts with goodwill in providing better
health care services, the entire national people
are therefore urged to take an active participa-
tion in disease control and sanitation tasks.

1,820 US soldiers
killed in Iraq

WASHINGTON, 3 Aug—As of Tuesday, 3 August, 2005, at least 1,820 mem-

bers of the US military have died since the beginning of the Iraq war in

March 2003, according to an Associated Press count. At least 1,390 died as

a result of hostile action, according to the military's numbers. The figures

include five military civilians.

The AP count is four higher than the Defence Department's tally, last up-

dated at 10 am EDT on Tuesday.

The British military has reported 92 deaths; Italy, 25; Ukraine, 18; Poland,

17; Bulgaria, 13; Spain, 11; Slovakia, three; Estonia, Thailand and the Ne-

therlands, two each; and Denmark, El Salvador, Hungary, Kazakhstan and

Latvia one death each.

Since 1 May, 2003, when President Bush declared that major combat ope-

+rations in Iraq had ended, 1,667 US military members have died, according

to AP's count. That includes at least 1,281 deaths resulting from hostile ac-

tion, according to the military's numbers.

Since the start of US military operations in Iraq, 13,769 US servicemembers

have been wounded, according to a Defence Department tally released on

Tuesday. —Internet

Japan Automobile Manufacturers Association

Chairman Itaru Koeda hailed the bilateral agreements

on the liberalization of auto parts and finished cars,

saying that an FTA with Thailand will have great

significance as in the cases of accords with the Phil-

ippines and Malaysia.

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Bomb kills 14
Marines in
west Iraq

BAGHDAD, 3 Aug—Fourteen Marines are reported

killed in a roadside bomb blast in western Iraq, the

US military said, and an American journalist was

found shot dead in the southern city of Basra.

The bomb exploded near a marine amphibious

assault vehicle as it was travelling south of Haditha,

a town on the Euphrates River about 200km north-

west of Baghdad.

A civilian translator was also killed, and one

Marine was wounded.

It is the second major attack against Marines in

the area in the past three days and one of the dead-

liest attacks against US forces since the beginning of

the war.

On Monday, six Marines were killed in clashes

in Haditha, and a seventh was killed by a car bomb

blast in Hyit, southeast of the town.

The western Anbar governorate of Iraq has been

one of the deadliest regions for US forces since they

invaded Iraq in March 2003.

The chiefs of the general staffs of Chinese and

Russian Armed Forces will announce the commence-

ment of the exercises in Vladivostok on 18 August .

 China and Russia have invited the defence minis-

ters from member countries of the Shanghai Coopera-

tion Organization (SCO) and representatives from

SCO's observer countries to watch the joint exercises.

The holding of the manoeuvres is in line with the

guideline of the UN Charter, and complies with the

widely recognized international laws and the respect

of the national sovereignty and territorial integrity of

other countries, said the Press release.

"The exercises neither aim at any third party nor

concern with the interests of any third country," said

the Press release.

The ministry said that the mission of the drills

mainly aim to deepen Sino-Russian mutual trust, pro-

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China gives green light to private
investment in civil aviation sector

EU quotas on Chinese textiles hurt German  textile trade
 BERLIN , 1  Aug— Quotas imposed by the European Union on Chinese clothing are hurting the German

fashion trade, two major German trade groups said on Sunday.
 The German Textile Retailing Federation and the

German Fashion Manufactures’ Association said that

consumers might suffer. Quota for this year’s pullo-

vers has already been exhausted and there were fears

other products were close to bans.

 The two groups, which has objected the restric-

tions from the beginning, said that Germany had used

the lead-up time to prepare itself for the full opening of

the EU market to Chinese exports, and German firms

had signed import deals in good faith based on the

rules at the time.

 The German clothing trade faced lost sales and

businesses losses that could exceed 100 million

euros (120 million US dollars), while shoppers

could face shortages and higher prices, the groups

said, adding they would release more details on

Wednesday.

