River basin countries on Friday determined to strengthen cooperation s
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as to promote the development of the subregion.

Kuwait stops work on
Irag border barrier

6 Aug — Kuwait has temporarily halted building a security

barrier along its border with Iraq after protests by Iraqgis that the barrier
was damaging their property, a security official said on Saturday.

“Work on the security barrier has
stopped for the time being until the
problem between the two countries is
solved,” the official told Reutersadd-
ing the construction had affected an
Iraqi water well and some farmland.

A delegation of Iraqi government
officials are visiting Kuwait to inspect
the shared border and hold talks with
their counterparts after scuffles last
month between Kuwaiti border guards
and hundreds of Iraqis protesting the
steel barrier. Sheikh Khalid al-Attiya,
personal representative for Iraqi Prime
Minister Ibrahim al-Jaafari, said one
Iraqi water well had fallen a few me-
tres within Kuwaiti land and hoped the
issue would be solved “diplomati-
cally”, the state’s KUNA agency said.

Attiya said Kuwait had every right
to build the barrier, adding he hoped
Kuwait would compensate Iraqis af-
fected by it. “It seems that there is some
transgression, as there is an Iraqi water
well which falls a few metres inside
Kuwaiti land. In my view, this is only
a small problem,” KUNA quoted Attiya
as saying.

Kuwait started building the metal
barrier several months ago to replace a
sand barrier that was constructed to
keep Iragis from illegally entering the
Gulf Arab state. The barrier, about one
metre (three feet) high, is expected to
be completed by the end of the year.
The border is also protected with a
metal fence and a ditch.

New chip promises faster cheaper

dengue detection

SiNnGaPoRE, 6 Aug— A new biochip developed in Singapore can halve the
time and cost of diagnosing the deadly, mosquito-born dengue fever,
according to the chip's designer.

Clinical tests showed
that the chip, roughly the
size of a coin, is able to
detect the dengue virus
using a process called
molecular diagnostics,
Attogenix Biosystems
said in a statement.

The process takes 2-3
days, down from 6-7 days

using traditional methods
of detection, which rely
heavily on a doctor's sub-
jective assessmentand ex-
perience. "The chips will
cost hospitals half of what
conventional testing
equipment cost — which
is around 45,000 Singa-
pore dollars (27,190 US

dollars)," Dr Ting Dor
Ngi, general manager of
Attogenix, told Reuters.
The chip could poten-
tially be used to test for
other diseases, the firm
said, such as bird-flu,
SARS, and sexually trans-
mitted diseases.

A-bomb 60th anniversary

HirosHiMA  (Japan), 6 Aug— Tens of thousands of people from around the world gathered in
Hiroshima on Saturday to mark the 60th anniversary of the atomic bombing of the city and to renew calls
for the abolition of nuclear arms.

Activist justifies attacks

Two thirds of the
world's poor live in the
Asia-Pacific, which also
is home to some of the
world's fastest growing
economies. The interna-
tional conference on de-
velopment called for bold
action and strong political
will to raise incomes.

"We reiterate our com-
mitment to enhancing
good governance, the rule
of law and combating cor-
ruption, at all levels, and
underline these as essen-
tial for sustained economic
growth, sustainable devel-
opment and eradication of

poverty and hunger," said
a statement, called the
Jakarta Declaration.

The three-day confer-
ence which wrapped up
on Friday was part of ef-
forts to meet UN Millen-
nium Development Goals
launched five years ago.
One of those is to halve
world poverty by 2015.

Indonesian chief Social
Welfare Minister Alwi
Shihab told reporters that
graft was one of the big-
gest enemies of the poor.

"Itis very important for
us to eliminate corruption.
There is so much aid that

never reaches down. Aid
needs to be funnelled ac-
cording to the programmes
and planning of those who
help," said Shihab, who
oversaw early relief efforts
in the Indonesian province
of Aceh after the
26 December tsunami.

The tsunami left some
170,000 dead or missing
in Acehandruined the live-
lihood of hundreds of thou-
sands more. A study by
international aid group
Oxfam showed the poor
suffered most.

Shihab also said rich
donor countries should

consider granting debt
waivers for a few years.
"Allow us to not pay
our debts for a few years,
but to use the earmarked
funds for specific pro-
grammes that can reduce
the poverty rate," said
Shihab. He said he was
optimistic Indonesia's pov-
erty rate could be halved
from around the current
level of 17 per cent over
the next four years.

