Australian mum defends children during shark attack

CANBERRA, 19 May —
A woman hitten by ashark
asshewadedinknee-deep
water at a remote
Australian holiday beach
told on Friday how she
fought off the predator
with her camerato stop it
from turning on her
children.

The woman, Becky
Cooke, 38, was bitten on
the lower left leg on
Wednesday as she was

strollingintheshallowsat
Warra Beach, 1,100
kilometres (683 miles)
north of Perth, in the
Western Australia state.

She was carrying her
three-year-old son Ethan
at the time of the attack,
and her 13-year-old son
Brandon was walking
alongside.

“| started hitting it with
my camera and shaking
my legtryingtogetit off,”

Cooke told reporters on
Friday fromahospital bed
in Perth.

“At first | thought
something had just hit
me, not bitten me,” she
said. “It let go. | took a
couple of steps and fell
into the water because
my leg was pretty bad.
As | fell into the water
the sea just turned to
blood,” she said.

Cooke said she feared

the shark might attack her
children.
“Brandon came

running over and | said to
him ‘take Ethan’ and he
grabbed Ethan and ran
back to shore.”

Cooke suffered severe
wounds to her calf and
could lose her foot.
Experts said a reef shark
might have beento blame
for the attack.

It is common knowledge that the
National League for Democracy
(NLD) won the majority of seats in
more than 300 constituencies in the
1990 election.

Soon after its victory, the NLD
through Gandhi Hall conferencecalled
for soonest handing over power to it.

Atthetime, viewsabout themulti-
party democracy general election
differed.

The NLD deemed the election to
betheonethroughwhich powerwould
be handed over.

Then | was the general secretary
of the People’ s Democracy Party, and
in my view, the upcoming election
would not be aproblem of power, and
it would be just the one designed to
call a constitutional Hluttaw
(legislative body) that would be
responsi blefor drawing aconstitution.

Aswerealized, weparty members
informed the procedures to other
political partiesand thepeoplethrough
a Myanma TV programme. And the
leaders of the People’s Democracy
Party headquarters held open talks on
our party’s stance to local people in
the townships and villages where we
canvassed for votes.

The election law (draft) the State
Law and Order Restoration Council
presented to the people before the
election did not mention that the
Hluttaw had power to exercise
legislative, executive and judicial
powers.

The leading parties suggested that
the multi-party democracy general
election commission fulfil the
requirement on powers. However the
approved law did not manifest it.

And it did not mention the time
frame for calling a Hluttaw session,
either. (That point was understood
because the situation needed to restore
peace and stability in the nation.)

So, it was apparent that the general
election held in accordance with the
election law was intended just to
formulate a constitution.

However, theNLD did not view so,
and made a demand for handing power
toit.

Therefore, power was not handed
over and any Hluttaw session was not
convened. Evenrepresentatives-electdid
not become legitimate representatives
though taking of oaths.

Theelection law did not stipulate
any point of handing over power. To
make matter sworse, theNL D lacked
knowledge of palitical tactics. Dueto
the situations, the NLD was further
away from the opportunity tocometo
power .

One of those situations was that
theNL D leader s, beingconceited with
thevotesof the elector ate, arbitrarily
expressed har shwor dsthat wer emost
inappropriate.

The purpose of the 1990 election
was just to draw a constitution. Now
most of the basic principles have been
adopted in the National Convention
with the participation of the
representatives-elect.

It has been 17 years since the
1990 election was held. So, the 1990
election results have been out-of-
date.

Marine biologists said both animals
had suffered what appeared to be boat-
propeller lacerations, lending urgency
toarescueeffort. On Thursday, rescuers
played whale sounds amplified by
underwater audio devicesandintended
to coax the two seaward.

“Several segments of sound have
been introduced,” said Bernie Krauze,
a researcher who spoke by cellphone
from the Coast Guard cutter Pike, a
vessel involved in the rescue.

“We call ourselves the whale
whisperers,” said Krauze, “But we are
notwhisperingloudenough. Theseguys |
are not responding.”

The humpbackswerefirst spottedin

the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta
Sunday and have since meandered
almost 145kmupriver fromtheir natural
habitat in the Pacific Ocean along

Northern California.
| Krauze said the 10-second vocals

fromwhalesfeeding were being played
in intermittent 10-second intervals. In
theory, hesaid, therecordingsareturned
off when the animal moves toward the
song, and on when it veers away.
“Sometimes these animals respond
to the process in 15 seconds,” Krauze
said. “Today the animals are not
responding. They arejust swimmingin
circlesin thislarge, industrial basin.”
