Cambodian govt official rgects
Amnesty International report

PHnom PenH, May 29 — A high-ranking gover nment official hasreacted
strongly to Amnesty I nternational’sAnnual I nternational Report, alleging it
distorts the true situation in Cambodia and is a pro-opposition message in
disguise, local media said on Monday.

“The writers of the
report on Cambodia are
too political and they did
not use pen to writeit but
paintbrush to apply
colour,” Cambodian
Government’s Human
Right Committee Chair-
man Om Yen Tieng was
quoted by Cambodian
newspaper the Samleng

Yuvechun Khmer as
saying.
Amnesty Inter-

national issued areport on
23 May, aleging that the
Cambodian Government
does not respect human
rights and evicted many
residents from their land,

has not sped up adoption
of theanti-corruptionlaw;
andregularly obstructsthe
process of the courts, in
particular the tribunal
installed to put on the
former Democratic
Kampuchea leaders on
trial.

“That isenoughfrom
you. Please be kind-
hearted and think
(neutrally),” ssaidOmYen
Tieng.

The government
cares for the Cambodian
people much more than
the international human
rights organization does,
said the chairman, im-

plying that the evictions
were carried out with just
grounds.

“If they said we
chased Cambodianpeople
out of Phnom Penh and
they love Cambodian
nation, weasCambodians
love it a thousand times
morethanthey do. Weare
workingfor votes. Weare
not so stupid asto commit
suicide. Please do not
think we are stupid,” he
added.

Five Britons ‘salzed in
Baghdad’

BAGHDAD, 29 May—
Five Britons are reported
to have been kidnapped
from the Iragi finance
ministry in Baghdad.

They included four
bodyguards and afinance
expert.

Witnhesses and
sourcestold the BBC that
the kidnappers wore
police uniforms and
arrived in up to 40 police
vehicles.

“We are aware of
reports that a group of
Westerners have been
kidnapped.

ended the 12-day movie
marathon on the French
Riviera.

Gabita who are ruthless-
ly exploited when one
goes to have an illegal
abortion.

But despite being set
in the pitiless and
colourless landscape of
socialist Romania, the
story underlines the
lengths to which friends
go to save each other.

“4 Months” was one
of 22 films in
competition, and beat a
seriesof highly acclaimed
pictures for the top prize

as the world’s biggest
film festival celebrated
its 60th birthday.

Belang, 29 May — A
leading team of planet-
seekers has announced
the discovery of 28 new
planets outside solar
system, increasing the
number of known exo-
planets to 236, at the
annual meetingof Ameri-
canAstronomical Society
in Honolulu, Monday.
Jason Wright of the
University of California,a
member of the team,said
at the meeting: “Taken
together, in the last year
our teams have increased
the number of known
planets by 12 percent and
shown that at least 30
percent of stars known to
host planets have more

than one object orhiting.”

Theplanetsareamong
37 new objects spotted
within the past year.

Sevenof theabjectsare
failed stars called brown
dwarfs, with masses that
dwarf thelargest, Jupiter-
sized planetsbut too small
to sustain the nuclear
reactions necessary for
stellar ignition.

At least four of the
newly spotted planets
belong to multiple-planet
systems, supporting the
ideathat at |east 30 percent
of al planet-parent stars
have more than one
planetary companion.

Since smaller planets
andthoseoutsideour solar
system are trickier to
detect,“Wearebeginning
to seethat our homeisnot
a rarity in the universe,”
said Geoffrey Marcy, a
professor of astronomy at
the University of Cali-

fornia Berkeley.

“We are easily able
to detect giant planets
like Jupiter and Saturn
around other stars.

Most orbit far from
the star like our own
Jupiter and Saturn orbit
from the sun.” Marcy
added.

Among the 28 new
planets,a Neptune-like
planet orbiting the star
Gliese 436 is found
covered with water—
albeit rock-hard, hot
water in a most un-
earthlike chemical state
because of the intense
pressures on the planet.

Wright said that this
isthefirst planet outside
thesolar systemforwhich
astronomers could infer
thepresenceof water with
near certainty, but hecast
doubt on the idea that
thereislife there.

Global warming and hurricane
link spurscontroversy

WAasHINGTON, 28 May
— Climate scientists
agree there have been a
lot of strong hurricanes
lately. They agree that
warmer seas have given
these storms some extra
punch. But they disagree
how much global warm-
ing isto blame.

With the 2007 Atlantic
hurricane season about to
begin, thecontroversy over
therole of climate change
in boosting hurricane
intensity is a matter for
debate among the
researcherswhowatchthe
water and the clouds and
work to figure out what
makestheworst storms so
furious. “As far as | can
tell, thereisno disputethat
higher sea temperatures

meanmoreenergy forthese
storms to feed on,” said
Kevin Trenberth of the
National Centre for
Atmospheric Research in
Boulder, Colorado, part of
a consortium of US
universities.

