Bush sufferscourt setbacks
In war on terrorism

WASHINGTON, 18 June—
President George W
Bush'’ sbroad assertionsof
power in his war on
terrorismareunder assault
by US judges who have
rejected his indefinite
imprisonment of enemy
combatantsandthedomes-
tic spying programme.

A pair of recentrulings,
one from military judges
and the other from a US
appeals court, delivered
new legal setbacks for
Bush's tactics in dealing
with terrorism suspects
held at the US naval base
at Guantanamo Bay,
Cuba, or in the United
States.

“In case after case, this
nation’s judicial branch
has told the Admini-
stration that it may not
trample on fundamental
rights in the name of

national security,” said
Hina Shamsi of the New
Y ork-based groupHuman
Rights First.

A federal appealscourt
panel in Virginia ruled
2-1 on Monday that Bush
couldnot declarecivilians
inthiscountry tobeenemy
combatants and have the
military hold them inde-
finitely.

The ruling said Bush
overstepped his authority
in the case of a Qatari
national and suspected al-
Qaedaoperative, Ali Saleh
Kahlah al-Marri, who has
been held in military
custody for four years
without any charges.

Human rightsand civil
liberties groups said the
decision underscored the
importance of judicial
review as a check on
Bush’ s executive power.

“Onceagain, thecourts
have stepped intoreinin
the executive and restore
the rule of law,” said
Jennifer Daskal, USadvo-
cacy director of Human
Rights Watch.

The ruling came a
week after military judges
dismissed all charges
against the only two
Guantanamo prisoners
facing trial, saying they
had been designated only
as “enemy combatants,”
and not “unlawful enemy
combatants’ as required
by a 2006 law.

Thedecisionsadded to
anumber of earlier rulings
that went against the Bush
Administration over the
past three years.

Anti-clotting drug may reduce need for amputation

B elainG, 19 June — An anti-clotting drug used to treat strokesand heart attacks may prevent some
patients from amputations of frostbite-damaged finger and toes, according to a new study released
Tuesday in the Archives of Surgery medical journal.

The research con-
ducted by doctors at the
University of Utah
showed that the anti-
clotting drug could aso
restored blood flow to
frostbitten fingers and
limbs, which greatly
reduced the need for
amputation. Patientswith
frostbite often experience
swellingasthefrozenskin
thaws, blockingtiny blood
vessels.

“A variety of maneu-
vers aimed at advancing
the care of patients with
frostbite have been at-
tempted, including hyper-
baricoxygen, surgical and
medical sympathectomy,
pharmaceutical agents,
andanticoagul ation. None
of these have resulted in
aterationsinthe manage-
ment of thisdisorder,” the
researchers noted.

In the other
group, 97 of 234 affected
digitswere amputated, or
about 41 percent.
Thrombolytic therapy

is not new, but has been
difficult to study because
not every frostbite victim
is a candidate. For in-
stance, people already on
bloodthinnersor someone
who has suffered a head
injury would beat risk for
serious complications
from the anti-clotting
drug.

HavaNa, 19 June— Cubawill continueto build up itsdefencesagainst the
United States and Cubans should be prepared to make more sacrifices to
remain independent, Cuban leader Fidel Castrosaid in an editorial published

on Monday.

In hiscommentary in

“Cubawill continue
to develop and improve
the fighting abilities of
its people, including
our modest but active
and efficient defensive
weapons industry, which

BacHDAD, Iraq,19 June — A truck bomb ripped
through a crowded square in the capital Tuesday,
killing at least 78 people and wounding 224 others,
an Interior Ministry official said.

The bomb erupted about 2 pm in Khalani Square,
abusy commercial district near a Shiite mosque, the
official said.

Prime Minister Nuri a-Maliki condemned the
attack and blamed the blast on Saddamists and other
extremists intent on stoking sectarian violence.

Ten cars were destroyed in the blast, which sent
a plume of smoke rising over rooftops in central
Baghdad.

The Khalani Mosque also was damaged in the
blast, authorities said. Video from the scene showed
part of the wall surrounding the mosque collapsed.

The attack comes six days after insurgents blew
up the two remaining minarets at the al-Askariya
Mosque, arevered Shiite shrine in Samarra that was
badly damaged in a February 2006 attack.

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Afghan suicide bombing kills 24

KasuL, 18 June —A Taleban bomber blew up a
police busin the heart of Kabul on Sunday, killing 24
people in one of the deadliest suicide strikes to hit
Afghanistan since the Taleban were ousted in 2001.

