 LONDON, 20 June—
Britain on Tuesday ban-
ned military and naval
personnel from selling
tales of their exploits to
the media, following an
outcry when sailors seized
by Iran published stories
in exchange for cash.

One report commis-
sioned by the government
into the incident concluded
the Ministry of Defence was
guilty of “a collective fai-
lure of judgment or an
abstention of judgment” in
allowing two of the former
hostages to profit from
recounting their experience
to the media.

 Another government
commissioned report into

operational mistakes dur-
ing the group’s seizure
concluded the individuals
involved “could have done
more to prevent what
happened” and recom-
mended improvements in
intelligence handling,
communications and
training. The boarding
party of 15 British sailors
and Marines was captured
by Iran in the Gulf in
March and held for 13
days, prompting questions
about why they had been
taken with such apparent
ease and why help was
slow to come.

 Upon their return,
Defence Secretary Des
Browne allowed the Navy

to permit two of them to
sell their stories to
newspapers for cash,
causing public outrage.

 “The acceptance of
payments from the media
offended the public and
their view of the special
place of the armed forces
in British life,” the report
into the media side of the
incident said on Tuesday.

 Its author, Tony Hall,
formerly BBC director of
news, said he had not been
able to identify a single
person who in practice
took the decision to
authorise payment.

 “Nobody said ‘stop’.
Nobody said ‘that’s not

Heavy mortar bomb attack
on Baghdad Green Zone

 BAGHDAD, 20 June—
Militants fired a spate of
mortar bombs at Bagh-
dad’s Green Zone on
Tuesday in one of the
heaviest attacks in weeks
on the heavily fortified
compound that houses the
US Embassy and Iraqi
Government offices.

 It was unclear if there
were any casualties from
the barrage of around 10
mortar bombs. Reuters
reporters could see several
plumes of smoke rising
from the compound on the

west side of the Tigris
River.Loud sirens warn-
ing people to take cover
echoed across the zone.

The Green Zone is
Baghdad’s most secure
area but often comes under
rocket and mortar attack
by militants in other parts
of the city. The strikes
have lately become more
frequent and more
accurate.

A mortar attack last
week killed an employee
of a hotel in the compound,
which is also home

to numerous Western
embassies. There were
also a number of casualties
in April and May.

Police chief of Basra moved

 BASRA (Iraq), 20
June—Basra’s police chief
has been transferred to a
new post in the Interior
Ministry, Iraqi officials
said on Monday, just days
after militants destroyed
two Sunni mosques in the
southern Shi'ite city.

Major-General Moham-
med Hamadi has been
locked in a dispute with
the governor of Basra
Province, a member of the
small but locally powerful
Fadhila Party, who has
accused him of ineffi-
ciency and re-fusing to
obey orders.

The provincial govern-
ing council has been in
negotiations with the
central government in
Baghdad for months to
resolve the dispute, a
source in the council told
Reuters, but the bombing
of the two Sunni mosques
was seen as “the last

straw”.
The mosques were

destroyed at the weekend
in apparent retaliation for
the bombing of a revered
Shi'ite shrine in Samarra
north of Baghdad.

 Hamadi told Reuters
he was being transferred
to Baghdad to become a
director general in the
Interior Ministry.

Wild storms bypass
Australia’s east coast

 CANBERRA, 21 June—
A storm off Australia’s
southeast coast caused
high seas and snow falls
west of Sydney on
Wednesday, but spared
coastal areas from an
expected battering by
cyclonic winds, fore-
casters said.

 Australia’s Bureau of
Meteorology said the

storm had moved out into
the Tasman Sea, with
cyclonic winds failing to
strike coastal areas of
New South Wales State
as previously forecast.

 “It’s well, well into the
Tasman Sea now,” duty
forecaster Peter Zmije-
wski told Reuters, adding
that the strong winds had
remained out to sea while

lighter conditions hit
coastal areas. “It was a
close call,” he said. The
deep low pressure system
was moving rapidly to
the northeast and away
from the Australian coast,
but had still caused ocean
swells of up to seven
metres (23 feet) in some
parts before easing.

Iraq attacks kill 14 US soldiers
BAGHDAD, 21 June—Armed groups in Iraq have

killed 14 US soldiers in just two days, the US military
has announced.

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Iran-EU talks set for
23 June in Lisbon

 TEHERAN, 20 June —
Iran’s chief nuclear
negotiator and the
European Union’s foreign
policy chief will meet for
a new round of talks about
Teheran’s disputed nu-
clear programme on 23
June in Lisbon, an Iranian
news agency said on
Tuesday.

 Citing an official
Iranian statement, the
Mehr news agency said
Iran’s Ali Larijani and the
EU’s Javier Solana would
hold talks in Portugal’s
capital on Saturday. In
Brussels, Solana’s office
could not confirm the date
or place of any meeting.

 Their last meeting in
Madrid on 31 May yielded
no breakthrough on Iran’s
refusal to suspend urani-
um enrichment as a

condition for broader
negotiations on trade and
other benefits.

 Iran says its programme
to produce nuclear fuel
through uranium enrich-
ment is solely for ele-
ctricity generation but
Western powers suspect
it wants to build bombs.

 Two sets of UN
sanctions have been
imposed on Iran and a third
round is wanted by
Washington and EU
powers. Instead of halting
enrichment, as the UN
Security Council has
ordered, Iran has rapidly
extended its programme.

 In Washington, US
President George W Bush
reiterated that all options
were on the table over Iran.
At the start of a meeting
with Israeli Prime Minister
Ehud Olmert, Bush was
asked if military action
remained an option for
dealing with Iran.

 “My position has not
changed. All options are
on the table. I would hope
that we could solve this
diplomatically,” he said.

