According to the Meteorology and
Hydrology Department, ther e can be much
morerain than normal in the third week of
July, and it can cause floods in Ayeyawady
and Chindwin Rivers.Duetoswellingrivers,
the water level in Myitkyina, Bhamo and
Katha may rise about eight feet above the
existinglevel, that in Mandalay and Sagaing
about six feet abovetheexistinglevel, that in
Khamti and Homalin about nine feet the
abovetheexistinglevel and that in Mawlaik,
K alewaand M onywa about seven feet above
the existing level.

Local people who reside in coastal
regionsaswell asby theriversand creeksare
totakepreventativemeasur esagainst floods,
observing the rising water level on a daily
basis.

Measures such as inspecting dykes,
setting up water watches, stockpiling sand
bags and forming flood prevention groups,
rescueteamsand health careteamsaretobe
taken without fail.

In the meantime, goods sheds are to
be repaired in time to prevent rain water
fromenteringthefacilitiestobeabletoavert
unnecessary damage.

Foreigners make up 20 per
cent of TB casesin Malaysia

BaLik PuLau, 21 June
—Foreign workers made
up 20 per cent of the
16,665 tuberculosis (TB)
cases recorded in the
country last year, said
Health Minister Datuk
Seri Dr Chua Soi Lek.

He said the number of
TB cases was on the rise
and attributed this to the
increaseinforeignworker
arrivalsin the country.

“Many TB cases are
reported in Sarawak,

Sabah, Selangor and Johor
because there are many
foreign workers in these
states,” he told reporters
after opening a Durian
Festival here Thursday.

“As such, the ministry
isstepping up measuresto
detect active TB carriers
by making it compulsory
for foreign workers to
have a medical check-up
within a month of their
arrival in Malaysia”

He said theincreasein

TB cases was aso dueto
morepeopl einfectedwith
HIV, adding that HIV
patients could easily
contract TB.

“A total of 1,488 HIV
carriers have TB,” he
added. Dr Chuasaid some
TB patients could not be
cured of the disease with
the existing medicines,
adding that 43 of such
cases were reported last
year, from 17 cases in

“Our Congtitutiondoes
not allow the government
to treat immigrants like
animals,” ACLU lawyer
AhilanArulananthamsaid
in astatement.

The federal suit
followedallegationsaired
in May by the civil
liberties group, which
contends two foreign
nationals were injected
with medicationsto make
them less agitated when
they were deported.

“Injecting people who
are not mentally ill with
psychotropic drugs is
illegal, immoral, and
medically inappropriate,”

Thegroup allegesthat
Raymond Soeoth, a
Christian minister who is
anIndonesiancitizen, was
held down and injected
with the anti-psychotic
drug Haldol in December
2004 by immigration
officials planning to
deport him from a
detention centre in San
Pedro.

Hudson isaccused of assaulting awoman outsidea
city nightclub on Monday morning, then opening fire
with ahandgun on thewoman and two passers-by who
cameto her aid, before fleeing.

Hudson was a Hell's Angels member who was
himself shot twicelast year during aviolent brawl at a
kick-boxing tournament in the Gold Coast tourist
region of Queensland State.

Media reports said his shooting was in retribution
for defecting from the rival Finks gang to the Hell's

Angels.

Police said Hudson may have fled Melbourne on
Monday after allegedly killing a 43-year-old male
solicitor and critically wounding two people, including
afemale model he hauled from ataxi by her hair. The
third man wounded was a Dutch backpacker.

Killing coral reefs

B EaNG, 21 June— A common cold soreis not
lethal, unless you happen to be a coral reef.

Scientistshaveknownfor yearsthat humansare
killing corals indirectly and directly through global
warming, overfishing and pollution. Recent research
into why coral reefs are dying found a herpes virus
infection and other diseasesareother big factorsinthe
deaths of coral reefs caused by humans.

" For some reason, when you put people next to
reefs, they die,” said microbiologist Forest Rohwer of
San Diego State University at arecent symposium at
the American Museum of Natural History here.

When humans overfish areef, there’sno small
fish left to eat the food produced byalgae. No small
fishmeansnobigfishandtheresultisanorganiccarbon
buildupinthewater columnthat feedsmicrobesonthe

“The cora is actualy losing control of its
microbial community,” Rohwer said.

Rohwer and his colleagues tested their idea by
placing pieces of Panamanian corals in cups with
seawater, and adding different “treatments’ to each
cup, and essentially “just look[ing] for the cora to
die” Rohwer said. Organic carbon was indeed the
biggest coral killer.

RebeccaThurber, oneof Rohwer’ spostdoctoral
researchers, also took chunks of coral and changed
conditions such as nutrients, temperature and water
pH, then cut up thecoral and sequenced the DNA of the
microbes that grew on their surface.

Thurber found thenumber onediseaseaffecting
the corals were herpes viruses.
