lrag prompts USArmy
rethink on nation-building

WasHINGTON, 25 June
—Stung by failures in
Irag, the US Army saysit
is getting serious about
nation-building, over-
coming reluctance in its
own ranks and reflecting
a big change in Bush
Administration policy.

Army officers prefer
the term stability opera-
tions to nation-building,
which became poalitically
sensitive, but they mean
muchthesame— helping
providebasicservicesand
build institutions to
stabilize a foreign state,
often after war.

The Army has
traditionally seen major
combat asitsmainmission
and was wary of the
stability and peacekeeping
operations in Somalia,
Bosnia and Kosovo
undertaken on the orders
of the Clinton admini-

stration in the 1990s.

“The word was ‘we
don’t do nation-buil-
ding’,” General George
Casey, the Army’s chief
of staff, recalled from his
timeinBosniainthemid-
1990s.

“That wassoingrained
in the force,” Casey said,
that the Army would not
let a senior US diplomat,
the deputy head of in-
ternational peace efforts,
sleep on its compound.

“We've come a long
way from therewith what
we'redoingin Baghdad,”
said Casey, formerly the
top commander in Iraqg.

USforcesareinvolved
in ahuge range of nation-
building tasks in Irag —
training the Army and
police, building roads,
schools and clinics and
strengthening local gov-
ernments.

It isnot just the Army
that has changed its
outlook. “1 don’tthink our
troops ought to be used
for what’s called nation-
building,” GeorgeW Bush
saidin October 2000 ashe
ran for president. “I think
our troopsought tobeused
to fight and win war.”

But when US forces
failedtostabilizelragafter
easily toppling Saddam
Hussein, Bush’s Admini-
stration decided it had to
take stability operations
much more serioudly.

Fish-oil supplements may protect
against blindness

Belang, 26 June — A
recent study has
producednew evidence
that omega-3 fatty acids,
found in popular fish-ail
supplements, may protect
against diseasesthat affect
retinal blood vessels,
known as retinopathy,
accordingtomediareports
Tuesday.

The study,published
online by the journal
NatureMedicine Sunday,
got theencouraging
results in tests on mice.
In the study, mice were
fed diets rich in either
omega-3fatty or omega-6
fatty acids.

The researchers found
mice on the omega-3
diethad less blood vessel
loss in the retina than the
omega-6-fed mice.

The blood vessel loss
was also cut by up to a
half.

We look intothe data
of the seizures of opium
and heroin, 7,880 kgs of
opiumwereseized in1997
but only 2,320 kgs were
seized in 2006. Likewise,
heroin seizures dropped
from 1400 kgs in 1997 to
192 kgs in 2006. Looking
at the data We can

generally analyze that

chemicalsnecessaryforthe
production are illegally
smuggled in from
neighboring countries. We
have seized 39,000 liters
in 2003, 17,000 liters in
2004, 17,800litersin2005
and last year 16,700 liters.
We do not point fingers

and blame others but have
opted for closer

Even when we
compare with prices of 4
years back, heroin fetches
K 20 millionakilothenis
now K 80 million per kg.
Similarly, one tablet of
methamphetaminecosting
K 700 four years back is
now K 5,000 atablet.

These indicators
reflect the decrease of
opium and heroin
production causing a
drought in the country,
while the scale up

interdiction by law
enforcement agencies
makesit moredifficult for
traffickersaswell assmall
time pushers.

WELLINGTON, 25 June
—The World Heritage

The Palaces of Abo-
mey, inscribed simul-
taneously on UNESCO's
World Heritage List and
on the List of World
Heritage in Danger in
1985, are a unique
reminder of the once
powerful Kingdom of
Abomey.
