BerLiN, 30 July —

Manouchehr Mottaki has
told a German magazine
that the United States has
too many problems in
Iraq to become involved
in armed conflict with
Iran.

The United States“is

Mottaki was quoted as
saying in an excerpt of
an interview to be
published in Focus ma-
gazine.

“170,000 American
soldiers can guarantee
neither their own safety
nor the security of Iraq,”
he said.

The United States and
itsalliessay Iran’ snuclear
fuel enrichment pro-
gramme is aimed at
developing nuclear wea
pons. Iran insists it is
purely for peaceful power
generation.

TheUnited Nationshas
imposed sanctions on
Iran for failing to stop
enrichment, but Mottaki
reiterated that Iran had no
intention of curtailing the
programme.

Mottaki has dismiss-
ed the UN sanctions
already imposed and said
that tougher penalties
would not change Iran’s
mind.

There was no mention
of plans for further talks
between Iran and the
United States on Iraq.

Projected to save ONE Million babies

World Breastfeeding Week (August 1-7) is
celebrated every year ontheanniversary of theadoption
of the“Innocenti Declaration” at the WHO/UNICEF
Policy Makers' Meeting held at Spedale degli
Innocenti, Florence, Italy in 1990.

In order to act on the Innocenti Declaration on
the Protection, Promotion and Support of
breastfeeding, the World Alliance for Breastfeeding
Action (WABA) wasformed with aglobal network of
individuals and organizations worldwide. WABA
envisioned a global unifying strategy by suggesting,
in the calendar of international events, a day to be
dedicated to breastfeeding. The idea of a day’'s
celebration was later turned into a week.

This has become to be known as World
Breastfeeding Week to commemorate the Innocenti
Declaration. World Breastfeeding Week was first
observed in 1992 and since then it has become *the
greatest vehicle' for the breastfeeding movement,
being celebrated in over 120 countries.

Breastmilk, a high quality food with an ideal
balance of nutrients, that theinfant can easily digest
is the perfect source of nutrition for infants. It
contains all the things that infants need to survive
and grow—the various nutrients and vitamins in
addition to the valuable antibodiesthat help themto
resist infections. Infants not breastfed tend to run
great risks including diarrheal disease, acute
respiratory infections, ear infections and deficitsin
mental development, UNICEF also stated that in a
developing country, a child who is breastfed is
almost three times more likely to survive infancy
than a child who is not.

Itissaidthat under theinfluenceof thehormones
prolactin and oxytocin, women produce milk after
pregnancy to feed their babies. The initial milk
produced is often referred to as colostrum, a
substancethat helpstoprotect thenewbor nuntil its
own immune system is functioning properly.

Study says eye problems could
mean earlier death

Beang, 30 Jduly —
Older men and women
with cataracts or age-
related macular de-
generation (ARMD) are
at increased risk for
suffering an early death,
relative to older people
without thesetwotypesof
visua impairment, astudy
suggests. Cataractsoccur
when the clear lens over
the eye clouds up, while
ARMD is a progressive
deterioration of the back
of theretina.

While a number of
studies have found visual
impairment boosts mor-
tality risk among older
people, research on
the relationship between
cataracts or ARMD and
mortality has yielded
mixed results, Sudha
Cugati of the University
of Sydney and colleagues

note in the Archives of
Ophthalmology.

To better understand
how ARMD and cataracts
might relate to mortality,
Cugati and colleagues
looked at 3,654 people 49
and older who were
participating in a long-
term study of eye health.

Fifty-four percent of
people with any type of
visual impairment died
duringthestudy’ s11-year
follow-up period, the
researchers found, com-
pared with 34 percent of
those with no vision pro-
blems.Mortality during
follow-up was 45.8
percent for those with
ARMD, versus 33.7
percent for those without
the condition. And 39.2
percent of people with
cataract died during the
study’s follow-up period,

compared to 29.5 percent
of thosewith no cataracts.
Oncetheresearchersused
statistical techniques to
adjust for other factors
linked to mortality risk,
theincreased risk of death
with cataracts remained
significant, while the
increasedrisk of mortality
with  ARMD  was
significant only for people
younger than 75.

Beckenbauer backs England
to host 2018 World Cup

Lonpon, 31 July — FIFA member Franz
Beckenbauer believes the 2018 World Cup should be
held in Europe and that England is the best candidate
to host the finals.

Beckenbauer, amember of FIFA's24-strong execu-
tive committee, which decides the World Cup hosts,
said the quality of England's league and stadia made
the country the favourites.

"2010 is South Africa, then because of the FIFA
rotation in 2014 it will be South America, probably
Brazil, andthenit'stheend of therotation," Beckenbauer
told BBC Five Liveradio on Sunday.

"It hasto come back to Europe and then England, of
course, is the first choice to host the World Cup in
2018."

Beckenbauer, aWorld Cup winner as aplayer and
manager who headed the organi zing committee of last
year'sfinalsin hisnative Germany, said: "Thereisno
better country in Europeto host it in 2018.

"The Premier League at the moment is the best
leaguein Europe, the stadiumsare outstanding and the
new Wembley Stadium, and the club stadiums, arein
the best condition ever.

"So it's logical to bring the 2018 World Cup to
England.”

Beckenbauer added: "England is the
favourite...Germany isout becausewehosted the 2006
World Cup, Italy is not in a very stable condition,
France was in 1998 and Spain | don't know."

England won the 1966 World Cup as hosts and the
government, led by new PrimeMinister Gordon Brown,
has firmly backed an English bid.
