US border cop charged
with murdering migrant
BISBEE (Arizona), 7 Aug—An Arizona judge ruled

on Monday that a US Border Patrol agent must stand
trial for murder for shooting dead a Mexican immigrant
in a case that prompted condemnation and increased
tensions with Mexico.

Agent Nicholas Corbett was charged in April on
four counts of homicide in connection with the 12
January shooting death of Francisco Dominguez Rivera
shortly after he crossed a stretch of desert border
between Douglas and Naco.Cochise County Justice of
the Peace David Morales ruled on Monday the evidence
supported lesser charges of second degree murder in
the shooting, but tossed charges of first degree murder,
which supposes premeditation.

Morales ruled following a preliminary hearing that
heard evidence from three migrants present at the
shooting, together with a pathologist, Cochise County
Sheriff's Department detectives and two Border Patrol
supervisory agents.—MNA/Reuters

ISLAMABAD, 8 Aug—
US-Pak relations appear
to be on the boil on
suggestions of unilateral
American strikes against
al-Qaeda leaders on
Pakistani soil with Pre-
sident Pervez Musharraf
Tuesday saying it will be
“counter-productive” to
the joint fight against
terrorism, PTI reported.

The comments by
Pakistani General in the
highest level rejection of
US suggestions of pos-
sibility of striking at al-
Qaeda targets in Pakis-
tan’s border areas came
hours after President

George W Bush expressed
confidence of “getting the
job done” given an
opening.

Musharraf told visiting
American Senator Ric-
hard J Durbin in a meeting
in Karachi that Pakistan
remained resolved to
fighting terrorism, the
foreign ministry said.

“He emphasised that
only Pakistan’s security
forces, which were fully
capable of dealing with
any situation, would take
counter-terrorism action
inside Pakistani territory,”
a foreign ministry state-
ment said quoting Mu-

sharraf.
“In this regard, the

President pointed out that
certain recent US state-
ments were counter-
productive to the close
cooperation and coor-
dination between the two
countries in com-bating
the threat of terrorism,” it
said.

Bush while preserving
ambiguity over American

The ETA requires
tourists from 14 mostly
west European states,
including Britain, bene-
fiting from the US visa
waiver programme to
register online and give
details of their passport,
travel plans and planned
social and business
meetings at least two days
before departure. A simi-
lar scheme operates in
Australia. The new system
has heightened fears about
privacy protection as the
EU and US already

exchange information
about transatlantic pas-
sengers and airline mani-
fests, with several would-
be travellers refused entry
to planes at US insistence.
It is also seen as a deterrent
to business travel to the
US and to tourism in
general, which is down
10% in the US since 2000
while it is up 13% in
Britain and 20% in France.

Taleban say Bush, Karzai
responsible for fate of Koreans

 GHAZNI (Afghanistan),
7 Aug—Taleban insur-
gents said Afghan Pre-
sident Hamid Karzai and
US President George W
Bush, meeting in Camp
David on Monday, must
agree to free jailed rebels
or be responsible for the
deaths of 21 Korean
hostages.

 The renewed Taleban

threat comes as nego-
tiations to free them
remained deadlocked with
no agreement even on
where to hold talks bet-
ween South Korean dip-
lomats and the kidnap-
pers.

 The Taleban have
killed two of the hostages
and have repeatedly
threatened to kill the
remaining 18 women and
three men unless the
Afghan Government
agrees to free jailed rebels.

 “Karzai has gone to
America and it is possible
he will take a strong
decision with Bush to
release the Koreans and
agree to exchange
prisoners because Bush
and Karzai are responsible

for securing the hostages,”
Taleban spokesman Qari
Mohammad Yousuf told
Reuters by telephone from
an unknown location.

 Asked what the Tale-
ban would do if there is no
swap, Yousuf said: “The
responsibility will lie with
Karzai and Bush.”

Afghanistan has refused
to release Taleban pri-
soners, saying that would
encourage a kidnapping
“industry”.

“We will not do
anything that will en-
courage hostage-taking,
that will encourage ter-
rorism.

But we will do every-
thing else to have them
released,” Karzai told

 “Fortune” claims Mexican tycoon as world’s richest man
MEXICO CITY, 8 Aug

— Mexican telecom
billionaire Carlos Slim
has overtaken Microsoft
founder Bill Gates as the
world’s wealthiest man
with riches of 59 billion
US dollars, Fortune
magazine said on
Monday.

