GMT) on Thursday. About 20 people (including the
pilot) werebelieved to be aboard the Air Moorea Twin
Otter turboprop aircraft.

A spokesman for Air Traffic Services in Tahiti
said the plane went down in good weather and the
cause of the crash is not known. The domestic Air
Moorea Twin Otter, atwin-engine turboprop with 20
people onboard (including the pilot), was operating on
the Pape’ ete-Moorea domestic route.

Emergency services deployed on the crash site,
including several vessels from the French Navy and
two helicopters, are continuing the underwater search
for bodies of passengers who have not yet been
accounted.
