Castro receives int’l congratulations
on 81st birthday

HAVANA, 15 Aug—
Cuban leader Fidel Castro
turned 81 on Monday with
congratulatory messages
pouring in from many
nations. He did not appear
for official celebrations.

 In late July last year, he
handed power to Raul
Castro, his younger
brother and the nation’s
Defence Minister, in order
to undergo surgery for
intestinal bleeding. He has
not been seen in public
since then, but writes
regularly in the nation’s
newspapers on current
affairs.

 Belarus President
Alexander Lukashenko, in

his message, said that year
after year Castro has
strengthened political
dialogue and friendship
between the two nations.

 An organization called
the Latin American and
Caribbean Voluntary
Work Brigade congra-
tulated Castro, saying he
has been “a vivid example
of the most noble of
causes: the fight against
injustice.” The message
was signed in the name of
250 brigade members
across 11 nations.

 From Buenos Aires, the
First Ernesto Che Guevara
Museum and Cuban
Solidarity School sent a

message of congra-
tulations expressing im-
mense happiness at having
Castro as their “angel of
tutelage”. In Bolivia,
leading newspapers pub-
lished messages of con-
gratulations praising
Castro for surviving
attacks by the US Central
Intelligence Agency.

Dominica’s El Mundo
newspaper praised him as
a symbol of “dignity in
the Americas” and wished
him a full return to

60 feared dead in landslide in

British farm sealed off,
FMD suspected

 LONDON, 16 Aug—Britain set up
controls around a farm in southern
England on Tuesday because of a
suspected case of foot and mouth
disease, raising fears an outbreak of the
livestock disease may not have been
contained.

 Animal health experts were
investigating the suspected case as
reported in Kent, to the east of Surrey
where hundreds of animals were culled
earlier this month after the highly
infectious animal disease was found
there, officials said.

 Authorities hope they have contained
the outbreak in Surrey but confirmation
of a case in Kent would be a blow to
Britain’s agriculture industry.

 “We are setting up a new temporary
control zone for foot and mouth disease
in Kent,” said a spokeswoman for the
Agriculture Ministry Defra.

 “This is not unusual. We are being
ultra-cautious in our response to the
disease and this new temporary control
zone demonstrates the need for relentless
vigilance.”

 “It is the largest jackpot won by a British person,”
a spokesman said. Camelot said no further details
would be given out unless the person agreed to publicity.

 The amount dwarfs the previous biggest British
EuroMillions win by Marion Richardson, from
Gateshead, northeast England, who netted 16.8 million
in April 2004.

The largest jackpot the game produced was 126
million pounds, shared between two winners from
France and one from Portugal in February last year.

 The previous biggest-ever non-rollover lottery win
in Britain went to Paul Maddison and Mark Gardiner
in June 1995 when they scooped 22.5 million pounds
on the Lotto game.

 Vietnam mulls more rice exports
 HANOI, 16 Aug—The

Vietnamese Government
is considering allowing
additional rice export
contracts to be signed next
month due to the surging
commodity prices in the
world, local media re-
ported Wednesday.

 The government put a
halt on rice exports after

official targets were met
earlier this year, but the
rising global commodity
prices have driven the
Vietnam Food Associa-
tion (VFA) to ask the
government to reconsider
the policy, Vietnam News
reported.  The government
has targeted a rice export
volume of 4-4.5 million
tons this year to ensure
domestic food security. As
of the end of July, the
country has signed export
contracts of 4.5 million
tons of rice, including 1.85
million tons which will be
delivered early next year,
said the VFA. Vietnamese
rice is now being exported
at about 292-312 US

dollars per ton, up 30-40
dollars com-pared to two
months ago. The VFA pre-
dicts the rice prices to con-
tinue climbing as global
supply declines.  The
Ministry of Agricultural
and Rural Development
estimates that the output of
paddy rice in Vietnam will
reach 36 million tons this
year, of which 4.9 million
tons will be commercial
rice for export. Asia is the
main export market of
Vietnamese rice, accoun-
ting for 76.6 per cent of
total volume, while Africa
and the United States con-
sume about 14.3 per cent
and 5.9 per cent, respec-
tively.—MNA/Xinhua

In other words, the fundamental principles have been
adopted as the general guidance of the State to be
observed and followed. The State will carry out the
legislative and executive functions in accord with the
fundamental principles. In doing so, the State will
implement the functions in accord with the nation’s
prevailing situation and time. The running of the
legislative and administrative machinery may face
disturbances and obstacles if a lawsuit is filed against
the State while taking advantage of its failure to
implement the task in accord with said principles as
time and situation is not ripe yet. In our view, it is
necessary to adopt a detailed basic principle that will
protect the State. The section 32 of the Chapter IV of

the 1947 Constitution stated “The principles set forth
in this Chapter are intended for the general guidance of
the State. The application of these principles in
legislation and administration shall be the care of the
State but shall not be enforceable in any court or law”.
A similar statement is also stipulated in the constitutions
of some neighbouring nations.”

