USA Inc and Bayoil
Supply and Trading Ltd.
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The 67-billion-US-
dollar oil-for-food pro-
gramme began in 1996
and ended in 2003 to ease
the impact of sanctions
imposed on Saddam
Hussein’s government
after itinvaded Kuwait in
1990. Thechargesagainst
Chalmers and his co-
defendantsstemmedfrom

2000 to 2003 that
recipients of oil should
pay asecret surcharge, in
violationof UN sanctions
and US law, to front
companies and bank
accountscontrolledby the
Iragi Government.

The secret payments
were not made to the
United Nations' moni-
tored bank account from

whichhumanitariangoods
couldbepurchasedforthe
Iragi people, butinasecret
deal withBaghdad outside
of the programme.

Its progress was being
nervously watched by
energy markets, which
have been skittish about

hurricanessincepowerful
storms in 2004 and 2005,
including Ivan, Katrina
andRita, disrupted oil and
gas production. Trans-
ocean, Royal Dutch Shell,
Murphy Oil and other
companies pulled dozens
of workers from offshore
rigs.

US citizen found guilty on
terrorism charges

WASHINGTON,18 Aug—
US citizen Jose Padilla
was found guilty of
conspiracy to support
terrorism overseas
Thursday after being
detained for severa years
asan “enemy combatant”
without charges.

The verdict came after
less than two days of
deliberations by afederal
jury in Miami, Florida.
Sentencing is set for 5
December Padilla's two
codefendants, Adham

Jayyousi, were also
convicted on the three
counts as charged:
conspiracy to murder,
kidnap, and maim people
in a foreign country;
conspiracy to provide
material support for
terrorists, and providing
material support for
terrorists.All three defen-
dants face life in prison.

Padilla, born in New
York and converted to
Islam, pleaded not guilty
and plans to appeal the
verdict. Hewasoriginaly

arrested on accusations
that he planned to set off
radioactive" dirty bombs’
in the United States.

However, Thursday’s
convictionsarenot related
to those accusations, and
prosecutors did not
present the "dirty bomb"
plot to the jury.

US legal experts said
the verdict is a “critical
vindication” for the US
Department of Justiceand
its post-9/11 strategy for
prosecuting terrorism

WHO chief warns of worldwide public héalth Crisis

BuenosAIRes, 18 Aug—
The World Health
Organization (WHO)
warned Thursday that only
a deep change in public
policy can reverse a crisis
in the world’'s health
systems. “Prablems like
poverty, ignorance,
unhealthy environments
and a lack of human
resourcesarefundamental
factorsin this crisis. It is
all nations' responsibility
toavoidit,” WHODirector-
General Margaret Chan
told a conference in the
Argentinecapita of Buenos
Aires.

Speaking at the
International Health
Conference, Chan said
“Wecannotadlowmillions
of peopleworldwidetodie
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and keep on dying from
treatable diseases.”

Chan, who is visiting
the region for the first
time, said one of thefirst
stepsneededtotacklethis
acutecrisisisfor decision
makers to keep the
promisesthey have made
inthisfield.

While there are some
reasonsfor optimism, the
Millennium Develop-
ment Goals signed in
2000 will clearly not be
met by 2015, the official
said. It is important to
tacklethecurrent changes
caused by globalization
and urbanizationand new
diseases coming into
being each year, she
added.

Another major

problem is that a global
labour market allows
health professionalsfrom
poorer regions to leave
their origin countries
where they were trained.

Organizations both in the
public and private sectors
are part of the change
process and need to work
together, she added.

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INnjures 26
explosion, Jan said,
adding that the blast also
killed 11 civilianspassing
by and injured 19 others.

A Xinhua reporter at
the site saw two USPI
vehicles and one police
vehicle were damaged.
There was no immediate
information about the
police casualties.

No one has claim-
ed responsibility, but
Taleban militants have
frequently carried out
similar attacks.

The USPI has been
attacked by bombings
from time to time in this
volatile country.

Kandahar, a hotbed
of Taeban militants, has
often suffered from
suicidebombingsoverthe
past years.

Duetorising Taleban
violence, over 3,900
persons have been killed
in Afghanistan this year.

Previously, WHO'’s
guidelines focused
primarily on providing
insecticide-treated mos-
quito nets for use by
children under five
years old and pregnant
women.

However, recent
studies have shown that
by expanding the use of
thesenetstoall peoplein

targeted areas, increased
coverage and enhanced
protection of vulnerable
groups can be achieved,
while protecting all
community members,
said the United Nations
agency in a statement.

US dollars each, insec-
