Belarusto retaliate on
visas for US officials

Minsk, 23 Aug—
Belarus said on Wednes-
day that it was retaliating
against punitive Western
measures by toughening
rules for US officials
wanting to visit the ex-
Soviet state, but promised
to make entry easier for
other travellers.

The United States,
following the lead of the
European Union, last
month expanded a list
of Belarussian officials
barred entry inconnection
with human rights vio-
lations and the disputed
reelectionlast year of Pre-
sident Alexander Luka-
shenko. Belarus said then
it would impose counter-
measures but gave no

details. On Wednesday,
Foreign Ministry spokes-
woman Maria Vanshina
said authorities in Minsk
had no choice but to
respond. “In response to
the unfriendly act of the
United States, Belaruswill
impose corresponding
visa restrictions for
specific categories of US
officials,” she said in a
statement on the mini-
stry’ swebsite.

“But let me stress that
retaliatory measures will
in no way affect personal
contacts between Bela-
russians and Americans.”

Vanshina's statement
gavenofurther details. But
she said US tourists and
businessmen wishing to

visitwouldbeissuedvisas
to the country, which lies
between Russia and three
EU states, without having
to provide letters of
invitation.

Thiswas" anact of good
will and underscores the
friendly character of
Belarussian foreign pol-
icy”, shesaid.

The US restrictions

WasHINGTON, 23 Aug — UStroopsin Iraq will receive at least 1,000 fewer

special armour ed vehiclesthan expected thisyear dueto the amount of time

needed for shipment, the Pentagon said on Wednesday.

Pentagon spokesman
Geoff Morrell said the
Defence Department ex-
pected defence con-
tractors to produce 3,900
Mine Resistant Ambush
Protected (MRAP) vehi-
clesthisyear.

But only 1,500 would
makeit to thewar zone—
downfromthePentagon’'s
previous shipment target
of 2,500 to 3,000.

“If we could get 1,500
to theatre by the end of
this year, that would be a
positive development,”
Morrell said. Thenew goal
of 1,500wasfirst reported
by Stars & Stripes, the
newspaper for troops
overseas that is partialy
funded by the Defence

Department.

The MRAP vehicle is
one of the Pentagon’ stop
acquisition priorities and
theDefenceDepartment’s
aim has been to buy as
many as can be produced.
It follows years of
criticism directed at the
Pentagon for not pro-
vidingadequatearmourto
troops. The MRAPS V-
shaped hull isdesigned to
protect occupants from
roadside bombs, which
have killed many US
troops in Iraq and Afg-
hanistan. Morrell said it
takes about 50 days to
equip and ship afinished
MRAP into the war zone.

That includes 15 days
for equipping and 35 for

transport by ship.

The Pentagon was al-
ready flyingsomeMRAPs
to the war zone, Morrell
said. But given the num-
berstobeproduced, it will
quickly becomemorecost
effective to send them by
ship, he said, noting
November and December
would bethe highest pro-
duction months to date.

Rising
of fuel prices is a world issue. Every nation has
increased the fuel prices in their country according
to the world market. It is said that the fuel prices
have been increased twelve times since 2003 in
China, our neighbouring country. It can be said that
it is only our country that the fuel prices are to be
increased. In 2000, the price of crude oil was between
22 and 28 dollars per barrel. When the Iragq war
worsened in the late 2003, the prices gradually rose.
In March 2005 a barrel of crude oil reached 47
dollars. Market analysts predicted that oil prices
would gradually reach 105 dollars. The present price
of a barrel of crude ail is 71.08 dollars. This shows
whether their prediction isright or not. It is estimated
that oil prices will continue to rise in 5 to 10 years.

Oil prices will continue to rise because some
experts said it wasimpossible to discover oil reserve
that can be exploited on commercial basis utilizing
the present technology. Some said thisis not because
of drying up of oil but because of reluctance in
making sufficient investment in oil production. The
rise in oil prices affects our country.

Saudi Arabia-led OPEC is trying to stabilize
the oil price to be at a reasonable price. In 1985 the
world oil production was 15 per cent more than
consumption. But in 2005 there was only one per
cent surplus and it is difficult to control the crisis.
It usually takes seven years from drilling at an oil
field to production of oil. Despite increased
production, it will take time to see a fall in the ail
price. Our country that cannot produce sufficient
petroleum will continue to depend on the foreign
oil prices. It is learnt that the price of diesel and
petrol in the neighbouring countries changes
depending on the current price.

Let's compare the increased prices of diesel

and petrol herein our country and those of Thailand.
According to the pricesin July, alitre of petrol costs
about 30 baht and a litre of diesel costs about 26
baht. One gallon is equivalent to 4.54 litres. A galon
of petrol is 136 baht (3.5 dollars) and a gallon of
diesel is 118 baht (3.1 dollars). Let's compare the
price of petrol in the country with that of the US, a
big democratic country. The current price of agallon
of petral in the US is between 3.19 and 3.51 dollars
and a gallon of diesd is 2.91 dollars. It is obvious
that the increased price here is much cheaper than
the current price of those countries. Anti-government
groups that blame the government should know that
the government sold petrol at aloss before the price
hike. They should consider the matter on the side of
the government.

Belang, 23 Aug—
Researchers in Sweden
and the United States
studying stomach stapling
and other radical obesity
treatments have found
they not only lead to
lastingweightlossbut aso
dramatically improve
survival.

Researchersseparately
found obese people who
underwent drasticsurgery
had a 30 percent to 40
percentlower risk of dying
seven to 10 years later
compared with thosewho
did not have such opera
tions.

The research, publi-
shed in Thursday’s New

England Journal of
Medicine, should put to
rest uncertaintiesabout the
benefits and risks of
weight-loss surgery and
may cause governments
and insurers to rethink
whoshouldqualify for the
procedure, some doctors
said. “It’'sgoing to dispel
the notion that bariatric
surgery is cosmetic
surgery and support the
notion that it saveslives,”
said Dr Philip Schauer,
director of bariatric
surgery at the Cleveland
Clinic in Ohio, who had
no role in the research.
Obesity surgerieshave
surged in recent years. In

the United States alone,
177,600 operations were
performed last year,
accordingtothe American
Society for Metabolic &
Bariatric Surgery. The
most commonmethodwas
gastricbypass, or stomach-
stapling surgery, which
reduces the stomach to a
small walnut-sized pouch
and bypasses part of the
small intestine where
digestion occurs.
