“We would like to see
the US make a positive
step towards reducing its
farm support and that
would send a very
powerful signal totherest
of the world,” Australian
Trade Minister Warren
Truss said.

Poorer nations led by
India and Brazil have
publicly faulted Europe
and the United States for
not offering enoughinthe
nearly six-year-old talks
in exchange for opening
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uptheirindustrial sectors.

Truss said APEC,
whichaccountsfor nearly
half of world trade, could
make a difference.

The Doha Round,
named after the Qatari
capital wherenegotiations
were launched in No-
vember 2001, were first
meant to wrap up by the
end of 2004. The talks
have struggled to over-
come many countries’
resistance to open their

Accordingtotheprin-
ciple, the US and its allies
had theright to take mili-
tary action against asover -
eign nation when the hu-
man rights and humani-
tarian situations deterio-
rated severely in the na-
tioninquestionfor thesake
of humanitarian situation.
|t wasstated that todothis
no approval of the UN was
needed and no need to re-
spect thesovereignty of the
nation in question. Based
on thisconcept, theUS-led
NATO forces launched
military intervention in
Bosnia, Herzegovina and
Kosovo.

In the US poalitics, the presidential race-2008
isgaining momentum. Among thetopi csdebated most
heatedly has been the USforeign policy to be adopted
in the aftermath of the Bush administration. There
have been growing dissent and opposition to the US
foreign policy of the Bush administration character-
ized by theblatant interferenceintheinternal affairsof
other nations on the pretexts of fighting terrorism and
installing democracy.

Accordingtothepublicopinion survey con-
ducted in 50 nations by the Pew research group,
even thepeopleof thetraditional alliesof theUS, et
alone those of the third world, were beginning to
accept the fact that theworld peace wasin danger
duetotheUSbulliesover other nations. In Britain,
the people who had positive attitude towards the
US stood at 83 per cent only in year 2000 but the
figure was down to 56 per cent in 2006. Similarly,
the per centages dropped to 39 per cent in France,
37 per cent in Germany and 23 per cent in Spain.
About 30 per cent only in average of the people of
thethird world under survey had positive attitude
towardsthe US.

Hence, theUSpolitical worldisconcentrating
on the discussions on how to improve the US image.
However, areview of the US history will show that it
has repeatedly meddled in the internal affairs of other
nations for the sake of its national interests. So, what
they are brainstorming now is not to put an end to
interference in others internal affairs but they are
thinking about using tricksto cover up the blunders so
that the world people would accept her.

After the Second World War or during the
Cold War, the US adopted the fight against Commu-
nism and control of the Soviet Union to bethetasksto
serve her nationa interest. It adopted the Truman
Daoctrine and the Domino Theory in order to serveits
national interest. The essence of these policieswasto
prevent Communismfrom being practisedintheThird
World nations and to bring down the pro-Communist
governmentsthere so that Communism woul d be kept
at bay from those nations while installing the pro-US
governments there.

In pursuit of these policies, military interven-
tions took place in numerous nations such as Cuba,
L ebanon, Dominican, Vietham etc. In the Asian and
African nationsincluding Myanmar, the US provided
aid to the rightist insurgents. In the Latin American
nations like Chile, Argentina, Bolivia and so on, the
rightist pro-American military officers overthrew the
democratically elected governments there. During
the Cold War period, the USonly gave priority to
thefight against Communism soit did not takeinto
account whether a government was a democratic
oneor not but withemphasison thenorm—whether
thelatter cooperated with it or not. Hence, the US

alliesincluded many gover nmentsunder dictator -
ship from the Third World and it extended mil-
lionsof dollar sin aid tosuch nations. However , the
Cold War period was characterized by bi-polari-
zation or the period of two super powers or the
rivalry between the West bloc led by the US and
the East bloc led by the Soviet Union. Under the
circumstances, the US was not in a position to
interferein theinternal affairsof other nationsat
will; it had to consider the possiblereaction from
the Soviet Union.

At the end of the Cold War or after the
collapse of the Soviet Union, however, the US has
become the sole super power or the Uni-polar. De-
spite the disappearance of the Soviet Union from the
world political arena, there remain the US interests.
The US needs to protect its national interests and
expand itsinfluence. It hasto continue to expand its
influencein order that theremay not emerge powerful
nations similar to the Soviet Union capable of chal-
lenging it. Thisis its principa interest. During the
Cold War period, the US administrations had been
able to trick the American public and the world asa
whole and expand their influence citing the threat of
Communism. Through thistrick, they had been able
tointerfere in the internal affairs of other nations.

