to read sentences,”
Liversedge said.

Over the past 40 years

scientistshavestudiedeye
movements and reading,
with a general consensus
that people look at the
same letter within aword
with both eyes, Liver-
sedge said.

The findings could
lead to better methods of
teaching children to read
and offer remedial
treatments for those with
reading disorders such as
dyslexia, said Liversedge,

WHO callsfor world attention to
suicide problem

GENEvA, 11 Sept — With almost 3,000 people commit suicide every day
worldwide— onevictim in every 30 seconds, the World Health Organization
(WHO) called for world attention here on Monday to solve the problem.

In a statement
markingtheWorld Suicide
Prevention Day, the UN
agency said that the world
should pay more attention
to suicide problem, which
is becoming more and
moreserious, especialyin
developing countries.

“Today, too many
people of all ages
needlessly take their own
lives... For every person
who completes a suicide,
20 or more may attempt
suicide,” the statement
said.

According to the
WHO, worldwidesuicide
rateshaveincreased by 60
per cent over the last 50
years, andtheincreasehas
been particularly marked
in developing countries.

Although reported
suicide is now among the
threeleading global causes

of death among young
people aged 15-34 years,
themgjority of suicidesare
reportedinadultsand ol der
adults including 60 years
and older.

The WHO said the
focus of World Suicide
Prevention Day this year
is on suicide prevention
from youth to old age.

“World Suicide
Prevention Day is an
opportunity for people
worldwide to unite in
commitment and action to
ensure that suicides are
prevented,” the statement
said.

The WHO said that
suicide should no longer
be seen as a taboo or an

acceptable result of per-
sonal or social crises.

Rather, it should be
seen as “a hedth condi-
tion influenced by psy-
cho-social, cultural and
environmental risk factors
which can be prevented
through national responses
which address the main
local risk factors for
suicide”, it said.

“If we build networks
and alliances to promote
common approacheswhich
support governments in
planning andimplementing
their nationd responses, we
will find that suicide is a
hugebutlargdly preventable
public hedlth problem,” it
added. — MNA/Xinhua

Mexico's state-owned energy monopoly Pemex
said therewere noinjuriesfrom the six blasts, most of
which were in Veracruz on the Gulf of Mexico.

Statecivil protectionauthoritiessaid 15,000 people
had been evacuated from neighbouring villages and
towns.

InJuly, the Popular Revolutionary Army, aleftist
guerilla group known by its Spanish initials EPR,
staged four bomb attacks on Pemex pipelinescarrying
natural gas, liquefied petroleum gas, crude oil and
gasoline.

Since then, Mexico has deployed soldiers and
federal policeto protect pipelinesbut President Felipe
Calderonhassaiditisalmostimpossibleto completely
secure the vast network.

The worst damage from Monday’s blasts was to
two 48-inch (122-centimetre) diameter natural gas
pipelines, but one major 30-inch (76-centimetre) oil
pipelinewasalso hit. Pemex said exportswould not be
affected. — MNA/Reuters
