Militants step up Iraq
attacks, kill 30

BAGHDAD, 17 Sept—
Militants stepped up
attacks across Iraq on
Sunday, killing at least 30
people in a spate of

bombings and shootings
that followed a threat by
al-Qaeda to launch a new
phase of violence.

 The US military
announced it had caught a
suspected al-Qaeda mili-
tant believed to be
responsible for the killing
last week of a key Sunni
Arab tribal leader in Anbar
province.

 Sheikh Abdul Sattar
Abu Risha, who met US
President George W Bush
two weeks ago in Anbar,
was killed in a bomb attack
on Thursday near his
home. He led an alliance

of tribes that helped US
troops push al-Qaeda out
of much of the vast
western area.

 Suspected al-Qaeda
militants shot dead 14
people in the predo-
minantly Sunni Arab town
of Muqdadiya north of
Baghdad and torched at
least 12 shops in the town,
Iraqi police said.

 A suicide bomber also
killed six people at an
outdoor cafe in the northern
town of Tuz Khurmato. In
Baghdad, eight people
were killed in four separate
bombings.—MNA/Reuters

Flood death toll hits
916 in Bangladesh

 DHAKA, 17 Sept—The flood in Bangladesh claimed
916 lives till Sunday, as a second spell of monsoon
flood inundated low-lying areas in eastern part of
capital Dhaka in last 24 hours.

 Health Department sources said the death toll from
flood-related incidents and diseases like diarrhoea,
drowning, snakebites and respiratory diseases climbed
up to 916 across the country since 30 July.

 The Flood Forecasting and Warning Centre (FFWC)
said the overall flood situation is improving and will
continue to improve in the next 24-72 hours.

 The FFWC said the prevailing flood situation in the
northern districts of Kurigram, Gaibandha, Bogra,
Jamalpur, Sirajganj and Tangail is likely to improve
further in the next 24-96 hours.  The situation in south-
central part of the country is likely to start improving

— Nearly 100,000 people
— led by anti- war Iraq
veterans, military
families and others —
marched from the White
House to the Capitol in
Washington, DC to
demand an immediate end
to  the occupation of Iraq
on 15 Sept, 2007. The
march concluded with a
dramatic “die-in” of 5,000
people surrounding the
Capitol. Almost 200
people were arrested
when police prevented
them taking an anti-war
message to Congress.

People marched
shoulder-to-shoulder on
e i g h t - l a n e - w i d e
Pennsylvania Avenue,
with the densely packed
march stretching more

than 10 blocks. It was a
historic action and a step
forward for the anti-war
movement.

Protesters surged onto
the Capitol’s south lawn
and up the steps where
they were met by a police
line. There, Iraq veterans
conducted a solemn
ceremony to memorialize
the US soldiers and Iraqis
killed in the war. Over
5,000 people then laid
down in a symbolic “die-
in” — one of the largest
acts of civil disobedience
in recent years.

One hundred ninety-
seven people, including
dozens of veterans and
activists, were arrested
when they tried to deliver
their anti-war message
to Congress and were

stopped by the police.

“unrealistic” in 2000 after
several years of federal
budget  surpluses, was not
appropriate with growing
deficits that  returned in
2002.

The former Fed chair
said he urged Bush to veto
a string of “out-of-control”
spending bills, but to no
avail.

like Myanmar, water is the main re-
quirement for agriculture. Adequate
amount of water supply will ensure
success in crop cultivation.

The nation at present is striving
for economic development, increasing
the output of farm products as agricul-
ture is the country’s main economic
pillar.

In order to develop the agricul-
ture sector with greater momentum and
fulfill the requirements of farmers, the
government has been building irriga-
tion facilities including dams and pump-
ing stations all over the nation.

Most of the irrigation facilities
have been built in the dry region cover-
ing Mandalay, Magway and Sagaing
divisions.

Due to such agitation and other instigation made by bogus monks within the

Sangha community, about 50 monks staged a protest walk in Sittway, Rakhine
State, at 1.15 pm today. The monks began their protest at Dhammazeti and
Shweseti monasteries. The number of monks increased to 100 when the protest
walk reached Minbagyi Street at about 2 pm. There were about 500 people
following and watching the protesters from either side.

Two Sayadaws of the Central Working Committee of the Sangha, the
chairman Sayadaw of the Township Sangha Nayaka Committee and division and
township level officials followed the protesters to dissuade them to prevent
occurrence of unnecessary incidents.

