 Beijing expressed

“firm opposition” to the
report, Chinese Foreign
Ministry spokeswoman
Jiang Yu said.

 “Respecting and
protecting citizens’ right
to worship freely is a long-
standing fundamental
policy of the Chinese
Government. It is a fact
that could not be denied
and distorted,” Jiang said
in a statement on the
ministry’s Web site

(www.fmprc.gov.cn).
 “We demand the US

side stop interfering in
China’s internal affairs
in the name of issues
like religion and do
more things that would
help boost mutual
understanding and trust,”
she said.

 While the US report
listed cases of abuses,
it also noted some
“improvements and
positive developments”
in China’s respect for
religious freedom as the
government emphasized
the role of religion in
promoting a “harmonious
society”. — MNA/Reuters

Calif. deputies use stun gun on autistic teen
TUSTIN, California, 20 Sept — California sheriff’s officials have defended

their use of a Taser stun gun to subdue an autistic teenager who left a social
services centre where he was being treated.

Sheriff’s spokesman
Jim Amormino says 15-
year-old Taylor Karras
was running in and out of
traffic and is lucky to be
alive. The teenager bolted
from a social services
centre Monday and had
walked 24 kilometres
when sheriff’s deputies
received a call about
someone running in and
out of traffic.

In Warren, Ohio, a
police officer was shown
on his cruiser’s video
jolting a woman with a
Taser gun both before and
after she was handcuffed.

The woman was
arrested September 2 and
the officer was placed on

paid leave last week.
Patrolman Richard

Kovach’s report says the
38-year-old woman, who
had been ordered out of a
bar, kicked at a rear
window and tried to climb
into the front seat once she
was inside the cruiser. She
was again Tasered during
the transfer to the second
car when she fell and was
knocked unconscious by
the impact.

An ambulance took
her to a hospital. The
woman has pleaded not
guilty to resisting arrest
and other charges.

Taser use by police
drew attention this week
after video surfaced on the

Internet of police shocking
a university student in
Florida who persistently
questioned U.S. Senator
John Kerry during a forum
and refused to yield the
microphone to others. The
incident generated a fierce
debate about free speech,
use of force and the
motives of the student, a
known prankster.

Taser stun guns fire
electrically charged darts
that carry 50,000 volts for
several seconds, tempo-
rarily immobilizing their
targets. Taser Internatio-
nal Inc. says about 11,000
US law-enforcement
agencies use Taser
technology. — Internet

    CAIRO, 20 Sept—Egyptian restorers have
accidentally discovered a collection of New Kingdom
pillars, lintels and reliefs in the country’s southern
tourist city of Luxor, Culture Minister Farouq Hosni
announced on Thursday.
    The collection was discovered within the internal
walls of the Abul Hagag El-Luxory mosque, built on
top of the open court of Luxor temple by restorers from
Egypt’s Supreme Council of Antiquities (SCA) while
restoring the mosque and its mausoleum, a SCA
statement quoted Hosni as saying.
    Meanwhile, SCA secretary general Zahi Hawas
confirmed that the newly discovered collection, which
revealed an important part of the history of Luxor
Temple, dates back to the reign of King Ramses II in
the nineteenth Dynasty from 1,304 BC to 1,237 BC.
    According to the SCA statement, among the most
important reliefs were those featuring Ramses II while
offering god Amun Re’two obelisks to be installed at
the temples front facade, one of which is now at the
Place de la Concorde in Paris.
    Another relief shows three statues of Ramses II
wearing his formal suit and white crown, while the
other one shows a type of ancient Egyptian writing
known as iconography.—Xinhua

dollars, up 61 per cent,
or 5,619 US dollars per
ton on average, up 27
per cent.

Of the total imports,

14,000 tons, up 90.7 per
cent.

State—owned enter-
prised accounted for
86,000 tons, or 42.6 per
cent, of the imports,
while foreign-funded
companies made up
64,000 tons, 31.8 per
cent.

Customs sources said
the increase in imports
was largely due to short
supply and mount-
ing demand at home,
as the global wool
processing centre is
shifting to China.

China processes more
than 400,000 tons of wool
a year, one third of the
world’s total.

 He told New Ziana that the airline would, however,
continue to have a presence in Zimbabwe through
Comair, which operates services from Harare and
Victoria Falls to Johannesburg. “The route between
Harare and Heathrow has been making a considerable
loss over the past few years,” he said. “We operate in
a highly competitive global market and cannot afford
to sustain  these losses on the Harare route any longer.”

Harrison said over the years, the passenger volumes
had reduced  while costs had continued to spiral in
spite of increased revenues.   He cited the economic
situation in the country as having also contributed to
the decline in market demand. Passengers who had
already booked direct flights to Heathrow would be
booked on alternative flights or be reimbursed,
according to Harrison.  —  MNA/Xinhua

About 28,000 dwellings
have been damaged in the
series of powerful
earthquakes that hit
Indonesia’s Bengkulu
Province and nearby West

Sumatra in the past week,
local Press said Friday.

