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Iran, IAEA atomic talks end,
meet again in mid-October

TEHERAN, 26 Sept— An
Iranian team and UN
experts ended two days of
talks in Teheran on Tuesday
to try to clear up outstanding
questions about Iran’s
nuclear programme and
agreed to meet again in mid-
October, an Iranian news
agency reported. The two-
day meeting was part of a
plan agreed with the UN
watchdog, the Inter-
national Atomic Energy
Agency, to try to help allay
Western suspicions that Iran
wants to build atomic
bombs. Iran says its atomic
programme is to generate
power.

 The meeting covered
equipment used to enrich
uranium. Iran uses a 1970s
vintage of centrifuge,

called P-1s, prone to
breakdown if spun at high
speed for long periods but
is researching an advanced
P-2 model at sites off
limits to IAEA inspectors.
Centrifuges can enrich
uranium to arms-grade.

“Talks between the two
IAEA technical experts
and an Iranian delegation
over the P-1 and P-2
centrifuges ended on
Tuesday,” Iran’s ISNA
news agency quoted an
“informed official” as
saying.

“The official declined
to tell the ISNA reporter
about the contents and
results of the meeting but
said that both sides had
agreed to have another
meeting in mid-October.”

 Iran agreed with the
IAEA on 21 August to
explain the scope of its
nuclear programme,
which Teheran insists
aims at mastering techno-
logy to generate atomic
power although Western
nations believe it is a
covert bomb programme.

 The pact allows Iran to
settle questions one by
one over a timeline the
IAEA says would run to
December — even as it
adds centrifuges to its
Natanz enrichment plant,
nearing the 3,000 needed
to start producing usable
quantities of nuclear
fuel.

 Western powers have
cast doubt on the deal,
saying it allows Teheran
to string out answers to
questions about past,
hidden nuclear work while
leaving intact its uranium-
enrichment programme, a
possible path to atom
bombs.

Death toll rises to 18 in
S-W China road accident
CHENGDU, 26 Sept— The death toll from the

highway accident in southwest China’s Sichuan
Province 12 days ago rose to 18, as search continues
for the last three missing people, said local
government sources.

A spokesman of the Sichuan Provincial Bureau of
Work Safety on Tuesday said, “The chance is slim for
the three missing people to survive”, but the local
government of Kangding county vowed to continue
the search for the missing people.

The accident occurred around 1:30 am on 13
September in Gonggashan Township of Kangding
County, capital of Sichuan’s far-flung Tibetan
Autonomous Prefecture of Garze, when a vancarrying
31 people plunged into a river. The passengers were all
migrant workers of a local tungsten and stannum mine.

US police use stun gun on autistic teen
TUSTIN, California, 20

Sept — California sheriff’s
officials have defended
their use of a Taser stun
gun to subdue an autistic
teenager who left a social
services centre where he
was being treated.

Sheriff’s spokesman
Jim Amormino says 15-
year-old Taylor Karras was
running in and out of traffic
and is lucky to be alive. The
teenager bolted from a
social services centre
Monday and had walked
24 kilometres when

sheriff’s deputies received
a call about someone
running in and out of traffic.

In Warren, Ohio, a
police officer was shown
on his cruiser’s video
jolting a woman with a
Taser gun both before and
after she was handcuffed.

The woman was
arrested September 2 and
the officer was placed on
paid leave last week.

Patrolman Richard
Kovach’s report says the
38-year-old woman, who
had been ordered out of a

bar, kicked at a rear
window and tried to climb
into the front seat once she
was inside the cruiser. She
was again Tasered during
the transfer to the second
car when she fell and was
knocked unconscious by
the impact.

An ambulance took
her to a hospital. The
woman has pleaded not
guilty to resisting arrest
and other charges.

Taser use by police
drew attention this week
after video surfaced on the
Internet of police shocking
a university student in
Florida who persistently
questioned US Senator
John Kerry during a forum
and refused to yield the
microphone to others.

The incident generated
a fierce debate about free
speech, use of force and
the motives of the student,
a known prankster.

