LA Paz, 30 Sept—
Bolivian students de-

Towersblown up at world’s
oldest N-plant in England

Lonpon, 30 Sept —
Fifty years of British
industrial history were
reduced to rubble within
a couple of minutes on
Saturday.

Four 88-metre (288
feet) high cooling towers
at Calder Hall, theworld’s
oldest industrial scale
nuclear power station,
were blown up with 192
klogrammes (420 po-
unds) of explosive aspart
of the plant’s decom-
missioning.

Cader Hall, in north-
west England, is part of
theSellafieldnuclear site.
The station’s decom-
missioning is due to be
completed by 2117.

“Sellafield provided a
number of uniquely
complex challenges that
all had to be overcomein
order to deliver this
project safely,” project
superintendent  Jack

Williamson said in a
statement.

“Thereareover 20,000
tonsof rubbleto beground
up,” said a spokesman for
Sellafield Limited, which
runsCalder Hall for NDA.
“Thesteel will berecycled
while the concrete will be
ground up.”

Sellafield, onceknown
as Windscale, is a
collection of nuclear
facilities — including
Calder Hall — dating back
to the 1940s, with its core

operation at the Thorp
plant.

Britain gets about a
fifth of its power from
nuclear energy but is
committed to closing all
but one of its ageing
nuclear power plantsover
the next 20 years.

Originally scheduled
for closurein 2006, Calder
Hall’s shutdown was
brought forward and the
power station ceased
generationinMarch 2003.

Series of quakes hit Sumatra,

JAKARTA, 30 Sept—A series of earthquakes with
magnitudes of 5.8-5.9 rocked Aceh Province in the
northerntipof Indonesia’ sSumatral sland on Saturday,
the Meteorology and Geophyisics Agency said here.

The magnitude 5.9 quake struck at 12:37 Jakarta
time (0537 GMT) with the epicenter 68 kilometres
northwest of Sinabang Town of the province and at
107 kilometresunder seabed, an officia of theagency
named only Sutoyono told Xinhua.

The intensity of the quake was felt at 3 to 4 MMI
(modified mercury intensity), a scale that can crack
buildingsin the town and the towns of Meulaboh and
Simelu in the province, he said.

The other quakejolted five minutes earlier with the
epicentreat 93 kilometresnorthwest of Sinabang town
of theprovinceand at 30 kilometresunder seabed, said
Sutoyono. Theintensity of the quakewasfelt at 3to 4
MMI at Sinabang and Meulaboh towns, he said.

Over 170,000 people were killed when a tsunami
triggered by strong quake devastated coastal areas of
the province and other ASEAN countries.

“We must take action
to generate greater
understandingbetweenthe
followers of different
cultural and civilizational
traditions,” hesaid, adding
that “such dialogues will

establish the truth that
Islam is a religion which
espouses universalism not
exclusivity, tolerance not
bigotry”.

Badawi rebuffed the
viewpoint to blame on
religion asthe cause of the
existing disputes be-
tween nations, saying “all
genuinereligionsadvocate
peaceandharmony among
peoples as well as
acceptance of others”.

Hestressedthat religion
isnot the root cause of the
world’ stroubles.

“Theroot of the matter
ispalitical, not religious,”
the Prime Minister noted.

He further pointed out
that there is atendency to
blamehistory, “butthereis
no evidence in history
which point to religion as
the cause for the current
discord between cultures
and civilizations'.

“Itisnottheexplanation
for the existence of
conflictshetweenWestern
and Muslim countries,”

Smoking behind the wheel
could be an offencein London

LonDpon, 29 Sept —
Motorists who smoke at
the wheel could be
prosecuted if their habitis
proved to have stopped
themdrivingsafely, under
anew rulein the revised
edition of the Highway
Code.

Any arrest would be
at the discretion of the
policeofficer stoppingthe
vehicle.

“They could face
charges yes, but it's only
if someone was deemed
not to bein proper control
of thevehicleand adanger
to road users,” said a
Department of Transport
spokesman, stressing the
advisory nature of the
safety rule.

“Smoking has been

added for the first time
to a long list of other
potential distractions
which include playing
loud music, eating and
drinking, changing a CD
or turning on aradio,” he
said.

He said the measure
was added after evidence
revealed smoking at the
wheel had caused or
contributed to accidents.

“Therearecaseswhere
smoking has been taking
place and an accident has
occurred,” he added.

The measure is one of

29 new rules that have
been added to the
Highway Code, initsfirst
revision for eight years.

Critics rounded on the
decision, with some
saying the smoking
recommendation could
cause more crashes.

“The problem here is
that there's no evidence
from anywhere in the
world that smoking is a
significant contributory
factor in crashes,” said
Paul Smith, founder of
SafeSpeed.org.uk.
