“Washington Post”

 WASHINGTON, 15 Oct—
President George W Bush
must seek congressional
approval before taking any
military action in Iran,
unless Teheran attacks the
United States first, House
Speaker Nancy Pelosi said
on Sunday.

“We don’t believe that
any authorities that the
President has would give
him the ability to go in
without an act of Con-
gress,” Pelosi told ABC’s

“This Week” pro-
gramme.

“Any president, if we
are attacked, if our
country is attacked has—
even under the War
Powers Act — very strong
powers to go after that
country. But short of that,
he must come to the
Congress,” said the top
Democrat in the House of
Representatives.

 Pelosi said Bush had
not requested any con-

gressional authority to take
military action in Iran,
despite growing US con-
cern over Iran’s nuclear
ambitions and its support
for militant groups in
Lebanon and Gaza.

 Republican presidential
candidates last week said
it may be necessary to
attack Iran’s nuclear
facilities to prevent it from
developing a bomb, but
they were cautious about a
preemptive strike, saying
Congress should be
consulted first.

 Iran denies trying to
build a nuclear weapon,
but the United States,
France, Britain and other
countries fear Iran’s stated

pursuit of nuclear-
generated electricity is a
precursor to learning how
to build atom bombs.

 Bush this month said
the United States was
working to resolve the
nuclear standoff with Iran
diplomatically but was
keeping all its options
open.

 US Secretary of State
Condoleezza Rice last
week said Washington
was considering sanctions
against the Qods force,
the elite unit of Iran’s
Revolutionary Guard,
which it accuses of inciting
violence against US troops
in Iraq.

“Monks, reside in your traditional places. If so,

any kinds of defilement will have no chance to
deceive and trap you.

“Monks, the traditional places where you should
always reside are four kinds of meditation: body,
sensation, mind and thought.

The above-mentioned facts are prescribed in Maha
Vagga Samyutta Pali, Satipatthana Samyutta Pali, and
550 Duka Nipat Santavavag Sakunaggho Jataka and
that means monks should always have mindfulness.

I started to learn the Buddhist scriptures at my old
age. As for me, treatises translated from Pali works by
learned persons such as Patakat, Maha Buddhavamsa
and 550 Buddha past existences are like repositories of
religious knowledge.

I have planned to spend the rest of my life
beneficially. So, I neither listen to BBC, VOA and
RFA nor watch TV.

However much periods have elapsed and there
have been many changes in the worldly affairs, the
Teachings of the Buddha remain unchanged.

Home spray cleaners could lead to asthma
LOS ANGELES, 15  Oct — The use of spray cleaners as little as once a week increased the risk of

developing asthma by nearly 50 percent, a new study found.
But whether or not the cleaning products are a

direct cause of asthma, or simply a trigger for people
who already have the disease, is not clear from this
epidemiological study, which was pub-lished in the

October issue of the American Journal of Respiratory
and Critical Care Medicine.

Researchers,however, believe that spray cleaners
can be a cause of new-onset asthma, because the people
included in this study did not have asthma or asthma
symptoms at
the start of the study. “Cleaning sprays, espe-cially air
fresheners, furniture cleaners and glass cleaners, had a
particularly strong effect.

 The risk of develop-ing asthma increased with the
frequency of cleaning and number of different sprays
used, but on average was 30 to 50 percent higher in
people regularly exposed to cleaning sprays than in
others,” said the study’s lead author, Jan-Paul Zock,
a research fellow at the Centre for Re-
search in Environmental Epidemiology at the
Municipal Institute of Medical Research in Barcelona,
Spain. The most important thing consumers need to
know, cautioned Zock, is that “cleaning sprays — for
sale in all super-markets — are not harmless, and their
use may involve serious health risks.” Previous research
has found an association between asthma and being
employed as a professional cleaner. Other studies have
also noted a link between respiratory symptoms and
certain cleaning products, but Zock and his colleagues
wanted to learn if typical household exposures to
cleaning products would have any effect on the
development of asthma. — Internet

BEIJING, 16 Oct — Aerobic or exercise programme
can boost physical fitness and chemotherapy completion
rates for women undergoing chemo for breast cancer,
according to Canadian researchers quoted by media
reports Tuesday.

