US nuke sub fails to carry
out daily checks

UNHCR says 28 killed,
38 missing off Yemeni coast

 GENEVA, 25 Oct— Up
to 66 people drowned in
the Gulf of Yemen while
trying to cross from
Somalia to Yemen at the
weekend, the United
Nations refugee agency
said on Tuesday.

 Ron Redmond,
spokesman for the UN
High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR), said
some passengers crowded
into smugglers’ boats

were subject to beatings,
and many were forced
overboard and into deep
water off the Yemeni
coast.

 Of the group of 244
would-be migrants—
mainly from Somalia and
Ethiopia— Redmond said
28 had been confirmed
drowned and 38 others
were still missing after the
Saturday-Sunday voyage.

 The total number of

refugees seeking to go to
Yemen, seen as a gateway
to the Middle East, has
been steady compared
with 2006, although more
people have died this year.

 In 2006 the UNHCR
recorded 330 fatalities
from the voyage, with 300
missing and believed
dead, while this year at
least 439 people have died,
with another 489 missing
and feared dead.

“More people are
getting into fewer boats,”
Redmond told journalists,
when asked why the death
rate had risen.

 He said the desperation
of many Somalis and
Ethiopians, as well as
would-be migrants from
Kenya, Uganda and
Tanzania, made them
willing to risk their lives
in the Gulf of Aden
journey despite the
dangers involved.

 At the same time,
Redmond said smugglers
were treating their pas-
sengers with increasing
disdain. —MNA/Reuters

WASHINGTON, 25 Oct—
Another security lapse
concerning the US
military’s handling of
nuclear weapons emerged
Monday, with news that
the crew of a nuclear
submarine failed to carry
out daily reactor safety
checks for a month.

 The crew also forged

records to cover up their
mistakes, agencies re-
ported. The revelation
followed the incident in
which a B-52 bomber was
accidentally loaded with
nuclear missiles and flown
across the country without
any one realizing it was
carrying the weapons.

 In the case of the USS

Hampton nuclear sub-
marine, officials dis-
covered that sailors had
not done the required
analysis of the chemical
and radiological pro-
perties of the submarine’s
reactor for more than a
month, even though a daily
check is required.

“They killed his children deliberately, they shot
them,” Jaberi said.

According to the Vinaya rules of the Buddha, the

period of a full three months from 1st Waning of

Waso to Fullmoon of Thadingyut (round about from

mid-July to mid-October) is retreat-period of

Buddhists. During retreat-period, all Buddhist monks

must not have to go away from their residence

The Significant and Noble Day of Abhidhamma
(The Fullmoon Day of Thadingyut, Mahapavarana Day)

Ba Sein (Religious Affairs)
(monasteries, temples) not more than seven days.

Especially, they have to fulfil their religious duties

(Ganthadhura and Vipassanadhura) during the retreat-

period more than before. All Buddhist monks have

followed and practised the said Vinaya rules since over

2500 years ago.

When the Buddha descended from Tavatimsa

(Celestial abode), the Devas and Brahmas

accompanied Him putting up white sacred umbrellas

and fanning Him. At that time, because of unlimited

miraculous powers, supernormal powers and glory of

the Buddha, the whole earthings could see the

magnificent celestial abode, and also the Devas and

Brahmas could see hundreds of thousands of millions

of people greeting and paying deep homage to the

Buddha who descended at the gate of Sankassa Town

of the human abode on the Fullmoon Day of

Thadingyut (Mahapavarana Day).

The Fullmoon Day of Thadingyut

(Mahapavarana Day) has been marked by Buddhists as

the significant and noble day of Abhidhamma since then

(over 2500 years ago). On the auspicious occasion of the

Abhidhamma (Mahaparavana Day), in remembrance of

the Buddha, members of the Sangha recite Abhidhamma

discourses, and multifarious Buddhist devotees offer

lights, water, flowers, incense, fragrant scents, fruits and

other offertories. And also, Dhamma talks about

Abhidhamma (Mahapavarana) Day are held. On this

noble day, most Buddhists keep nine precepts for their

meritorious deeds dedicating to the attainment of noble

stage of Nibbana (supreme bliss).

The Pali term Abhidhamma is composed of

Abhi which means subtle or ultimate, and Dhamma

which means truth or doctrine. The Abhidhamma,

therefore, means subtle or ultimate truth or doctrine.

The Abhidhamma Pitaka consists of the four ultimate

things, Mind (Citta), Psychicfactor (Cetasikas), Matter

(Rupa) and Nibbana. It is the most important and most

interesting to a deep thinker. It is subdivided into seven

books.

