FAO warnsbird flu virusin Europe as hidden danger

RomEe, 27 Oct — The avian influenza
virus H5N1 could become entrenched in
chickens and domestic ducks and geese in
parts of Europe, the UN Food and Agricul-
ture Organization (FAO) warned on
Thursday.

The agency stressed that healthy
domestic ducks and geese may transmit the
virusto chickens and play amore important
role in the persistence of the virus in the
region than previously thought. H5N1
surveil-lance in countries with significant

domestic duck and geese populations should
be urgently increased. FAQ’s warning
followed the detection of H5N1 in diseased
young domestic ducks by German scientists.

“It seems that a new chapter in the
evolutionof avianinfluenzamay beunfolding
silently in the heart of Europe,” said FAO's
Chief Veterinary Officer, Joseph Dome-nech.
“If it turns out to be true that the HSN 1 virus
can persist in apparently healthy domestic
duck and geese populations, then countries
need to urgently reinforce their monitoring

and surveillance schemesin all regionswith
signifi-cant duck and geese pro-duction for
thepresenceof H5N 1. Europeshould prepare
for further waves of avian influenza out-
breaks, most probably in an east-west
direction, if the virus succeedsin persi-sting
throughout the year in domestic waterfowl.
This heightens the need for increased
surveillanceand monitoring of possiblevirus
circulation in domestic ducks and geese,”
Domenech said.

CDC Director Julie
Gerberding testified on
Wednesday before
Boxer’'s panel on the
health implications of
global warming.

On Thursday, Boxer
released to reporterswhat
she said was a draft of
Gerberding’ stestimony to
thecommittee. About hal f
of the text had been
deleted.

Among the passages
deleted, according to
documents released by
Boxer, were: “Scientific
evidence supports the
view that the earth’'s
climateischanging. ... In
the United States, climate
changeislikely to have a
significant impact on
health.”

Spain saysover 40 missing
In shipwreck off Africa

MADRID, 26 Oct— A
Spanish fishing boat
found seven bodies and
one survivor in an open-
topped wooden boat adrift
off Mauritania, with
dozens more passengers
thought to be missing,
Spain said on Thursday.

According to the
survivor, the boat began
its journey with around
50 people on board and
had been adrift for around
20days, theDevelopment
Ministry said in a state-
ment. Thevessel washalf-
sunk when found, the
captain of thefishing boat
said. “There was a foul
stench and | think those
people had been dead for
around six or seven days,

maybe more,” the captain
told national radio from
thefishing boat, hisvoice
trembling with emotion.
He said it was unlikely
others had survived.
Thousands of illegal
immigrants in rickety
wooden boats attempt the
journey from Africa to
Spain’s Canary Islands
every year. Many die
trying to reach Europein
search of work. The
captain said the survivor
told him the boat had run
out of petrol far from the
coast after leaving the
Mauritanian fishing port
of Nouadhibou. He be-
lievedtheother passengers
had been swept off board.

Dutch biotech firm signs
lar gest deal with
Johnson & Johnson

BrusseLs, 27 Oct —
Belgian-Dutch biotech
company Galapagos has
clinched a major
agreement with American
pharmaceutical  firm
Johnson & Johnson, the
largest ever signed in the
field of biotechnology in
the Netherlands, Dutch
media reported Thursday.

The deal could earn
Galapagossomel.6hillion
eurosinthe coming years.

Onno van der Sole,
chairman of the board of
Galapagos, announced on
Wednesday that Johnson
& Johnson hassecured the
right to market the
promising drugs for
treating  rheumatoid
arthritis which Galapagos
is developing.

Johnson & Johnsonwill
initially invest 17 million
euros in the development
of themedicine. Galapagos
could receive option
exercisefeesand milestone
payments of up to 68-73
million euros, depending
on the results.

Galapagos will also
develop a number of
rheumatism programmes
internally, one of whichis
expected to be ready for
testing on volunteers in
2008.

As| have mentioned in the beginning of the
article, nationsthat havefallen prey toneo-colonialists
ran into trouble and suffered much resulting in
bloodshed.

The" 88" disturbanceoriginatedfromabrawl
between two studentsand someresidentsat ateashop
inaward, and it culminated into unrest. The Burma
Communist Party (BCP) lacking the support of
Myanmar peopleandthecolonialists, whoaredesirous
of meddling inthe nation’ sinternal affairsfueledthe
incident rather than putting an end to it.

