TEHERAN, 13 Nov—
Iran’s central bank
governor on Sunday
dismissed US sanctions
on Iranian banks as
“psychological warfare”
and said they would not
prevent Teheran from
finding other routes for
meeting its banking
needs.

The United States
added more Iranian banks
and also Iran’s Revolu-
tionary Guards to a list of
institutions under sancti-
ons last month to isolate
the country over what
Washington says is an

attempt to build atomic
bombs and alleged support
for terrorism.

The Iranian Govern-
ment denies the charges
and has brushed off the
impact of US and UN
sanctions, although exe-
cutives say doing business
in Iran is becoming
increasingly difficult as
some foreign banks back
away from trade deals and
financing.

“These (sanctions) are
more psychological war-
fare,” Iranian central bank
Governor Tahmasb Maza-
heri told reporters during

 a conference, the state
broadcaster’s website
reported.

“The world is big and
having no cooperation
with one country does not
stop Iran’s banking
activities,” he added.

Many international
banks, in particular those
based in Western
countries, have reduced
their activities, including
US dollar bank accounts
held by Iranians abroad
and stopping cash
transfers in dollars and
other currencies to Iran.

11 killed in Mexico

ATHENS, 12 Nov—
Greek Coast Guards
towed a Turkish cargo ship
carrying 280 illegal mi-
grants to shore on Sunday
after it experienced
mechanical problems in
rough seas off the coast of
southwestern Greece,
Coast Guard officials said.

 The ship had sailed
from the Turkish coast and
was heading for Italy when

Police sources said
most of the migrants were
Iraqis and 12 of them were
children. They said they
had paid 2,000 US dollars
a head for their passage to
Italy.

Bird flu is endemic in
bird populations in most
parts of Indonesia, where
people often keep

backyard chickens for
meat and eggs or to
supplement income.

BEIJING, 13 Nov— The
earliest chocolate drinks
were invented at least
3,100 years ago and were
probably a beer-like
beverage instead of the
sweet treat people now
crave, according to a study
released Monday.

Researchers led by
John Henderson of
Cornell University studied
the remains of pottery
vessels dating from about
1100 BC in Puerto
Escondido, Honduras.

Chocolate drinks 3,100 years ago
may taste like beer

Cholocate
They discovered that

the residues in the pottery
vessels contained a
chemical compound that
comes exclusively from
the cacao plant — the
source of chocolate. This
finding revealed that the
ancient peoples of Central
America were drinking
cacao beverages some 500
years earlier than pre-
viously known.

According to the
scientists, the early

chocolate drinks were
probably alcoholic brews,
or beers, made from the
fermented pulp of the
cacao fruit, rather than the
frothy chocolate-flavored
drink made from the seed
of the cacao tree.

“The earliest cacao
beverages consumed at
Puerto Escondido were
likely produced by
fermenting the sweet pulp
surrounding the seeds,”
the scientists wrote in
Monday’s online edition
of Proceedings of the
National Academy of
Sciences.  According to
the study, the cacao drinks
were a status symbol and
might help to form stratified
societies. —Internet

WASHINGTON, 13 Nov — Several anti-war veterans have been arrested when they protested being
excluded from a Veteran Day event in Boston, Massachusetts, according to a TV report on Monday.

 About 15 members
and supporters of a group
called Veterans for Peace
were arrested on Sunday
when they refused to
leave the event sponsored
by the American Legion
outside the Boston City
Hall, the Boston-based
TV WCVB said.

 The American
Legion also reportedly
rejected the group’s
request to have a speaker
at the event.

 Boston police
confirmed the arrests but
did not specify on exact
number. The detainees
were later released on
bail.

 A Vietnam War
veteran and group

member, Winston
Warfield, told the TV that
they are viewed as traitors
by a lot of veterans
because “we’re opposed
to the US invasion of Iraq,
we’re opposed to the
planned invasion of Iran.”

 The US federal, state
and city offices as well as
public schools are closed
on Monday in observance
of Veterans Day, an
official national holiday
in the United States, but
for US veterans, there are
more reasons to worry
rather than celebrate.

 According to a
WCVB report released on
Monday, many US
soldiers who suffer from
the post-traumatic stress

disorder after returning
from Iraq and Afghanistan
were immediately
redeployed to the war-torn
countries, against the US
military policy that
soldiers with serious
psychiatric problems
could only be sent back to
the war zone if they were
stable for at least three
months.

