While the state of
basic services like water,
electricity, and sewerage
has been dismal across
Iraq since the US-led
invasiontotoppleSaddam
Hussein in 2003,
conditions in the capital
Baghdad have been
particularly grim.

This  August,
residents of the Baghdad
region had an average of
9.2 hours of electricity a
day, the second lowest in
Irag. Insufficient power
and sabotage also
contributed to a major
water shortage in recent
months.

Atthesametime, the
ethnically and religiously
mixed city, once a centre
of cultureand learning in
the Arab world, has seen
the worst violence in the
nation.

From early May to
late July this year, the
province saw close to 60
attacks a day, more than
any other part of Iraq,
according to the US
Government.

Some progress on
reconstruction has been
made, Baghdad officias
told the conference,
pointing to the con-
struction of schools and
health centres, either
completed or under way.

Car bombs and
explosions have dropped
off in recent months,
prompting Iraqgis
exhausted by more than
four years of war to
cautiously venture out to
shops and parks.
