Thousands protest US Army
training programme

ATLANTA, 19 Nov —
Thousands of people
demonstrated outside a
big US Army base on
Sunday to demand  the
closure of a defence
department training
school they say
promotes torture and
murder in Latin
America.

  Long-shot
Democratic presidential
hopeful Dennis
Kucinich  joined the
annual protest outside
the Fort Benning Army
base in  Georgia to shut
down the Western
Hemisphere Institute for
Security Cooperation.

  Protesters say it

teaches security
personnel from Latin
American countries to
use repressive tactics and
that graduates  have
overthrown legitimate
governments, citing a
coup against  Chile
President Salvador
Allende in 1973 as an
example.

  “Over the course of
several decades people
trained here  have
murdered and tortured
hundreds if not thousands
of  people,” protester Bob
Goodman of the Georgia
Coalition for  Peace and
Justice said in an
interview.

  But a spokesman

for the institute, the
defence department’s
main Spanish-language
training facility, denied
it was involved  in
immoral activity and
said promoting demo-
cracy was at the  core
of its mission.

“It (the accusation)
was never true and
saying so with no
evidence is a moral
slander on the people
who work there. This  is
a US Army school that
has to follow the
doctrines and  rules that
apply to the US Army,”
said Lee Rials,
spokesman  for the
institute.—MNA/Reuters

US strikes killed pro-US Iraq fighters
BAGHDAD, 19 Nov —

A group of gunmen killed
in US airstrikes in Iraq
last week were pro-US
fighters, an American
military officer said on

Sunday, despite the
military’s public
statements that they were
insurgents.

 The officer, who
spoke on condition of

anonymity, said US
military officials had
talked to Sunni Arab tribal
sheikhs in Taji, just north
of Baghdad, to express
their regret for the loss of
life in the attack, which
took place last Tuesday.

 “There was some
confusion and we were not
able to turn off the attack
quickly enough,” he said
of the airstrikes that
continued for several
hours despite frantic
phone calls from local
tribal leaders to the US
base in Taji.

 “We have talked to
them and explained our
sorrow over the incident
and the loss of lives of
volunteers trying to bring
order to their neigh-
bourhoods,” the officer
said.

 The incident
threatens to derail a
carefully constructed
relationship between US
forces and anti-al-Qaeda
Sunni tribes in Taji and
has put the spotlight on
operating procedures for
tribal police units the US
military is forming around
Iraq. — MNA/Reuters

Gambari, that, “I stand ready to cooperate with the Government in order to make this process
of dialogue a success and welcome the necessary”

The Government of the Union of Myanmar issued Announcement (1/2007) dated 4-10-2007
which says a dialogue will be held between her and the Government if she declares to give up
Confrontation, Utter Devastation, and Imposing All Kinds of Sanctions including Economic Sanction
against Myanmar. We assume that holding a dialogue means Daw Aung San Suu Kyi is to cooperate
in such steps as holding a referendum for the draft constitution after it has been written in accord with
the fundamental principles and detailed basic principles laid down by the National Convention (the
fourth step), holding free and fair elections for forming Hluttaws in accord with the new constitution
(the fifth step), holding Hluttaw meetings with hluttaw delegates in accord with the new constitution
(the sixth step) and building a new modern developed democratic nation in coordination with elected
State leaders, the government and administrative bodies formed by the Hluttaw (the seventh step).

Moreover, the announcement of UNLD (LA) issued on 18 November 2007 says that it is
necessary to hold a tripartite meeting among the democratic forces, national race groups and the
government on equal footing.

The National Convention started on 9 January 1993 and eight groups including delegates of
national races held discussions. Only expatriates and insurgent terrorists were not allowed to attend
the NC as delegates.

The NC was temporerily adjourned on 31 March 1996 as NLD and SNLD walked out in the
name of dialogue with the intention of grabbing power through short-cut while all the delegates
including representatives-elect of the said parties were gathering momentum of discussions at the NC.
As the government, however, wished to see the emergence of a genuine discipline-flourishing
democracy, it publicly announced the seven-step Road Map of the State in August 2003.

