The National Disaster Coordinating Council saidin
areport that at least four othersremain missing while
one was injured by typhoon-triggered calamities.

“Mitag” affectedatleast 100,588 familiesor 443,109
people from 899 villages from 121 towns in 19
provinces in Luzon Island in North Philippines and
central Visayasregion.

About 45,000 familiesor 201,329 peoplehave been
brought to 668 evacuation centres to avoid greater
loss, the report said. The Agriculture Department,
meanwhile, estimated 6,075 hectares of crops worth
109.648 million pesos (2.55 million US dollars) were
damaged, including 2,671 hectares of rice and 1,973
hectares of corn.—MNA/Xinhua

CoLomBo, 27 Nov —
The Sri Lankan Govern-
ment said Sunday that 21
Sri Lankan nationals who
were arrested and later
released in Irag have now
been charged with illegal
entry to the country.

The 21 Sri Lankans,

working for a private
security company, were
arrested on 20 November
in connection with a
shooting incident in
Baghdad and released
three days later without
any charges.

However, the Sri
Lankan Government was
informed on Saturday that
they were being charged
for immigration offense,
said Bhaila. He said these

people have defied a Sri
Lankan Government
order not to visit Irag.
“Still as they are Sri
Lankan citizens our
Foreign Ministry will
assist them,” Bhailasaid.
The Sri Lankan Gov-
ernment advised its
nationals not to take up
employment in Irag with
thebreakout of theUnited
States-led war in Irag in
2003.

China, France sign 8-bin-euro
nuclear energy deal

Beling, 27 Nov—China
Guangdong Nuclear
Power Group (CGNPG)
and Areva of France
signed an eight-billion-
Euro civil nuclear energy
cooperation deal on
Monday, according to
which the French com-
pany will help build two
reactorsin Taishancity in
the southern Guangdong
Province.

QianZhimin, Chairman
of the CGNPG, and Anne
Lauvergeon, Chairman

President Nicolas Sar-
kozy.
“Thisisthelargest com-
mercial contractsignedin
the French nuclear energy
industry history and
opened a new chapter of
nuclear cooperation be-
tween the two countries,”
said Anne Lauvergeon.
Areva will cooperate
with the CGNPG to
establish two European
pressurized-water reactors
(EPRs) in Taishan and
Areva, theworld' slargest
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nuclear engineering firm,
will provideall theneeded
materials and technology
support, according to the

signed deal dubbed
“Taishan EPR 1&2
Contract”.

The two sides also
planned to set up ajoint
venture soon, in an effort
to conduct research and
development of nuclear
reactors engineering
technologies, said the
contract.

EU proposes
suspending import
duties on most cereals

BrusseLs, 28 Nov—The European Commission
Monday proposed suspending import duties on most
cerealsin response to the exceptionally tight situation
in the European market and record-high prices.

Under the proposal, import duties on all cereals
except oatswill besuspended for thecurrent marketing
year, which ends on 30 June, 2008.

“1 hopethisproposal will helpfacilitatecereal imports
from outside the European Union (EU) and reduce
tensions on European grain markets,” said Mariann
Fischer Boel, the EU Commissioner for Agriculture
and Rural Development.

TheEU still appliesimport dutiesto certain types of
grains in order to balance the market. However, the
European cerea smarketshasseenaspectacul ar upsurge
in prices since the start of the current marketing year
dueto apoor harvest and tight conditions ontheworld
market.

In 2007, unfavourable weather conditions reduced
the harvest and overall EU production is estimated at
256 million tons, a drop of 10 million tons or 3.5 per
cent from the already modest harvest in the previous
marketing year.— MNA/Xinhua
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Thai tourism revenue
torise 10% in 2007

Banckok, 27 Nov—Thailand will earn about 500
billion baht (14.7 billion US dollars) from tourism
revenue, an increase of 10 per cent from last year,
according to a recent report issued by Kasikorn
Research Centre (KRC).

Some 14.2 million foreigntouristsare expected to
visit Thailand in 2007, up 3 per cent from 2006, the
report said. The leading think tank’s report said
Thailand’ s tourism had begun to improve during the
second half of 2007 due to severa positive factors.

The positive developments are rooted in the
increased transparency in the political sector, with a
general electionto beheld on 23 December, activities
to celebratethe King' s80th birthday on 5 December,
and the annual Loy Krathong festival whichis being
celebrated by Thais nationwide on 24 November.

The research centre projected that during the
second half of 2007, 7.2 million foreignerswill have
visited Thailand.

“The proportion of
Malaysians aged above 60
isexpected to bemorethan
doubled from 7 per cent of
thetotal populationin2000
to16 per centin2020,” said
Zamani Abdul Ghani,
deputy governor of
Malysia's central bank
NegaraMadaysia

By 2040, one-fifth of
Maaysia's population is
expected to be more than
60 years old, while the
World Bank predicted that

thenumber of theelderlyin
the world will surpass the
number of children by that
time, Zamani told the
Fourth Asian Conference
onPensionsand Retirement
Planning.

He called for re-
formulating retirement
strategies, reforming
pension schemes, de-
signing an appropriate tax
mechanism for pension
system, while urging the
public to raise their

awareness on planning for
retirement.

Cancer
centre saves

WasHINGTON, 27 Nov— A mouse resistant to cancer, even highly-ag
gressivetypes, hasbeen created by ateam of resear chersat the University of
Kentucky, the university announced on Tuesday.

Theresearchteamfound
a tumor-suppressor gene
caledPar-4intheprostate.
They discovered that this
genekills cancer cells, but
not normal cells. Thereare
very few molecules that
specificaly fight against
cancer cdls, giving it a
potentially therapeutic
application.

Theteamledby professor
of radiationmedicineVivek
Rangnekar introduced it
into the egg of a mouse.
That egg was then planted
into a surrogate mother.
Mice born with this gene

arenot developingtumors.
The mice grow normally
andhavenodefects. Infact,
the mice possessing Par-4
actudly liveafew months
longer than the control
animals, indicating that
they have no toxic side
effects.

“Themouseitself does
not express a large
number of copies of this
gene, but the pupsdo and
then their pups start
expressing the gene,”
Rangnekar said.

“So, we've been able
to transfer this activity

to generations in the
mouse.”

The implications for
humans could be that
through bone marrow
transplantation, the Par-4
moleculecouldpotentially
beusedtofight cancer cells
inpatientswithout thetoxic
and damaging side effects
of chemotherapy and
radiationtherapy. “Before
this animal study, we
published a lot of work
indicating that in cell
culture, there's no killing
of normal cells’, said
