The National Day
golden week will remain
unchanged. TheMay Day
golden week will be
replaced by a one-day
holiday.

Tomb-Sweeping Day,
the Dragon-Boat Festival
and the Mid-Autumn
Festival shal all become
one-day national holidays.

The proposal will
increase the number of
legal national holidays
from 10 to 11 days.

The tradition of
designating weekends on
one side of the three main
holidays as two working
days still continues, so
people enjoy seven
consecutive days off. In
future, New Year's Day,
Tomb-Sweeping Day,

May Day, theDragonBoat
Festival and the Mid-
Autumn Festival will
become holidays of three
days each. According to
the draft regulations on
paid vacations, al'so made
public in early November
for public discussion, all
employeesof government
organs, civil organizations,
enterprises, and public-
service institutions are
entitled to take paid
vacation after serving the
same employer for one
year.
