Pakistani officials: Suspected
US missiles kill four

PESHAWAR, 9 Jan —Suspected US mis-
siles killed four people in northwest Pa-
kistan, the latest in a surge of such at-
tacks since a suicide bomber staged a
deadly assault on CIA employees just
across the border in Afghanistan.

The attack on Friday was the sixth in
just over a week in North Waziristan, an
unusually intense bombardment that also
follows repeated calls by the United
States for Pakistan to do more against
militants there blamed for attacks on
American and NATO forces in Afghani-
stan.

The area is the stronghold of the
Haqqani network, an Afghan Taleban
group with links to al-Qaeda. Its militants
are responsible for cross-border attacks
and could have played a role in the 30
Dec attack that killed seven CIA employ-
ees in Khost Province, analysts believe.

Venezuela sent F-16 jets to
intercept US military plane

CARACAS, 9 Jan — Venezuelan President Hugo
Chavez said on Friday that he had ordered F-16 jets to
intercept a US military plane that twice violated Ven-
ezuelan airspace earlier in the day.

Speaking at a cabinet meeting, Chavez said that the
US plane, based on the Netherlands’ Curacao Island in
the Caribbean, intruded into Venezuelan airspace twice,
the first for 15 minutes and the second 19 minutes.

The F-16s escorted the US plane out, he added.
However, the US military denied that any of its

planes entered Venezuelan airspace on Friday.
“As a matter of policy we do not fly over a nation’s

air space without prior consent and coordination,” the
US Southern Command, which is in charge of US mili-
tary activities in the hemisphere, said in a statement.
“We operate with the utmost respect for the sovereignty
of the nations in our hemisphere.

Last month, Chavez accused the United States of
flying an unmanned spy plane into Venezuela’s air-
space and vowed to shoot down any similar aircraft in
the future.

Venezuela suspended diplomatic ties with Colom-
bia in July in response to a US-Colombian military
base deal, saying it would pave the way for the United
States to invade Venezuela. Both Washington and Bo-
gota denied the allegation.—Xinhua

NATO says two service members
dead in Afghanistan

KABUL, 9 Jan — Officials say two NATO service members have
died in Afghanistan, including a Danish soldier killed by a roadside
bomb. The Danish army says one of its soldiers was killed and five
injured on Friday when a blast hit their vehicle in southern Afghani-
stan.

The Army Operational Command says the members of a Danish
scouting unit were flown to a field hospital for treatment but one
was declared dead upon arrival.—Internet

LONDON, 9 Jan — Britain’s military
may hand control of parts of Afghani-
stan’s Taleban-invested Helmand Prov-
ince to their US counterparts, the Times
reported on Saturday citing unnamed
military officials.

The newspaper said that with the ar-
rival of more US Marines in Afghani-
stan and the implementation of a new
US counter-insurgency strategy, British
troops might pull out of the upper
Helmand valley and concentrate on the
biggest population centre around
Lashkar Gah.

It cited military officials as saying
British commanders were ready to pull
out of Musa Qala and Kajaki, home to

a hydroelectric power station to which
they brought a turbine in an operation
in 2008.

Handing over the two districts to US
troops would free up roughly 1,100
troops to patrol the centre of Helmand
Province, which was the initial strategy
when British soldiers were first deployed
there in 2006, said the Times.

However, the newspaper said there
is resistance to leaving Sangin, the dis-
trict that has claimed the highest number
of British casualties.

The newspaper said cabinet officials
have been briefed about the Helmand
plans, and a decision was expected
within six weeks.—Internet

A/H1N1 pandemic death toll
rises to 12,799, says WHO
GENEVA, 9 Jan — The global death toll of

the A/H1N1 pandemic influenza has risen to at
least 12,799, the World Health Organization
(WHO) said in a latest update on Friday.

Of all the deaths, some 6,880 occurred in
the Americas, while at least 2,554 were reported
from Europe. The other four WHO regions,
namely Western Pacific, South-East Asia, East
Mediterranean and Africa, reported 1,361,
1,165, 708 and 131 deaths respectively. The
WHO’s tally of global pandemic deaths is an
under-representation of the actual numbers as
many deaths are never tested or recognized as
influenza related, the UN agency noted.

