It was one misty
morning of the cold sea-
son and Aye Kaba mo-
torboat was sailing at full
speed, braving the cold
weather. We, media crew
of Myanma Alin daily,
were on our way to
regions of successful
summer paddy cultiva-
tion in Mawlamyine-
gyun Township to collect
facts  about effective
cultivation method of
summer paddy.

The motorboat
was heading for
Phoetilut, one of the re-
gions of successful sum-
mer paddy cultivation.

Along the route were con-
tinuous scenes of harvest-
ing monsoon paddy, car-
rying sheaves of paddy
with bull-carts or in
groups. In a few days,  rice
of monsoon paddy will
be available in abundance
in the whole country.

After an hour
drive, we saw Phoetilut
village on the opposite
bank of Kyunchuang
village. The village is
composed of 348
households with a popu-
lation of 1,562. The vil-
lage grew 1,102 acres of
monsoon paddy this year
and will grow 750 acres

of paddy in coming
summer paddy
cultivation season.

Just as the motor-
boat turned into Phoetilut
creek, we were greeted by
the engine sound of power
tillers at work. It is learnt
that other villages in the
village-tract are also
ploughing for cultivation
of summer paddy. It is
really a village-tract of
great industry.

As we stepped on
Wedaung village on the
opposite bank of Phoetilut

village, we saw endless
ploughed fields. We
asked the chairman of
Phoetilut village-tract
PDC about paddy culti-
vation of the village-tract.
The chairman said "Our
village-tract has 30 power
tillers, 10 thrashers, 22
water pumps and 10
pumps. Phoetilut farm-
ers are endowed with
both mettle and industry.
The harvest targeted for
coming summer paddy
cultivation season is 100
baskets of rice per acre.
As you see, other village-
tracts are still reaping
monsoon paddy. Farm-
ers of ours know that

early cultivation prom-
ises bumper harvest.
That's why they grow
early."

Farmers of
Phoetilut village visited
such village-tracts of
successful summer
paddy cultivation as
Taguntainggyi, Htitolo,
Thabyaechaung in
Malamyinegyun Town-
ship five years ago.
There they saw anyone
who grew summer
paddy became well-off.

 BEIRUT, 12  Jan — US Assistant Secretary of State
for International Narcotics and Law Enforcement Af-
fairs David Johnson, discussed on Monday in Beirut a
US-funded capacity building programme for the Leba-
nese Internal Security Forces (ISF).

Johnson and US Ambassador to Lebanon Michele
Sison met with the command staff of the ISF, led by
Director General Achraf Rifi, the US embassy in Bei-
rut said in a statement.

Sison and Johnson also attended the graduation cer-
emony of 286 ISF cadets who completed basic polic-
ing course funded by the US and instructed by US and
Lebanese policing experts.

To date, the US has provided training for over 3,500
ISF officers, cadets, supervisors and instructors, added
the statement.

 “This assistance will help to support the full sov-
ereignty of a Lebanese government representing all of
its people, and a Lebanese Internal Security Force ca-
pable of protecting Lebanon’s citizens and the rule of
law,” said the statement.

Last week, Sison expressed Washington’s willing-
ness to train and equip the ISF. The US embassy in
Beirut announced in April that Washington will sup-
ply Lebanon with 12 Raven unmanned aircrafts.

CARACAS, 12 Jan —
Venezuela made a diplo-
matic protest to the United
States and the Netherlands
on Monday, saying a US
military plane violated its
airspace last week after tak-
ing off from the Dutch Car-
ibbean island of Curacao. A
US diplomat denied it.

Venezuelan Foreign
Minister Nicolas Maduro
called the purported incur-
sion “an attempt to provoke
some type of incident.” He
presented a protest letter to
John Caulfield, charge
d’affaires at the US Em-
bassy in Caracas, and to

Dutch diplomat JG van
Vloten Dissevelt.

Maduro expressed con-
cern about the Netherlands’
role, saying that “we are
worried that their territories
are being used by the
United States to make ille-
gal incursions into our air-
space.”

