People’s Desire

With the concept that at the heart of the
drive for national development lies the indus-
trial sector, the government is taking all neces-
sary measures for ensuring proportionate devel-
opment between the State-owned and the pri-
vate-owned industries.

Thagara Industrial Region, established as
part of the goal, manufactures bulldozers and
excavators to contribute towards construction
projects.

Today, heavy machinery is in high de-
mand due to a great number of construction
projects, and so the government is building a
heavy machinery factory in Thagara Industrial
Region to meet the demand.

The factory produces bulldozers, excava-
tors and cranes. It is also gearing up to produce
medium bulldozers and compactors. It can pro-
duce 100 bulldozers and 100 excavators, along
with sizeable number of three-ton cranes a year.

All the units of the heavy machinery the
factory has produced are in full operation at
work. Bulldozers produced in Heavy Machinery
Factory (Thagara) are cheaper, but stronger
than existing ones in construction sites.

The 150-horsepower excavator weighing
22 tones is effective because it can excavate one
cubic meter of earth at one go. Excavators are
produced under quality control.

So far, the government has founded 18
industrial zones for industrial development. As
a result, the number of State-owned factories
has increased from 624 to 768, and that of pri-
vate-owned factories, from 3500 to 118,000 be-
tween 1988 and now.

Industrial zones are, indeed, a driving force
for transforming the nation into an industrialized
one. It is, therefore, required to encourage inno-
vations and hard work to make sure that the
factories can run at full capacity and boost pro-
duction of marketable quality products.

Airstrike kills four Taleban militants,
wounds two in E Afghanistan

KHOST, 17 Jan — Airstrikes against Taleban militants
left four militants dead and two others injured in east Af-
ghanistan’s Paktika Province on Saturday, said a provincial
administration spokesman.

“A group of militants were busy planting roadside bombs
in Urgon District this morning to target Afghan and foreign
forces when war planes of international troops pounded the
site, killing four rebels on the spot,” Mukhlis Afghan, the
spokesman, told Xinhua. Two more militants, who were
injured, were also detained by the Afghan forces, he said.

Troops also seized a few assault rifles and explosive de-
vices in the area, he added.

Taleban outfits have yet to make comments.
Eastern and southern parts of the militancy-hit country

have been the scene of Taleban-led insurgency over the past
couple of years.

Parts of the 37,000 additional US and NATO troops an-
nounced by US President Barak Obama and allied coun-
tries are expected to be deployed in eastern and southern
regions to combat Taleban-led militancy there.—Xinhua

Azzawi, an ex-pilot of Iraqi Airways, was alleg-
edly responsible for several high-profile attacks, in-
cluding deadly suicide bombing against UN building

NATO soldier killed

KABUL, 17 Jan — A sol-
dier of NATO-led Interna-
tional Security Assistance
Force (ISAF) was killed in
the militancy-hit Afghani-
stan on Saturday, a Press re-
lease of the alliance said.

“An ISAF service
member was killed today in
an IED (Improvised Explo-
sive Device) strike in
southern Afghanistan,” the
Press release said.

Sinaloa assistant state
prosecutor Rolando Bon
Lopez said Romero’s body
was found shoved into a
black bag with his hands
bound and broken, two bul-
lets in his head and another
in his shoulder.

Lopez said he believed,
based on the condition of the
corpse, that Romero was
killed soon after he was kid-
napped. Sinaloa is home to
some of Mexico’s most
powerful cartels.—Internet

MOSCOW, 17 Jan —
Russia and the United
States should ratify the
new strategic arms reduc-
tion treaty (START) si-
multaneously, President
Dmitry Medvedev said on

the relevant documents,”
the Interfax news agency
quoted Medvedev as tell-
ing parliamentary leaders.

“We cannot allow a
situation which once hap-
pened during the Soviet
period when the Soviet

Union ratified these docu-
ments and the US did
not,” he said. “I think this
is something our Ameri-
can partners should know
about.”

The president also
spoke positively of the
current negotiations be-
tween the two countries.

“Negotiations will
continue,” he said. “They
are tough, but in general
we have agreed on many
points with the Ameri-
cans. We have taken quite
serious steps forward and
have brought our posi-
tions closer together to a
considerable extent.”

