Internet connectivity could
increase Malware Attacks

WASHINGTON, 22 Aug—As our daily lives
become increasingly linked to and controllable by
the internet, experts say we may encounter
computer viruses attacking us in a host of new
ways. With items not traditionally thought of as
vulnerable, such as cars, home appliances, and
electric metres going online, consumers are now
opening themselves up significantly more channels

for infection.

“Connectivity makes us more exposed and
vulnerable,” said Marianne Swanson, Senior
Advisor for Information System Security with the
National Institute of Standards and Technology

(NIST).

Issues of identification theft, system corruption,
and personal privacy could arise, Swanson said, as
people take advantage of the convenience and
practicality of syncing and operating household
items such as refrigerators and air-conditioners
over the Web. Swanson cited the electric car and
its recharge station as an emerging technology
offering yet another point-of-entry for digital
danger. As connectivity increases, “there are more
ways to tap in and find more information about
you,” Swanson said.—Internet

MIT brings supercomputing power to the
Android phone

NEW York, 22 Aug—There really is an app for everything. A team of researchers
at MIT has developed a way of bring supercomputing power to the Android phone.
The team at MIT have been working with colleagues from the Texas Advanced
Computing Centre (TACC) to develop the application. The boffins performed a
series of simulations on the Ranger supercomputer to generate a small “reduced
model” which was transferred to a slightly less costly front-end: the Android
smartphone. They were then able to solve problems on the phone and visualize the
results on the fly.

The project proved the potential for reduced order methods to perform real-time
and reliable simulations for complicated problems on handheld devices. The use of
small-scale devices to perform calculations is not new, what the MIT work has done
however, is to add a system of error bounds which provides a range of possible
solutions and a metric as to whether an answer is accurate or not.

Los ANGELEs, 22 Aug—Children exposed to organophosphate pesticides while in
the womb may be more likely to suffer attention disorder later in life, a new study
suggests. Researchers from California based their findings on attention tests given to
more than 300 children of Mexican American farm workers in the Salinas Valley of
California. The researchers also took measures of organophosphate metabolites in the
mothers’ urine and collected behavioral reports from the mothers and from professional

observers.

The findings showed that although there was only a small link between attention
problems and exposure at the age of three, the association became significantly larger
at age 5, especially among boys. “We saw that the children were making more errors
on the test and that it was significantly related to the mother’s prenatal metabolite
levels for these pesticides,” said lead researcher Brenda Eskenazi, who is director of
the Centre for Children’s Environmental Health Research at the University of
California Berkeley School of Public Health.—lInternet

WasHINGTON, 22 Aug—Nearly half
of the 1.3 million homeowners who
enrolled in the Obama administration’s
flagship mortgage-relief programme
have fallen out.

The programme is intended to help
those at risk of foreclosure by lowering
their monthly mortgage payments.
Friday’s report from the Treasury
Department suggests the $75 billion
government effort is failing to slow the
tide of foreclosures in the United States,
economists say.

More than 2.3 million homes have
been repossessed by lenders since the
recession began in December 2007,
according to foreclosure listing service
RealtyTrac Inc. Economists expect the
number of foreclosures to grow well
into next year.

“The government programme as
currently structured is petering out. It is
taking in fewer homeowners, more are
dropping outand fewer people are ending
up in permanent modifica-tions,” said
Mark Zandi, chief economist at Moody’s
Analytics.

Besides forcing people from their
homes, foreclosures and distressed home
sales have pushed down on home values

and crippled the broader housing
industry. They have made it difficult for
homebuilders to compete with the
depressed prices and discouraged
potential sellers from putting theirhomes
on the market.

Approximately 630,000 people who
had tried to get their monthly mortgage
payments lowered through the
government program have been cutloose
through July, according to the Treasury
report. That’s about 48 percent of the
those who had enrolled since March

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Hostages freed in Brazilian hotel, one

Rio DEJANEIRO, 22 Aug — Dozens
of hostages taken by armed gangsters
at a hotel in Rio de Janeiro Saturday
morning were freed, police said.

The incident took place at the
Intercontinental Hotel in the high-class
Sao Conrado neighbourhood of
southern Rio de Janeiro, the website
of local newspaper O Globo reported.
Ten suspects were caught and police
were still searching the area for other
suspects. A female suspect was killed
in the incident. Four other people were
wounded.

Witnesses said there were about
20 heavily-armed gangsters who
stormed the hotel and took dozens of
the hotel’s staff as hostage after an
intense exchange of gunfire with police
in the area.

Dark chocolate may lower
heart risk

BosTtoN, 22 Aug— Eating one totwo servings of high-
quality dark chocolate per week was linked to lower risks
of heart failure, US researchers found.

Researcher Dr Murray Mittleman, director of the
Cardiovascular Epidemiology Research Unit at Harvard
Medical School’s Beth Israel Deaconess Medical Centre
in Boston, led the 9-year study, conducted among 31,823
middle-aged and elderly Swedish women.

The study found women who ate an average of one to
two servings of high-quality chocolate per week had a 32
percent lower risk of developing heart failure and those
who ate one to three servings per month had a 26 percent
lower risk but those who ate at least one serving a day or
more didn’t appear to benefit.

That those eating the chocolate daily may have no
protective effect is probably due to the additional calories
gained from eating chocolate instead of more nutritious
foods, Mittleman says.

Although 90 percent of all chocolate eaten in Sweden
was milk chocolate, it contained about 30 percent cocoa
solids, while US standards require only 15 percent cocoa
solids to qualify as dark chocolate. As a result, American
chocolate may have fewer heartbenefits and more calories
and fat for equivalent amounts in Sweden.

Canada to rely on science to

set Arctic boundaries

Otrawa, 22 Aug—The boundaries of Canada’s
claim to the Arctic continental shelf will ultimately
depend on the results of underwater mapping of the North
American continental shelf, Canada’s foreign minister
said on Friday.

At a news conference called by the Canadian
government to announce its new Arctic policy, Foreign
Minister Lawrence Cannon admitted that the extent of
the continental shelf is still not known.

He said Canada will know the strength of its claim to
alarge area of seabed once the mapping, which is being
done by United States and Canadian vessels operating in
the Beaufort Sea, is complete.

Cannon said he expects the survey to be finished in
time to meet the 2013 deadline set by the United Nations
Convention on the Law of the Sea.

“T’have never seen a map up to now that will indicate
to you ... where the extended continental shelfis. I didn’t
see it. Nobody has seen it. We’re doing it. This is work in

Green leafy vegetables

‘may cut diabetes risk’

Lonpon, 22 Aug — A diet rich in green leafy vegetables
may reduce the risk of developing diabetes, UK research
says. In an analysis of six studies into fruit and vegetable
intake, only food including spinach and cabbage was found
to have a significant positive effect. A portion and a half a
day was found to cut type 2 diabetes risk by 14%, the British
Medical Journal (BMJ) reports.

But experts urged people to continue to aim for five
portions of fruit and vegetables a day.

The researchers from Leicester University reviewed
data from the studies of 220,000 adults in total. They found
that eating more fruit and vegetables in general was not
strongly linked with a smaller chance of developing type
2 diabetes but “there was a general trend in that direc-
tion”.—Internet

attack, according to the
study, which followed 6,100
South Koreans age 55 and

PHILADELPHIA, 22 Aug—Researchers say six of the
Irish immigrants buried in a mass grave near Phila-
delphia during an 1832 cholera epidemic appear to
have been victims of foul play. Archaeologists have
found signs of violence on the skeletal remains, in-
cluding what could be a bullet hole in one skull and
marks on another that might have been inflicted by an
ax, The Philadelphia Inquirer reported.