The woman had bought

a chicken at a local market and cooked it. Local

healthcare agencies have kept close surveillance on

areas  where she lives and on those who have close

contact with her.

Late last week, local media reported two people, a

26-year-old  woman from southern Ho Chi Minh City

and a 24-year-old man from  southern Tra Vinh

Province, died of bird flu. They exhibited the  dis-

ease’s symptoms after eating chicken. — MNA/Xinhua

Environmental issue becomes top concern
for most Chinese people

 BEIJING , 2  Aug— Environmental degradation has become a top concern for most Chinese people,
who also say that the performance of government officials should be evaluated by how well they have
done to protect the environment, a recent nationwide survey found.

 The survey, conducted by the All-China Federa-

tion on Environmental Protection, showed that 94.9

per cent of the people polled regarded environmental

degradation a burning issue that must be tackled

immediately. Although they differed on how to com-

bat environmental degradation, as many as 45.7 per

cent of the people said that the trend must be reversed

even at the cost of slowing down the country’s eco-

nomic development, according to the survey aimed at

collecting public opinion for drafting the country’s

Eleventh Five-Year Plan (2006-2010).

 After enjoying high economic growth over the past

two decades, China is facing increasingly heavy envi-

ronmental pressure. Official figures indicate that 90

per cent of the rivers flowing through cities in the

country have been heavily polluted, and nearly 300

million people in rural areas do not have access to

sanitary water.

 Meanwhile, nearly one-third of the urban popula-

tion breathes heavily polluted air and acid rain has

ravaged one-third of the country’s land.

 The Chinese Government has gradually increased

spending on environmental protection over the past

decades, with such spending accounting for 1.3 per

cent of the nation’s gross domestic product in 2004.

 However, 96.6 per cent of the people polled in the

survey said that more should be spent on the environ-

ment in the next five years.

 And even a higher percentage of people, 97.5 per

cent, said that the promotion of government officials

should take into account their efforts in protecting the

environment. — MNA/Xinhua

Singapore cos optimistic about
business outlook for 2nd half

 SINGAPORE, 2 Aug— More companies in the manufacturing and the
services sectors in Singapore expect better business conditions in the second
half of this year, according to the results of two surveys released on Monday.

 A quarterly poll conducted by the

Economic Development Board (EDB)

showed that a net weighted balance of

24 per cent of manufacturers are opti-

mistic about their business outlook

for the second half of this year, up

from the 13 per cent as recorded in

last poll.

 It also indicated that among the 400

manufacturing establishments surveyed,

of which 95 per cent responded this

time, 64 per cent forecast similar busi-

ness climate in the period of July to

December as that of the second quarter

of this year.

 As for the services sector, an overall

net balance of 26 per cent firms expect

improved business conditions in the next

six months ending December 2005, as

compared with the 19 per cent a quarter

ago, according to a separate survey by

the Singapore Department of Statistics

(SDS).

While 58 per cent of all the busi-

nesses polled hold that market condi-

tions will remain the same in the second

half of this year, a majority of hotels and

companies in the real estate industry

project a positive outlook for the same

period. — MNA/Xinhua

Means of hoisting and using the Flag
The Sasana Flag has to be hoisted according to

the following procedures;—

1. When hoisting the Sasana Flag, the  deep blue

part of the flag must be at the flag side of the

hoister.

2. The deep blue strip of the Flag must be perma-

nently at the very top of the five-mixed coloured

portion of the flag (see the diagram),

3. In hoisting the flag, it must be elevated quickly

to the top of the mast, and should be low slowly,

4. The Flag must be hoisted from dawn to sunset.

But, the Flag can be hoisted the whole night at

special important and grand occasions.

5. When hoisting the Sasana flag on the stage, it

must be put in horizontal position on an elevated

part of the background of the stage, And, the flag

must be the right position.