Out of 3,497 pieces of newspaper ads inspected by
the regulator, 1,095 were found illegitimate, said the
administration in abulletin. Outof 5,267 TV commer-
cials, 447, or 8.49 per cent, were illegal, it said.

The survey involves the most important TV chan-
nels or the No 1 mass circulation newspapers at the
level of provincial capital cities or higher, according to

1,500 people evacuated

Soria, 6 Aug— At least 1,500 people in western
Bulgaria were forced to evacuate their homes on Friday
as heavy rains and floods continued to sweep the coun-
try, officials said. The Bulgairan Government said Thurs-
day the summer storms that have caused floods since
May havekilled 17 people and caused 200 million euros
(247 million US dollars) in damage in Bulgaria.

The rains destroyed roads, bridges and rail tracks,
and damaged crops, with some 2 million people in 131
communities across this Balkan country of 7.8 million
affected over the last two months.

ROCHESTER, 6 Aug —An Army sergeant who served
with the Rochester-based 98th Division and had long
ties to western New York was killed on Friday in Iraq
in an apparent vehicular accident.

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Man tries to be able to lead a healthy and peace-
ful life and enjoy a better living standard by means of
boosting production of quality products at reasonable
prices for their basic needs with the use of advanced
technologies. To achieve the aim, man needs to manu-
facture quality products undergoing the processes that
do not compromise the environment, while taking steps
for the development of the industrial sector.

Among the respective subcommittees on tech-
nology is the subcommittee on standardization and
quality promotion, and the purpose of the subcommit-
tee is to put into reality one of the five objectives of the
Myanma Industrial Development Committee — to
improve industrial products in quality and quantity. As
the market-oriented economic system has been intro-
duced in the Union of Myanmar, only when the nation
is capable of manufacturing products that meet the
standards set, will it be able to compete with others in
the markets at home and abroad.

The functions of the standardization deal with
manufacturing quality products at least expenses, gain-
ing a firm foothold in the world market, and processes
in importing raw materials and finished goods and
obtaining high quality goods that are commensurate
with the prevailing prices.

Standardization can be divided into two catego-
ries — technology standard and instrument standard.
And standardization is classified as follows:

(1) company standardization

(2) national standardization

(3) regional standardization

(4) Global ISO - International Organization for
Standardization.

Every nation has to draw and prescribe standards
that are harmonious with health care services for their
peoples, safety measures, and environmental conserva-
tion. However, being incompatible with the standards
of other nations and variation in specifying standards
cause technical barriers to trade (TBT). So, the Interna-
tional Organization for Standardization had to be formed
50 as to overcome such barriers.

The International Organization for Standardiza-
tion was established on 14 October 1946 with 64
representatives from 25 nations. A general conference
was also held the same day and laid down principles for
its constitution. Now, it stands as an international
standardization federation with national standardiza-
tion bodies form 148 countries — 97 ISO members
bodies, 36 correspondent members and 15 subscribes
members. Consisting of 229 technical committees (IC)
and sub committees (SC), the ISO has set up more than
19,000 ISO standards up to now.

To set up an international standard through una-

nimity, the ISO members have to pass various phases to
complete a committee draft (CD). At first, the commit-
tee draft has to be distributed to the members of the
technical committee. After the technical committee and
subcommittees have amended the committee draft
through coordination, they have to submit the amended
draft to the secretariat to reach a draft international
standard (DIS). A number of amendments to the draft
international standard reaches the final draft interna-
tional standard (FDIS). To reach an international stand-
ard, it needs to win 75 per cent votes of members bodies.
The 229 technical committees and subcommittees of the
ISO whose workforce is over 400 full-time employees,
and over 100,000 voluntary experts from world nations
set up international standards in respective members
bodies after drawing meeting calendars.

The activities of the ISO makes remarkable con-
tribution towards international relations in economic,
science and technological spheres, and helps expand the
horizon of important matters such as environmental
conservation, work site safety and protection of con-
sumers. The establishment of ISO Net (ISO -informa-
tion network) has broadened the scope of the ISO.