Trenberth saidthenext
logical question is, how
have sea surface tem-
peratures changed over
the last 30 years or so,
“and that’s where the
global warming aspects
comein and that’ swhere
someof thedisputeseems
to lie.” Trenberth is
convinced that global
warming isamajor factor
in spawning the kinds of
intensehurricanesthatkill,
and heis hardly alone.

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A civilian was killed
and four others wounded
when they caught across
fire, the source said,
adding that there was no
wordoncasuatiesamong
the US and Iraqi forces.

Two farmers were
killed and nine others
injured when gunmen
openedfireontheminthe
Nahrawan area, some 30
kilometres southeast of
Baghdad, the source
added.

Separately, the police

collected 22 unidentified
bodies in different parts
of the capital, including

The bodies were
handcuffed, blindfolded
and showing signs of
torture with bullet holes
in their heads and the
chests, he added.

Beuang, 28 May—High temperature records in
northern Chinese cities were broken as dry, warm air
mass controlled the area on Saturday.

InNangong City of Hebel Province, mercury roseto
39.3 degrees Celsius on Saturday afternoon, making it
thehottest city inthe country and breakingtheprovincia
high temperaturerecord during the same period of time.

Ten counties and cities in the central and southern
part of Hebei saw temperatures rise to above 38
degrees Celsiuson Saturday, including the provincial
capital Shijiazhuang, where the temperature reached
38.5degreesCelsius, thesecond-highestin thecountry.

Beijing' stemperaturereached 37.2 degreesCelsius,
breaking the city’srecord in May since 1951.

Thecapital city ismullinganew indexed heatstroke
forecast that differentiates heliosis probabilities for
people of different age and sex, according to Huang
Zhuo, a researcher with the national meteorological
centre. The current heatstroke forecasts are based on
temperature, humidity and wind force but take no
account of pathology of people with varied physique.

The new heatstroke index will be added to weather
forecast before the Beijing Olympics, Huang said.

If the research pans out, it could be
possibleto stockpilethese antibodies, the
immune system’s search-and-destroy
force, asan additional way totreat or even
prevent HSN1 in case the worrisome flu
strain ever mutates to spark aworldwide
epidemic, the researcher added.More
workisneeded beforetryingthesepurified
antibodies in people. It’'s standard to test
fluvaccinesandtreatmentsinferrets, who
respond to influenzamorelike people do.
Then theantibodieswould needtestingin
healthy people, to seeif they're safe.

If so, they might betried asatreatment
for people still faling ill with HSN1 in
parts of Asia. The only treatment now is
the drug Tamiflu, which doesn’'t always
save them.

Boliviatofight FIFA ban on high-altitudematches

LA Paz,29May —Bolivian President
Evo Moraes vowed on Monday to lead
aninternational campaignagainst FIFA's
ban onhigh-altitudesoccer matches, say-
ing it amounts to discrimination.

The world soccer body's decision to
setalimitof 2,500 metresabovesealevel
for international gamesisablow to Bo-
livia, whichenjoystheadvantageof play-
ing home World Cup qudifiers at 3,600
metresinLaPaz. "Thisisnot only aban
onBolivig, it'sabanontheuniversality of
sports," Morales told reporters after an
emergency meeting with hisCabinet and
soccer officials.

FIFA President Sepp Blatter said on
Sunday that the FIFA executive

committee had decided to act after a
proposal from the medical committee,
adding that play at such heights was
neither healthy nor fair.

Leftist Morales told reporters he will
send an envoy to Switzerland to press
FIFA to reconsider the ban and called on
other countriesaffected by themeasureto
join hiscampaign. "We cannot alow dis-
crimination in soccer, we cannot alow...
exclusion in the world of sports," said
Morales, akeen soccer fan.

Bolivias national team has enjoyed
historic winsover both Brazil and Argen-
tinain the past in La Paz and finished as
runners-up to Brazil when it hosted the
CopaAmericain 1997.— MNA/Reuters

FIFA ban
inter national matches
at high altitude

ZuricH, 29 May — No international
soccer matches will be alowed to take
place above an atitude of 2,500 metres
in future, FIFA president Sepp Blatter
said on Sunday.

A number of countries, among them
Bolivia, frequently stage home interna-
tional games at high altitude but Blatter
said FIFA wasfollowing advicefromits
medical committee.

"I know therewill becomplaintsabout
this, especially from South America, but
we have to think of the health of the
playersfirst. It also leadsto adistortion
of the competition if matchesare played
at such alevel.

"The Executive Committee have lis-
tened to a proposal from the medical
committee and have decided to act be-
causeto play at abovethat altitudeisnot
healthy or fair."

Boliviatraditionally play their home
matches in La Paz, which, at more than
3,600 metresabovesealevel,isthehigh-
est capital city in the world.

Blatter was speaking at a news con-
ference following the last Executive
Committee meeting before the start of
FIFA's57th Congressthisweek and the
inauguration of FIFA's new headquar-
tersin Zurich.

He also said that the associations of
Macedonia and Kazakhstan had been
given a deadline of June 15 to resolve
their internal problems or else face pos-
sible sanctionsfrom world soccer'sgov-
erning body.