The blast tore apart the bus, wounding dozens of
bystanders, wrecking several other vehicles and
scattering body parts. It was the fifth suicide attack in
three days in the country, suggesting an escalation in
use of the tactic.

Officia death tolls changed throughout the day,
reflecting chaos at the scene and in hospitals. Police
initially said more than 35 people were killed, but
officials revised that down to 24.

That would still makeit oneof thedeadliest suicide
bombs since the Taleban were toppled, and the worst
insurgent bomb attack of any kind since a car bomb
killed 26 in 2002.

President Hamid Karzai condemned the attack,
caling it an attempt to block the training of

Afghanistan’s Western-led police force.
| “Theenemiesof Afghanistanhavelost thecapability
tofight our forcesfacetofaceand areresortingtothese
cowardly tactics,” said Interior Minister Zarar Ahmad
Mogbel, who gave the final figure of 24 dead.

Thelnterior Ministry saidfiveof thewounded were
foreigners, including two Japanese, aK orean and two
Pakistanis. Earlier reports that foreigners had been
killed proved false.

A police officer at the scene, outside the Kabul
policechief’ sheadquarters, said hehad seenthebomber
leap on to the bus as it was moving slowly away, its
door wide open.

“It was a very, very successful suicide attack,” a
Taleban commander, Mullah Hayatullah Khan, told
Reuters by satellite phone. “We have plans for more
successful attacks in future.”— MNA/Reuters

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Ginkgo helpsimprove
thinking, but not much

L os ANGELES, 18 June— Ginkgo probably can help improvethinking, but
not by much, USscientistssaid inremarkspublished by theLosAngelesTimes

on Monday.

Ginkgo
Benefits of ginkgo are
minor and supplement
enhancesmemory but not
by much, said Fernando
Gomez-Pinilla, a

professor of neuro-
surgery at University of
CdiforniainLosAngeles
and aspokespersonforthe
Society for Neuroscience.
Ginkgo works best on
minds on the decline, but
“it (Ginkgo) won't make
you agenius,” he said.
Ginkgo contains seve-
ral compounds that seem
to stimulate blood circu-
lation and perk up brain
cells, Gomez-Pinillasaid.
On average, he said,
based onthestudies, daily
doses of supplements
containing 120 mg to 240
mg of ginkgo should help
boost memory and overall
thinking skills by about 5
percent to 10 percent.
For some, hesaid, that

could mean memorizing
longer lists or absorbing
more information from a
book. Ginkgo may bethe
most scrutinized supple-
ment to ever hit health
store shelves.

There have been
hundreds of ginkgo
studies, including many
classic rats-in-a-maze-
type investigations and
dozens of human trials.

People who already
have declining brain-
power — including those
with age-related memory
loss or early Alzheimer’s
disease — probably have
the most to gain, Gomez-
Pinilla said. “For people
who are performing at a
high level, the changes
will be very small.”

In some cases, the
benefitsare small enough
tobeessentialyinvisible.
A four-month Stanford
study of 90 high-func-
tioning adults ages 65 to
84, published in March,
found no real differences
between a placebo and a
supplement containing
160 milligrammes of
ginkgo in 5 of 6 thinking

tasks. Make that almost
no difference: Inthesixth
task — which measured
the ability to memorize a
list — subjects taking the
placebo outperformed
patients taking ginkgo.

“My personal feglingis
that the verdict on ginkgo
isn't in yet,” says lead
author Joseph Carlson,
now the director of radio-
logy, sports and cardio-
vascular nutrition at
Michigan State Univer-
sity. —Internet

“Severe poverty” affects
1.3 min British children

Lonbon, 19 June — One in ten children in
Britain are living in "severe poverty" in families
surviving on an average income of 7,000 pounds a
year, charity Savethe Children said on Tuesday.

"Itisanoutragethatin
such a wealthy country,
parentsarestrugglingtoget
by on such low incomes
andchildrenaremissingout
onbasicthingslikelivingin
a warm house, having a
proper diet or going on a
school trip," thecharity said.

Using a new measure
that combines household
incomeswithadultandchild
deprivation, the charity
calculatedthat 10.2 per cent
of children — or 13
million — were living in

what it called "severe
poverty".

The government
disputed the measure,
accusing the charity of
producing a "mideading
anayss'.

In areport, Save the
Children said conditions
were worst in London
where severe poverty
affectedoneinsxfamilies,
living on incomes well
belowthenationa average
of 19,000 pounds ayesr.