 Iran, OPEC’s number
two producer, has often
threatened to strike back
if attacked by the United
States.—MNA/Reuters

World’s longest bridge span
connects over Yangtze River

 NANJING, 20 June—
The two ends of the bridge
with the world’s longest
span were connected over
China’s Yangtze River on
Monday.

 The bridge linking two
major cities in the eastern
Jiangsu Province is being
built by the Second
Engineering Corp of the
China Road and Bridge
Corp at a cost of 6.45
billion yuan (830 million
US dollars).

 Started simultaneously
in the cities of Nantong
and Suzhou in 2003, the
Sutong Yangtze Road
Bridge, linking Nantong
and Changshu in Suzhou,
runs 32.4 kilometres, with
8,146 metres spanning the
Yangtze, China’s longest
waterway.

 It has the world’s
longest span of 1,088
metres, usurping the
previous record holder, the
Tatara Bridge in Japan,

which has a main span of
890 metres.

 Its steel and concrete
bridge towers, the tallest
in the world, stand at 300.4
metres.  Experts say the
bridge will serve as a
major land link between
Nantong, Suzhou and
Shanghai after it opens to
traffic in 2008. It will also

promote economic growth
in the Yangtze River Delta
and promote tourism.

 Around 150,000 bridges
had been built in China over
the past 15 years, an average
of 10,000 a year, said Xu
Kuangdi, president of the
Chinese Academy of
Engineering.

Missile strike kills 32
militants in Pakistan
 MIRANSHAH (Pakistan), 20 June—A missile attack,

possibly launched by US forces in Afghanistan, killed
at least 32 pro-Taleban militants on Tuesday in a
Pakistani tribal region near the border, Pakistani
officials said. The missiles targeted a militant training
base in Mamy Rogha, a village near Datta Khel District,
60 kilometres (40 miles) west of Miranshah, the main
town in North Waziristan, the officials, speaking on
condition of anonymity, told Reuters.

 “There was a cluster of three houses and a tent which
were hit. There were about 45 people in that area,” a
senior government official told Reuters.

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Michael  Jackson settles  $48m

 The suit, by Prescient
Acquisition Group, was
settled just as it was about
to go to trial in US District
Court in Manhattan.

 The company claimed
Jackson reneged on

 Study says more
women suffer mid-life

stroke than men
LOS ANGELES, 20 June

— More women than men
appear to suffer a stroke
in middle age, according
to a new study published
on Wednesday in the on-
line edition of Neurology,
the medical journal of the
American Academy of
Neurology.

In the study, researchers
analyzed data from
17,000 people over the
age of 18 who participated
in the National Health and
Nutrition Examination
Survey.

Of the participants, 606
people experienced a
stroke. The study found
that women in the 45-54
age range were more than
twice as likely as men in
the same age group to
have had a stroke.

There were no sex
differences in stroke rates
found in the 35 to 44 and
the 55 to 64 age groups.

“While our analysis
shows increased waist
size and coronary artery
disease are predictors of
stroke among women
aged 45 to 54, it is not
immediately clear why
there is a sex disparity in
stroke rates among this
age group,” said study
author Amytis Towfighi
at the Stroke Centre

and Department of Neur-
ology at the University of
California at Los An-
geles.

“While further study is
needed, this mid-life
stroke surge among
women suggests prompt
and close attention may
need to be paid to the
cardiovascular health of
women in their mid-30s
to mid-50s with a goal of
mitigating this burden,”
he said

Iran delays gasoline rationing
for another month

 TEHERAN, 20 June  —
Iran will delay for another
month a plan to ration the
sale of subsidized gasoline
in the oil-rich country, a
lawmaker was quoted as
saying on Tuesday after
meeting a senior Oil
Ministry official.

 Iran imports 40 per
cent of the fuel it con-
sumes, making it possibly
vulnerable if further
sanctions were imposed
by world powers in their
spat with Teheran over
Iran’s nuclear programme.

 “With the agreement of
Parliament the imple-
mentation of the rationing
law has been delayed until
the beginning of Mordad
(the Iranian month start-
ing on 23 July),” MP
Naser Soudani, a member
of Parliament’s energy
commission, told the
Oil Ministry’s website

SHANA. Despite big
energy reserves, Iran lacks
refining capacity to meet
domestic fuel demand,
which analysts say is
rising at about 10 per cent
a year. Heavy subsidies
which drain state coffers
make fuel so cheap it
encourages waste, ana-
lysts say.

 Seeking to rein in de-
mand, Iran on 22 May
raised the gasoline price
by 25 per cent to 1,000
rials (around 11 US cents)
per litre, still among the
cheapest in the world, but
it delayed until June a
scheme to also ration the
fuel.

 The first phase of
gasoline rationing started
last Thursday, limiting
fuel that drivers of govern-
ment cars can buy. But
ordinary Iranians still do
not know when the full

plan will be implemented
and what their quota of
subsidized fuel will be.

A year
after treatment ended,
researchers measured the
level of calcium plaque
in the women’s coronary
arteries. Those who had
taken estrogen were 30
to 40 percent less likely

to have measurable levels
of coronary artery calcium
compared to those on
placebo.

“These new results
offer some reassurance to
younger women who have
had a hysterectomy and
who would like to use
hormone therapy on a
short-term basis to ease
menopausal symptoms,”
says Dr Elizabeth G
Nabel, director of the
National Heart, Lung, and
Blood Institute (NHLBI)
of the National Institutes
of Health.

However, in general,
experts’ advice hasn’t
changed: Use hormones
only as needed to treat hot
flashes, sleeplessness and
other symptoms at the start
of menopause.

And use the lowest
possible dose for the
shortest possible time —
no longer than four or five
years.