 Fortune, which tracks
the performance of the
world’s top companies,
said Slim has increased

his net worth by 12 billion
US dollars so far this year
based on the market value
of his companies listed on
stock exchanges.

 In an online profile
of Slim, 67, Fortune
said he had a fortune of
59 billion US dollars based
on the value of his public
holdings at the end of July.

 “Gates, the Microsoft
founder and perennial No.
1, had a net worth

estimated to be at least 58
billion US dollars,” the
magazine said.

 Slim, the son of a
Lebanese immigrant,
owns Latin America’s
largest cell phone com-
pany America Movil.

Fortune said Slim’s
companies, ranging from
a restaurant chain to a
bank, made up a third of
the Mexican stock market
and his family’s holdings

represented more than 5
per cent of Mexico’s gross
domestic product last year.

 In July, a respect-
ed Mexican financial
journalist announced that
Slim had overtaken Gates
as the world’s richest man
but  the magnate said he
did not care.

 “It’s water off a
duck’s back to me,” the
cigar-smoking Slim told
foreign correspondents
last week. “I don’t know
if I’m No 1, No 20, or
No 2,000. It doesn’t
matter.”

 Gates and billionaire
US investor Warren
Buffett, who was the
second-richest person in
the world until Slim
overtook him this year,
have been giving more of
their money to charity in
recent years.

 Slim also backs
philanthropic causes and
last week announced a
300-million-US-dollar
plan to build 100 schools
in Mexico, but says he
does more good by
creating wealth and jobs
through his own
companies.

Five US soldiers killed in bomb attacks in Iraq

 In an earlier state-
ment, the military an-
nounced the killing of four
of its soldiers and the
wounding of 12 more in a
single roadside bomb
attack on Monday in Iraq’s
restive province of Diyala,
northeast of Baghdad.

UAE national airline records
20% growth in seat load

 ABU DHABI, 7 Aug—
Etihad Airways, the
national airline of the
United Arab Emirates
(UAE), registered a
growth of 20 per cent in its
seat load factor in the first
half of 2007 compared
with the same period in
2006, local newspaper
Gulf News reported on
Monday.

 Etihad’s planes were on
average 65 per cent full in
the first six months of
2007, a figure often
considered an industry
benchmark for an airline’s
break-even point, the
report said.

 The Abu Dhabi-based
airline flew 90 per cent
full in economy, 76  per

cent full in business class
and 49 per cent full in first
class in the first half of
2007.

 The results are an
important step forward for
the four-year-old  Etihad
that is expected to become
profitable in 2010, even
as it makes significant
investments in new
aircraft and routes.

 “We are flying at full
speed at the moment... The
majority of new aircraft
are in and we can see the
market is picking up,” the
airline’s executive vice-
president Geert Boven
said. Etihad has been
implementing an ex-
pansion plan to fly all
routes on a daily basis,

with 35 of its 44 desti-
nations now available.

 To continue its network
growth plans, the airline
signed in July a deal of 2.2
billion US dollars with
Airbus for three A330
freighters, as well as four
A340-600s and five A330
passenger aircraft.

Russia expands key
aircraft market in Cuba
 HAVANA, 7 Aug—Russia has delivered the first of

three Tupolev medium-haul jet planes to Cuba,
expanding one of its main export markets for
commercial aircraft, the Cuban Communist Party
newspaper Granma reported on Monday.

 The cargo version of the TU-204 arrived in Havana
on Sunday and two passenger jets will be delivered
before the end of the year as Cuba upgrades its aging
Soviet-era fleet, the paper said.

 Last year, Cuba received three Ilyushin IL-96-300s
long-haul passenger jets used on routes to Europe and
Latin America by Cuban carrier Cubana de Aviacion.

 A Russian diplomat said the sales to Cuba are one of
the most important export contracts for Russia's
commercial aircraft industry since the collapse of the
Soviet Union in 1991.

 The deal was financed by Ilyushin Finance Co.
 Cuba last year agreed to buy 100 million US dollars

a year in civilian aircraft from Russia over the next
seven years, including short-haul regional Antonov
AN-148 planes. —MNA/Reuters

 ABUJA, 7 Aug—State-
owned Nigerian National
Petroleum Corporation
(NNPC) said here on Mon-
day to work with some
international oil com-
panies to establish two
new refineries with capa-
cities for 200,000 barrels
daily each.