My opinion is that if a detailed basic principle
regarding the matter should be adopted an addition should
be made to the para (3) of the Chapter—General
Provisions, which says “The State fundamental
principles are the guidelines to be followed by the
legislative Hluttaws in enacting laws and interpreting
provisions of the State Constitution and of other
laws.”

In our view, the expression “The application of
these principles in legislation and administration shall
be the care of the State but shall not be enforceable in
any court or law” should be added to the said detailed
basic principle.

According to the statement, it is as if that the term “State”
contained in the detailed basic principle concerns only
with the Chapter “Citizenship, Fundamental Rights and
Duties of Citizens”.
. “The section (9) of the Chapter (II) of the 1947
Constitution stated “In this Chapter and in Chapters III and
IV, the term ‘State’ means the executive or legislative
authority of the Union or of the unit concerned according
as the context may require.” Similar stipulation can be
found in the constitutions of some neighbouring countries.

“The term “State” can be found in the Chapter I “State
Fundamental Principles” for many times. In our assumption,
an addition should be made to the para 50 for the detailed
basic principle to cover the interpretation and definition of
the term “State” of the given chapter.

“The para refers only to the term “body”. There may
be occasions in which the legislative power and executive
power are exercised by an organization or by a person. In
this situation there may be a constitutional problem. They
may be no reason for the occurrence of any disputes if the
stipulations contained in the detailed basic principle are
fully comprehensive.

“Based on my above presentation, delegates will have
discuss whether or not the para 50 of the Chapter

 US Army records highest
suicide rate in 26 years

 WASHINGTON, 16 Aug— The US Army’s suicide
rate is at the highest level in 26 years, a latest military
report has found.

 The report, obtained by US media on Wednesday,
said 99 active-duty Army soldiers killed themselves
in 2006, the highest number since 1991.

 Among the soldiers who committed suicide last
year, nearly one fourth were serving in either Iraq or
Afghanistan.

 The report pointed to an apparent link between
soldiers’ suicides and the days they were deployed in
war zones.

 “Multiple deployments are a risk factor for suicide
behavious,” it said.

 Previous reports also found more and more US
soldiers developed symptoms of mental disorders
after returning from Iraq. —  MNA/Xinhua

Suspected militant leader
nabbed in Thai south

BANGKOK, 15 Aug— A suspected leading militant
was arrested Monday after a 500-man combined
government force raided his house and seized a
number of guns and ammunition in Thailand's far
southern province of Pattani.

 Government forces before noon surrounded a
village house owned by Hama Buenae in Pattani’s
Mayo District and seized eight guns, ammunition,
electric wire and an iron pipe from his house, according
to the Thai News Agency.  Authorities believed that
Hama was a key militant leader operating in the
village and had taken him for interrogation at an
Army camp, the report said. —MNA/Xinhua

BERLIN, 16 Aug — A cottage owner in Germany
tried to ward off burglars by leaving canned foods on
her doorstep, but robbers found the offerings so tasty
that they broke into the house to get second helpings,
German police said on Tuesday.

 The woman who owns the cottage and adjacent
garden in Brunswick, western Germany, had left a note
for potential burglars not to bother breaking into her
cottage but to help themselves to the canned foods on
her doorstep, police said.

“The polite appeal that they treat themselves
apparently just increased the appetite of the hoodlums,”
the police said in a statement.

“The perpetrators not only took the canned foods
but broke open the door and took cucumber salad and
sausages.”  Petty robbery of summer cottages in
Germany is not uncommon since the owners often visit
them only weekends.   —  MNA/Reuters

KABUL, 16 Aug — A roadside bombing attacked a
convoy of German Embassy to Afghanistan on
Wednesday morning in Kabul and caused some
casualties, Brenda Steele, a Press officer of the NATO-
led International Security Assistance Force (ISAF),
told Xinhua.

Polish soldier killed
in Afghanistan

Second Lieutenant Lukasz
Kurowski, 28, from Po-
land’s forces died Tuesday
in Afghanistan from
wounds contracted in an
ambush, Polish PAP news
agency reported.

Report says Iran guards brush off US threat
 TEHERAN, 17 Aug — Iran’s Revolutionary Guards will grow in strength despite US efforts to isolate the

force, a Guards official said in remarks published on Thursday after Washington’s threat to brand it a
“terrorist” group.

 Washington is

leading efforts to isolate
Iran for refusing to rein in
its nuclear programme and
comply with UN demands.

The United States says Iran
is seeking atomic bombs, a
charge Teheran denies,
saying it wants only to make
electricity.

 “Not only would the
Revolutionary Guards not
be isolated but rather it
would actively continue its
trend of growth with
strength,” the head of the
political office of the
Guards, named only as
Javani, was quoted by the
daily Jam-e Jam as saying.

 “Americans have been
fighting the Islamic system
for 27 years and create plots
against it. But the

Revolutionary Guards have
made defending the Islamic
system its duty and will
increase its capabilities in
this regard day by day,” he
added.

 Iran experts and
diplomats said the squeeze