Duringthepost-Cold War period, the Ameri-
cans covered up their practice of neo-colonialism
with the words of democracy, human rights and the
fight against terrorism. They invented the new ide-
ol ogiesto replace the anti-Communist i deol ogies of
the past. They interfered in the affairs of other
nations applying thoseideologies. Thefirst wasthe
Humanitarian Intervention introduced by Clinton.
According to the principle, theUSand itsallieshad
the right to take military action against a sovereign
nation when the human rights and humanitarian
situationsdeteriorated severely inthenationinques-
tion for the sake of humanitarian situation. It was
stated that to do this no approval of the UN was
needed and no need to respect the sovereignty of the
nation in question. Based on this concept, the US-
led NATO forces launched military intervention in
Bosnia, Herzegovina and Kosovo.

However, the Americans employed the
doublestandard policy in interferingin theinter-
nal affairs of otherson the pretext of humanitar-
ian grounds. For instance, they refused to take
effectiveaction in the case of Palestine peoplewho
wer e subject to deteriorating humanitarian con-
ditionsand they failed totakeany movein thecase
of Rwanda in Africa where fier ce fightings went
on among theethnic groupsin which hundr eds of
thousandskilled. It wasbecauseit had littleinter -
est there. Obvioudly, the Clinton palicy, too, wore

thehuman rightsmask to cover up the American
intention to expand itsinfluence.

The Bush policy is worse than the Clinton
policy. Hedeclared thepolicy after the9/11 attack.
The policy is characterized by three points. The
first point isthat the US would take pre-emptive
strike against any nation whenever the US secu-
rityisunder threat. Thesecond pointisthat theUS
would remove the governments of the nations
which donot conformtothe American demacr acy
normsand try to introduce the American democ-
racy normsthere. The third point isthat the US
would carry out thefirst two pointsaloneif it does
not receive the support and cooperation of the
international organizations such as the United
Nationsand itsallies. Bush’spolicy isto brazenly
and openly materialize the US neo-colonialism.
The first prey of his preemptive strike policy is
Irag. The US invaded Iraq with the accusation
that the country possessed a large number of
weaponsof massdestruction (WM D).ButnoWMD
hasbeen found in Iraq, and everyoneknowswhat
is happening in Iraq now. So, | do not wish to
present the matter in detail. What | am going to
present in this article is about the nations facing
interferences not through military means but through
diplomatic, economic and mass media means.

The US has been practising transformational di-
plomacy during the Bush administration. Concerning
the diplomacy, Condoleza Rice thundered to end the
350-year-old tradition of respecting sovereignty of
nations. She pointed out the incident in which al-
Qaeda attacked the US after taking foothold in Af-
ghanistan under the rule of Taliban, saying that the
UScould not ignoreanation’ sinternal situation even
if it seemed unconcerned with the US. According to
new US policy, its diplomats will have to make
broader contactswith not only thegovernmentsof the
respective countries but also with local activists to
explain the standard and norms of US democracy till
they are understood and accepted; in the countries
designated by the USto make policy changes, theUS
diplomats should cooperate with the activists and
exert pressures on the respective governments till
they come to accept and follow the US-standardized
norms; if necessary, the US diplomats will fuel the
activitiestill there is aregime change. Those are the
essence of US transformational diplomacy.

Inimplementingthetransformational diplomacy,
in addition to US State Department, the government-
related institutionssuch asUSAID, National Endow-
ment for Democracy (NED), International Republi-
can Institute (IRI) and National Democratic Institute
for International Affairs and conservative organize-
\tions like Freedom House are also taking part in the

task of brazenly and openly interfering inthe affairsof
other countries. Thesaidinstitutionsand organizations
are sponsoring training courses, talks, exhibitions,
competitions, and scholarships with embassy-run US
Centres as the base in organizing youths. Whenever a
mass movement was required in a certain country,
those organizations provided assistance to youth ac-
tivitiesand trained them to act in accordance with the
Gene Sharp’ s method of opposing agovernment. Ac-
tualy, transformational diplomacy isan underground
anti-government movement which misusesdiplomatic
impunity.