The group of protesters threw stones and sticks at the officials and the
Sayadaws. However, the officials did not react and continued to walk after them.

The group left Minbagyi Street in procession and arrived at Pyidaungsu
Street at about 3.10 pm. Then, the Secretary of Rakhine State Peace and
Development Council, the commander of Rakhine State Police Force, the
Deputy Commander of MPF Battalions Control Command, the chairman of
Sittway District PDC and Sayadaws gently persuaded the demonstrators to
disperse.

Then, some protesters including six monks holding sticks and swords hit the
officials with their weapons. Due to the attacks, the secretary of Rakhine State
PDC was hit three times, Branch Clerk U Hla Maung Tha of the Township PDC
office was injured in his forehead. While trying to control the violent acts, the
officials managed to capture one of the protesters. U Hla Maung Tha was sent
to the hospital and his injury was sutured seven stitches.

Then, the protesters became violent. So in order to control the situation, the
officials threw a tear-gas bomb into the group and opened fire in the air to
threaten them. So, the group dispersed at about 3.30 pm.

Again at about 4.30 pm the same day, 50 monks staged a protest walk in
procession, and then about 100 other people joined them. The group arrived at
the office of Rakhine State PDC on May Yu Street. Then, the protesters forcibly

opened the door, shouting and demanding the release of the person being
arrested.

Some protesters climbed over the concrete wall, catapulting and throwing
stones at the officials. Although the officials dissuaded the protesters to stop the
use of such violence against them, they did not obey and the situation was going
from bad to worse to such an extent that they forced their way into the office. And
officials had to use tear gas and fired three shots in the air to disperse the crowd.

The crowd dispersed at 4.50 pm. In the incident, nine policemen were
injured. As officials handled the situation with care no monk or no person
involved in the incident was injured or arrested.

Similarly, beginning 12 noon today, some 100 Buddhist monks marched
along the route from Theinbyu Road in Botahtaung Township to Shwedagon
Pagoda, to Sule Pagoda and then to Botahtaung Pagoda. However, the monks
dispersed due to the request of Sayadaws of various Sangha Ganas including
Sayadaws of Yangon Division and Township Sangha Nayaka Committees.
Some other towns also saw the protest walks staged by some Buddhist monks.

The public are concerned that there might occur terrorist acts and instability
of the State as they have witnessed the instigation of internal and external
destructive elements and attempts of some unscrupulous persons under the guise
of monks. The people are opposed to any attempt to destroy peace and stability
and they are also concerned that if there is instability of the State, their livelihood
and social affairs might be affected. Similarly, business people, traders and
shopkeepers are worried that there might be terrorism and instability and their
business might be affected. Therefore, the public wish the Sayadaws to give
Ovada to the members of the Sangha to follow the Vinaya rules in the interest
of the people.

Likewise, senior monks and the majority of the members of the Sangha are
opposed to such protest walks and violence and they would like to live with
peace of mind in accord with the Viniya rules and they are trying to make sure
that similar incidents do not happen again in their respective monasteries.

Fake goods problematic in Vietnam

Asian economy expected to grow
by 8.3% in 2007

 In a major semi-
annual report on economic
situation and outlook of
the Asian economies
except Japan, the ADB
said China and India now
account for 55.3 per cent
of the total gross domestic
product in developing
Asia.

 The two countries
also recorded their fastest
growth in 13 years in the
first half of 2007 and 18
years in fiscal year 2006,
respectively, said ADB
in The Asian Develop-
ment Outlook 2007 Up-
date.

 The report said that
the economic growth in
Asia is more broad- based
as South Asia and Central
Asia are also posting
robust growth while
growth accelerates in the
economies like Indonesia
and the Philippines, which
have seen relatively lower
growth rates in the past

several years.
 But the report warns

that economic outlook
for 2008 is “hazy” as
uncertainty reigns in
global financial markets
and there are concerns
about the health of the US
economy.

 The report raised
forecast for growth in Asia
to 8.3 per cent in 2007
from an earlier estimate
of 7.6 per cent made half a
year ago.

 It also said that if
global economy steadies,
Asia’s economic growth
in 2008 could attain 8.2
per cent.

 The report ruled out
a”sharp dive”of the Asian
economy despite un-
certainties in credit
markets and the broader
global economy.

 “Developing Asia’s
defences against external
shocks are solid and it
can weather a slowdown

in the United States. The
region’s growth prospects
will continue to depend
on how well the countries
address their internal
challenges,” said Ifzal
Ali, ADB’s chief eco-
nomist.