 Data from the
Bengkulu Mitigation
Agency coordinating unit
showed 7,905 houses
had been thoroughly

destroyed and 6,745
severely damaged. More
than 13,000 houses
suffered minor damage,
according to the data
published in national
newspaper The Jakarta
Post’s website.

 Damaged houses
were found in seven
regencies in the province,
including hardest-hit
North Bengkulu with
2,338 houses destroyed,
4,368 with major damage
and 4,750 with minor
damage.

 In Muko-Muko
regency 5,334 houses
were destroyed, 709
suffered major damage
and 3,369 suffered minor
damage.

 The quakes, which
began Wednesday last
week and measured up to
7.9 on the Richter Scale,
killed 23 people and
injured 88 others.

Teacher’s car hit by
explosion in Liverpool

 LOS ANGELES, 22 Sept
— As many as one in six
deaths of California prison
inmates last year might
have been preventable,
according to a new study
published by The Los
Angeles Times on
Thursday.

 The study revealed a
broad pattern of delays in
diagnosis, poor inmate
access to doctors and tests,
botched handling of
medical records, and
failure of medical staff to
recognize and treat
dangerous conditions.

 Problems such as
human error, staffing
shortages and poor
medical records
contributed to
unnecessary deaths, said

the report released by the
court-appointed receiver
Robert Sillen who is in
charge of healthcare for
the state’s 173,000
prisoners.

 There were 426
deaths in 2006, including
43 suicides, and the study
examined 381 of them,
according to the study.

 Eighteen deaths were
found to be preventable,
meaning better medical
management or a better
system of care would have
prevented deaths. An
additional 48 were found to
be “possibly preventable”,
meaning better medical
management of a system of
care might have prevented
death.

 MOSCOW, 22 Sept —
The bodies of six crew
members aboard a helicopter
that went missing earlier this
month in central Russia had
been found by rescue teams,
news agencies reported on
Friday.

 The Mi-8 carrier was
reported missing on 9
September, when it was
on a geomagnetic survey
flight from a Moscow-
based research centre to a

district in central Russia’s
Komi Republic.

 “This is the helicopter
that went missing on 9
September,” Interfax
quoted sources of the
Volga-Urals regional
centre at the Emergency
Situations Ministry as
saying.

 The wreckage of the
helicopter was found on
Thursday near the
Khanmei mountain. “The

bodies of all six people
the helicopter was
carrying were found. All
of them are dead,” it said.

 Another Mi-8
crashed last week in
Russia’s far east, killing
three pilots and four
passengers.

 The Mi-8 is widely
used for both civilian and
military purposes. However,
crashes involving the model
in Russia have been quite
frequent and are mostly
blamed on poor
maintenance and excessive
service age.

 LOS ANGELES, 21 Sept
— Rapper Snoop Dogg
was sentenced to three
years’ informal probation
and 160 hours of com-
munity service on
Thursday, after pleading
guilty to possessing a
collapsible baton in his
carry-on bag at a
California airport.

 The 35-year-old
entertainer, whose real
name is Cordozar Calvin
Broadus Jr, must also

donate 10,000 US dollars

Angeles.

 He was arrested with
the baton at John Wayne
Airport in Santa Ana in
September 2006.

 Snoop Dogg’s lawyer,
Donald Etra, said the baton

had been used by his client
in a musical sketch. Etra
had advised him to plead
not guilty, but said his
client wanted to resolve
the issue.

 Snoop Dogg, who was
acquitted of murder in
1993, was arrested on two
other occasions in 2006
for marijuana and gun
possession. He has since
been denied entry to
Australia and Britain.

Microsoft founder Bill

 The pair’s fortunes each
grew by six billion US
dollars in the past year,
Forbes said on Thursday,
with Gates’ fortune 59
billion US dollars and
Buffett 52 billion.US
dollars

 Buffett has pledged 85
per cent of his net worth to
the Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation and family
charities.

 Casino magnate
Sheldon Adelson (28
billion US dollars), head
of Las Vegas Sands Corp,
and software tycoon Larry
Ellison (26 billion US
dollars), chief executive

of Oracle Corp, remain at
No 3 and No 4 on the 25th
annual ranking of 400 rich
Americans, which now
requires a minimum net
worth of 1.3 billion US
dollars for inclusion.

 “The collective net
worth of those listed on
the 400 this year rose 290
billion US dollars to 1.54
trillion US dollars,”
Forbes said. “Despite
market jitters, nearly half
of the 45 new members
come from hedge fund and
private equity invest-
ments.”

 For the first time since
1989 there are no members
of the Walton family,
descendants of Wal-Mart
Stores Inc, founder Sam
Walton, in the top 10. Four
members — Jim, Christy,
Robson and Alice  —
slipped to 12th and 15th
place.

TEHERAN, 21 Sept —
Iran said on Thursday it
had “scared its enemies”
by test flying two new
generation, domestically-
produced jet fighter planes
and had shown its battle
readiness, the latest riposte
to speculation about a war
over Teheran’s nuclear
plans.