Taser stun guns fire
electrically charged darts
that carry 50,000 volts for
several seconds, tempo-
rarily immobilizing their
targets. Taser Internatio-
nal Inc. says about 11,000
US law-enforcement
agencies use Taser
technology.— Internet

BEIJING, 26 Sept —  China has discovered 42 glaciers
on the roof of the world, the Qinghai-Tibet plateau
where ice is shrinking due to global warming, and the
group could be the biggest of them all, state media said
on Tuesday.

  Beijing has become increasingly concerned about
global warming as studies show glaciers retreating on
the plateau, where China’s largest rivers originate.

  The 49 glaciers were found by satellite imagery in
Bomi County which has an average altitude of 4,200
metres (13,800 feet) above sea level, the China Daily
reported.

  The rivers of ice on the plateau, which borders the
Himalayas, account for around four-fifths of China’s
glaciers and are crucial for drinking water and irrigation
at ground level.

  “(If the find is confirmed) it would be the biggest
glacier group on the plateau,” Zhaxi Norbu, director of
the county’s publicity department, was quoted as saying.

  China has about 46,000 glaciers, totalling 60,000
square kilometres (23,000 square miles) primarily in
Tibet and Xinjiang.

Over the past century, the area of the glaciers has
shrunk by around 30 per cent.  —  MNA/Reuters

DHAKA, 26 Sept — Flood death toll in Bangladesh
climbed up to 1,056 till Tuesday morning while the
situation in the country’s flood-hit areas has improved
completely.  According to health department of the
country, ten more people were killed in flood-related
incidents like drowning, snakebites and waterborne
diseases in the last 24 hours. The devastating flood
caused by incessant rain and upstream waters has
affected 46 out of the country’s 64 districts since late
July, leaving over 16 million people marooned, over
two million houses damaged and hundreds of millions
dollars economic loss.

 The move averted a
showdown with Singa-
pore Airlines for control
of the Chinese Mainland’s
lucrative Shanghai gate-
way, said the report.

Singapore Airlines
agreed earlier this month

to buy a 15.7-per-cent
stake in Shanghai-based
China Eastern to establish
a foothold in China’s enor-
mous aviation market.
Singaporean Govern-
ment’s investment arm
Temasek agreed to
simultaneously buy an
additional 8.3 per cent of
China Eastern.

 Cathay and Air China
were expected to offer a
higher premium for China
Eastern’s shares. Air
China affiliate China
National Aviation already
holds an 11-per-cent stake
in China Eastern.

Singapore Airlines’
proposed investment in
China Eastern would give
it access in Shanghai to a
steady supply of Chinese
domestic passengers to
feed into its extensive
international route net-
work, said the report.

The jockeying for a
stake in China Eastern
has unfolded against a
backdrop of torrid growth
in Chinese passenger
traffic. With China's
economy racing ahead at
an 11.5 per cent annual
pace for the first half of

GM announces
recall of 29,000

vehicles in Brazil
 RIO DE JANEIRO, 26 Sept—The Brazilian subsidiary

of US automobile giant General Motors (GM) on
Monday announced a recall of 29,000 vehicles
manufactured in January to August this year in the
country.

 The company said the move was due to problems
found in screws of the vehicles’ suspensions and seats.

 According to GM’s Press statement, models such as
Corsa, Meriva and Montana manufactured during the
19 January-17 May period need to have screws in their
front suspension’s screws. The screws were more rigid
than the originally specified for the models, said the
company.

 GM stressed that there is a risk of harming endurance
of the suspension screws and, in some cases, causing
an accident, if the screws happen to break.

 Crew cab S10 and SUV Blazer, produced on 30
July -31 August, were also included on the recall list.
GM stated the screws used to fix the models’ front
seats received inappropriate thermal treatment, which
can affect the vehicles’ structural characteristics “in
extreme situations” and cause the seats to break.

Russian taxman to crack
down on tycoons

S’pore signs agreement to speed
up oil spill compensation claims
 SINGAPORE, 26 Sept—Singapore has signed an

agreement with the International Tank Owners
Pollution Federation (ITOPF) to speed up oil spill
compensation claims. The initiative was announced
by Singapore’s Minister of State for Transport Lim
Hwee Hua at this year’s International Chemical and
Oil Pollution Conference and Exhibition on Monday.