“Breast cancer chemotherapy may cause
unfavourable changes in physical functioning, body
composition, psychosocial functioning, and quality of
life,” said Dr Kerry S Courneya and his colleagues of
the University of Alberta in Edmonton.

The researchers examined the possible beneficial
effects of aerobic and resistance exercise on the changes
in a study involving 242 breast cancer patients beginning
chemotherapy.

Compared to usual care, aerobic exercise was
significantly better in improving patients' aerobic fitness
and percent body fat. Resistance exercise was also
superior to usual care for improving lower and upper
body strength, lean body mass, and chemotherapy
completion rates.  The researchers found exercise can
also improve the self-esteem of the involved women.
However, neither type of exercise significantly
improved any cancer-related quality-of-life measures
such as fatigue, depression, or anxiety. —Internet

President says China must host good Games

Japanese boxer banned for
year for violent outburst

 TOKYO, 16 Oct — Disgraced Japanese boxer Daiki
Kameda was banned for a year on Monday after his
violent outburst during a world title fight last week.

 His father and trainer Shiro also had his license as a
ringside trainer suspended for abusing the referee
during his son's unsuccessful bid for the WBC
flyweight title.

 The 18-year-old Daiki was docked three points after
an astonishing meltdown in the final round of last
Thursday’s fight against champion Daisuke Naito.

 Kameda was docked a point for punching Naito as
both men wrestled on the canvas and was quickly
penalized a further two points for picking up Naito and
slamming him down.

 Daiki, younger brother of bad boy Japanese fighter
Koki, a former light flyweight world champion, was
roundly condemned for his antics after a title bout that
ended in farce.

 Shiro Kameda, who was already walking a tight-
rope with Japanese boxing officials over past misde-
meanours, was banned indefinitely from working in
his fighters’ corners during bouts.

 The head of Kameda’s Kyoei gym, meanwhile, was
stripped of his owner’s license for three months after
an emergency meeting of the Japan Boxing Commis-
sion's (JBC) ethics panel.

 Hours earlier, Kyoei president Keiichiro Kanehira
had apologized for failing to control his fighter and
ringside trainers.

 “We take responsibility for the inappropriate be-
haviour of Daiki Kameda and his trainers,” Kanehira
said in a statement. “We offer our deepest apologies
and humbly accept any punishment.”

 Koki Kameda, who was in Daiki's corner, escaped
with a warning after television microphones picked up
him telling his younger brother to elbow Naito in the
eye.—MNA/Reuters

Beckenbauer hails Germany
as best team in Europe

Escude, Anelka to miss
French Euro qualifier

 PARIS, 16 Oct — France striker Nicolas Anelka
and defender Julien Escude have been ruled out of
Wednesday’s Euro 2008 qualifier against Lithuania in
Nantes, the French Soccer Federation (FFF) announced
on Monday.

 “Sevilla defender Julien Escude, who is injured, has
left Clairefontaine (France training camp) this morn-
ing. He is out of Wednesday’s game,” the FFF said on
their Web site without elaborating.

 “Nicolas Anelka is also out of the game,” added FFF
spokesman Yann Le Guillard.  —  MNA/Reuters

Shevchenko wants Ukraine coach
Blokhin to stay

 BEIJING, 16 Oct — A measure of
the importance China attaches to
hosting a successful Olympic Games
came when it merited a mention in
President Hu Jintao’s keynote
speech to the 17th Congress of the
Chinese Communist Party on
Monday.

 China has invested a great deal of
prestige in next year’s Beijing
Olympics and many see the sport-
ing spectacle as a coming out party,
an exhibition of the country’ “soft
power” to complement its huge eco-
nomic growth.

 “We must organize the 2008
Olympic Games, Paralympic Games
and 2010 World Expo well,” Hu
said in his keynote speech to the
biggest meeting of the ruling Party

in five years.
 Many analysts predict that China

will seal its rise to superpower sta-
tus in sport by topping the medals
table at the Games next August.