When the Buddha had preached Abhidhamma

for a full three months to His deceased mother who

was reborn as Santusita Deva and to other Devas and

Brahmas at the celestial abode, He said to the king of

the celestials that He would return to the human

abode. Therefore, the king of the celestials created

and arranged three stairways of silver, gold and ruby

beginning from the top of the great Mount Meru to the

gate of Sankassa Town of the human abode.

Sending forth the six coloured rays emanated

from His body, the Buddha descended by the middle

stairway of ruby to the gate of Sankassa Town of the

human abode (on earth). The Devas (Celestial beings)

accompanied the Buddha from the right side stairway

of gold playing musical instruments and fanning the

Buddha. The Brahmas (higher celestial beings)

accompanied the Buddha from the left side stairway

of silver putting up white umbrellas.

At the time, when the Buddha returned from

the celestial abode to the human abode, the highest

Brahma realm, Ekamanta, the lowest Aviji (Apaya

planes of miserable existences), the four cardinal

points, the ten directions and thousands of worlds

were clearly visible without any blockage and barrier

because of unlimited miraculous powers, supernormal

powers and glory of the Buddha.

People could see the whole celestial abode,

Devas and Brahmas, and all celestial beings in turn

viewed more than hundreds of thousands of millions

of people who were welcoming and paying deep

homage to the Buddha. There was no one that did

not wish and pray to become a Buddha, the most

noble wish after witnessing the most surpassing

splendour.

Up to this day, we can visualize the most

surpassing splendour and significant event of the

Omniscient Buddha descending to the earth from the

great Mount Meru accompanied by Devas and

Brahmas to the gate of Sankassa Town of the human

abode.

On the Fullmoon Day of Thadingyut, we all

Buddhists generously offer lights, water, flowers,

scents, fruits, food and other various kinds of

offertories to pagodas and monasteries and also pay

respect to teachers, parents and elders. These

meritorious deeds dedicate to the attainment of the

noble stage of Nibbana through the most surpassing

splendour and significant event of the Omniscient

Buddha descending to the human abode from the

celestial abode on the Fullmoon Day of Thadingyut.

 FAO warns bird flu virus
in Europe as hidden danger

ROME, 26 Oct—The avian influenza
virus H5N1 could become entrenched
in chickens and domestic ducks and
geese in parts of Europe, the UN Food
and Agriculture Organization (FAO)
warned on Thursday.

The agency stressed that healthy
domestic ducks and geese may transmit
the virus to chickens and play a more
important role in the persistence of the
virus in the region than previously
thought. H5N1 surveillance in countries
with significant domestic duck and geese
populations should be urgently
increased.

FAO’s warning followed the detection
of H5N1 in diseased young domestic
ducks by German scientists.

“It seems that a new chapter in the
evolution of avian influenza may be
unfolding silently in the heart of Europe,”
said FAO’s Chief Veterinary Officer,
Joseph Domenech. “If it turns out to be

true that the H5N1 virus can persist in
apparently healthy domestic duck and
geese populations, then countries need
to urgently reinforce their monitoring
and surveillance schemes in all regions
with significant duck and geese
production for the presence of H5N1.”

“Europe should prepare for further
waves of avian influenza outbreaks, most
probably in an east-west direction, if the
virus succeeds in persisting throughout
the year in domestic waterfowl. This
heightens the need for increased
surveillance and monitoring of possible
virus circulation in domestic ducks and
geese,” Domenech said.

Based on its experience in fighting
avian influenza around the world over
the past three years, FAO considers that
risk assessment, surveillance and virus
search strategies should be reviewed,
Domenech said.

Second person dies
in California wildfires

LOS ANGELES, 25 Oct—
A second person died on
Tuesday in the raging
wildfires sweeping across
Southern California,
authorities said.

 The individual, who

was not immediately
identified, was caught in
the 38,000-acre (15,380-
hectare) Buckweed Fire
fire north of Los Angeles,
US Forest Service spokes-
man Jason Kirchner said.

“We understand there
was a civilian injury from
the initial attack on the
Buckweed Fire on
Monday and that person
succumbed to their
injuries today,” Kirchner
said.— MNA/Reuters

All 54 trapped Australian gold
miners rescued

SYDNEY, 25 Oct—All 54 miners trapped by fire
underground at a gold mine in Western Australia have
been rescued, the Australian Broadcasting Corporation
reported on Wednesday.

 The ABC’s website said all 54 had been recovered
and local authorities had begun an investigation into
the incident.

The fire broke out in a caterpillar truck working
underground at the Kanowna Belle gold mine, forcing
the miners to shelter in refuge stations, Barrick Gold
Corporation said.