Asamatter of fact, the* 88" disturbancewas
not a revolution launched by the entire national
people. Therefore, it wasnot difficult to halt and stop
it.

They one-sidely accused about 60-70 people of
poisoning demonstratorsand cruel ly beheaded them.

Bodiless heads were placed on the benches
and those who would oppose the protests were
threatened. I1legal newspapersfeaturedthose bodiless
heads on their front pages with headlines reading
‘Public punish destructionists’. Even foreign media
(especially Western media) slammed Myanmar by
saying savages were reigning the country. Actualy,
beheadingsof four 8 swere created likeinthe period
of Saya San-led peasants uprising in which the
British government decapitated the arrested persons,
put their heads on the benchesin the compound of the
police stations concerned, publicly announced that
each from all the households was to come and see

Similarly, therecent protestswerelikeanother “88” unrest
instigated by internal and external destructive elements and a
notoriousbig country using the expatriatesand axe-handles.

In the Pakokku protest, the strikeleaderswith
scarves wrapped on their heads depicting a picture of
fighting peacock attacked the people from rural areas
who cameinto townto buy rice astheir rationssuch as
rice, gram and brokenriceran out intheir villages. As
one or two villagers were stopped by the protesters,
about four or five came into town later on. Again, the
protesters came to threaten the rice dealers. They
insisted that it didn’t matter how much rice cameinto
town, but any must not be taken out of the town. The
rice dealers did not dare engage in their business.
Those coming fromthevillagesfor rice had to go back
empty-handed. In this regard, the angry rural people
came to Pakokku by boat or car in order to crush the
Pakokku protest. Fortunately, as the Tatmadaw had
taken over State responsibilities, those responsible
from the Army requested and stopped some people
who launched a counterattack against the protesters.

Asthey didn’t know what they
hadto shout, they firstlistened to thenewsbroadcast
by BBC at night and then shouted such slogans as
‘for the cause of democracy’, ‘downwiththesingle
party system’.

The day they staged the protest coincided
with the Muse market day. Taking advantage of the
situation, casual opportunists came to get involved
in the protest. Among them, some who were not
entitled to apply for NRCs raided the immigration
department and set fire to all the important
documents.

US Senator wants probe of
Blackwater’s tax practices

WASHINGTON, 27 Oct —
US Senator John Kerry
vowed on Thursday to
press for further in-
vestigation of the tax
practices of Blackwater
USA, the private security
firm already under
scrutiny over killings of
Iragi civilians.

“Blackwater is hiding
behind the Bush Admini-
stration to explain why
they bilked the taxpayers
out of millionsof dollars,”
said the Massachusetts
Democrat in a statement.
“l intend to get to the
bottom of this.”

Blackwater, which
employs about 1,000
people in Iraq, has been

under a spotlight since
someof itssecurity guards
were involved in the
shooting deaths of at
least 17 Iragisin Baghdad
last month in an incident
that enraged the lraqi
Government.

The company was
accused on Monday of
“significant tax evasion”
by Representative Henry
Waxman, chairman of
the House of Repre-
sentatives Oversight and
Government Reform
Committee.

The California De-
mocrat said Blackwater
failed to withhold con-

tributionsfromemployees
or pay to the government
millions of dollars in
mandatory Social Security
retirement funds.

He also aleged that it
failed to make required
paymentsfor medical and
unemployment benefits
and related taxes.

Inaletter to Blackwater
Chairman Erik Prince —
aformer Navy SEAL who
founded the company in
1997 — Waxman raised
qguestions about the
treatment of Blackwater
personnel in lraq and
Afghanistanascontractors
rather than employees.

Blackwater responded
by saying that Waxman
was “incorrect” in as-
serting that the deployed
personnel should be
treated as employees for
tax purposes. The
Blackwater statement
said:

“The US Small
Business Administration
(SBA) has determined in
an official finding
applying‘ thecriteriaused
by the IRS for federal
incometax purpose,’ that
‘Blackwater security
contractors are not
employees'.

Bluetongue is a non-
contagious virus spread
by species of midge that
affects ruminants in-
cluding sheep, cattle and
goats. It does not affect
humans and there is no
risk of the disease being
contracted or spread
through meat or milk.

cases were found in the
mid-western province
of Gelderland (1,860),
which borders Germany.

It is followed by
neighbouring provinces
Overijssel (1,042) and
Noord-Brabant (1,013),
according to statistics
from the Agriculture
Ministry.