 Apart from being
tortured by horrible war
memories, many veterans
were also struggling to
find themselves homes.

 According to a report
released on November 8
by the Homelessness
Research Institute, more
than 25 per cent of the
homeless population in the

country are military
veterans.

  About 44,000 to
64,000 veterans are
classified as “chronically
homeless” — homeless
for long periods or
repeatedly, the report
said.

 The concerns about
homeless veterans was
echoed by another poll
by Gallup.

 Among 1,005
veteran respondents, 61
per cent believe that
veterans of the Iraq and
Afghanistan conflicts are
at least as likely to
become homeless as
veterans of previous
wars, the poll shows.

LONDON, 13 Nov —
Britain is in danger of
creating a “lost
generation” of wayward
teenagers responsible for
soaring levels of gun crime
and drug and alcohol
abuse, according to a
report in the Daily
Telegraph on Monday.

 The Commission for
Social Justice, a Tory-
backed group, claimed
that Britain’s “broken
society”, a toxic
combination of family
breakdown and school
failure, is creating a violent
and anti-social youth
culture, the paper reported.

 The commission
released shocking
statistics: every year, an
estimated 70,000 school-
aged offenders enter the
youth justice system; 18
to 20-year-olds constitute
42 per cent of all first time
offenders; the most likely
person to have a knife is a

boy of 14-19; the total of
young offenders in
custody has been above
2,500 every month since
April 2000 and 1,504 of
those in custody now are
16 or younger.

 The commission,
chaired by former
Conservative Party leader
Iain Duncan Smith, will
launch a strong attack on
the institutions in London
for not investing more of
their profits in the inner-
cities, the report said.

 The police source
said the taxi driver was
shot in the chest on
Saturday by a convoy
travelling through the

Utaifiya area of west-
central Baghdad. He could
not identify the security
contractor involved in the
incident.—MNA/Reuters

  HANOI, 13 Nov — A
number of crocodiles have
escaped from a farm in
Vietnam’s central Khanh
Hoa Province after their
cages were damaged by
flash floods, local
newspaper Saigon
Liberation reported
Monday.

  An identified
number of big and small
crocodiles in nearly 40
cages in the farm in
Khanh Vinh District
raised by local
corporation Khanh Viet
have been on the loose
after the two floods
damaged the cages on

November 10. The farm
houses some 5,000
crocodiles, including
around 500 parent ones.

  As of November 11,
local soldiers, militia-
men, the firm’s staff and
residents had shot dead
and caught alive a total of
29 crocodiles, including
nine adult ones. They are
still searching for the
reptiles on the loose.

The corporate
officials said it is very
difficult for the domestic
crocodiles to survive and
reproduce in natural
environment.

FBI finds stolen
Spanish maps
in global hunt

 MADRID, 12 Nov—The FBI has returned two 15th
Century world maps stolen from Madrid’s national
library this year. The rare maps were found by an FBI
agent working in the New York art world where they
can sell for hundreds of thousands of dollars in auctions,
police said.

 They were some of 19 illustrations stolen in August
by a Uruguayan man who walked into the national
library posing as a researcher and tore pages out of
books dating back to 1482.

 The two maps handed over to Spain were taken from
an edition of Ptolemy’s Geographia, a compilation of
second century world geography by Greek scholar
Claudius Ptolemy.

 The maps inspired Columbus to head west in search
of India, only to land in the Americas in 1492, and only
a handful still exist.

 The robbery led to the resignation of the national
library’s director and prompted an international search
for the thief and his 500-year-old treasure.

 Cesar Gomez Rivero, the 60-year-old charged with
the robbery, surrendered eight stolen maps to police in
Argentina via his lawyer. The FBI said he is on the run
in South America.

 So far 11 of the maps have been recovered by police
in the United Kingdom, Australia, Argentina, and the
United States, the FBI said.—MNA/Reuters

Mars 10 times brighter than on New Year’s Day
the Twins.

But on Thursday, 15
Nov, that steady eastward
course is going to come to
a stop.

Actually, for the past
few weeks, Mars has
appeared to slow in its
eastward trajectory as seen
from Earth. It seems to
waver, as if it had become
uncertain. Finally, on 15
Nov, it will pause and
come to a halt.

Then, for about the next
11 weeks, the “wandering
star,” as ancients called it,
will reverse its course in
the heavens and move
backward against the star

background — toward the
west. Then, on Jan. 30,
2008, it will pause again,
before resuming its
normal eastward di-
rection.