The National Convention, the first step of the Road Map, was reconvened on 17 May 2004.
According to the procedures and formalities of the NC, it is prescribed that if any delegate fails to
attend the convention for two days in a row without prior permission of the panel of chairmen or
without good reason, he shall be revoked as delegate. Yet the government, out of magnanimity, invited
the abolished delegates of NLD to the National Convention. But it replied two days before the
reconvening of the NC that it would not attend it. Anyhow, the government went on reconvening the
NC on 3 September 2007 for the success of the seven-step Road Map. Now, even the Commission for
Drafting State Constitution has been formed.

Anyway, we hereby announce with goodwill that NLD, SNLD and other political forces in
disagreement are invited to participate in coming elections.

LONDON, 18 Nov —
British scientists have
genetically engineered
crops such as oilseed rape
to produce fish oil, offering
a new approach to
improving diet.

 The British scientists’

experiments have proved
that crops containing genes
from marine organisms are
able to produce omega 3
fatty acids normally found
in oily fish, according to
BBC on Friday.

 Scientists at Rothamsted

Research in Harpenden,
Hertfordshire, north of
London, isolated key genes
from a species of micro-
scopic single-celled marine
algae known as Thalas-
siosira pseudonana,
inserted the genes into crops
such as linseed and oil seed
rape, and found that the
plants were able to
synthesize omega 3 fatty
acids in their seed oils.

“We know that this
works, we’ve done proof of
concept studies in model
plants and also in crop plants
and we can see the
accumulation of some of
the fish oils we’re interested
in,” research group leader
Johnathan Napier said.

BAGHDAD, 19 Nov —
At least 17 Iraqis were
killed by explosions in
Baghdad and other Iraqi
cities on Sunday, and three
US soldiers died in a
suicide attack, Iraqi and
US officials said.

 Brigadier-General
Abdul-Karim Khalaf, a
spokesman for the Interior
Ministry, said the car that
was targeted belonged to

Satar Jabar, chief editor
of the New al-Bayna
newspaper, who was in the
car but was reported to be
unharmed.

 A Reuters witness at
the scene saw two burned
corpses in the back of a
police truck.

PRAGUE, 19 Nov —
Several hundred people
rallied on Saturday in the
city centre of Prague, the
capital of the Czech
Republic, to voice
disagreement with the
planned stationing of a US
radar base in the country.

KUALA LUMPUR, 18 Nov — Malaysia
has sent a protest note to the European
Union condemning critical remarks by
the grouping’s outgoing envoy as
meddling in the affairs of the Southeast
Asian nation, state news agency Bernama
reported.

 The diplomat, Thierry Rommel, told
Reuters this week that Malaysia was
living under an effective state of
emergency after police used tear gas and
water cannon last weekend to break up
the biggest anti-government protest in a
decade.

 The comments, coming on Rommel’s
last day in Malaysia, chimed with a
chorus of criticism from opposition
parties and non-government groups over
the government’s handling of the protest,
which it called an illegal assembly of

troublemakers.
 Malaysian Foreign Minister Syed

Hamid Albar called Rommel’s criticism
unreasonable and outlandish, Bernama
said.

 “As a diplomat, he should be more
cautious when issuing statements,” Syed
Hamid told reporters on Friday, adding
that Rommel had not helped enhance ties
between Malaysia and the European
Union.

 “We feel that it is appropriate that his
term has ended. We are very happy that
he has left Kuala Lumpur,” Syed Hamid
said.

 He said he hoped Rommel’s successor
would be able to forge closer ties, adding:
“It should not be somebody that likes to
put his fingers into our domestic affairs.”

A D V E R T I S E M E N T S UN climate panel report highlights
risks of global warming

MADRID, 19 Nov—The
UN climate panel issued a
landmark report on
Saturday warning of
severe consequences of
global warming and
urging governments to act
to rein in greenhouse gas
emissions.