    The A/H1N1 flu virus was first identified
in Mexico in April, and the WHO declared the
new influenza as a pandemic in June. So far the
virus has caused infections in more than 208
countries and overseas territories or communi-
ties.—Xinhua

Spanish soldier killed
in accident in
Afghanistan

MADRID, 9 Jan — A Spanish soldier
died on Friday after an armoured vehi-
cle being checked fell on him in Af-
ghanistan, said the Spanish Defence
Ministry.

 Christian Quishpe Aguirre, 24, was
in a support base for NATO troops in
the west Afghan province of Herat when
a BMR armored personnel carrier be-
ing checked fell upon him and took his
life, the ministry said in a statement.
Aguirre, who was married and had a
daughter, joined the Spanish Army in
2005. His body will be repatriated to his
hometown in Zaragoza on Saturday.

The ministry said that the chief colo-
nel of the Spanish base in Herat Prov-
ince has opened an investigation.

Since 2002, a total of 91 Spanish
soldiers have lost their lives in
Afghanistan.

Addressing
the forum with more than 400 people from the two coun-
tries, the two ministers pledged their efforts to forge close
economic and trade relations by expanding trade and in-
creasing mutual investment.—Xinhua

Horizon Bank first US bank failure of 2010

UPS cuts 1,800 jobs, raises outlook
NEW YORK,  9 Jan—United Parcel Service Inc (UPS.N) raised its fourth-quarter

profit forecast on Friday but said it was cutting another 1,800 management and
administrative jobs.

UPS shares rose as much as 6.5 percent to their highest level since the depths of
the financial crisis in October 2008.

The shipper expects fourth-quarter earnings of 73 cents to 75 cents per share,
up from an earlier estimate of 58 cents to 65 cents and besting Wall Street’s view
of a profit of 63 cents per share, according to Thomson Reuters I/B/E/S.

The higher forecast reflects improved shipping volume amid an economic re-
covery, while the elimination of 0.5 percent of the company’s US workforce of
340,000 is the result of increased automation of management functions, analysts
said.—Internet

Unemployment hits 10% across eurozone
BRUSSELS, 9 Jan—Ten people in a hundred who could be working are now un-

employed across the 16 countries that use the euro, the EU said on Friday as the
human cost of the economic crisis was laid bare.

New figures for November 2009 showed that the seasonally-adjusted unem-
ployment rate hit a miserable 10.0 percent, with 102,000 more people left without
their own income compared to October. In Spain, one of continental Europe’s
biggest economies, the rate has now hit a shocking 19.4 percent.

Experts have repeatedly expressed fears of a double-dip recession on the Ibe-
rian peninsula, which could itself stunt nascent recovery among neighbours al-
ready struggling with unfavourable exchange rates against the dollar and the Chi-
nese yuan.—Internet

The company
plans to produce 1.29 mil-
lion units in North
America next financial
year, up 110,000 units
from the current financial
year, and 980,000 units in

workers. The aircraft
takes about 10 and a half
months to finish, Drelling
said. The C-17 Globe-
master III air lifter is
often used to transport
combat equipment and
troops or to deliver hu-
manitarian supplies. The
C-17 has a payload of 77
tons and requires a run-
way of only 915 metres to
take off.

US regulators closed Ho-
rizon Bank of
Bellingham, Washington,
on Friday, kicking off
what has been forecast as
a peak year for small bank
failures.

The Federal Deposit
Insurance Corp said Ho-
rizon Bank had approxi-
mately $1.3 billion in to-
tal assets and $1.1 billion
in total deposits as  30
September.

Friday’s bank failure is
expected to cost the
FDIC’s insurance fund a
total of $539.1 million.

The 18 branches of
Horizon Bank will reopen
during their normal busi-
ness hours beginning on
Saturday as branches of

Washington Federal Sav-
ings and Loan Association
and deposits will contin-
ued to be insured by the
FDIC. Community banks
are facing persistent pres-
sure from deteriorating
loans, many tied to com-
mercial real estate
projects that have col-
lapsed or are in decline.

Regulators closed 140
banks last year, the high-
est level since 1992 when
officials were still clean-
ing up from the savings
and loan crisis. That com-
pares with 25 in 2008 and
only three in 2007.

FDIC Chairman Sheila
Bair has said in the cur-
rent banking crisis, fail-
ures will peak in 2010 and
then start to subside.