Caulfield denied the ac-
cusation, saying a US mili-
tary plane has not strayed
into Venezuelan airspace
since 2008, when the US
acknowledged what it
called an accidental inci-
dent involving a Navy
plane. Caulfield noted US

and Venezuelan officials
discussed that incident in
2008. “We have not had
any other event of a viola-
tion of Venezuelan airspace
by American planes,”
Caulfield said.

In making the allegation
last week, Chavez accused
Washington of trying to
provoke his government by
sending an American P-3
plane from Curacao to
twice enter Venezuelan air-
space on Friday. The plane
was met by Venezuelan F-
16s and escorted out of
Venezuelan airspace, he
said.—Internet

CABINDA, 12 Jan— Angola said on Monday it had
arrested two people suspected of taking part in an at-
tack on a bus carrying the Togo national soccer team
to the African Nations Cup in which two delegation
members were killed.

It said it wanted its neighbors and France to clamp
down on the rebels who have claimed responsibility
for the attack in Cabinda, a heavily militarized oil-
producing province geographically cut off from north-
ern Angola.

Provincial prosecutor Antonio Nito said the two
suspects belonged to the Front for the Liberation of
the Enclave of Cabinda (FLEC) — the small remnant
of a group that has been fighting for independence from
Angola for over 30 years.

Friday’s attack took place shortly after the Togo
team’s bus crossed into Cabinda from the Republic of
Congo.

UNITED NATIONS, 12
Jan—As the United Na-
tions on Monday kicked
off its official launch of
2010 as the International
Year of Biodiversity to
highlight the continued
devastation on the world’s
species, UN Secretary-
General Ban Ki-moon
called it a “wake-up call”
to protect the globe’s natu-
ral resources.

In his message released
by his spokesman here
marking the occasion, the
Secretary-General said,

“Over the past half-cen-
tury, human activities
have caused an unprec-
edented decline in biologi-
cal diversity.” “A wide va-
riety of environmental
goods and services that we
take for granted are under
threat, with profound
and damaging conse-
quences for ecosystems,
economies and liveli-
hoods,” the message read.

World leaders in 2002
reached a consensus to re-
duce the rate of
biodiversity loss by 2010,

which was added into the
Millennium Development
Goals but “will not be
met,” Ban said.

The trends of downward
consequences persist, he
said, citing that tropical
forests continue to hurt
where endemic species
have fallen and have dis-
rupted local, regional and
global climates.

In addition, Ban also
named the damaging effect
climate change and ocean
acidification had on coral
reefs.—Xinhua

 Pigs close motorway after crash
A busy motorway was closed for hours

on Wednesday after an accident involving
a lorry carrying a herd of pigs, posing a
risk to motorists, police said.

Some 12 pigs ran around on the
carriageway of the M11 motorway north
of London following the early-morning
crash, involving a truck carrying a load
of 82 animals.

The other pigs, each weighing some
20 stones (125 kilos), were trapped in the
wreckage, said a spokesman, adding that
some of the escaped animals subsequ-
ently began grazing on a motorway
embankment.

“The southbound carriageway has
been closed at Junction 8 and the road is
likely to remain shut for around six hours
while recovery work and repairs to the
central reservation continues,” said an
Essex Police spokesman.

“The northbound carriageway has also
been closed and could remain shut for
about two hours because of fears that the
pigs could cross from the southbound
lane and be a danger to road users.”

Indian village opens DIY railway station

 Indian village has built its own railway
station and persuaded authorities to stop
trains there so that local people can travel
to nearby towns for work and college,
officials said on Tuesday.

Residents of Tajnagar, who had
watched trains pass through their village
for decades, started a campaign for a
station in the village in 1982 but their
pleas remained unanswered.

Two years ago they took the matter
into their own hands by collecting 45,000
dollars to build their own — complete
with two platforms, electricity and a ticket
counter.

“We have agreed that seven passenger

trains will stop at this station a day, and
we believe it is financially viable,” Anant
Swaroop, a railway ministry official, told.

Mr Bean replaces Spanish PM on EU site
Hackers have attacked the EU website replacing the

Spanish Prime Minister with that of the comedy character
Mr Bean. Spanish Representatives for Prime Minister Jose
Luis Rodriguez Zapatero confirmed the defacement of
www.eu2010.es but insisted data on the site was never
compromised.