Russia and the United
States have exerted in-
tense efforts trying to
clinch a deal on a replace-
ment document to the
START-1 that expired 6
Dec, 2009.

The talks are expected
to resume in the second
half of this month, For-
eign Minister Sergei
Lavrov earlier said earlier.

The START-1, signed
in 1991 between the So-
viet Union and the United
States, obliged both sides
to reduce the number of
their nuclear warheads to
6,000 and delivery vehi-

Central bank governor Adib Mayala told AFP on
Wednesday that under a 4 January banking law the
maximum capital stake for foreign investors was be-
ing raised to 60 percent from the current 49 percent.

“It is an important measure which will boost the
capacity of Syrian banks,” Mayala said.

Private banks were authorised in Syria under a law
passed in 2001 — a year after President Bashar al-
Assad replaced his late father Hafez al-Assad at the
head of the country — but with Syrian nationals hold-
ing the majority stakes.—Internet

Tho-
mas Baumgaertner, a spokesman for Microsoft in Germany, said that while they were
aware of the warning, they did not agree with it, saying that the attacks on Google
were by “highly motivated people with a very specific agenda”. “These were not
attacks against general users or consumers,” said Mr Baumgaertner. “There is no threat
to the general user, consequently we do not support this warning,” he added.—Internet

PORT-AU-PRINCE, 17
Jan—Hedi Annabi, chief
of United Nations (UN)
in Haiti was found dead
among debris in the
quake-destroyed UN
headquarters in Haitian
capital Port-au-Prince,
Chinese rescuers announ-
ced on Saturday.

A pavilion for Shanghai Expo 2010 will become China’s
first public building to have zero-carbon emissions, China
National Radio reported.

Scots ‘drink 46 bottles of vodka’
Adults in Scotland are drinking the

equivalent of 46 bottles of vodka each
in a year, a study has suggested. The re-
search was based on industry sales data
analysed by NHS Health Scotland. It
said sales for the year to September 2009
averaged 12.2 litres of pure alcohol per
person over the age of 18. The Scottish
government said the figure, which had
remained static since 2005, was the
equivalent of 537 pints or 130 bottles of
wine per person. The new figures come
as the Scottish government pushes for a
minimum price for alcohol to tackle the
country’s drink-related problems.

In total, 50.5 million litres of pure al-
cohol were sold in Scotland last year,
enough for every drinker over the age of
18 to exceed the weekly consumption
guidelines. People in Scotland drank 25%
more alcohol per head of population than
individuals in England and Wales, the
figures suggested.

Portland high-rise to get
250-foot-tall trellises

They haven’t figured out yet how to
get the pruning done, but architects and
federal officials plan one of the world’s
most extensive vertical gardens in
downtown Portland — what amounts
to a series of 250-foot-tall trellises de-
signed to shade the west side of an 18-
story office building.

It is not a new idea to use greenery
vertically as “living architecture,” run-
ning plants up the sides of a building to
keep it cool.

But even in a city with a reputation
for rainfed greenery as well as for green
architecture, the wall of the Edith
Green-Wendell Wyatt Federal Building
would stand out.

The architects’ plans call for seven
vertical “vegetated fins” to jut at acute
angles. The fins would be the metal
framework for planters and the green-
ery sprouting from them.

 XICHANG, 17 Jan—
China successfully
launched an orbiter into
space from the Xichang
Satellite Launch Centre in
southwestern Sichuan
Province at about 0:12 am
Beijing Time on Sunday.

 It was the third orbiter
that China has launched
for its independent satellite
navigation and positioning
network, also known as
Beidou, or Compass sys-
tem.

 It will join another two
already in orbits to form a
network which will even-
tually have a total of 35 sat-
ellites, capable of providing
global navigation service to
users around the world
around 2020.

 According to plan, the
Beidou system will provide
navigation, time signal and
short message services in
Asian and Pacific
regionaround 2012.

 The COMPASS system
will provide both open and
authorized services, ac-
cording to China’s satellite
navigation project centre.