6. When hoisting the Sasana flag together with other

flags, it must be at the centre and in a higher

position.

7. When hoisting the Sasana flag at the auditorium,

it must be on the right side and in front of the

preacher.

8. When hoisting the Sasana flag together with other

flags at the auditorium, the Sasana flag must be

placed at the left side of the preacher.

9. When hoisting the Sasana flag on big vehicles,

the flag must be firmly hoisted on the front part

of the roof and if the vehicle is a small one,  the

flag must be hoisted at the front right of the

vehicle.

10. The Sasana Flag must be hoisted on the vehicles

only when in procession carrying the Bodhi tree,

the sacred umbrellas of the Pagoda, the Vener-

able Sayadaws, the successful candidates of

In Myanmar, the term, “Bud-

dha Sasana” is more usual than the

term “Buddhist”. Consequently, the

Buddha Sasana Council was organ-

ized and founded in order to hold

the Sixth Buddhist Council in

Yangon.

Sangha and the Dhamma preachers. But, the

Sasana flag must be respectfully folded on the

vehicles when the procession of the above per-

sonages and sacred things concludes (is over).

11. When hanging the Sasana Flag, it must be in

horizontal position. It must never be in an up-

side down position. When hanging small pieces

of Sasana paperilags, they must always be in

vertical position.

12. The  Sasana  Organizations  and t he religious

associations  must obey the above instructions

concerning the Sasana flag and use it system-

atically at the Religious meetings and ceremo-

nies.

13. The different levels of the Sangha Organiza-

tions of the Union Myanmar are compulsorily

instructed to hoist or hang or stick the Sasana

flag during official meetings.

Points to note
It is necessary to take note of the following

points concerning the Sasana falg to ensure respect

due to the dignity of the flag. Points to note are as

follow;—

(a) The Sasana flag is not allowed to be hoisted on

the pilgrimage vehicle even if there are monks

in it.

(b) Without sound religious reason, the Sasana flag

cannot be hoisted at the road sides, junctions,

vehicle gates, airports, jetties, markets, stations

and others places.

(c) No one must show disrespect to the Sasana flag.

No improper behaviour must be tolerated re-

garding the flag. The flag must not be inclined

towards persons or things.

(d ) The Sasana flag is not allowed to be torn,

stained or destroyed in any way.

(e) No department is allowed to use the Sasana flag

as the over-hanging covering of a pavillion.

(f) The Sasana flag is not allowed to be used as

wrapper, trademarks, advertisements or designs

on billboards.

(g) Wallposters and pamphlets are not allowed to

be stuck or hung on the post on which the

Sasana flag is being hoisted.

(h) When handling the Sasana flag, it is not allowed

to be wrapped or fastened.

(i) When using the Sasana flag, it must not touch

the ground, the surface of water, the floor of

things which are under the flag.

(j) At all times, the Sasana flag must never be used

as ground-covers mats or carpets.

(k) Above the Sasana flag, no other flags must be

hoisted.

(l) The Sasana flag, can be hoisted at the conse-

cration ceremonies of images, holy monuments

and statues as a sacred symbol. But the images,

the monuments and the statues must not be

covered with the flag.

(m) The Sasana flag must never be thrown away

for whatever reason. If the flag becomes torn,

soiled and useless, it must be burned respect-

fully.

  All Buddhists will have to be aware of salient

points in using the Sasana flag to honour the dignity

of the emblem. We wish to express our desire to

maintain the dignity and sacredness of the Sasana

flag by urging all Buddhists to follow the correct

procedures and to avoid even the slightest unseemly

manner and behaviour towards the sacred emblem.

Ba Sein (Religious Affairs)

Hoisting of the Sasana Flag is considered to be

an auspincious sacred rite by Myanmar Buddhists.

But, it is often found that the Sasana Flag is incor-

rectly hoisted at wrong place due to the ignorance

of somc people. Buddhists are ready to obey the rules

and regulations of hoisting the Sasana Flag if they

are properly instructed. Therefore, some important

points and rules of the Sasana Flag are stated and

presented here.