The ISO membership fee has been fixed in Sub-
scription Unit and one subscription unit is equivalent to
US$4096.6. Subscriber members are those from under-
developed nations with a yearly membership fee of US$
2048.3 half the amount of Subscription Unit. Those
subscriber members are not eligible to attend meetings
of the ISO Technical Bodies and have no right to vote.
However, they have the right to attend the General
Assembly as observer members. The countries which
have notyetbeen able to fully draw the national standard
may apply for corresponding members and the yearly
membership fee is US$ 8193.3, double the amount of
Subscription Unit. The corresponding members have
the right to hold discussions and present their views at
the meetings of ISO Technical Bodies and the General
Assembly as observer members although they are not
eligible to vote. The National Organizations for Stand-
ardization may apply for member body and the member-
ship fee is fixed up to 252 times the amount of Subscrip-
tion Unit according to status and conditions of the
nations. However, the yearly membership fee for under-
developed nations is set US$ 20500, five times the
amount of Subscription Unit. Those member bodies
have the right to attend the meetings of the General
Assembly as permanent members and they are eligible
to vote, to stand for election of Council Member and to
take part in the activities of the Technical Bodies.

The countries which have become corresponding
members will have the rights to enjoy the ISO Standards
set by ISO. But, they will have to acquire the ISO

Standards on the Internet as there is no longer the
standards in the form of Hard Copy. The ISO members
are to keep the ISO Standards at the National Reference
Library free of charge and to use the standards for only
developing the new ISO Standards by the standard
experts.

The ISO member nations may copy the ISO
Standards in order to sell them to the latest users in the
bound of their nations. According to instructions of the
Copyright Law, they may copy documents on ISO Stand-
ards and the unchangeable electronic files sent by the
ISO Central Secretariat for sale. The ISO members are to
issue announcements for the public to learn how they are
engaged in the service of ISO Standards. The developing
countries with a five-year term of subscriber member-
ship are to apply for corresponding membership or
member bodies. The countries or organizations that

apply for member bodies are to follow rules and regula-
tions in application forms set by the ISO and to disclose
how their organizations were established and activities
on standards since the period their organizations had
been established.

A standardization division was established in
Myanmar on 11 July 1956 under the resolution of the
meeting on implementation of research works of the
Union of Myanmar Applied Research Institute (UMARI).
In 1957 after one year of the forming of UMARI, Myanmar
became a member body of ISO. Since 1957, the library
of the standardization division obtained about 50,000
standardization copies from India, Japan, France, Aus-
tralia, Germany, Malaysia, Britain and USA under the
agreement on free exchange of standards among the ISO
member nations.

At that time, Myanmar formed the standardiza-
tion committees on respective engineering subjects and
drew standards, quoting those standards and it had been
able to complete 65 standardization books. However, it
resigned from the membership of the ISO in 1965 for
various reasons.

With a view to ensuring development of the stand-
ardization in the country, Myanmar rejoined the ISO as a
corresponding member on 1 July 2005. Myanmar, which
is practising the market-oriented system, will be able to
learn and adopt the standardization used among the coun-
tries and after five years, it will become a member body.
Being a corresponding member, Myanmar will be able to
issue certificates to laboratories of respective departments
after forming the national standardization committees for
development of small and medium-scale industries of
private sector at the industrial zones.

At a time when efforts are being made for devel-
opment of the industrial sector of the State through uplift
of private industries so that the nation can stand tall
among the global nations, Myanmar will have to carry
out tasks for standardization and quality control in the
industrial zones through cooperation with the ISO. There-
fore, officials concerned are urged to make integrated
and well-coordinated efforts to be able to produce quality
goods and items.

Internet
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“Discovery” crew packs up
for station departure

HousTon, 6 Aug — Discovery astronauts packed up on Friday and got
ready to leave thel nternational Space Station as the first shuttle visit to the
outpost since 2002 — and likely the last for a while — neared its end.

NASA earlier de-
clared the shuttle safe to
return home, clearing the
way for what is the first
step toward Discovery's
planned landing on Mon-
day in Florida.

The Discovery crew
was to say goodbye to sta-
tion crew members Sergei
Krikalev and John
Phillips late on Friday,
close the hatch and get
ready to undock early on
Saturday.

The astronauts busily
stowed gear and finished
loading the spacecraft and
an Italian-built cargo unit
packed with tons of trash
and other items that have

piled up on the station

over the past 2-1/2 years.
It may be the last shut-
tle visit to the space
station for some time
because NASA has
grounded the shuttle fleet
until it fixes the flying
debris problem that de-
stroyed Columbiain 2003
and resurfaced at Disco-
very'slaunch on 26 July.
Because of safety
measures put in place af-
ter Columbiabroke apart
over Texas, Discovery
has been videotaped, pho-
tographed, laser-in-
spected and, in a shuttle
programme first, repaired
by Steve Robinson on one
of his three spacewalks
with Soichi Noguchi.