Levi Ajuonuma, Gen-
eral Manager of Group
Public Affairs Division
under NNPC Group, said
the two new refineries
would be located in Nig-
eria’s port city of Okrika
and Brass in oilrich south-
eastern Niger Delta Area.

 The NNPC said in its
brief sent to the Ministry
of Energy that the cor-
poration would inaugurate
the new refineries by 2011

or 2012. Ajuonuma said
the additional refineries
would bring the total
domestic refining capacity
to 845,000 barrels per day.

 The current demand of
about 30 million litres of
petrol daily required
600,000 barrels refining
capacity daily, he said,
adding the domestic re-
fineries’ limited pro-
duction capacity could not
satisfy the country’s robust
demand for product oil,
such gasoline  and diesel.
“Even if Warri and Kaduna
refineries were to operate
at 100 per cent capacity,
there will still be need to
import the shortfall  to
satisfy consumers,” Aju-
onuma said.

Six miners trapped in collapsed
Utah mine

 LOS ANGELES, 7Aug— A minor earthquake occurred in the US western state
of Utah on Monday, causing a mine to collapse in which six miners were trapped.

 The mine was less than
20 miles (about 32
kilometres) from the
epicentre of the 4.0
magnitude earthquake,
authorities said.

The Genwal mine
reported a “cave-in” at
3:50 am local time, an
hour after the earthquake,
said the sheriff’s office at
the Emery County where

the quake took place.
 “Rescue workers are on

scene trying to locate
six miners that are unac-
counted for,” said the
sheriff’s office.

 Walter Arabasz, the
head of the University of
Utah’s Seismograph
Stations, said there was a
clear link between the
quake and the mine
collapse, based on wave
lengths.

 A command centre

was being set up in
Huntington, the Emery
County, about 15 miles
(about 24 kilometres)
from the mine, said
Teresa Behunin, an
accountant with Utah
American Energy, which
owns the mine rescue
team with heavy equip-
ment has been sent to the
mine, about 140 miles
(about 224 kilometres)
south of Salt Lake City.

UN team in Iran for nuclear
transparency talks

 TEHERAN,7 Aug— A technical team from the United Nations nuclear watchdog
arrived in Teheran on Monday to discuss an “action plan” to give the International
Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) more access to Iran’s nuclear facilities.

 Iran’s offer of greater
transparency aims to
defuse Western suspi-
cions that it is concealing
plans to make atomic
bombs behind a civilian
nuclear programme, a
charge Teheran denies.
Having failed to convince
world powers about its
peaceful intentions,
Teheran faces a possible
third round of UN

sanctions for not halting
uranium enrichment, a
process that could have
both civilian and military
applications.

 The four-member
IAEA team, headed by
Michio Hosoya, will hold
several days of talks with
officials from Iran’s
Atomic Energy Organi-
zation led by its deputy
head Mohammad Saeedi,

the official IRNA news
agency said. “The talks,
due to be continued until
Thursday, would focus on
drawing up the guidelines
for inspection of Natanz
nuclear facilities in central
Iran,“IRNA reported,
citing an unnamed source.
Natanz is home to Iran’s
nuclear enrichment
work.

Three coffees a day keep memory
loss at bay for older women: Study
TORONTO, 7 Aug—A daily doseof caffeine helps fight memory loss — at least

for older women, a studyreleased Tuesday says.
Researchers in France

found women aged 65 and
older who drank at least
three cups ofcoffee or tea
a day were able to retain
memory and thinking
skillsbetter than women
who drank less than one
cup.

But men didn’t ex-
perience the same bene-
fits.

The study published
Tuesday in the medical
journal of the American
Academy of Neurology
found the benefits for
womenincreased with
age.

Women over 80 who
drank three or more cups
of coffee or equivalent
tea daily were 70 per cent
less likely to have a
failing memory, the
study says.

Caffeine consumption,
however, was not found
to prevent dementia.

Researchers tracked the
cognitive abilities of 7,017
people over 65 years
old— 4,197 women and
2,820 men— over four
years. All subjects, who
lived in France,were
tested over the years for
dementia and cognitive
performance, such as
memory, attention and
orientation.

The researchers caution
that further study is needed
before they advise women
to increase their daily dose
of caffeine.