The USisworried that more regional powers
may emergein Europe, Asia, Middle East etc and
challengetheUSinterest. Inthisregard, it isprac-
tising transfor mational diplomacy for the govern-
ments under US influence to grab power in the
countrieslyingin the strategic locationsto contain
regional power sand potential regional powers. As
the anti-government groups are applying Gene
Shar p’smethodsusing specific coloursor symbols,
media have named them “ Colour Revolution”.

The colour revolutions such as orange, pink and
rose revolutionsin Balkans, Serbia, Georgia, Ukraine
and Kgjistan in Central Asia and Lebanon in the
Middle East are the anti-government movements re-
sulting from UStransformational diplomacy. Thetype
of US interference is the same as that in all those
revolutions. The US provided various kinds of assist-
ancetopro-USopposition parties; at thesametime, the
US organized youths and groups to form steering
organizationsthrough US centresfor anti-government
activities. For example, the US embassies formed
active anti-government organizations such as Otpor
(Resistance) in Serbia, Kmara (Enough) in Georgia,
and Pora (It's Time) in Ukraine. In the end, political
partiesunder USinfluenceand variousgroupsthat
wer efor med under USsponsor ship joined handsto
overthrow the gover nment through public protest
and violence. The US hasnamed such activitiesas
demacracy activitiesand provided diplomatic sup-
port tothem. TheUSalso imposessanctionson the
gover nment concer ned if necessary.

Myanmar that lies in the strategic place of geo-
politicsin Asiahasfaced USinterferencesunder various
formsthroughout history. Now, | will present thebrazen
and open US interferences in Myanmar at present.

The US-Myanmar relations began in 1782-
1819 during the time of King Bodaw Phaya

and made arrangements to provide immediate
economic assistanceto the country. But later, the
US began to show its real image and there were
reasonsto believe so.

Duringthe Cold War, theUStheleader of NATO
was applying variousmeansin trying to stop commu-
nism from spreading in the East. According to the
assessment that Myanmar’ s neighbouring big com-
munist country could attack IndochinaviaShan State
and Thailand, the US decided to gather the retreating
Kuomintang troops and send them to Shan State in
Myanmar to take positions as possible as they can.

In late 1952, Kuomintang troops with much reli-
anceontheUSevenhatched apl ot tooccupy Myanmar,
marching en masse towards the west through the
Thanlyin River. It was known globally that in March
1953, Myanmar government lodged a complaint with
the United Nations about the Kuomintang troops
invasionof Myanmar, presentingcompelling evidences.
Itisthe US government that showed no propriety and
perpetrated avariety of actsflagrantly although it was
flushed with embarrassment in the international com-
munity. After all, the Myanmar Tatmadaw possessing
12 finetraditions managed to expel theintrudersfrom
the Myanmar territory in 1961.

TheKuomintang issue affected the bilateral rela-
tions adversely, and the Myanmar government re-
fused al the assistance the US government was pro-
viding for it.

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Secondhand smoke causes

cancer in house pets

WASHINGTON,, 4 Sept—
Recent studies by US
veterinarians show that
secnodhand smoke not
only threat the health of
nonsmokers, it can aso
hurt house pets such as
dogs and cats, US media
reported Tuesday.

“Secondhand smoke
has been associated with
oral cancer andlymphoma
in cats, lung and nasal
cancer in dogs, aswell as
lungcancerinbirds,” said
Carolynn Mac Allister, a
veterinarian of Oklahoma
State University.

There have been a

number of scientific
papers recently that have
reported the significant
health threat secondhand
smoke poses to pets.

A study conducted
recently at Tuft College
of Veterinary Medicine
found astrong correlation
between secondhand
smoke and certain forms
of cancer in cats. The
number of catswithmouth
cancer was higher for
those animals living in
smoking environments
versusthosefelinesliving
in asmoke-free home.

In addition, cats that

livedwithsmokersforfive
or moreyearshad an even
higher incidence of this
type of oral cancer.
Malignant lymphoma
is another type of cancer
that cats that live with
smokershaveahigher risk
of getting. This cancer
occursinthelymph nodes
and catsaretwiceaslikely
to havethistype of cancer
comparedto catslivingin
anon-smokinghome. This
form of cancer is fatal to
three out of four cats
within 12 monthsof deve-
loping the cancer.