 The report expected
East Asia to grow by 8.9
per cent in 2007, while
South Asia, which
continues to consolidate
on its progress in recent
years, is expected to grow
by 8.1 per cent.

 Southeast Asia is
expected to grow by 6.1
per cent, while Central
Asia’s growth is expected
to be 11.1 per cent as high
oil prices and mineral
exports continue to
support economic expan-
sion there.

 The sanctuary will be
divided into a “core zone”,
to which access is highly

restricted, and a “buffer
zone,” said Agriculture
Secretary of State Chan
Tong Yves, reported
English-language news-
paper the Cambodia
Daily.

 However, Yves said
that he did not know
when the approved
sanctuary will be es-
tablished.

Iraq revokes security contractor
licence after shootout

 An Interior Ministry
spokesman said guards
working for Blackwater,
one of the biggest foreign
security contractors in Iraq,
opened fire after mortar
rounds landed near their
convoy in west Baghdad’s
Mansour District on Sunday.

 “By chance the
company was passing
by. They opened fire
randomly at citizens,”
Brigadier-General Abdul-
Karim Khalaf said. Eleven

people were killed,
including one police-
man, and 13 people were
wounded, he said.

 “We have withdrawn
its licence,” Khalaf said,
adding that the ministry was
investigating the incident
and would “deliver those
who committed this act to
the court”.

 US Secretary of State
Condoleezza Rice called
Iraqi Prime Minister Nuri
al-Maliki and apologized

over the shooting and they
agreed to run a “fair and
transparent investigation”,
Maliki’s office said.

 “She has expressed
her personal apologies
and the apologies of the
Government of the United
States. She confirmed that
the United Sates will
take immediate actions
to prevent such actions
from happening again,” a
statement from Maliki’s
office said. — MNA/Reuters

 VIENNA, 18 Sept — The International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) Director-General Mohamed
el Baradei on Monday expressed his opposition to an impulsive war against Iran.

IAEA chief opposes impulsive war against Iran

 “We need always to
remember that the use of
force could only be
resorted to when... every
other option has been
exhausted. I don’t think we
are at all there,” el Baradei
told reporters on the
sidelines of the ongoing
51st annual regular session
of the IAEA General
Conference.

 His remarks came
after French Foreign
Minister Bernard Kouch-
ner on Sunday warned
that a war against Iran
should be launched
should it obtain nuclear

weapons.
 The UN nuclear

watchdog chief, without
mentioning Kouchner’s
comments, said “a lot of
hype” had been raised
about the Iran case and “we
need to be cool and not
hype the Iranian issue”.

 “There are rules on
how to use force, and I
would hope that
everybody would have
gotten the lesson after the
Iraq situation, where
700,000 innocent civilians
have lost their lives on the
suspicion that a country
has nuclear weapons,” he

said.
 He said the IAEA has

found no evidence of
“weaponization” from
Iranian nuclear enrichment
work, although during his
speech at the conference
he regretted Iran’s refusal
to fall in line with UN
resolutions.

 “By November or
December, we will be able
to know if Iran is acting in
good faith or not,” he said,
suggesting it is time to
consider tougher diplo-
matic actions, if needed,
instead of military action.

 The chief nuclear

inspector also expressed
his reservation towards
tougher UN sanctions.

 “I ask everyone to
hold their horses until the
process is complete,” he
said. “If the UN Security
Council decides to adopt
more sanctions, if they
believe it is a way to help
resolve the issue, that is
their prerogative.”

 “But I believe
sanctions alone will not
lead to a durable solution,”
he said.

During his speech to
the conference, el Baradei
suggested that if the
agency could provide a
reliable assurance of the
peaceful aim of Iran’s
nuclear programme, it
would be in favour of a
complete and lasting
solution to Iran’s nuclear
issue.

Some 70 illegal Egyptian

 CAIRO, 18 Sept —  Egypt’s Armed Forces on
Sunday saved 70 illegal Egyptian immigrants when
the boat carrying them ran out of fuel in the
Mediterranean Sea, the official MENA news agency
reported.

 The rescue team consisting of two naval vessels
found the boat “Saher” 40 nautical miles (about 74
kilometres) off the shores of the northern Egyptian port
city of Alexandria, said the report.

 The group of illegal immigrants, who were
supposed to reach the  shores of Greece, was brought
back to safety by the naval rescue team.