 “Two Saegheh jets
were tested successful-
ly by air force pilots ...
The test scared Iran’s
enemies,” Najjar told state
television, adding that the
two jets would officially
join the country’s fleet of
warplanes on Saturday.

 Armed Forces chief
Ataollah Salehi also said
of the test flights: “Iran,
with its advanced
equipment and capabi-
lities, is fully prepared
 for any possible aggres-
sion.”

 Iran said in September

last year it had for the first
time flown one of the
Saegheh planes, des-
cribing it then as a
modification of a
warplane already in its
fleet.

 It did not say at the time
on what plane the Saegheh
was based, but images
shown of its test flight
suggested it might be
based around a US-built
F-5, a plane bought from
the United States when
Iran was a US ally before
the 1979 Revolution.

 State television said the

Saegheh jet was a new
generation of the
Azarakhsh (Lightning)
fighter, which Iran said in
August was now being
built on an industrial scale.
Teheran says it makes
tanks, armoured personnel
carriers and missiles and
torpedoes.

 “We have reached the
cutting edge of designing
new generation fighter
jets,” the Defence Minister
said.

 Teheran says the
Saegheh has similar
capabilities to the US

F-18 fighter but is “more
powerful”. The experts
say Iranian weaponry,
some of it modifications
of equipment bought from
China and others, would
be no match for US
technology but say Iran
could still deliver a punch
by hitting strategic targets,
such as blocking the Gulf
waterway.

 An Iranian Air Force
commander said on
Wednesday Iran had plans
for bombing Israel if the
Jewish state attacked first.

Study shows asthma flares harm
lung function

NEW YORK, 21 Sept —
Intermittent periods of
worsening airway in-
flammation, indicated by
exacerbations in asthma,
lead to excess lung
function decline, accor-
ding to a study published
this month.

 Dr T R Bai, of the
University of British
Columbia, Vancouver,
Canada, and colleagues
examined the long-term
impact of asthma flares
on annual lung function

decline in 93 non-smoking
asthmatic patients with
m o d e r a t e - t o - s e v e r e
asthma.

 During a median of 11
years, 56 patients (60.2
per cent) experienced at
least one severe asthma
exacerbation — defined
as being admitted to the
hospital for worsening
asthma or as a significant
and reversible reduction
in FEV1 — a standard
measure of lung
function.

 Decline in lung
function was much more
pronounced in those
individuals with frequent
asthma attacks relative to
individuals with in-
frequent asthma attacks,
Bai and colleagues report.

 It’s been proposed,
they note, that worsening
of airway inflammation
associated with asthma
exacerbations fuel po-
tentially harmful struct-
ural changes in the airway
that occur as asthma
progresses.

 MNA/ReutersExercise on par with drugs
for aiding depression

US  astronaut visits ancestral home in India

NEW YORK, 21  Sept —
Regular exercise may
work as well as medication
in improving symptoms
of major depression, re-
searchers have found.

 In a study of 202
depressed adults, in-
vestigators found that
those who went through
group-based exercise
therapy did as well as those
treated with an anti-
depressant drug. A third
group that performed
home-based exercise also
improved, though to a
lesser degree.

 Importantly, the re-
searchers found, all three
groups did better than a

fourth group given a
placebo — an inactive
pill identical to the anti-
depressant.

 While past studies have
suggested that exercise
can ease depression
symptoms, a criticism has
been that the research failed
to compare exercise with
a placebo. This leaves a
question as to whether
the therapy, per se, was
responsible for the benefit.

The new findings
bolster evidence that
exercise does have a
real effect on depression,
according to the re-
searchers.

LONDON, 20 Sept  —
Cancer sufferers could be
treated with immune cells
from donors resistant to
the disease, say scientists
who have been given
the go ahead by the US
pharmaceutical autho-
rities to test experimental
treatment on humans.

Zheng Cui and his
colleagues at Wake Forest
University of Medicine in
Winston-Salem, North
Carolina, have received
permission from the Food
and Drug Administration
to screen people for their
ability to ward off cancer,
the latest issue of
New Scientist published
Thursday reported.

   Immune cells from
the best cancer fighters
will be given to cancer
patients, after being
matched for blood type,
the scientists said.

 The scientists have
discovered that a much
larger population of
immune cells called
granulocytes, which are
already used to boost
people’s immune systems
after they are depleted by
chemotherapy, can also
kill cancer and they have
shown that immune cells
from some people may
effectively fight cancer in
others.

The researchers took
blood samples from more
than 100 people and
mixed their granulocytes
with cervical cancer cells.
Granulocytes from one
individual killed around
97 percent of cancer cells
within 24 hours, while
those from another
healthy individual only
killed around 2 percent of
cancer cells.

 Granulocytes are
already taken from donors
and given to some patients
whose immune systems
have been depleted by
chemotherapy, but they
are yet to be used to treat
cancer directly.