 Singapore is the first country to set such an
agreement, which is a pre-agreed schedule of rates for
oil spill response resources provided by Singapore’s
Maritime and Port Authority (MPA) and its supporting
spill response agencies and resource owners that help
in oil spill clean-ups.

 Lim said with the framework of pre-agreed rates in
place, spill response agencies and resource owners can
look forward to fair and timely compensation when
they deploy their craft and equipment to assist in clean-
up operations.

 She noted that the agreement is timely. “With
greater volumes of oil and chemicals being transported
by sea, the challenge of striking a balance between
environmental protection and economic development
comes to the fore. Our collective ability to prevent
accidents and to manage accidents and spills that do
occur will be more critical.”—MNA/Xinhua

 MOSCOW, 26 Sept—
Russia’s tax authorities
plan to crack down on tax
evasion by the country’s
richest people through the
creation of a new unit
to scrutinize their finan-

cial activities, news
agency RIA Novosti
reported on Monday.

With 43-dollar billio-
naires, according to the
Forbes rich list, an elite
class of ultra-wealthy
Russians controls a large
chunk of the post-Soviet
economy.

“This inspectorate is
being created to control
the oligarchs,” a source in
Russia’s tax authority told
RIA Novosti. Tax officials
were unavailable for
comment.

Some of Russia’s billio-

naires, often described as
oligarchs, have flaunted
their wealth ostentatiously
both in Russia and abroad
while the average Russian
salary stands at just over
500  US dollars per
month.  The order to create
the inter-regional tax in-
spectorate, number 11,
will be signed in the next
few days, RIA said.

 The new unit will also
look at celebrities, such as
pop stars and sportsmen, a
second source told the
news agency.

China, South Africa vow
to further cooperation

China, Japan to share marrow
donation information

BEIJING,26 Sept — The Chinese Marrow Donor Programme (CMDP) signed
an agreement on Monday with its Japanese counterpart to cooperate in
hematopoietic stem cell transplant.

 Under the agreement, the two marrow
banks will seek cell donors for leukaemia
patients by sharing marrow reserves
information.

 With 670,000 donors in China and
280,000 in Japan, the cooperation would
dramatically increase the match rate of
hematopoietic stem cells for patients
with leukemia, said Hong Junling,
director of CMDP.

 China had more than one million
leukemia patients with around 40,000
new cases every year, said Hong.

 “More than 2,000 leukemia patients
in Japan are also waiting for donors of

hematopoietic stem cells,” said Tohru
Masaoka, adviser of Osaka Medical
Centre for Cancer and Cardiovascular
Diseases in Japan. “We expect great
cooperation between the two sides in
saving people’s lives,” Tohru Masaoka
said. Hong said the cooperation was
possible because the people of the two
nations were “ethnically similar”.

 The two sides also agreed to recruit
donors, conduct collection of
hematopoietic stem cells according to
their respective standards and procedures
and maintain donor confidentiality.

 ADDIS ABABA, 27 Sept

India mulls new satellite for
cheaper mobile phone link

NEW DELHI, 26 Sept  —
India is planning to launch
in three years a satellite
capable of providing direct

communication links to
mobile handsets, the Press
Trust of India (PTI)
reported Tuesday.

 The move aims at
making satellite phone
usage cheaper and
accessible to the remotest
parts of the country, the
Indian Space Research
Organization (ISRO)
declared Monday.

 “We plan to provide
satellite connectivity
using a special band-
width,” ISRO chairman G
Madhavan Nair told space
agency chiefs attending
the International Aero-
nautical Congress (IAC)
in the southern Indian city
of Hyderabad.

 The ISRO, he said, was
designing an experimental

satellite — GSAT-6 — for
the purpose.

“It will make access
cheaper with connectivity
even in remote areas.”

 The GSAT-6 will
be launched by the in-
digenous GSLV (Geo-
synchronous Satellite
Launch Vehicle) and de-
ployed in the geostationary
orbit at 36,000 kilometres
from earth by 2010.