 China is, however, hoping that
the Olympic legacy will go beyond
their 23,000 elite athletes and en-
courage the growth of sport among
the remainder of the 1.3 billion popu-
lation. This ambition also drew a
comment from Hu.

 “We must comprehensively de-
velop mass participation of sports
among the people,” he added.

 The Beijing Olympics has almost
universal support from the Chinese
people and preparations have drawn
little but praise from International
Olympic Committee (IOC) officials

during their frequent visits to the
Chinese capital. Managing China’s
booming economy was one of the
main themes of Hu’s speech and it
is a by-product of that growth,
namely pollution, that continues to
be the major obstacle to hosting a
good Games.

 IOC president Jacques Rogge
said in August that some endurance
events may have to be postponed if
the air quality in Beijing is not good
enough. “We still need to exert more
effort (treating air pollution) for the
Olympics, as well as to make the
capital a more liveable city,” Beijing
Communist Party chief and
BOCOG president Liu Qi said on
the sidelines of the Congress.

 KIEV, 16 Oct — Ukraine striker
Andriy Shevchenko said he
wanted national coach Oleg
Blokhin to stay on despite his
pledge to quit if Ukraine failed to
make it into the Euro 2008 finals,
local media reported on Monday.

 Shevchenko, quoted by Sport
Express newspaper, said the
team’s coaches were not wholly
to blame for Ukraine’s failure to
qualify for next year’s finals,
which was sealed with Saturday’s
3-1 defeat to Scotland at
Hampden.

 “I would not like the coaching
staff to be seen as the main guilty
party,” the Chelsea striker told
the newspaper.

 “We got into the World Cup
finals and did well and got off to

a good start in the European quali-
fiers. Something happened in the
last few months.

 “Let’s make it clear that
Blokhin is behind the brightest
spots in the history of Ukrainian
soccer, things never seen before. I
would like him to stay on as na-
tional coach.”

 Blokhin, European player of
the year in 1975 and revered as a
sporting hero in Ukraine, has
coached the national team since
2003.

 Last week, in the run-up to the
Scotland match, he said he would
quit if the side, by then facing
long odds, did not make it to
the finals. But after the match in
Glasgow, he appeared to go back
on his threat.—MNA/Reuters

 BERLIN, 16 Oct — Germany
have the best team in Europe and
have improved considerably since
the World Cup while Italy, France
and England have fallen behind,
former coach and captain Franz
Beckenbauer said on Monday.

 In an interview on the Ger-
man federation’s Web site
(www.dfb.de), Beckenbauer said
coach Joachim Loew had done a
great job since taking over from
Juergen Klinsmann 15 months
ago and said they were among the
favourites to win Euro 2008.

 Unbeaten in their Euro 2008
qualifiers, Germany were the first
team to earn a spot in the finals
with a 0-0 draw against Ireland
on Saturday.

 “Germany are the best and
most consistent team in Europe
right now,” said the 62-year-old

Beckenbauer ahead of Wednes-
day’s match against the Czech
Republic in Munich. In the past,
he was often among the team’s
most vocal critics.

 “They’ve kept a high level
since the World Cup and have
even improved upon it. Other top
teams like Italy, France or Eng-
land have let up and are having a
lot of problems even qualifying,”
he said, adding he believed they
would nevertheless qualify.

 Beckenbauer, who won the
World Cup as West Germany cap-
tain in 1974 and coach in 1990,
said he hoped Loew would ex-
tend his two-year contract soon.

 Germany have won 12 of 15
matches under Loew with two
draws and one defeat — in a
friendly against Denmark.

 Hu said, “We must
implement the military
strategy for the new period,
accelerate the revolution in
military affairs with Chinese
characteristics, ensure
military preparedness, and
enhance the military’s
capability to respond to

various security threats and
accomplish diverse
military tasks.

 “We are determined
to safeguard China’s
sovereignty, security and
territorial integrity and
make contributions to
maintaining world peace,”
Hu pledged.

 “Bearing in mind the
overall strategic interests
of national security and

warfare, Hu said China

generating combat capa-
bilities.

 China will “enhance
our capacity for inde-
pendent innovation in R&D
of weapons and equipment
with better quality and cost-
effectiveness,” he said.