“The fire has been extinguished by the onboard fire
suppression system. As a precautionary measure the
54 employees working undergound at the time
proceeded to the refuge chambers,” the company said
in a statement.  —  MNA/Reuters

XICHANG (Sichuan

lunar probe Chang’e-1
was successful, a Chinese
official announced Wed-
nesday evening at the
Xichang Satellite Launch
Centre in southwest
China’s Sichuan Province.

 Li Shangfu, director of
the Xichang launch centre
made the announcement
after the orbiter success-
fully entered the earth orbit
and unfolded its solar
panel, paving the way for
its transfer to the lunar
orbit. Chinese President Hu
Jintao extended his con-
gratulations to all  those
who have worked for the
lunar exploration pro-
gramme shortly after the

official announcement of
the launch’s success.

 The launch of the lunar
probe “marks another
milestone in China’s
aerospace programme
after manmade satellites
and manned space fli-

ghts”, said Chinese Vice-
Premier Zeng Peiyan,
who was watching the
launch at the Xichang
launch centre.

 The launch of Chang’e1
means that China has taken
a key step in its lunar

exploration programme.
It is a symbol of China’s

bid to  build an innovative
country, said Zeng.

Chang’e-1 blasted off
on a Long March 3A
carrier rocket at 6:05  pm
(10:05 GMT) from the No
3 launching tower at the
Xichang Satellite Launch
Centre, the 15th successful
launch in a row for the
rocket.  It is the first step
of China’s three-stage
moon mission, which  will
lead to a moon landing
and launch of a moon rover

Storm kills 18 Mexican
oil  workers, shuts ports

 ILLAHERMOSA,25  Oct—
A storm killed 18 Mexican
oil workers fleeing a
battered offshore rig, and
Navy rescue teams were
searching on Wednesday
for seven people missing
in the turbulent seas.

Exploration and Pro-
duction Chief Carlos
Morales called the acci-
dent one of the worst in
Pemex’s history.

The death toll could rise
as bad weather hampered
efforts by Navy rescue
teams to locate other

 MacKenzie's partner, who was not
named during proceedings at London's
High Court, had been walking her dog
near the footballer's home when her dog
lurched towards Cech's.

 During the disturbance, she was
knocked off her feet by her own dog,

causing serious injury, the court heard
from counsel for the Cechs, Jonathan
Price.  But in his column, MacKenzie
accused Cech and his wife Martina of
not only knowing the injury was caused
by their dog but also of knowing that
their dog was dangerous and that they
were irresponsible dog owners.

 Price told the judge the allegations
were without foundation and had caused
immense upset to the Cechs.

 He continued: "The truth is that Mr
and Mrs Cech take their responsibilities
as dog owners very seriously and their
dog is sensibly handled and cared for at
all times."  He told Mr Justice David
Eady: "On hearing the commotion, Mr
Cech came out of the house and removed
his dog from the scene. Mrs Cech and
another neighbour stayed with Mr
MacKenzie's partner until an ambulance
arrived."

US’ war costs in Iraq, Afghanistan may
top $2.4 trillion

 WASHINGTON, 26 Oct
— The cost of the wars in
Iraq and Afghanistan could
total 2.4 trillion US dollars
through the next decade, or
8,000 dollars per citizen, a
congressional report said
on Wednesday.

 A previous estimate
of 1.6 trillion dollars was
upgraded to factor in
interest, as both wars are
being fought with
borrowed money, the
Congressional Budget
Office (CBO) said in the
report.

 Of the 2.4 trillion
dollars, 1.9 trillion will be
used in Iraq, it said.

 To date, the cost of
the wars in Afghanistan

and Iraq have reached
604 billion dollars,
according to the report.

 Adjusted for
inflation, that is higher
than the cost of the
Korean and Vietnam
wars.

 Prior to the March
2003 invasion of Iraq, the
Bush Administration
estimated the Iraq war
would cost no more than
50 billion dollars.

 The new estimate
also includes President
George W Bush’s request
Monday for another 46
billion dollars in war
funding.

 Sean Kevelighan, a
spokesman for the White

House budget office, said,
“Congress should stop
playing politics with our
troops by trying to
artificially inflate war
funding levels.”

 However, he declined
to provide a White House
estimate.

 The CBO estimates
assume that 75,000 troops
will remain in Iraq and
Afghanistan through 2017,
including roughly 50,000
in Iraq.

 While the burden of
the war costs on the
nation’s overall economy is
currently fairly small, the
longer term effects of
redirected investment and
restricted borders could

hurt the competitiveness of
the US.

 Economists said one
result of the war is most
likely higher interest rates,
as government borrowing
means more bonds on the
market, keeping bond
prices low and yields high.

 An estimate by the
Centre for Economic and
Policy Research said 10
years of war spending
would cost the US
500,000 jobs and crimp
economic output by 60
billion dollars a year.