 All the planets exhibit
this “retrograde motion”
at one time or another. But
for the longest time, the
ancient astronomers were
unable to come up with a
satisfactory explanation
for it. For one thing, while
behaving in this strange
manner, Mars will also
appear to deviate some
what from its normal
course; the retrograde
motion will appear to

bring it a little above its
regular orbital track. In
other words, for those of
us watching from Earth,
Mars will appear to travel
in a loop.

called for lower league ac-
tion to be suspended for
one week.

 Italy has a well-known
hooligan problem and the
authorities are desperate to
avoid a repeat of Sunday's
violence, which mirrored
riots outside a Catania
match in Sicily in Febru-
ary, where a policeman was
killed.

LONDON, 13 Nov—Celtic
manager Gordon Strachan
believes the authority of
world soccer’s two most
powerful organizations,
FIFA and UEFA, will even-
tually be ended by rich busi-
nessmen. “There will be a
new structure, a new body,”

late on Monday. “The pow-
ers that be, the business-
men coming into football
now, will say ‘forget FIFA,
forget UEFA, we’re so
powerful we’ll have three
(European) leagues with the
best 60 clubs.

“I think that’s the way it
has got to go.” Strachan
added that FIFA, world
soccer’s governing body
and UEFA, which has
governed European soc-
cer since 1954, will have

no choice but to go along
with such a development.

“It will be that powerful
that I think FIFA would
have to go along and say
‘we better let them get on
with it because they’ll just
keep the players away
from international level’.”

 As a result of those
changes, Celtic and Rang-
ers, who have dominated
Scottish soccer for more
than a century, could start
playing the major English
clubs on a regular basis.

 Byshovets became
the second high-profile
coach in Russia’s top flight
to lose his job in two days

Report says 2 foreigners infected with
cholera in Vietnam

HANOI, 13 Nov — A Belgian female tourist and a Japanese person have contracted cholera in Vietnam,
which has hit 202 people in the country, local newspaper Pioneer reported on Monday.

 Specimens from the
36-year-old tourist, who
vomited many times and
had diarrhoea after
travelling from southern Ho
Chi Minh City to Hanoi
capital, was initially tested
positive to cholera virus.

She is now being treated at
the Hanoi-based Tropical
Disease Hospital.

 Some foreign tourists
in the same group with her
have shown similar but less
serious symptoms. They,
after flying from Ho Chi

Minh City to Hanoi, have
travelled to northern Quang
Ninh Province.

 The Japanese person,
who earlier ate tofu and raw
shrimp paste and drank beer
in a street-side restaurant in
Vietnam, was initially

reported to have contracted
cholera virus. The person’s
health is recovering.

 Now, specimens from
the two foreigners are being
thoroughly tested for
cholera virus at the
country’s National
Epidemiology and Hygiene
Institute.

 Acute diarrhoea have
infected over 1,600 people
in 13 cities and provinces
in Vietnam, of whom 202
have contracted cholera
viruses since October 23,
said Nguyen Huy Nga, head
of the Preventive Medicine
Department under the
Vietnamese Health
Ministry.

Thai guard accused of killing sleepy colleagues
 BANGKOK, 13 Nov — A

Bangkok security guard has
been arrested for allegedly
beating to death eight guards
who slept on the job and
badly injuring eight others in
a year-long killing spree,
police said on Sunday.

 “I used to wake them
up, but they scolded me. So
I’ve remained enraged
since then,” Wittaya
Jaikhan, 30, was quoted as
saying by the Bangkok Post
after his arrest on Saturday.

 Wittaya, a guard at a
Bangkok hospital, told
police he would cruise the
streets of the Thai capital
during his off hours,
looking for sleeping guards
who he said did not deserve
their pay.

 He shook them awake

but if they kept on dozing,
he beat them with an iron
pipe or a wooden stick,
police said.

 Bangkok police chief
Assawin Kwanmuang said
Wittaya has been linked to
18 attacks on guards since
January, the latest on
November 4 when a guard
at a Bangkok pawnshop
was beaten to death.

 “We found an iron

pipe, a wooden stick, and a
mobile phone we believe
belonged to one of his
victims,” Assawin said of
Wittaya’s arrest.

 Police began hunting
Wittaya after they obtained
his picture from a security
camera that recorded the
July murder of Jakrapol
Maomee, a guard at a
Bangkok car dealership.