 The 26-page report,
released in the Spanish city
of Valencia by the Nobel
Peace Prize-winning
Intergovernmental Cli-
mate Change, said
warming of the climate
system is “unequivocal”
and governments must
take action to avoid
catastrophic conse-
quences.

 Climate change is
“evident from obser-
vations of increases in
global average air and

ocean temperatures,
widespread melting of
snow and ice, and rising
global average sea level”,
the report noted.

 The report, which will
be the first point of
reference for political
negotiators meeting next
month for talks aimed at
finding out a successor to
the Kyoto Protocol,
attributed global warming
mainly to greenhouse gas
concentrations caused by
human activities.

 Signed in 1997, the
Kyoto Protocol requires
36 industrial countries to
significantly reduce their
carbon emissions. It
expires in 2012.

 “Global total annual
greenhouse gas emissions
from human activities
have risen by 70 per cent
since 1970,” the report
said.

It also said governments
have a wide range of tools
including higher taxes on
emissions, regulations,
tradeable permits and
more investment in
research.

 UN Secretary-General
Ban Ki-moon welcomed
the report, saying the
potential impact of global
warming is “so severe and
so sweeping that only
urgent, global action will
do”.

Russian, Cambodian ships
collide in Kerch Strait

MOSCOW, 19 Nov—A Russian ship collided with a
Cambodian vessel early Saturday in the Kerch Strait,
but the accident posed no new threat to the environment
of an area hit by fuel oil spills caused by recent sea
accidents, Interfax news agency reported.

“The Nika ship sailing under the Cambodian flag,
which was leaving the Kerch Strait for the Sea of Azov,
and the anchored Russian vessel Volgodon-5076
collided at about 1:45 am Moscow Time Saturday
(2245 GMT, Friday),” Interfax quoted a source from
the local crisis center as saying.

 The Kerch Strait links the Black Sea and the Sea of
Azov.

 No one was hurt in the collision and the accident
posed no threat to the environment, the source said.

 Several ships from Russia, Turkey, Ukraine, Georgia
and Greece sank or ran aground when they were caught
in a severe storm that hit the Azov Sea basin last
Sunday. A Russian tanker spilled about 2,000 tons of
fuel oil, which experts say could linger for years.

Guangzhou reports big drop
in criminal cases this year

GUANGZHOU, 19 Nov—
Social security has
continued to improve in
Guangdong capital since
the start of the year with a
double-digit drop in the
number of criminal cases
recorded. Guangzhou, an
economic powerhouse in
south China, had 65,129
cases registered from
January to October, a drop
of 15.2 per cent from
comparable statistics for
the same period last year,
according to Zhang
Guifang, deputy secretary
of the Guangzhou City
Committee of the
Communist Party of China
(CPC).

 Zhang, also secretary

of the politics and law
committee for
Guangzhou, said during
the January-October
period, cases of robbery
and theft of motor vehicles
in the city plunged more
than 30 per cent and 39
per cent, respectively.

 Guangdong, which
borders both Hong Kong
and Macao, has benefited
most economically from
China’s reform and
opening-up drive over the
past three decades. The
economic boom, however,
has turned many of the
province's cities in this
southern region into
havens for crime.

 Incidents of crime in

Guangzhou, for instance,
experienced a steady rise
until 2006 when the city
reported its first ever drop
in crime cases with fewer
than 100,000 cases
reported.

 While expressing
confidence that the
number of cases would be
fewer than 80,000 this
year, Zhang urged greater
efforts be made in the
future to make sure crime
continue to decline by at
least 10 per cent annually.
He wanted to see the
number of cases at less
than 60,000 by 2010 when
Guangzhou hosts the 16th
Asian Games.

Thailand deploys volunteers
to prevent bird flu outbreak

Floods kill 71 in
Papua New Guinea

SYDNEY, 19 Nov—Around 71 people were killed and
51 missing after widespread flooding destroyed about
450 houses in Papua New Guinea following a week of
heavy rains, police said.