The price tag for the
bank closings is expected
to total $100 billion from
2009 through 2013,
according to the FDIC.

Doctor shortage before
healthcare reform

WASHINGTON, 9 Jan — A group of US doctors wants
Congress to know that there is a shortage of primary care
physicians even before healthcare reform is considered.

The American College of Physicians sent a letter
to key legislators in Congress urging them to ensure
that the final healthcare reform bill includes provisions
to support the primary care workforce.

“Recent studies show that the US faces a shortage
of more than 40,000 primary care physicians, even be-
fore taking into account increased demand for primary
care associated with increased coverage,” Dr Joseph W.
Stubbs, president of the American College of Physi-
cians said in the letter. Studies show that low levels of
reimbursement for primary care, especially relative to
other specialties, is a principal reason why physicians
are not going into primary care, Stubbs said.—Xinhua

US to continue drone attacks despite
Pakistan’s disagreement

ISLAMABAD, 9 Jan — The United
States will continue the “effective”
drone attacks in northwest Pakistan’s
tribal region near the Afghan border
even if it has no agreement with Paki-
stan, a US senator said here on Friday.

Addressing a Press conference in
Islamabad, visiting Senator John McCain
said the US congressional delegation
came to show the solidity and sympathy
to the victims of the terror attacks in Pa-
kistan but the strikes with unmanned air-
craft will not stop as the US needs to root

out extremism from the region.
“We are always with Pakistan and the

people of Pakistan and our relationship
does not have time limitation,” McCain
said. He said the use of drone strikes against
suspected Taleban militants in Pakistan is
an effective part of the US strategy.

Referring the recent diplomat issue, the
senator said the US will try to deploy the
qualified diplomats to the US embassy in
Pakistan to help address the diplomatic
concerns by the Pakistani government.

UK police arrest three passengers on
plane at Heathrow

LONDON, 9 Jan — British police arrested three passengers aboard a Dubai-
bound Emirates airliner at London’s Heathrow Airport on Friday on suspicion of
making a bomb threat, police said.

Sky News television quoted police sources as saying initial searches had found
no actual threat to the flight, indicating that the incident may have been an ill-
judged prank.

The men, aged 58, 48 and 36, were taken into custody for making verbal threats
against the crew before take off, the police said in a statement. “They have been
arrested on suspicion of making a bomb threat,” they added.

An airport spokesman said other flights at Britain’s biggest airport were unaf-
fected. Witnesses told Sky that armed police with sniffer dogs boarded flight
EK004, which had been due to take off at 2000 GMT (3 pm EST), and swiftly
arrested the men.—Internet

LUANDA, 9 Jan — Gunmen shot at buses carry-

ing Togo’s football team to the African Nations
Cup in Angola, leaving one dead and nine wounded,
but organizers insisted the tournament would go
ahead.

Two players were among the injured, while a driver
was killed when gunmen sprayed bullets at the team’s
vehicles after they had crossed into Angola’s restive
Cabinda Province from Congo-Brazzaville on Friday,
according to a Togo official.

Many dived under their seats when the gunfire
started. Squad member Thomas Dossevi said the team
— one of the strongest in African football — had been
“fired on like dogs”.

Two players — goalkeeper Kodjovi Obilale and
defender Serge Akakpo — were among the wounded,
Dossevi told AFP.

“The assailants were hooded and armed to the teeth.
We stayed under the seats for 20 minutes. It was hor-
rible.”

Two English Premiership players — Manchester
City striker Emmanuel Adebayor and Aston Villa
midfielder Moustapha Salifou — emerged unharmed
from the attack, their clubs said.

 UN chief sees “window of opportunity”
to advance disarmament

UNITED NATIONS, 9 Jan — UN Secretary-General
Ban Ki-moon on Friday took note of last year’s “en-
couraging developments” in disarmament, pledging to
advance the goal of a nuclear-weapon-free world.

“Today there is a new window of opportunity in
disarmament and non-proliferation,” Ban said in re-
marks at a roundtable meeting at the UN Headquar-
ters with the heads of international organizations deal-
ing with disarmament. He noted that a number of
events in disarmament over the next few months, which
include the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons (NPT) Review Conference in May.