The government, which took over the six-month rotating
presidency of the EU on 1 January, admitted that the site had
become saturated as thousands of Internet users sought to
confirm press reports of the spoof.

The stunt was achieved using a cross-site scripting attack,
or XSS, which injects unauthorized content and code into
visitors’ browsers that steal authentication credentials or
redirect victims to malicious websites.

Women have comparable ability to men in math but men are
more confident about their math ability, US researchers found.

Lead author Nicole Else-Quest, a psychology professor
at Villanova University, said girls around the world are not
worse at math than boys, but girls from countries where gen-
der equity is more prevalent are more likely to perform bet-
ter on mathematics assessment tests.

“Stereotypes about female inferiority in mathematics are
a distinct contrast to the actual scientific data,” Else-Quest
said in a statement. “These results show that girls will per-
form at the same level as the boys when they are given the
right educational tools and have visible female role models
excelling in mathematics.” Else-Quest and colleagues ex-
amined data from the Trends in International Mathematics
and Science Study and the Programme for International Stu-
dent Assessment, representing 493,495 students ages 14-16
from 69 countries. Both studies’ results were released in
2003.

SEOUL, 12 Jan—South Koreans were urged Tues-
day to save energy after unusually icy weather caused
a surge in power demand, sparking concern about pos-
sible blackouts.

Knowledge Economy Minister Choi Kyung-Hwan
said the country used a record amount of electricity
over the past four days, peaking at 68.56 million kilo-
watts last on Friday morning.

The smaller, more timid, freshwater crocs are be-
ing muscled out in some parts of the territory by salt-
water crocs, which are the world’s largest reptiles and
grow to average length of 13 feet.

Saltwater crocs arguably are Australia’s most dan-
gerous animal, while freshwater crocs, which average
about 5 feet in length, are not known for attacking peo-
ple or other larger mammals, Australian conservation-
ist Sandy Boulter told the BBC in a story published
Monday.—Internet

ADDIS ABABA, 12 Jan—
Ethiopian Prime Minister
Meles Zenawi said on
Monday his country
hopes to expand its trade
size with China.

During his talks with
visiting Chinese Minister
of Commerce Chen
Deming, Meles said his
country hopes to join
hands with China to pro-
mote investment coopera-
tion in areas like infra-
structure and manufactur-
ing, adding that Ethiopia
is willing to provide
more attractive invest-

ment environment for
Chinese firms.

The 2006 Beijing Sum-
mit of the Forum on
China-Africa Cooperation
gave a strong impetus to
the development of
Africa-China economic
and trade cooperation,
said the Ethiopian prime
minister.

Ancient eyeliner guard
against bacteria

PARIS, 12 Jan—Egyptian women in
ancient times may have worn thick eye-
liner to guard against bacterial infection,
French scientists said.

Scientists at the University of Pierre
and Marie Curie tested lead-based sub-
stances found in eye makeup from the
time of the pharaohs. The makeup had
been preserved at the Louvre museum
in Paris. When cultured on human skin
cells, the lead-based substances, which
contained the mineral laurionite, boosted
production of nitric oxide by as much as
240 percent, the scientists wrote in this
week’s issue of the journal Analytic
Chemistry.—Internet

It can be said that

Bala Min Htin Bridge is
the one that  stands at the
head of Ayeyawady River
because it was built seven
miles downstream from
the confluence where two
rivers flow together and
become Ayeyawady
River.

We stopped over
at Washaung concrete
bridge in Waingmaw
Township to observe the
bridge and flow of water
in the creek.

At lower
Namawyan village on
Waingmaw-Chipwe road,
land preparations are being
carried out with the use of
heavy machinery. When
we entered Mandaung

village BEPS, school
children greet us with songs.

On the way to
Chipwe, We passed 59th

Mile Bailey suspension
bridge in Waingmaw
Township and Zanaungyan
suspension bridge that
crosses Maykha river.

When we arrived
in Chipwe, the sun was sink-
ing in the west. We spent
the night  in  Chipwe.