 The open service will be
free of charge for the sys-
tem’s users within service
area with a resolution of 10
meters for positioning, an
accuracy of 10 nanosecond
for time signal and an ac-
curacy of 0.2 metre per sec-
ond for speed measure-
ment.— MNA/Xinhua

Vietnam earns $10.2 b from
exports to US in Jan-Nov period
HANOI, 17 Jan — Vietnam’s exports to the United

States reached 10.21 billion US dollars in the first 11
months of last year, down 5.81 percent year-on-year,
said the information centre of the Vietnamese Minis-
try of Industry and Trade on Friday.

Last November, Vietnam pocketed 929.1 million
US dollars from exporting goods to the United
States, a decrease of 14.62 percent from the previ-
ous month.

Vietnam’s export turnover to the US market in the
first 11 months of 2009 came mostly from the exports
of garment and textile, wood and wood products, foot-
wear, seafood, and crude oil, said the centre.

Garment and textile topped the Vietnam’s export
items to the United States during the same period with
the export turnover standing at 4.51 billion US dol-
lars, accounting for 44.13 percent of the total export
turnover to this market.

Export turnover of wood and wood products, the
second largest export item to the United States, reached
979.46 million US dollars, a climb of 1.91 percent
over the same period of a year earlier, said the centre.

Nestle to use heat-treated
flour in dough

DANVILLE, 17 Jan — Nestle says its refrigerated
cookie dough may be in short supply while it revamps
production to avoid possible salmonella and E coli con-
tamination.

The company will begin using heat-treated flour to
enhance the safety of the product, spokeswoman Laurie
MacDonald told USA Today on Friday.

To make the switch, production of chocolate chip,
oatmeal raisin, sugar and specialty doughs have been
suspended at Nestle’s Danville, Va, plant, where most
of its refrigerated cookie dough is made.

MacDonald said two samples of cookie dough
from the Danville plant recently tested positive for
E coli, which can cause severe illness. All of the
dough was destroyed before it could be shipped, she
said.

Dough production is to resume the week of 25 Jan,
with tubes of the new cookie dough appearing on store
shelves in early March.

The switch in production comes eight months after
72 people in 30 states were infected with E. coli after
reportedly eating Nestle cookie dough raw.

WELLINGTON, 17 Jan
— A small part of Antarc-
tica turned green on Sat-
urday as the ice-covered
continent’s biggest wind
farm, which can generate
enough electricity to
power 500 homes, was
formally switched on.

The joint New Zea-
land-US project’s three
huge turbines will pro-
vide 11 percent of the
power needed to run the
two nations’ science
bases on Antarctica’s
Ross Sea coast, cutting
greenhouse gas output,
lowering fossil fuel use
and reducing the risk of
fuel spilling in the conti-
nent’s pristine environ-

ment, officials said.
The $11 million wind

farm is located on Cra-
ter Hill,  halfway be-
tween the United States’
McMurdo Station and
New Zealand’s nearby
Scott Base.

While the turbines
have been operating well
since December, the for-
mal turn-on ceremony
took place on Saturday,
with New Zealand For-
eign Minister Murray
McCully and US Ambas-
sador David Huebner of-

ficiating by video link
with the site from New
Zealand’s northern city
of Auckland.

Noting the two coun-
tries share a commitment
to increasing the world’s
use of renewable energy
resources, McCully said
it was “fitting we have
worked so hard together
to get this wind farm up
and running in Antarc-
tica, one of the world’s
most pristine and fragile
environment.

 NEW DELHI, 17 Jan—
The high toxic levels of
plastic toys in Indian mar-
kets, even the branded
ones, cause asthma, lung
problems and reproductive
problems in children, ac-
cording to a research by the
Centre for Science and En-
vironment (CSE) on Satur-
day. In its latest study re-
leased on Saturday, CSE’s
pollution monitoring labo-
ratory found high levels of
phthalates, a chemical used
to soften plastic, in all sam-
ples of toys it tested. Over
45 percent of the samples
exceeded the internation-
ally accepted safety limits
for phthalates.

 “We randomly pur-
chased 24 toys from differ-
ent parts of Delhi, espe-
cially those toys that chil-
dren are more likely to
chew and suck. Out of the
24 toys, 15 were soft and
nine others hard,” said
CSE Associate Director
Chandra Bhushan.