In Myanmar, the term, “Buddha Sasana” is

more usual than the term “Buddhist”. Consequently,

the Buddha Sasana Council was organized and

founded in order to hold the Sixth Buddhist Council

in Yangon. The six-colour Flag was used as an offi-

cial Sasana Flag for the first time in Myanmar.

The First Congregation of the Sangha of All

Orders, which was successfully held at the Maha

Pasana Cave (Great Cave) on Kaba Aye Hillock,

Yangon, 1980, passed and adopted the Fundamental

Rules of the Sangha Organization of the Union of

Myanmar, the Sasana Flag, which consists of the six

illuminations of Divine Effulgence, is prescribed in

detail in the chapter (10) of the Fundamental Rules

of the Sangha Organization. Instructions and direc-

tives are mentioned in the Procedures of the Funda-

mental Rules of the Sangha Organizations and the

Manuals of the Sangha Nayaka Course.

The size of the Sasana Flag
Four sizes of the Sasana Flag are prescribed:—

(a) The first size of the flag is 9 feet in length and

5 feet in width.

(b) The second size is 4 feet, 6 inches in length

and 2 feet 6 inches in width.

(c) The third size is 2 feet 3 inches in length and

1 foot 3 inches in width.

(d) The fourth size is 9 inches in length and 5 inches

in width.

Arrangement of colour
The Flag has to be depicted in accordance with

an specific range of colours; —

The flag can be used on the following Auspicious

Days.

They are;-

(a) The Fullmoon Day of Kason.

(b) The Fullmoon Day of Nayon (Maha Samaya

Day).

(c) The Fullmoon  Day  of  Waso  (Dhamma Cakka

Day).

(d) The Fullmoon Day of Thadingyut

(Abhidhamma Day and Maha Pavarana Day).

(e) The Fullmoon Day of Tazaungmon

(Samannaphala Day).

The Flag can also be used at the following reli-

gious ceremonies.

They are;—

(a) the ceremony of Waso festival.

(b) the Kathina ceremony.

(c) the ceremony of the Abhidhamma Day,
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— To vitalize patriotism and nationalism;
— To preserve and safeguard Myanmar cultural heritage;
— To perpetuate genuine Myanmar music, dance and

  traditional fine arts;
— To preserve Myanmar national character;
— To nurture spiritual development of the youths;
— To prevent influence of alien culture; and
— To strengthen national unity and Union Spirit.

LOS ANGELES, 3 August— Major film studios in Hollywood filed a new
round of lawsuits against individuals who illegally download and trade mov-
ies over the Internet, the Motion Picture Association of America (MPAA)
announced here on Monday.

Hollywood studios launch new
lawsuits against film  piracy

 The MPAA — which has offices

in Los Angeles and Washington, D.C.

— said the film industry is continuing

to aggressively target those who violate

copyright laws.

 The current litigation is part of a

larger campaign by the MPAA  to raise

awareness of the consequences of movie

piracy, according to the association.

 "In the recent Grokster decision, the

Supreme Court of the United States

stated categorically that those who steal

movies using peer-to-peer software are

not above the law," said John G

Malcolm, the MPAA's senior vice-presi-

dent and director of worldwide anti-pi-

racy operations.

 Last November, the MPAA an-

nounced that, in conjunction with its

members and other film studios, it would

expand its campaign against film piracy.

 Meanwhile, the association has

identified many of the defendants by

name since major Hollywood movie stu-

dios filed lawsuits against individuals

who illegally downloaded or traded mov-

ies online.

 Under the Copyright Act, statutory

damages can be as much as 30,000 dol-

lars for each movie illegally copied or

distributed over the Internet — and as

much as 150,000 dollars per film if the

infringement is proven to be willful.