NASA gave serious

Sydney unveils evacuatior
plan in case of attack

SYDNEY, 6 Aug— Text messages on mobile
phones will alert hundreds of wardens to begin evacu-
ating office workers and shoppers from Sydney's cen-
tral business district in the event of a terrorist attack,
according to a plan unveiled on Friday.

Modelled on the strategy used in the aftermath of
the recent London bombings, people in Australia's
largest city will be told to gather at three open-air
evacuation sites in the business district where they will
be directed to the best transport route home.

"Our counter terrorism agencies have moved
quickly to learn from the recent attacks in London,"
New South Wales State Premier Morris lemma said in
announcing the evacuation plan. lemma said publiciz-
ing the three evacuation sites risked making the areas,
which would be crowded with thousands of people,
potential targets.

"It is about managing the risk. People are entitled
to get information as to where they go, because we
know if an attack does occur, there is confusion, there
is fear," said lemma. Australia, a staunch US ally with
troops in Iraq and Afghanistan, has steadily strength-
ened security and anti-terrorism laws since the 11
September, 2001, attacks on the United States.

Top Iranian cleric says EU not truthful in nuclear talks

TeHERAN, 6Aug — A powerful senior Iranian mullah said on Friday that the European Union (EU)
had never been truthful in the nuclear talks with Iran, the official|RNA news agency reported

"As we had said from
the very beginning, Eu-
rope has not been truthful
in the (nuclear) negotia-
tions," Ahmad Jannati,
chairman of Iran's hardline
top legislation supervisory
body Guardian Council,
was quoted as saying in a
sermon.

Jannati said that Eu-
rope had never been frank
in dealing with Eastern
countries, since "it re-
garded itself as the mas-
ter, and the East as its serv-
ant."

"It was clear from the
very beginning that Iran's
negotiations with EU 3
(Britain, France and Ger-
many) would lead no-
where.

If Iran yielded to hold-
ing talks with them, it was
aimed at not letting them
say that Iran does not co-
operate and has nothing
logical to say," Jannati

stressed.

Jannati reiterated that
Iran would never give up
its right to get peaceful
nuclear technology, add-
ing that Teheran had been
on the way to securing its
legal rights with the prepa-
ration for resuming ura-
nium conversion activi-
ties.

"If you (EU and the
United States) have in-
tended to bribe Iran by
giving whatever conces-
sions you might have in
mind to urge us to aban-
don our natural right, I
hereby announce that the
Iranian Government and
nation would underno cir-
cumstances abandon their

natural right," he said.
"Iran has made up its
mind and whatever the
United States and Europe
would do (to take actions
against Iran) would be
against their own ben-
efits," Jannati added.

The EU, the longtime
broker of the Iranian nu-
clear issue, warned that
the unilateral measure
would breach the negotia-
tions, which meant that
Iran's nuclear case could
be referred to the UN Se-
curity Council.

The United States
has accused Iran of devel-
oping nuclear weapons
under the disguise of civil
usage. But Teheran has
rejected the accusationand
insisted that its nuclear
programme is for peace-
ful purposes.

OtTAawA, 6 Aug — The Air France
jet that overshot the runway and
erupted in flames at a Toronto airport
landed further down the runway from
where it should have normally touched
down, the lead investigator into the
crash said on Friday.

Air France Flight 358 landed "longer
than normally, or longer than usual for
this type of aircraft," Transportation
Safety Board investigator Real Levasseur
told a news conference in Toronto.

He said investigators are still trying
to determine how long along the runway
the jet actually landed.

Witnesses have already suggested the
plane carrying 309 passengers and crew
was nearly halfway down the runway at
Pearson International Airport before it
touched down.

Copy-protected CDs

iPod-incompatible but sellwell

L os ANGELES, 6 Aug — Recent CDs
by Foo Fighters and Dave Matthews
Band containing new anti-piracy tech-
nology are selling well despite a back-
lash among some fans angry that the
discs are incompatible with iPods, ex-
perts said on Thursday.

Aiming to curb piracy, labels like
Sony BMG, whichreleased both records,
are rolling out copy-protected albums in
the United States, which let users make
three exact duplicates of a CD, and store
files on a PC in Microsoft Corp's Win-
dows Media format. But the copy-pro-
tection bars users from importing music
onto iPods since Apple's Fairplay soft-
ware is incompatible with Windows.

"This (Foo Fighters) CD has a copy
protection scheme that makes it totally
useless to 30 million iPod owners," wrote
C Anderson of Plano, Texas on
Amazon.com's customer review link.
"How could a band be so stupid as to
alienate such a huge percentage of their