Other scientists agree
that benefits need to be
weighed against the risks
of caffeine consumption,
such as anxiety and
increased heart rate.

It is situated

in the eastern part of the nation. And its area is 4530

square miles. Such national races as Kayah, Kayan,

Mono, Kayaw, Yintale, Gekho Geba, etc reside in

Kayah State together with Kachin, Kayin, Chin, Pa-

O, Bamar, Mon, Rakhine, Shan and Intha. With a

population of over 300,000, the population density of

Kayah State is over 70 per square mile.

Kayah State was unable to enjoy self-sufficiency in
rice. In the time of the Tatmadaw government
Kayah State has undergone a great change with a
vast farmland facilitated with irrigation networks.

Dawtacha Dam that benefits 1000 acres of farmland

was built in Bawlakhe Township in 1997 and Loinanpha

Embankment that benefits 2150 acres of farmland in

Dimawhso Township in 2002. Moreover, steps have

been taken to implement more river water pumping

stations and to reclaim virgin and fallow land. As a

result, the sown acreage in Kayah State has increased

from 89,992 in 1988 to 276,106 in 2006.

In the meantime, efforts have been made for

supply of irrigated water to farmlands. So, there were

seven reservoirs, lakes and embankments in 1988 and

the number increased to nine in 2006. There were

61,501 acres of monsoon paddy in 1988 and the

number  increased to 100,348 in 2006. And the per acre

yield increased from 42.38 baskets in 1988 to over 60

in 2006. The sown acreage of gram has increased from

1,031 in 1988 to 41,480 in 2006 while that of maize has

increased from 3,431 in 1988 to 17,467 in 2006. The

sown acreage of groundnut has increased from 6,883

in 1988 to 14,353 in 2006 while that of sesame has

increased from 1,888 in 1988 to 13,947 in 2006. The

sown acreage of sunflower has increased from 554 in

1988 to 4,762 in 2006 and that of mustard  from 62 in

1988 to 320 in 2006.

In the same way, the number of livestock

being bred in Kayah State has increased over two times

from 540,000 in 1988 to 1,432,000 to date while the

acreage of fish breeding ponds has increased from 3 to

359.74.

In the forest sector, there were 74 square miles

of reserve forest in 1988 and the number increased to

270 in 2006. Although there was no protected forest

in 1988, there were 2181 square miles of protected

forest in 2006. Although there was no teak plantation

in 1988 there were 3,410 acres of teak plantation in

2006. Likewise, there were 200 acres of watershed in

1988 and the number has increased to 3,085 in 2006.

And there was no Thitseint (Belleric myrobalan)

plantation in 1988 but there were 300 acres of the

plantation in 2006.

Agriculture, livestock breeding and forestry

sectors are the backbones of the development of a

country and the transportation sector should be

implemented for the same purpose. Therefore, the

Tatmadaw Government upgraded the transportation

sector in Kayah State to bring about equitable

development of the country.

Transport and communication facilities were

inadequate in Kayah State before 1988. There were

Aungban-Pinlaung-Moebywe-Loikaw Road, Toungoo-

Leiktho-Yado-Loikaw Road and Loikaw-Hopong Road

in Kayah State. Toungoo-Leiktho-Yado Road was not

serviceable all the year round before 1988.

During the time of the Tatmadaw Government,

the government upgraded roads in the state including

Toungoo-Leiktho-Yado Road. In Kayah Sate, the185-

mile long road was constructed, Loikaw-Ponchaung-

Shadaw Road, Toungoo-Mawchi-Loikaw Road,

Bawlakhe-Ywathit-Suitpaing Road and Hpasaung-

Maesaenan-Maese-Nanman Road were upgraded.

Moreover, over 180-feet-long Htise Kha Bridge and

Htoochaung Bridge are under construction.

Aungban-Loikaw Railroad linking Shan State

and Kayah State was inaugurated on 27 March (Armed

Forces Day), 1993. The railroad is 106.62 miles long

with 25 railway stations on it.

Similarly, the Tatmadaw Government has

State. The number of post offices has increased from
eight in 1988 to 13 in 2006. The number of telegraph
offices has increased from three in 1988 to 11 in 2006.
There was no facsimilie,  e-mail and advanced
telegraph service in Kayah Sate until 1988. Kayah
State got 29 facsimilie and e-mail offices and one
advanced telegraph service in 2006. The number of
telephone offices has increased from three in 1988 to
15 in 2006. There were three exchange offices, 558
direct-call lines and 558 auto telephones in the state in
1988. Now, there are nine exchange offices, 1937
direct-call lines and 1937 auto telephones in the state.
There were no microwave station and rural telephone
exchanges  in Kayah State before 1988. In 2006, one
microwave station and six rural telephone exchanges
were established in the state.