 The boat was tugged to shore and the illegal
immigrants will be  handed over to the authorities
concerned for investigation. — MNA/Xinhua

NEW YORK, 18 Sept — Oil soared to a record above
80 US dollars a barrel on Monday on worries that
global energy supplies could shrink to critical levels
this winter heating season due to strong demand growth.

Expectations the US Federal Reserve will agree to
cut interest rates when it meets on Tuesday also supported
oil and other commodities markets, raising the likelihood
the economy will weather a US credit crisis.

 US crude settled up 1.47,US dollars or 1.9 per
cent, to 80.57 US dollars a barrel after hitting a record
80.70. US dollars London Brent rose 76 cents to 76.98
US dollars a barrel.

 Though oil prices have quadrupled since 2002,
when adjusted for inflation the price is still below the
90 US dollars-a-barrel peaks of the Iranian Revolution
in 1979.

 The Organization of the Petroleum-Exporting
Countries agreed on a small supply increase last week,
but analysts said the decision to raise output by 500,000
barrels per day (bpd) from 1 November was not enough
to reverse a rally that has lifted prices around 30 per
cent this year.

 “We believe that this will be too little, too late, barring
an outright collapse in demand, and now expect inventories
to draw to critical levels this winter,” said investment bank
Goldman Sachs in a research note. — MNA/Reuters

Sept — Rio de Janeiro’s
State  Police on Monday
arrested 47 of their own
members for allegedly
taking bribes from drug
gangs.

Canada’s summer getting hotter

2007 was Canada’s
seventh-warmest summer
on record. The hottest
summer registered was in
1998, when temperatures
were 1.8 degrees over the
norm, said the agency.

  Many earlier studies of
large populations have
shown that people who
describe themselves as
lonely or as having little
social support are more
likely to die earlier, and to
have infections, high
blood pressure, insomnia
and cancer.

Scientists wonder the

higher rate of death among
lonely people is because
of reduced social
resources or because of
the effect of isolation on
their bodily functions, or
perhaps both.

 Steve Cole, leading
researcher of this study,
a molecular biologist at
the University of Califor-
nia found that feelings
of isolation are linked
to changes in gene
expression that drive
inflammation, one of the
first responses of the
immune system.

   “This study shows that
the biological impact of
social isolation reaches
down into some of our
most basic internal
processes — the activity
of our genes,” said Cole.

Canadian Millie Furlong, 23, said she could see
trees bending over in the wind as the plane approached
the island amid heavy rain on Sunday. A passenger in
front of her caught fire, while one in the back kicked
out a plane window. She and her boyfriend managed
to escape unscathed. “Our plane was landing, you can
tell it was in trouble, because it kind of landed then
came up again the second time,” said John Gerard
O’Donnell of Ireland, speaking from his hospital
bed. —Internet

 President Viktor Yushchenko,
who played a key role in Ukraine
and Poland jointly winning the
right to host the 2012 European
championship, issued a decree this
month ordering the dismantling
of the construction project.

Singapore’s FM says ASEAN integration unlike EU
   SINGAPORE, 18 Sept — The Association of South-East Asian Nations (ASEAN) will not become a union

like the Europe Union (EU) even if it establishes the economic community by 2015, Singapore’s Foreign
Minister George Yeo said here Monday.

  “ASEAN, however
integrated, will not become
a union like the EU. We are
too diverse in our history,
culture and economic
development for this
to be possible,” Yeo,
whose country assumed
chairmanship of ASEAN
from the Philippines at the

end of July, told Par-
liament.

  He added that
ASEAN leaders have
recognized this reality and
reached a consensus that
the pace of integration
should not always be
determined by the lowest
common denominator or

the slowest member.
  “Let’s move quickly

where we can in a practical
way. Members who are
ready to move first in
particular areas should be
free to do so, provided the
door is left open for others
to join when they are ready,”
said the Foreign Minister.

  The 10-member
grouping, established in
1967, strives to build an
ASEAN Community by
2015. And it is drafting a
ASEAN Charter, a mile-
stone document which
hopes to transform the bloc
into a more effective rules-
based organization.

  He said that the
drafting of the ASEAN
Charter “is at an advanced
stage.”

  The High Level Task
Force met last week and
will present the final draft
to the foreign ministers at
the coming meeting at the
end of this month in New
York on the sidelines of the
UN General Assembly,
according to Yeo.

to 13 September and issued directives to be followed by terrorist expatriates abroad.