“A subscriber will be
able to connect his or her
GSM phone when signals
from the mobile service
provider fail or do not
reach by automatical-
ly switching over to the
satellite link,” PTI quoted
ISRO scientific secretary
Bhaskara Narayana as
saying. —MNA/Xinhua

Interviews being held in townships to create

and distribute false news reports
NAY PYI TAW, 25 Sept — About 100 monks

gathered at Myatheindan monastery in Zigon, Bago
Division, at about 12.30 pm on 25 September.
Beginning 1 pm, the monks staged protest walk on
Pagoda Street, Merchant Street, Sipin Street and Market
Street in the town. Eight members including Daw Khin
Waing of Township NLD and 11 civilians followed the
monks holding placards and shouting slogans.

The group dispersed at about 2.15 pm and the
monks returned to the monastery. The 11 civilians
were hired by NLD on daily payments to join the
protest and shout slogans. It was the NLD’s plot to
cheat as if the people were taking part in the protest.

At 8.40 pm on 24 September, a man by the name
Ko Thet of Thai-based Ayeyawady news agency

Abbot Monk U Devinda of Zeyathukha monastery in
Sangyoung Ward, Aunglan, Magway Division, Ko
Thet showed the abbot monk his identity card and
interviewed the Sayadaw.

About 50-strong mob attempts to attack residence
of Bahan Township USDA executive

NAY PYI TAW, 27 Sept—Those getting involved
in the protests not only are staging demonstrations but
also are intimidating the people. At about 8 pm
yesterday, five monks made an inquiry into the
residence of Bahan Township Union Solidarity and
Development Association Executive U Aung Htoo of
16, Arzarni Street, Saya San Ward (South), Bahan
Township. However, a friend of U Aung Htoo
informed him in advance by phone, so his wife and
five children were moved to a safe place before their
arrival.

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Rights and wrongs of today’s political arena of Myanmar - I
Kyaw Min Lu (Shwepyitha)

This time, I would like to inform the public about
the conspiracies of anti-government terrorist groups
holding negative views to disturb and destroy
government’s endeavours for the good of the nation
and people to the extent of my knowledge. But please
do not see me as a writer taking pro-government stance.
As my article “The answer will be fine if it is based on
fair views”. I will think fairly and weigh justly. I wish
readers to see what is right as right and what is wrong
as wrong. My article may be just like a discussion with
readers. Actually, all the people should have an overall
view of the present political stage of the nation.

Our history has very few periods during which
the nation was going smoothly. My assumption is that
there was no such period at all. Leaving aside the
ancient feudal dynasties, let us just recount the post-

be able to stay away from their cheats. I would like to
explain till you see their tricks. I would like to discuss
with you their plots and conspiracies, whom they are
working for and their ultimate aim in opposing the
government. So, you decide who is right and who is
wrong. My sincere goodwill is to keep you free from
being tricked and used by others.

 Before going to the topic on the government and
the anti-government groups, let us talk about ourselves.
What is the genuine desire of the people? You will say,
“Oh, many!” “I want a car, a house”. But I do not mean
those public wants. According to my view, there are
three main desires representing the entire people. I think
you also have this view.

The first view is all the people truly wish to see
national development.

have developed at unprecedented level in various sectors
including the education, health, economic, social and
communication sectors. We national people have equal
access to these fruitful results.

Now, world fuel prices are getting higher and
higher. So, its sacrifice of funds on fuel becomes
overstretched. In the meantime, it has to invest heavily
in the development projects to create a prosperous
future of the nation. Therefore, it had no choice but to
raise fuel prices to save the loss of State funds. It raised
fuel prices just fairly to avert great impact on the

Laying down basic principles at the National
Convention is not the end of installing democracy. It is
the beginning of the process to be implemented at different
levels. We can see and accept it. The people will gradually
become mature in practising democracy. With due
maturity, democracy can be implemented smoothly. The
people believe in it with seriousness. Some people do not
believe. Why don’t they accept it? I will give my answer
later.

the nation and the people in accord with the people’s
desire. You can say if it is true or not. You know the
government encountered economic sanctions and other
difficulties due to the instigation of Daw Suu Kyi and
NLD. Despite such economic sanctions and difficulties
the government has been able to overcome these hard
times with the unity of the people. Which parties provided
support to reach the present stage? Which party leader
served the interest of the people? You know the present
developments are the results due to the efforts we made
on self-reliance basis in spite of the hindrance of the
anti-government groups with negative views. We should
not ignore these results.