 Thousands of villagers were forced from their homes
in eastern Oro Province by rising waters, which also
washed away roads, bridges and food gardens,
Australian Associated Press reported from the capital,
Port Moresby. “There’s some information coming in
that mothers and their babies and old men and women
were washed away in the floods,” Provincial Police
Commander Buafe Hugo told AAP.

“Houses were washed away and we don’t know if
there were people in them or not,” he said.

BANGKOK, 19 Nov—
Some 800,000 health
volunteers spread throu-
ghout Thailand have been
assigned to monitor sick
poultry and people since
the Public Health Ministry
is worried about the
possible outbreak of bird
flu. The ministry’s Per-
manent Secretary Prat
Boonyawongvirot said on
Saturday that he had urged

volunteers to inform
health officials imme-
diately if any poultry
perished. “Then they’ll be
checked for the virus,”
Prat was quoted by local
news network The Nation
as saying.

The ministry also
stressed that children
should stay away from
chickens or birds that fell
ill or died under inexpli-
cable circumstances.

 Recently, the central
province of Nakhon
Sawan has witnessed
suspicious mass deaths of
fighting cocks in Nong-
pangpuay Village of
Kaoliew District. Their
symptoms were similar to
bird flu, the report said.

 Headman Yongyuth
Thongchoop said officials
are trying to investigate
the cause of the mass
deaths of chickens in the
area and will destroy the
carcasses. However,
Thawat Suntrajarn, dir-
ector-general of the
Disease Control Depart-
ment, said the Bureau of
Epidemiology was moni-
toring 2,036 patients
suffering from general flu
and pneumonia admitted
to hospitals across
country.—MNA/Xinhua

WARSAW, 19 Nov—
New Polish Defence
Minister Bogdan Klich
confirmed on Saturday
that Poland will end its
military presence in Iraq
in 2008.

 The details of the
withdrawal would be
announced next Friday
when new Polish Prime
Minister Donald Tusk
outlines his government's
policies in Parliament,
said Klich who took up
his post on Friday.

 This marked a sharp
turn from the previous
government’s plan to send
a new contingent of
soldiers to Iraq in 2008.
Tusk’s Civic Platform

party won last month’s
snap elections, with a
pledge to pull out troops
from Iraq, among other
things.

Ahmadinejad says ready to act
if attacked

MANAMA, 19 Nov —
President Mahmoud
Ahmadinejad said on
Saturday Iran was ready to
respond if attacked, but
played down the prospect
of war with the United
States.

 Ahmadinejad was
speaking during a visit to
Bahrain which came amid

mounting concerns in the
Gulf that the United States
could launch military action
against Iran, although
Washington says it is
committed to a diplomatic
solution to a crisis over
Teheran’s nuclear
ambitions.

 “We never want any
war in this region, but from

another front, we have made
all preparations, and if there
is any suspicion on this
matter, then we are ready,”
said Ahmadinejad, speaking
through an interpreter.

 “I want to confirm
again that we don’t think
there will be a war in the
region,” he told reporters,
without giving reasons.

 Ahmadinejad earlier
told Al Arabiya television
that the United States had no
political, economic or
military grounds for attack,
and dismissed the US
military as “shabby”.

 The West accuses Iran
of trying to build a nuclear
bomb, but Iran says its
nuclear ambitions are to
generate electricity.

 In a report on Thursday
the UN nuclear watchdog
said Iran had become more
open in outlining its nuclear
activities, but key questions
remained unanswered.
Washington says partial
disclosure is not enough, and
is pushing for sanctions.

Infants of obese mothers have
higher mortality risk

NEW YORK, 18 Nov —
Obese women are at
increased risk of having
their infant die soon
after birth, especially if
premature rupture of
membranes (PROM)
occurs before full-term,
according to a report in
the journal Obstetrics &
Gynecology.

 These findings may
indicate there is a problem
in how obese women with
preterm PROM births are
treated, Dr Ellen A Nohr
from University of

Aarhus, Denmark told
Reuters Health. It is also
possible that “preterm
infants of obese mothers
may be more susceptible
when they are not
protected by the mem-
branes”.