“The treaty is facing a number of challenges. A
successful outcome would strengthen confidence not
only in the treaty but also for the collective global
effort to achieve a world free of nuclear weapons,”
Ban said.—Xinhua

F-16s scrambled due to
unruly airline passenger

WASHINGTON, 9 Jan — Two F-16 fighter jets took
to the air on Friday after a report of an unruly passen-
ger aboard a airliner bound for San Francisco, the
North American Aerospace Defence Command said.

As the fighter aircraft arrived, the Air Tran plane
that had taken off from Atlanta landed safely in Colo-
rado Springs, Colorado, at noon local time (1900
GMT), NORAD said in a statement.

The F-16 warplanes were launched “today in re-
sponse to reports of an unruly passenger aboard Air
Tran Flight 39 from Atlanta bound for San Francisco,”
NORAD said.

It was the second such incident in three days, with
two F-15 fighters intercepting an airliner bound for
Hawaii on Wednesday after a passenger caused a “dis-
turbance.”

NORAD, a joint US-Canada mission, scrambles
fighter jets to respond to possible terrorist threats from
the air, after the attacks of 11 September, 2001 in-
volving hijacked airliners.

The fighter pilots are prepared to shoot down the
airliners if necessary to prevent a possible repeat of
the 9/11 attacks when hijacked planes were flown into
the World Trade Centre in New York and the Penta-
gon in the US capital.

Based in Colorado, NORAD was created during
the Cold War in 1958 to protect North America against
air assaults.—Internet

Foot-and-mouth disease
reoccurs in north Vietnam
HANOI, 9 Jan — There have been 232 buffaloes and

cows infected with the foot-and-mouth disease in the
past two weeks in Vietnam’s northern province of Lang
Son, said an official report on Friday.

The disease has broken out in six districts of the
province, according to the Department of Animal
Health under the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural
Development. The department said local authority is
taking measures to prevent the spread of the disease.

Currently, Vietnam has five provinces affected by
the foot-and-mouth disease including Kien Giang in
the south, the central Phu Yen Province, and three
northern provinces namely Son La, Cao Bangand the
newly-reported Lang Son. —Xinhua

BEIJING, 9 Jan — China
and India held the third
round of defence consul-
tation here on Wednesday,
according to a Press re-
lease from the Information
Office of China’s Defence
Ministry on Friday.

Deputy Chief of Gen-
eral Staff of the Chinese
People’s Liberation Army
(PLA) Ma Xiaotian and
visiting Indian Defence
Secretary Pradeep Kumar
jointly presided over the
consultation, during which
they exchanged views and

reached some consensus
on bilateral ties, regional
security, national defence
policies and military ex-
changes and cooperation.

During the consulta-
tions, the Chinese side ex-
pressed its concern to the
Indian side over the irre-
sponsible remarks made
by a few Indian leaders

and some Indian media’s
untrue reports.

The Chinese side
stressed that both China
and India should do more
work, which will be favour-
able for boosting healthy
bilateral ties, so as to facili-
tate the good environment
and conditions for China-
India relations.—Xinhua

LONDON, 9 Jan — An influential com-
mittee of British MPs has criticized suc-
cessive governments for allowing Britain
to develop a drinking habit that is killing
tens of thousands of people every year.

“Over the last 60 years drinking hab-
its have been transformed. In 1947 the
nation consumed 3.5 litres of pure alco-
hol per head: The current figure is 9.5 li-
tres,” the House of Commons health com-
mittee said in a report on Friday.

“This ... has been an increasing source
of concern. These involve not only the
consequences of binge drinking which are
a cause of many serious accidents, disor-
der, violence and crime, but also long-term
heavy drinking which causes more harm
to health,” said the report.

    Alcohol was probably a significant
factor in 30,000 to 40,000 deaths per year,

the report said, citing figures from the presi-
dent of the Royal College of Physicians.

The MPs called for an increase in alco-
hol pricing to deter drinkers, and they esti-
mated that a minimum price of 50 pennies
per unit would save more than 3,000 lives
per year. A unit of alcohol is about 300
millilitres of normal beer. They also called
for tougher rules for advertising.