Chipwe is located
927 feet above sea level
sharing borders with
Hsawlaw Township in the
north, the People’s Repub-
lic of China in the east,
Waingmaw in the south
and Injanyan Township in
the west.  It has 1324 square
miles stretching 40 miles
from east to west and 64

miles from south to north.
In Chipwe Township,
having mountains, deep
valleys and rivers in large
quantity and plains in small
quantity, characterized by

dry gravel soil and igneous
rock. It is formed with four
wards, 40 village-tracts and
125 villages with the
population of 17920.

In road transport
sector, Chipwe-Hsawlaw
road is being upgraded
starting from November,
2007. Upon completion,
local people will be able to
use the motorway.

People in Chipwe
Township largely rely on
mountain torrents and
spring-fed streams for
water supply and drinking
water. Works for river
water pumping, sinking
well for underground wa-
ter and building dam and
reservoir had not been
implemented.

The practice re-

ally produced the results
Phoetilut farmers hoped
for and the yield of sum-
mer paddy became more
than that of monsoon
paddy. It is beneficial to
farmers raising per capita
income. Now, Phoetilut
farmers know the taste of
summer paddy very well.
So when planting season
falls, they just cannot
help growing summer
paddy. As soon as a field
of monsoon paddy is har-
vested, summer paddy is
grown on the free space
immediately. Without
mechanized farming, it
would be quite difficult
to do so.

Thus, Phoetilut
dwellers also know the
power of machines well. I
learnt that they would
purchase more modern
farming equipment with
money earned from sale

of this year’s monsoon
paddy.

Our news crew,
while looking round the
summer paddy fields, in-
terviewed farmer U Kyi
Soe who heartily said “I
have been working on farm
for over 20 years. I have
just reaped 12 acres of
monsoon paddy. Now, I

am preparing to grow 12
acres of summer paddy on
the harvested farms.  I have
targeted to have a harvest

of 100 baskets of summer
paddy per acre this year.
Currently, I have one power
tiller and one pump. I shall
buy more with money
earned from sale of

monsoon paddy.”
Our media crew

then proceeded to
Mweseinchaung village in
Kungyangon village-tract.
We learnt from the
township manager of
Myanma Agriculture Serv-
ice that 89,100 acres of
summer paddy were culti-
vated in Maw-
lamyinegyun Township
last year and it was targeted
to grow 93,500 acres of
summer paddy in coming
summer cultivation season.

We arrived at
Htannyinaung-techaung
village around 12 pm. Just
as we disembarked, we were
greeted by farmer U Htay
Myint who said “I grow
summer paddy every year. I
have planned to grow 20
acres of summer paddy this
year. Thanks to increased
yield of summer paddy, my
socio-economic life has
improved much.”

We then inter-

viewed farmer U Sein
Myint at his work. He said
“I grew 30 acres of monsoon
paddy this year. Now, I am
preparing to grow 30 acres
of summer paddy on har-
vested farms. I grow sum-
mer paddy every year and I
understand the nature of
summer paddy very well. It
needs sun light and should
not be grown late. The late
cultivation may have nega-
tive effect on quality and
output of summer paddy.

So, I would like to tell
summer paddy growers,
The early bird catches the
worm.”

To sum up, what
we saw in regions of
successful summer
paddy cultivation are in
no doubt encouraging
signs of improvement in
agricultural sector of the
nation.

LONDON, 12 Jan—The

European Food Safety
Authority (EFSA) says
one of the flavourings
used to give smoke
flavour to meat, cheese or
fish, may be toxic to
humans. The authority
looked at 11 smoke fla-
vourings commonly used
in the European Union.
It says several of the fla-
vourings are dangerously
close to levels which may
cause harm to humans.

The European Commis-

sion will now establish a
list of smoke-flavouring
products that are safe for
use in food. The smoke fla-
vourings are products
which can be added to
foods to give them a
“smoked” flavour, as an
alternative to traditional
smoking. EFSA says it
“cannot rule out concerns”
about a flavouring called
Primary Product AM 01,
which is obtained from
beech wood.

The wood particles are

burnt under controlled
conditions and the hot va-
pours are dissolved in a
solvent. The Panel says
the use of the substance
“at the intended levels
is a safety concern”. The
European Food Safety
Authority (EFSA) says
one of the flavourings
used to give smoke
flavour to meat, cheese
or fish, may be toxic to hu-
mans.