 “The sample included

major brands like
Funskool and Mattel. In
our test, we detected one
or more phthalates in all
toys,” he said.” In total, 60
percent of soft toys and 20
percent of hard toys ex-
ceeded the safe limits.”

 Phthalates are organic
chemicals commonly used
as plasticizers to make
plastic supple. It helps in
making plastic products
cheap and toxic.  The
chemical can damage the
male reproductive system,
impair lungs and affect the
duration of pregnancy.
Laboratory tests on mam-
mals have indicated that it
can also trigger asthma, al-
lergies, poor semen qual-
ity, genital defects, prema-
ture breast development
and skeletal defects.

Greek wary of new incidents
after terrorist bombing

    ATHENS, 17 Jan—Greek authorities are guarding
against any new violent episodes after a bomb went
off outside Greece’s Press Ministry building in Ath-
ens late Friday.
    The homemade bomb caused no injuries but dam-
aged the Press building, nearby shops and cars. An
unidentified man reportedly made warning phone calls
to Greek newspapers and television channels about
20 minutes before the attack.
    “Democracy will not be intimidated nor terrorized
by a group of bullies,” said government spokesman
Yiorgos Petalotis.
    Greece has adopted a firm approach to anarchist
and leftist terrorist groups that have operated in the
country for years.
    The country has seen a rise in domestic terrorist
attacks since the fatal shooting of a teenager by police
in December 2008 that triggered the nation’s worst
riots in decades.
    A similar makeshift bomb exploded near the par-
liament building on 10 Jan but caused no casualties.
“Conspiracy of Nuclei of Fire”, a leftist guerrilla group,
claimed responsibility for the bombing.—Xinhua

    SEOUL, 17 Jan—South Korea reported
on Saturday two more outbreaks of foot-
and-mouth disease in local cattle farms,
more than a week after the first outbreak
in eight years, the government said.
    The two cattle farms, both located in
Pochen in Gyeonggi Province, about 45
kilometers north of Seoul, are within a
1-kilometre radius of the farm where the
first outbreak was confirmed on 7 Janu-
ary, South Korea’s Ministry of Food, Ag-
riculture, Forestry and Fisheries said.
    The government decided to cull and

bury about 124 head of dairy cattle even
before detailed test results were received,
and also plans to kill livestock within a
500-metre radius of the two farms to pre-
vent further spread of the highly infec-
tious virus.
    The foot-and-mouth disease is a
highly contagious and sometimes fatal
disease that can affect cloven-hoofed
animals including pigs, sheep and goats,
while humans are hardly affected by the
virus.

WASHINGTON, 17
Jan—Plant scientists at
the University of York in
the United Kingdom
have published the first
genetic map of the me-
dicinal herb Artemisia
annua. The map, pub-
lished on Friday in jour-
nal Science, is being used
to accelerate plant breed-
ing of Artemisia and rap-
idly develop the species
into a high-yielding crop.

Though preventable
and treatable, malaria is
a serious global health

problem, estimated to kill
almost a million people
every year.

The most effective
drugs for treating malaria
are Artemisinin Combi-
nation Therapies (ACTs).
Increased funding for
malaria treatments means
demand for ACTs is ex-
pected to double from
last year ’s figures, to
around 200 million treat-
ments, by 2012. How-
ever, meeting this in-
creased demand will be a
challenge: artemisinin is

extracted from the plant
Artemisia annua, but
yields are low, making
production expensive. In
recent years, Artemisia
production has been un-
economic and planting
areas have declined, rais-
ing fears of shortages.

Plant scientists at the
Department of Biology
at the University of York
are addressing this prob-
lem by using molecular
technologies to rapidly
improve the Artemisia
crop. —Internet

Oesophageal cancer cell errors
threaten research

Vitamin D may reduce
nursing home falls

SYDNEY, 17 Jan—Falls,
a leading cause of death
and disability in the eld-
erly, may be reduced by
vitamin D supplementa-
tion in nursing homes,
Australian researchers
say.