 Federal charges could mean up to

five years in prison, up to 10 years for

repeat offenders, according to the

MPAA. The association estimates that

the US film industry lost about 3.5 bil-

lion dollars to movie piracy in 2004 —

a total that does   not include losses due

to illegal file sharing online.

 Also on Monday, the Motion Pic-

ture Association — the MPAA's   inter-

national counterpart — hailed what it

called an unprecedented maximum jail

sentence for a shop owner in Delhi, In-

dia, who sold pirated videos.

WASHINGTON, 2 Aug

— War crime trials ar-

ranged by the Pentagon

against detainees at the US

naval base in Guantanamo

Bay, Cuba, was faulty and

unfair, as disclosed by se-

cret messages written by

two US military prosecu-

tors last year.

In one of the e-mail

messages revealed by the

New York Times on Mon-

day, Captain John Carr, an

Air Force prosecutor, told

his superiors in March

2004 that the Pentagon-

appointed military courts

had “handpicked” four

Guantanamo detainees to

ensure all of them would

be convicted.

The e-mails were writ-

ten at a time when the Bush

Administration and the

Pentagon were eager to

start war crime trials

against terrorist suspects,

the first of this kind since

the aftermath of the World

War II.

Carr also said that he

had been told that any ex-

culpatory evidence— in-

formation that could help

detainees to defend them-

selves in such trials—

would probably be with-

held by the military.

Another prosecutor,

Major Robert Preston, said

that he could not bring him-

self to write a legal motion

saying the trials would be

“full and fair”, as he knew

they would not be so.

However, in a recent

interview with the news-

paper, Brigadier-General

Thomas L Hemingway,

a senior advisor for setting

up the war crime trials,

dismissed these allega-

tions.

He said there is no

evidence supporting the

argument of the two pro-

secutors.

The Bush Administra-

tion and the Pentagon have

been facing persistent

criticisms about the legiti-

macy of the war crime trial

system, which they have

been pushing forward

since 2002.

The military commis-

sion, the new body

created to carry out such

trials, has overwhelming

power in convicting the

defendants, who will

be deprived of the protec-

tion of civil or military

laws.

The trials, which be-

gan last August against

four detainees at

Guantanamo, were sus-

pended in November

when a federal judge ruled

the trials violated both US

and international laws.

A fired CIA agent, whom a

newspaper says told supe-

riors in 2001 that Iraq had

abandoned part of its nu-

clear programme, is asking

the FBI to investigate alle-

gations that the spy agency

dismissed him for refusing

to falsify intelligence.

A 11 July  letter to FBI

Director Robert Mueller

from the former agent’s

attorney suggests CIA of-

ficials may be guilty of

criminal violations involv-

ing intelligence he pro-

duced on weapons of mass

destruction in 2000 that

contradicted an official

agency position.

The former agent’s at-

torney, Roy Krieger, said

his client initially asked

the CIA’s inspector gen-

eral to investigate charges

that CIA officials had pres-

sured him to alter the intel-

ligence and retaliated when

he refused. But the inspec-

tor general rebuffed his re-

quest. “If the CIA is telling

him to falsify information,

that’s potentially a crime.

This merits an investiga-

tion, and if the CIA’s not

going to do it, the only

other place is the FBI,”

Krieger said.An FBI

spokesman declined to

comment.

The letter to Mueller, a

copy of which was obtained

by Reuters on Monday, reit-

erates charges in a lawsuit

which the former agent filed

last December in Washing-

ton federal court. Identified

only by the alias “Doe,” the

former agent who worked

as a Near Eastern specialist

on counter-proliferation

issues accuses the CIA

of improper action on

two separate pieces of

intelligence.One was the

WMD intelligence the

former agent says he was

asked to change in 2000.

The other was intelligence

uncovered     in  2001 that  the

New York Times described

on Monday as dealing with

Iraq’s nuclear programme.