Before 1988, there were only 168-MW-
Beluchaung-2 Hydropower Plant and 0.108-MW-
Hpasaung Hydropower Plant in Kayah State. During
the time of the Tatmadaw Government, Beluchaung
Hydropower Plant which generates 28 MW was
constructed in the state. The consumption of electricity
in the state has also increased from 4.405 MW in 1988
to 21.17 MW in 2006.

Kayah national people enjoy  the fruits of the
development of socio-economic life. Regarding the
Industrial Sector, there are 285 privately-owned
factories and seven state-owned factories and 34
cottage industries.

Marble slabs and antimony have been produced
at Mawchi Mine in Kayah Sate since 1988. Over 212
matric tons of marble slabs and 260 matric tonnes of
antimony were produced at Mawchi Mine in 2006.
These are fruits of efforts of the Tatmadaw Government
in striving for development of socio-economic life of
Kayah national people.

 Land and acquatic resources are used for
the development of a country. Similarly, human
resources should also be nurtured to efficiently
exploit the natural resources.

The Government opened more basic

education schools and appointed more teachers.
Hence, the number of students increased. In
addition, school enrolment rate and adult literacy
rate increased in the State.

Thanks to the opening of an Arts and Science
University in Loikaw that is one of the 24 special
development regions, the local youth are able to pursue
higher education, and the education sector of Kayah
State will surely improve.

Although  there were only 333 schools in the
state in 1988, the number reached 388 in 2006. In 1988
there were no multi-media classrooms and e-learning
centres but the schools across the state were installed
with 21 multi-media classrooms and 17 e-learning
centres in 2006. Likewise, the number of teachers was
1,987 in 2006, up from 1,259 in 1988. The number of
students increased to 52,430 in 2006 although it was
29,916 in 1988. The school enrolment rate of
kindergarten students was 53.26 per cent in 1988 but
it was 95.92 per cent in 2006.

In the higher education sector also, although
there was no university in the state in 1988, now an
Arts and Science University has been opened in the
state. With one e-learning centre, 40 teaching
programmes, 140 faculty members and 2,939 university
students, Kayah State is trying to develop human
resources of the higher education sector.

According to the national education promotion
programme, the technological college and the computer
college in Loikaw have been upgraded into the
universities and there are now about 400 basic education
schools in Kayah State including 35 schools opened
under the border area development programme.

As a result, socio-economic life of the Kayah
national people has improved and the youth of the
state are now in a position to enjoy learning
opportunities though its education standard was
low in the previous eras. Indeed, peace and stability
and unity of Kayah State is fundamental for its
development.

Therefore, Secretary-1 of the State Peace and
Development Council Lt-Gen Thein Sein, also

Chairman of Myanmar Education Committee,
delivered an address at the opening of the main
building of Loikaw University in Kayah State on 5

were kidnapped at an
illegal checkpoint near
Baqouba, relatives of
Mohammed told the AP.
The relatives said the
details of Mohammed’s
capture came from his
friend who was later
released.

 “It was unclear
whether Mohammed was

seized because he worked
for a Western news agency
or for some other reason,”
the AP said. “Five AP
employees have died
violently in the Iraq war,
three of whom have been
killed since December.”

 “The AP did not
release information on
the kidnapping earlier
because it had been in
touch with US military
authorities in the region in
the hope of finding
Mohammed.”

 Mohammed, who is
married with children, has
worked with the AP since
fall 2006.

 Data from the
Committee to Protect
Journalists shows that 112
journalists have been
killed in Iraq since the
war began in March 2003,
90 of which were Iraqi.
Another 40 media support
workers have also died in
the same period.

ICRC opens workshop on humanitarian
law in mily operations

 GENEVA, 7 Aug—The
International Committee
of the Red Cross (ICRC)
on Monday opened here
an international workshop
aiming to promote the
integration of humani-
tarian law into military
operations.