You may think that I am telling you standing by
the government. If so, I deny. I’ll tell you the truth as I
see. You must accept it. I do not say that it is a good
government. Decide yourself whether it is good or bad.
Each has knowledge to decide and heart to feel. Make a
right decision. I do not say the ruling government is a
perfect one. There may be some weaknesses.

I will tell you as I understand. Every human being
can make mistakes. To err is human. No one but our
Lord Buddha is perfect. Not every government, party or
person is always right. Similarly, all is not good. The
present government may make mistakes and it is not
perfect and it may have flaws or weakneseses.

Think if most of the government’s efforts are
good. Policies, objectives and tasks are right and
good. Most of its efforts are good and right. It is good
to serve the interest of the people. Frankly speaking,
I believe its goodwill towards the nation and the
people. Though the goodwill is right, the way the
government does may be wrong. We may think it is
wrong because our democratic view is premature
and we do not understand the theory of market-
oriented economy. Whatever it is, you should review
the prevailing situation with clear thinking. What is
the answer? The answer is clear whether the present
government is good or not and most of its endeavours
are right or wrong.

We can assume that it is good and right if most of
the efforts are good and right. In the examination if you
get 40 marks out of 100, you will pass it. How many marks
can the present government get? 70 or 80 marks? I don’t
want to tell you. In my opinion, the present government
passes the examination. It may win distinction though it
cannot get full marks. This is my view.

At this time we should serve the interest of the
people, shouldn’t we? But the fact is that anti-government
groups brushed aside the people’s interests. Instead,
they are making all attempts to cause utter devastation
in collusion. I will discuss this in part 2.

 WASHINGTON, 27 Sept — A leading Democratic lawmaker on Tuesday
accused Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice of interfering in congressional
inquiries into corruption in Iraq’s Government and the activities of US
security firm Blackwater.

Lawmaker says Rice
interfered with Iraq inquiry

Democratic Repre-
sentative Henry Waxman
said State Department
officials had told the
Oversight and Gov-
ernment Reform Com-
mittee he chairs they
could not provide details
of corruption in Iraq’s
Government unless the
information was treated
as a “state secret” and not
revealed to the public.

 “You are wrong to
interfere with the com-
mittee’s inquiry,” Wax-
man said in a letter to
Rice.

“The State Depart-
ment’s position on this
matter is ludicrous,”
added Waxman, a vocal
opponent of the Bush
Administration’s Iraq

policies.
But State Department

spokesman Tom Casey
said there seemed to
have been a “misunder-
standing” over the issue
and all the information
requested by Congress
had either been provided
or was in the process of
being provided.

Waxman said secu-
rity contractor Black-
water, which was in-
volved in an incident in
which Iraqi civilians were
killed last week, said they
could not hand over
documents relevant to
an investigation with-
out State Department
approval.

 But Casey said later
Blackwater had been
informed the State
Department had no
objection to it providing
information to Waxman’s
committee.

Blackwater provides
security for the US
Embassy in Baghdad and
has a contract with the
State Department.

Waxman, who has
called a hearing on
Blackwater for 2 October,
released a letter his staff
received from the
security contractor’s

attorneys dated 24 Sep-
tember.

Blackwater also
urged the committee not
to ask questions at the
hearing that could reveal
sensitive information
“that could be utilized by
our country’s implacable
enemies in Iraq”.

Waxman also re-
leased a letter signed by
State Department
contracting officer
Kiazan Moneypenny to
Blackwater.

“I hereby direct
Blackwater to make no
disclosure of documents
or information ... unless
such disclosure has been
authorized in writing by
the contracting officer,”
wrote Moneypenny.

Waxman also com-
plained Rice was re-
fusing to testify at any
hearings his committee
planned to look at po-
litical reconciliation in
Iraq, corruption or the
Blackwater incident.