 PROM occurs when
the membranes rupture
before labour begins,
which is usually followed
by labour and delivery.
Umbilical cord com-
pression is the primary risk
for the foetus, while
infection within the uterus

is the major complication
in the woman. Nohr and
colleagues used the Danish
National Birth Cohort to
investigate the association
between prepregnancy
obesity and infant mor-
tality, with focus upon
different types of preterm
births.— MNA/Reuters

Ship with Russians on board

MOSCOW, 19 Nov —
A cargo ship with 36
people on board, most of

TOKYO, 18 Nov—

to depart on Sunday for an
annual hunt that this year
for the first time will take
humpback whales — a per-
ennial favourite among
whale-watchers — spar-
king protests from activists.

  Japan, which says
whaling is a cherished
cultural tradition, ab-
andoned commercial
whaling in accordance
with an international
moratorium in 1986, but
began the next year to
conduct what it calls
scientific research whaling.

  The meat, which under
rules set by the International
Whaling Commission must
be sold for consumption,
ends up in supermarkets and
restaurants, but appetite for

what is now a delicacy is
fading.

  The fleet is scheduled
to set sail from Shimonoseki
Port in southwestern Japan
for the Antarctic, where it
aims to catch more than
1,000 whales before re-
turning to port early next
year, the environmental
group Greenpeace said.

  Among these are some
50 fin whales, which
environmentalists say are
endangered, and 50 hump-
backs, which are favourites
of whale-watchers for their
distinctive silhouettes and
acrobatic leaps from the
water.

  The remainder of the
catch will consist of minke
whales, which Japan says
are now abundant enough
to take.“The fact that
they’re expanding the
hunt to its largest ever is
quite a problem,” Junichi
Sato, a spokesman for
Greenpeace Japan, told
Reuters.

Dolly scientist abandons cloning

DHAKA, 19  Nov — Grieving survivors and rescuers picked through the rubble left in the wake of a cyclone
that battered Bangladesh as the death toll reached over 2,300 on Sunday and a government official declared
the disaster “a national calamity”.

 Mohammad Abdur
Rob, chairman of the
Bangladesh Red Crescent
Society, said the overall
death toll from the cyclone
could reach 10,000.

 “Based on our
experience in the past and
reports from the scene I
would guess the death toll
may be as high as 10,000,”
he told Reuters.

 Officials also
expected the death toll to
rise as the search for
hundreds of people missing
after Thursday’s storm
intensified.

 Military ships and

helicopters were trying to
reach thousands of people
believed stranded on islands
in the Bay of Bengal and in
coastal areas still cut off by
the devastating storm.

 The Disaster Ministry
had recorded 2,300 deaths
by 1500 GMT on Sunday,
but local media put the
figure at more than 3,500.
A much improved disaster
preparedness plan has been
credited with saving scores
of lives.

 Officials in affected
areas say the death toll given
by the ministry is far below
the real numbers.

 “Some 2,000 people
have died in my area alone,”
said Anwar Panchayet in
Bagerhat District.

LONDON, 19 Nov — Scientist Ian
Wilmut who led the team that
controversially created Dolly the sheep is
abandoning the cloning of human embryos
in stem cell research, local Press reported
on Saturday.

 The scientist of Edinburgh University
developed a cloning technique which
involved creating stem cells — which
have the potential to be grown into any cell
in the human body — from human
embryos.

 Embryonic or stem cells are widely
regarded as the most flexible cells in the
body and are seen as the body’s building
blocks.

 But the scientist has now embraced a

technique developed by Professor Shinya
Yamanaka of Kyoto University, Japan,
that involves genetically modifying adult
cells to make them almost as flexible as
stem cells. The research has been conducted
on mice.

 The scientist believes a rival method
developed in Japan holds the key to curing
serious medical conditions. The new
method creates stem cells from fragments
of skin and could remove the need to use
human embryos.

 Wilmut said his own research team
held a meeting at which it was agreed the
Japanese method had more potential than
the use of embryonic cells.