    Marketing by the drinks industry was
600 to 800 million pounds (960 million to
1.3 billion US dollars) in 2003, according
to the report.  Matt Wilson, the spokesman
for the Advertising Standards Authority
which administers TV and print advertis-
ing in Britain, told Xinhua: “Based on
available evidence those rules that are al-
ready in place are going further than the
Commons health committee is calling
for. —Xinhua

China surpasses US in 2009 auto sales
BEIJING, 9 Jan—China overtook the United States as the biggest auto market in

2009 and automakers should see more strong growth this year, an industry group
reported on Friday.

Boosted by Beijing’s stimulus, 2009 passenger car sales soared to 10.3 million
and total vehicle sales are estimated at 13.6 million, the China Passenger Car
Association said. That represents growth of about 45 percent from 2008.

“This is even better than anyone expected,” the group’s general secretary, Rao
Da, said at a news conference in Shanghai.

By contrast, US sales of cars and light trucks plunged 21 percent in 2009 to
10.4 million as a shaky economy kept buyers away from showrooms. It was the
first time any country bought more cars than Americans.

The Chinese group’s data were in line with forecasts by JD Power and Associ-
ates of 12.7 million sales of cars and light trucks and 900,000 bigger vehicles in
2009 for a total of 13.6 million. The company in early 2009 expected sales of 9
million vehicles but raised that as Beijing rolled out measures to boost demand.

“It’s very, very strong growth, far beyond the expectations we had in the early
part of 2009,” said John Bonnell, a JD Power .—Xinhua

Peru’s Inca Trail among top five adventure
attractions in the world

 LIMA, 9 Jan—Peru’s Inca Trail to Machu Picchu was ranked fifth on the list of
Top Ten best adventure attractions in the world, the state-run travel company
Promperu said on Friday.

MANILA, 9 Jan—Hun-
dreds of thousands of peo-
ple shed their footwear
and prayed for relief from
natural disasters on Satur-
day in a religious proces-
sion across the capital of
the mainly Roman Catho-
lic Philippines.

The annual festival
centres on a black icon of
a cross-bearing Jesus
Christ, which many Fili-
pinos believe can perform
miracles to cure the sick,
drive away bad luck and
bring prosperity.

“They look like giant
waves,” Senior Inspector
Oscar Hoguera, head of
Manila’s mobile police di-
vision, said of the sea of
humanity swarming
around the carriage being
pulled by bare-foot devo-

tees holding lengths of
stout rope.

The devotees wore
scarlet shirts and hurled
white handkerchiefs and
towels at an ebony-hued
wooden statue of the
“Black Nazarene”, which
volunteers touched onto
its cheeks before throwing
back the cloths to the

crowd.
“There are a lot more

participants today than
last year,” Holguera told
AFP, estimating the size
of the crowd at several
hundred thousand people.

“Many people are turn-
ing to religion after a year
of disasters,” he added.

BRUSSELS, 9 Jan—The
EU’s much-delayed Gali-
leo sat-nav network will
begin operation in 2014,
the European Commission
said on Thursday as it
awarded key contracts to
Germany’s OHB System
and France’s Arianespace.

The European system
is aimed to challenge the
dominance of the US-built
Global Positioning Sys-
tem (GPS), set up by the
Pentagon in the 1980s,
which is widely used in a
huge variety of navigation

devices like those in cars
and boats.

OHB System beat out
larger rival EADS-
Astrium for the contract to
build the first 14 satellites
for the 30-satellite naviga-
tion system, EU Transport
Commissioner Antonio
Tajani said, with
Arianespace providing the
launch services.

The first satellites will
be launched from French
Guiana by Russian Soyuz
rockets.

Franco-Italian group

Thales Alenia Space was
handed the contract to pro-
vide system support ser-
vices.

“This will allow the ini-
tial deployment and ser-
vice provision of Europe’s
satellite navigation system
as of early 2014,” Tajani
said.

“With this and the
upcoming awards for the
remaining procurement
packages, we are conclud-
ing a critical phase of the
Galileo programme.

Chinese researchers have
become the world’s fifth
most prolific contributors
to peer-reviewed scienti-
fic literature on Regen-
erative Medicine (RM),
according to an
international study
published on Friday.

(MRC) published a
research article in the UK
journal Regenerative
Medicine, saying that
China’s contributions to
scientific journalson RM
topics leapt from 37 in
2000 to 1,116 in 2008,
exceeded only by that of
the United States,

“China has been
developing very quickly
in the area of regenerative
medicine”, said