 MANAGUA, 12 Jan—A
moderate earthquake rattled
the Honduran-Guatemalan
border on Monday.

The tremor, measur-
ing 4.9 on the Richter Scale,
struck 260 km north of the
Honduran capital of
Tegucigalpa at 5:40 pm
(2340 GMT), said Francisco

Moncada, an official with
the country’s Bureau of Dis-
aster Monitoring.

 The quake was widely
felt in Honduras’ western
areas and northern Carib-
bean cities but no imme-
diate reports of property
damage or casualties have
been made, he said. A
tremor of 4.8 magnitude
struck the same area on 31
Dec.—Xinhua

ALGIERS, 12 Jan—Al-
geria’s Foreign Minister
summoned the US ambas-
sador on Monday to pro-
test at Algeria’s inclusion
on a list of countries
whose flights bound for
the United States will be
subject to extra security
checks, state media re-
ported.

The North African
country is fighting an al-
Qaeda-linked insurgency
but the violence has sub-
sided significantly in the
past few years and offi-
cials say they have strin-

gent security measures in
place, especially at air-
ports.

Algeria’s inclusion on
the list — announced by
Washington after a
botched attempt to blow
up a Christmas Day flight
bound for Detroit — was
“inappropriate, unjusti-
fied and discriminatory,”
the Foreign Ministry said
in a statement.

“The Foreign Minister,
Mr Mourad Medelci, has
summoned the ambassa-
dor of the United States of
America in Algiers to ex-

press to him the Algerian
government’s strong pro-
test over this measure,”
the official APS news
agency said.

Algeria, a mainly Mus-
lim energy exporter, has
cooperated with the
United States in the fight
against violent Islamist
militants.

The 14 countries on the
US list are Cuba, Iran,
Syria, Sudan, Afghani-
stan, Algeria, Iraq, Leba-
non, Libya, Nigeria, Paki-
stan, Saudi Arabia, Soma-
lia and Yemen.—Internet

 When hit by a terahertz
wave, materials bounce
back a return wave with a
unique signature.

GM announces more
electric car markets

to open in US
DETROIT, 12 Jan—The major US automaker GM

announced on Monday at the North America Interna-
tional Auto Show (NAIAS) that two US states will
launch markets for its Volt extended-range electric car.

Chevrolet boss Jim Campbell told reporters in De-
troit that Michigan will join California as launch mar-
kets for the Volt extended-range electric car, which
goes on sale late this year.

At last month’s Los Angeles Auto Show, Chevrolet
announced the Volt would be sold initially in Califor-
nia. General Motors Co will build a pure-electric ve-
hicle by expanding the Chevrolet Volt’s battery pack
and removing its internal combustion engine, GM Vice
Chairman Bob Lutz said on Monday.

It’s the next step for the Volt, a car the company
says can run 40 miles on a charge from a standard
home power outlet. After the battery wears down, a
1.4-liter four-cylinder internal combustion engine
takes over and generates electricity to power the car.
The Volt equipped with the internal combustion en-
gine was unveiled three years ago. Once it goes on
sales later this year, it will qualify for up to 7,500 US
dollars in tax credits.—Xinhua

deaths in Mexico

Carlos Guzman
Hernandez, a local politi-
cian in the central state of
Hidalgo, was found dead
of hypothermia after his
car failed on the road.

In the northeastern bor-
der city of Matamoros, an
old woman was killed by
a fire when a stove she lit
burned her home. In the
eastern coastal state of

Veracruz, a three-year-old
girl died of carbon mon-
oxide poisoning. Her
mother was in serious
condition.

On Saturday, Mexican
Health Minister Jose An-
gel Cordova Villalobos
had reported nine con-
firmed deaths due to the
freezing weather.

The National Meteoro-
logical Service said tem-
peratures in the past week,
which hit minus 11 de-
grees Celsius in some
northern states, were the
lowest since 1886.

It said the cold weather
will last at least two more
days. The southern states
and the Gulf of Mexico re-
gions, which are tradition-
ally warmer, are also ex-
periencing strong winds
and cold.