Lead researcher Ian
Cameron of the Sydney
Medical School said older
people living in nursing
facilities or admitted to a
hospital are at higher risk
for falls than those living
at home. Hip fractures,
which can be deadly, oc-
cur in nursing facilities at
a rate 10 times greater
than elsewhere.

Cameron and col-
leagues conducted a meta-
analysis of 41 studies in-
volving 25,422 older peo-
ple, mostly women. Five
studies tested the effects
of giving vitamin D to
patients in nursing facili-
ties, where it was found to

be an effective measure
for preventing falls, al-
though researchers are not
sure why.

The researchers found
multifactorial interven-
tions — which often in-
corporated exercise,
medication or environ-
mental factors including
appropriate equipment —
reduced the risk of falls in
hospitals.—Internet

LONDON , 17 Jan —
Dozens of cancer studies
may be thrown into doubt
by the discovery that re-
searchers inadvertently
used the wrong type of
cancer cells. The “cell
lines”, according to the
Journal of the National
Cancer Institute, were
supplied as samples of
oesophageal cancer.

However, tests show they
contained other types of
tumour, including lung
and bowel. The Dutch re-
searchers say this could
put major trials of drugs
in doubt.

Many experimental
studies on cancer use
laboratory-grown “cell-
lines”, meaning that doz-
ens of studies may rely on

cells originally taken from
a single patient.  New
drugs can be tested on
these cells to see if they
have an effect before they
are tested on real patients.
The problem of “false” —
or contaminated — cell
lines, is not a new one,
and there have been calls
for scientists to take more
care verifying they have
the right sort of cells be-
fore continuing with their
experiments.— Internet

Bipolar diagnosis jumps
in young children

BOSTON, 17  Jan —The
number of children aged
2 to 5 who have been di-
agnosed with bipolar dis-
order and prescribed
powerful antipsychotic
drugs has doubled over
the past decade, accord-
ing to research released
on Friday. The research
suggests that while it is
still rare to prescribe pow-
erful psychiatric drugs to
2-year-olds, the practice
is becoming more fre-

quent.
The data, compiled

from 2000 to 2007, and
published in the Journal
of the American Academy
of Child & Adolescent
Psychiatry, could inform
testimony at the
upcoming Boston-area
murder trials of the par-
ents of 4-year-old
Rebecca Riley. The girl
died of an overdose of
mood-stabilizing medica-
tion in 2006.—Internet

NEW YORK, 17 Jan —
Eating the Mediterranean
way can help reduce your
risk of stomach cancer, a
large study from Europe
shows. “The results add to
the evidence for the role of
the Mediterranean diet in
reducing cancer risk and
add further support for the
need to continue to pro-
mote the Mediterranean
diet in areas where it is dis-
appearing,” Dr Carlos A.
Gonzalez of the Catalan
Institute for Oncology in

Barcelona and his col-
leagues say.

The traditional diets of
Greece, Italy and other
Mediterranean countries
have many health ben-
efits, they point out in the
American Journal of
Clinical Nutrition, includ-
ing protection against
cancer. But there is less
information on how eat-
ing this way might influ-
ence risk of specific can-
cer types. Gonzalez and
his team looked at gastric

cancer, the second-leading
cause of cancer death
worldwide.— Internet

UN confirms death of Haiti
mission chief Annabi

UNITED NATIONS , 17
Jan — The UN mission
chief in Haiti, Hedi
Annabi, died in
Tuesday’s earthquake
that devastated the
country’s capital, UN
Secretary-General Ban
Ki-moon announced on
Saturday.
Annabi, a Tunisian, was
believed to be 65. In a
statement, Ban also
confirmed the death of
Annabi’s deputy,
Brazilian Luiz Carlos da
Costa, and of the acting
UN police
commissioner in Haiti,

Doug Coates of Canada.
Ban gave no details of
how the bodies had been
found, but the world
body said earlier this
week that Annabi and
his aides were under the
rubble of the Hotel
Christopher, the UN
headquarters in Port-au-
Prince, and could be
alive or dead.

Haitian President
Rene Preval said on
Wednesday that Annabi
had died, but the United
Nations said at the time it
could not confirm that.