The newspaper, citing

people it said had know-

ledge of the case, said the

second piece of intelligence

came from a credible source

and said that Baghdad had

dropped a major segment of

its nuclear programme years

before 2001.

  HOUSTON, 2  Aug— Determined not to lose another space shuttle and crew, NASA on Monday decided

to send one of Discovery’s astronauts on a risky spacewalk to the ship’s  fragile underside to smooth
protruding fibers in the heat  shield.

  The task of removing protruding material from the

space  shuttle that could theoretically generate danger-

ous heat on re-entry into the Earth’s atmosphere will be

added to a third previously scheduled spacewalk on

Wednesday.

  “This is the new NASA. If we cannot prove that

it’s safe,  than we don’t want to go there,” deputy

shuttle programme manager Wayne Hale told reporters

at Mission Control in Houston.

  The second spacewalk of the first shuttle mission

since the 2003 Columbia disaster was completed on

Monday, with Japanese  astronaut Soichi Noguchi and

NASA’s Steve Robinson replacing a failed gyroscope

at the International Space Station.
  The gyroscopes keep the orbital outpost properly

positioned in space without using the station’s limited

supply of  propellant for rocket thruster burns.

  Discovery does not appear to have suffered the

sort of damage to its heat shield that caused Columbia
to break up over  Texas on 1 February, 2003, as the

shuttle came in to land.

  But NASA engineers do not know enough about

how the two bits of material on Discovery could affect

thermal and aerodynamic forces as the vehicle plunges

at 22 times the speed  of sound through the atmosphere

on re-entry. They both stick  out about an inch (2.5

centimetres) from the smoothly tiled surface of the

ship’s belly.

  “The bottom line is there is large uncertainty

because nobody has a very good handle on aerody-

namics at that altitude and at those speeds,” Hale said.

land Security Department.

 Among the arrested,

11 have been identified as

gang leaders while 76

were charged with crimes

ranging from illegal pos-

session of weapons to

holding fake documents.

 Nearly half of the ar-

rested gangsters were for-

eigners with previous

criminal records and

would be deported with-

out trials.

 The two-week action

was the latest stage of a

broad anti-gang scheme

named “Community

Shield,” which started since

February and has so far net-

ted over 1,000 gangsters.

 Maputo provincial gov-

ernor Telmina Pereira said

that the private sector is an

important part of the coun-

try’s socioeconomic  life

and HIV/AIDS is a prob-

lem that has been increas-

ingly putting at risk not only

the public health, but also

the country’s development.

Scientists at Univer-

sity College London

(UCL), who looked at

variations in immune sys-

tem responses around the

globe, found that in coun-

tries near the equator the

tuberculosis bacteria turn

the body’s normal protec-

tive response into a harm-

ful one.

So like the BCG, or

bacille Calmette-Guerin

vaccine, used against TB

in some countries, the lat-

est vaccines which use the

same approach will not

work in developing coun-

tries, according to the re-

searchers.  “What we have

done is identify the mecha-

nisms that we think lead

to the fact that BCG vac-

cine does not work close

to the equator, where the

problem really is,” Pro-

fessor Graham Rook, an

immunologist at UCL,

said in an interview.

“We realized that the

vaccine candidates going

into clinical trials at the

cost of hundreds of mil-

lions of dollars haven’t in

any way answered that

particular problem,” he

added.  In countries in the

northern hemisphere, the

immune system protects

the body against TB with

TH1 cells. BCG and new

candidate TB vaccines are

designed to boost the TH1

cells.

 But in people living

near the equator, the TH1

cells are already on

alert, so the protective

mechanism is switched on

but does not work because

another inappropriate re-

sponse is also turned on

which undermines it.

“What is needed, in

our opinion, is not a vac-

cine that turns on the pro-

tective mechanism be-

cause that is already there

but rather a vaccine that

turns off the subversive

mechanism that shouldn’t

be there,”  said Rook, who

reported the findings in

the journal Nature
Reviews Immunology.