 The two-week event,
organized in collaboration
with the Swiss Armed
Forces, are being attended
by senior officers from 60
European, American,
Asian and Middle Eastern
countries, the Swiss-run
humanitarian agency said
in a statement.

 The workshop “aims to
promote the integration of
humanitarian law into
military doctrine and
standard operating pro-
cedures”, the  statement
said.

 Addressing the opening
of the workshop, ICRC
Vice-President Olivier

Vodoz lamented the fact
that in many armed con-
flicts it is  civilians who
suffer most.

 He emphasized that
“nothing can justify men
and women, elderly people
and children who have
never borne arms — or
combatants who  have laid
them down — being the
primary victims in armed
conflict  or other situations
of violence. Nothing can
excuse murder, rape,
looting or humiliating
treatment”. He pointed out
that legal standards must
be converted into explicit
rules and concrete action,
and into orders and pro-
cedures  that can be under-
stood by all combatants.

 According to ICRC, the
workshop on international
rules governing military
operations is intended for
high-ranking officers —
from lieutenant colonel to
brigadier — with respon-
sibility for training or for
drawing up operating
instructions, or involved
in the conduct of military
operations.

“This workshop repre-
sents a new step in the
efforts the ICRC has been
making for 30 years to
help governments and
armed forces fulfil their
obligations under inter-
national humanitarian
law,” ICRC said in the
statement.

Vietnam to enhance supervision
of OTC market

HANOI, 7 Aug—Vietnam will strengthen regulating
the over-the-counter(OTC) market in order to reduce
investor’s risks on the market, local newspaper Vietnam
News reported on Monday.

 A draft plan drawn up by the State Securities
Commission is expected to be issued later this month.
Under the plan, the country will apply a new trading
system and create a more professional OTC market,
and the Hanoi Securities Trading Centre will play a
more active role in monitoring the market, said the
paper.

 According to the new rules, all public companies are
required to deposit OTC shares with the Securities
Depository Centre. Similarly, investors trading in OTC
shares will also have to deposit their shares with
depository members and place all buy and sell orders
through accounts with securities companies. Then
these orders will be transferred to the Hanoi stock
exchange’s transaction system, allowing brokerages
to gain access, find buyers and sellers, and make deals
for investors. — MNA/Xinhua

US troop level in Iraq reaches record high
 WASHINGTON, 8 Aug — The United States has more troops in Iraq now than at any previous time in the war,

with around 162,000 members of the military in the country, the Pentagon said on Tuesday.
 Pentagon spokesman

Bryan Whitman said the
figure was due in part to
handovers between units.
As part of regular rotations,
new US units work
alongside those they are
replacing for a period of
time.

 Whitman said that, while
troop levels often fluctuated,
the previous high was
generally considered to be
just over 161,000 in January
2005, when Iraq held
national elections.

 As part of a plan
announced by President
George W Bush in January,
the US military has added
some 30,000 troops to its
forces in Iraq — a measure

known as the “surge”.
 Whitman said the

regular level of US forces,
including troops involved
in the surge, would be
around 156,000 or 157,000
if no units were moving in
or out.

 He said the rise above
160,000 was not due to
any effort to increase
the surge, which is
highly controversial in
Washington. Democrats
and some members of
Bush’s Republican Party

have argued it is time to
pull troops out of Iraq.

 “There is no change to
the level of effort and the
combat power that we are
projecting into Iraq,”
Whitman said.

Storms flood farms and homes in
northern Greece

ATHENS, 8 Aug —
Summer storms flooded
farms and village homes
in northern Greece on
Monday, destroying crops
and forcing the evacuation
of a camp site, authorities
said.

 Heavy rains hit
northern Greece over-

night, in the middle of an
unusually hot summer,
causing floods and power
cuts in the city of
Thessaloniki and other
towns in the region.

 “We have intense
storms in the north ... and
they are likely to continue
for several hours,” Greek
weather service director
Dimitris Ziakopoulos told
state TV.

 He said the storms
could spread to the rest of
the country and hit the
Aegean islands in the middle
of the tourist season.

 About 50 houses
and shops in the
northeastern town of
Komotini have been des-
troyed by the floods. The
fire brigade received nearly
200 emergency calls from
Komotini and Thessaloniki
residents to pump water out
of buildings.

 TV showed cars

trapped in muddy streets
and trees uprooted by strong
winds. Hundreds of
hectares of cotton and
tobacco crops have been
destroyed.