“We have offered to
make available for
testimony those officials
in the best position to
respond to the specific
issues the committee has
raised,” said Casey.

 The United States plans to move 8,000 Marines
from the southern Japanese island of Okinawa to
Guam by 2014 as part of a global realignment of US
forces.

 About 63 million US
adults visit a doctor
annually for a routine
medical or gynecological
check-up at a total cost of
7.8 billion US dollars,
according to a study
intended to help answer
questions about the value
of this trip to the doctor’s
office.

“There’s a lot of
money, a lot of visits, a lot
of adults going to see their
doctor for annual physical
exams with a real unclear
benefit. It’s the No 1
reason adults see their
doctor, and yet we don’t
know whether it’s helpful
or not,” he added. The
study appears in the
Archives of Internal
Medicine.

 Maternal grandmother
Liu Xiaoping, 53, arrived in
New Zealand earlier from
China and is to seek custody
of three-year-old Qian Xun
Xue, whose mother’s body
was found in the trunk of a

 “While Qian Xun has
times where she has been
quite distressed, she is
generally a very sunny,
happy little girl,” said
Marion Heeney, regional
director of New Zealand’s
Department of Child, Youth
and Family.

Chinese astronomer

 Zhao, who leads
an NEO (Near Earth
Object) research team at
the Zijinshan Astro-
nomical Observatory of
the Chinese Academy of
Sciences based in the
eastern city of Nanjing,
discovered the comet

close to the Cetus
constellation in mid-
September, a source with
the observatory said.

 The orbit of the
new comet, named “P/
2007S1(ZHAO)”, was
found to be an ellipse
whose eccentricity is

0.344, and the comet’s
period of revolution
around the sun is 7.46
years.

Zhao reported his
discovery to the Minor
Planet Centre of the
International Astro-
nomical Union (IAU),
which confirmed the new
comet after a careful
analysis and comparison
with the observations of
seven authoritative obser-
vatories in the world,
including the Lowell
Observatory of the
United States and the
Schiaparelli Observatory
of Italy.

The new comet,
the fifth one discovered
by the Zijinshan Astro-
nomical Observatory, was
detected at an observation
station in Xuyi County in
the western part of eastern
Jiangsu Province, the
source said.

Vietnam improves business environment
HANOI, 27 Sept —

Vietnam, between April
2006 and June 2007,
improved in the ease of
doing business, including
such areas as business
start-up, credit access and
cross-border trade, al-
though its rankings in
investor protection,
business closure and tax
payment are still low, says
a World Bank report
released here Wednesday.

Vietnam streng-
thened investor protec-
tion with a new enterprise
law and securities act,
which mandate investor
involvement in major
company actions and
increase disclosure
requirements, and eased
access to credit by
broadening the scope of
asset that can be used as
collateral, says the Doing
Business 2008 published

by the bank and the
International Finance
Corporation.

In the reported
one-year period, the cost
of starting a business in
Vietnam decreased to 20
per cent of gross national
income per capita. The
new Enterprise Law
effective from July 2006
reduces the number of
days it takes to obtain
business registration
certificate to 10 days or
five days less than stated
in the old law.

 In the period,
Vietnam adopted new
securities and enterprise
laws, which helped
strengthen investor pro-
tection. Following the
2005 revised Civil Code,
Decree 163/2006 on
secured transaction issued
in late 2006 further
facilitates collateral-based
lending by making it
possible for all kind of
movable property to be
used as collateral.

GENEVA, 26 Sept  —

11 new species of animals
and plants in a remote area
in central Vietnam, con-
servation group World
Wildlife Fund (WWF)
said on Wednesday.

The species were found
in the Thua Thien Hue
Province — a region
known as the Green
Corridor.

They include two but-
terflies and a snake, as well
as five orchids and three
other plants, all of which
are exclusive to tropical
forests in Vietnam’s
Annamites Mountain
Range, said the Swiss-
based organization in a
Press release.

Mount Ruapehu, the
highest mountain in New
Zealand’s North Island at
9,177 feet, has one of the
most active crater lakes in
the world.

Ski lodges at the
Whakapapa ski-field on
the northern side of the
mountain were evacuated
as a precaution, and that
area will remain closed.