Also on Monday, El
Salvador issued a yellow
alert due to high winds
and cold weather.

The bad weather has
triggered four power cuts,
and partially damaged 20
homes and one public
building in El Salvador.

OECD jobless rate stable
at 8.8% in November 2009

 PARIS, 12 Jan—The Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD) members regis-
tered 8.8-percent jobless rate in November 2009, ac-
cording to the latest report released on Monday.

The data showed that the unemployment rate for
OECD members was even with the previous month
and 2.1 percentage points higher than a year earlier.

In the Euro area, the unemployment rate was 10.0
percent in November 2009, 0.1 percentage point up from
October and 2.0 percentage points higher than Novem-
ber 2008. For France, the rate was 10.0 percent, 0.1 per-
centage point higher than the previous month and 1.7
percentage points higher than a year earlier while the
jobless rate in Germany was 7.6 percent in November
2009, the same as the previous month and 0.5 percent-
age point higher than in November 2008.—Xinhua

India’s Infosys reports Q3
drop in net profit

BANGALORE, 12 Jan—India’s second largest software
exporter Infosys posted on Tuesday a smaller-than-ex-
pected fall in net profit due to fresh overseas business
and predicted strong growth to come.

The 4.87 percent decline to 15.6 billion rupees (344
million dollars) during the three months to December
allowed the firm to increase its forecast for the full
year to the end of March.

Analysts had estimated profits for the Nasdaq-listed
firm would be near 14.7 billion rupees for the quarter.

Infosys shares rose 3.59 percent or 89.45 rupees to
2,578 rupees, in morning trade on Tuesday after the
earnings were announced. Revenues, by Indian ac-
counting standards, for the Bangalore-based outsourcer
fell 0.8 percent to 57.41 billion rupees, it said in a state-
ment to the Mumbai stock exchange.—Internet

 New find shows slaves didn’t build pyramids

China’s space pioneers hit new high
BEIJING, 12 Jan — The nation’s top

science and technology award for 2009
has been presented to two scientists
who have made great contributions to
the country’s space development.

Gu Chaohao, 83, whose achieve-
ments in mathematics helped set a solid
theoretical basis for China’s space
development; and space scientist Sun
Jiadong, 80, received the award from
President Hu Jintao yesterday morning
in Beijing.

Gu was honoured for his contributions
to differential geometry, partial
differential equations and mathematical
physics, the awards committee said,
while Sun was recognized for his 50-
year contribution to the nation’s space
industry and continuing service on the
frontlines of space technology. They
were presented 5 million yuan

($733,000) each.
“When Gu started his mathematics

studies, I don’t think he would have
realized how much he would contribute
to the country’s space industry,” said Qi
Faren, the chief designer of Chinese
spacecraft since the launch of the
Shenzhou manned spacecraft prototype
in 1999.

“But his specialized fields, like
impartial differential equations, have
made the development of space science
and technology much easier and far less
costly.”

Illustrating his point, Qi said before
the use of impartial differential equations,
testing a spacecraft meant flying one.
However, thanks to the development of
the theory, scientists can now test a
spacecraft by simulating models on
computers.—Internet

Mexico opens 2010 with one of its
deadliest days

MEXICO CITY, 12 Jan —
Mexico opened the new
year with what could be
its most dubious
distinction yet in the 3-
year-old battle against
drug trafficking — 69
murders in one day.

The country resembled
a grim, statistical dart
board on Saturday as law
enforcement and media
reported the deaths from
various regions, including
26 in the border city of
Ciudad Juarez, 13 in and
around Mexico City and
10 in the northern city of

Chihuahua.
More than 6,500 drug-

related killings made 2009
the bloodiest year since
President Felipe Calderon
declared war on the cartels
in late 2006 and deployed
45,000 soldiers to fight
organized crime,
according to death tallies
by San Diego’s Trans-
Border Institute.