Two lahars were re-
corded, which flowed
down the northern and
eastern sides of the
mountain, Civil Defense
authorities said.  In 1953 a
lahar swept away a railway
bridge at Tangiwai and
151 people were killed
when an Auckland to
Wellington train plunged
into a river. —Internet

BEIJING, 26 Sept— An
area twice as large as the
United States could be
covered with water from
the amount of ice that has
melted from Greenland’s
ice sheet this year, and
more melting took place
in 2007 than the average
going back to 1988, a new
study reveals.

NASA scientists used
satellite data to compare
the average snow that
melted from Greenland
annually between 1988
and 2006 with the snow
that melted away this
summer. They discovered
an overall rising trend in

Greenland’s melting ice covers
US-size area twice

the amount of melt,
especially at high altitudes
where melt was 150
percent higher this year
than the average.

The melting index —
an indicator of where
melting is occurring and
its duration — for
Greenland’s high altitude
areas (those over 1.2 miles
above sea level) was
significantly higher than
usual so far this year.
Melting in these areas
lasted for 25 to 30 days
longer this year than for
the average during the last
19 years.

“When snow melts at

those high altitudes and
then refreezes, it can
absorb up to four times
more energy than fresh,
unthawed snow,” said
study leader Marco
Tedesco of NASA’s
Goddard Space Flight
Center in Greenbelt, Md.
“This can affect Earth’s
energy budget by
changing how much
radiation from the sun is
absorbed by the Earth
versus that reflected back
into the atmosphere.
Refrozen snow can also
alter the snow density,
thickness and snow-water
content.”—Internet

LONDON, 26 Sept—
People who do not get
enough sleep are more
than twice as likely to die
of heart disease, according
to a large British study
released on Monday.

Although the reasons
are unclear, researchers
said lack of sleep appeared
to be linked to increased
blood pressure, which is

Research shows lack of sleep may
be deadly

known to raise the risk of
heart attacks and stroke.

A 17-year analysis of
10,000 government
workers showed those
who cut their sleep from
seven hours a night to five
or less faced a 1.7-fold
increased risk of death
from all causes and more
than double the risk of
cardiovascular death.

 The findings highlight
a danger in busy modern
lifestyles, Francesco
Cappuccio, professor of
cardiovascular medicine
at the University of
Warwick’s medical
school, told the annual
conference of the British
Sleep Society in Cam-
bridge.

surgery but no decision has
yet been made, Newcastle
United manager Sam
Allardyce said on Tues-
day.

 He broke a metatarsal
in December 2005 and
then at the 2006 World
Cup finals suffered a
cruciate knee injury that
sidelined him for virtually
the whole of last season.

Brazil’s Lula defends Iran’s nuclear rights
 NEW YORK, 27 Sept

— Iran has the right to
proceed  with peaceful
nuclear research and
should not be punished
just because of Western
suspicions it wants to make
an atomic bomb, Brazilian
President Luiz Inacio Lula
da Silva said on Tuesday.

 “So far, Iran has
committed no crime

regarding the UN
guidelines on nuclear
weapons,” Lula told
reporters as he prepared
to return to Brazil after
delivering a speech at the
United Nations General
Assembly.

 “Nobody should be
punished in advance,”
said Lula, whose country
started enriching uranium

for its nuclear power
plants last year, causing
only limited international
attention.

 Meanwhile, concerns
about Iran’s nuclear am-
bitions are among the
hottest topics on the agenda
of the UN assembly.
French President Nicolas
Sarkozy said failure to stop
Iran from acquiring nuclear

weapons could destabilize
the world.

 Teheran insists it
seeks to master technology
to generate atomic power
although Western nations
believe it is running a
covert bomb programme.

 The United Nations
has demanded Iran halt
its nuclear enrichment
programme, and has
slapped two rounds of
sanctions on Teheran for
refusing. The United
States is pressing for a
third round of sanctions.

 “If Iran wants to
enrich uranium, if it wants
to handle the nuclear issue
in a peaceful way like
Brazil does, that is Iran’s
right,” Lula said, adding
however that all countries
are subject to UN guide-
lines.