Two weeks into 2010,
gang bloodshed is
becoming more grotesque
as drug lords ramp up their
attempts at intimidation.
Last week a victim’s face
was peeled from his skull
and sewn onto a soccer
ball. On Monday,
prosecutors in Culiacan
identified the remains of
41-year-old former police
officer divided into two

separate ice chests.
“You wonder how this

will end, and it seems
impossible,” said Daniel
Vega, an architect in the
northern city of
Monterrey. “I doubt
Mexico can override drug
use, especially since
demand for the drugs, as
well as all the money and
weapons, come from the
United States.”

Using their so-called
Narcobarometer, resear-
chers at the University of
San Diego’s Trans-Border
Institute track and analyze
murders in Mexico,
hoping to find ways to
quell the violence. Their
tally? More than 20,000
murders since 2001, more
than half in the past two
years.—Internet

CAIRO, 12 Jan — Egypt
displayed on Monday
newly discovered tombs
more than 4,000 years old
and said they belonged to
people who worked on the
Great Pyramids of Giza,
presenting the discovery as
more evidence that slaves
did not build the ancient
monuments.

The series of modest
nine-foot-deep shafts held
a dozen skeletons of
pyramid builders, perfectly
preserved by dry desert

sand along with jars that
once contained beer and
bread meant for the
workers’ afterlife.

The mud-brick tombs
were uncovered last week
in the backyard of the Giza
pyramids, stretching
beyond a burial site first
discovered in the 1990s
and dating to the 4th
Dynasty (2575 BC to 2467
BC), when the great
pyramids were built on the
fringes of present-day
Cairo.

The ancient Greek
historian Herodotus once
described the pyramid
builders as slaves, creating
what Egyptologists say is
a myth later propagated by
Hollywood films.

Graves of the pyramid
builders were first
discovered in the area in
1990 when a tourist on
horseback stumbled over a
wall that later proved to be
a tomb. Egypt’s
archaeology chief Zahi
Hawass said that discovery
and the latest finds last
week show that the workers
were paid labourers, rather
than the slaves of popular
imagination.—Internet

Malaysia to use SMS to cut
hospital queues

KUALA LUMPUR, 12 Jan— The Malaysian Health
Ministry is making efforts to introduce an SMS-based
system at hospitals in the country in a bid to reduce
queues of patients.

The New Straits Times said on Tuesday that the
ministry had started a pilot project for that, in which
the queue management and appointment reminder
would send out an SMS when there are five patients
before their turn. The system would also provide
updated statistics for hospital services in the country,
through which the ministry could monitor the number
of patients, the illnesses being treated and the duration
at the various departments within the hospital and
clinics, the daily quoted Malaysian Health Minister
Liow Tiong Laias saying.—Xinhua

Australian city’s hottest
night in 108 years

SYDNEY, 12 Jan —The
Australian city of
Melbourne has sweltered
through its hottest night
since 1902, with
temperatures topping 34
degrees Celsius  (93 degrees
Fahrenheit), meteorologists
said on Tuesday. Millions
tossed and turned in the
overnight heat in
Australia’s second city,
with power cuts
exacerbating the problem
in some areas and some
people even resorted to
nocturnal trips to the beach
to cool off.

“It’s probably the most
uncomfortable night I’ve
ever had Down Under,” said
Andrew Jefferson of
Ballarat, west of
Melbourne, who emigrated
from Britain in 2001.

Thousands of homes

were without power as
electricity companies’
equipment failed in the
heat. The city was also hit
by hundreds of train
cancellations on Monday,
enraging commuters.

Russell Mwafulirwa took advantage of a fortunate re-
bound to score after 17minutes before defender Elvis
Kafoteka powered home a header nine minutes before
halftime.

NAGPUR, 12 Jan— Farmer suicides in Vidarbha,
have gradually gone down during the last three
years, with only 966 cases recorded in 2009,
according to official statistics.

The Vasantrao Naik Sheti Swawalamban
Mission, a nodal agency of Maharashtra government,
recorded 1,246 farmer suicides in 2007 (in
Vidarbha); 1,147 suicides in 2008 and 966 in 2009
respectively, showing a decline in the trend, Mission
Director General, S G Malakolikar told PTI.

Also, among the 1,246 suicides in 2007, only
337 cases were found to be eligible for compensation
as per the definition laid down by government and
decided by a district level committee, he said.
