3rd blast rocks NZ mine
where 29 workers died

GREYMOUTH, 26 Nov—Another underground
blast ripped through a New Zealand coal mine on
Friday almost a week to the minute after an earlier
explosion caused the country’s worst mining
disaster in decades, with 29 killed.

No one was injured in the latest explosion at
the Pike River Coal mine, which is filled with
potentially explosive methane gas leaking from the
coal seam.

The gas, plus a suspected fire smoldering deep
underground that is a likely ignition source, has kept
anyone from entering the mine since the first blast
on 19 Nov caught the 29 men inside. Hope that they
had survived were dashed by a second huge
explosion on Wednesday. Pike River Coal chairman
John Dow said the third explosion happened at 3:39
pm on Friday. The first explosion was recorded at
3:44 pm a week earlier.

Dow said the third blast was smaller than the
earlier two, and that no one was near the mine
entrance when it happened.—Internet

Teenage boys survive
50 days adrift in

South Pacific
WELLINGTON, 26 Nov—Three teenage boys set

adrift for 50 days in a small boat in the South
Pacific survived on coconuts, a seagull they
managed to catch and by drinking rain and then
sea water, rescuers said on Friday.

“It was a miracle we got to them,” said Tai
Fredricsen, first mate on the fishing boat that
rescued the boys.

“They are in incredibly good shape for the time
they have been at sea. Somehow they caught a bird,
I don’t know how, but they caught it. They ate it,
that is what is recommended (in survival
manuals),” Fredricsen told New Zealand media.
The boys, from the New Zealand territory of
Tokelau, disappeared from its Atafu atoll on 6
October.

After an extensive air and sea search failed to
find the teenagers,  their families became
convinced they had died at sea, and two weeks ago
held a memorial service for them on the tiny coral
atoll, a Maritime New Zealand spokesman said on
Friday.—Reuters

Dinosaur die-off cleared way for
gigantic mammals

WASHINGTON, 26
Nov—They just needed
some leg room: New
research shows the great
dinosaur die-off made way
for mammals to explode
in size some more massive
than several elephants put
together. The largest land
mammal ever: A
rhinoceros-like creature,
minus the horn, that stood
18 feet tall, weighed
roughly 17 tons and grazed
in forests in what is now
Eurasia. It makes the better
known woolly mammoth
seem a bit puny.

Tracking such
prehistoric giants is more

than a curiosity: It sheds
new light on the evolution
of mammals as they
diversified to fill habitats
left vacant by the
dinosaurs. Within 25
million years of the
dinosaurs’ extinction  fast,
in geologic terms overall
land mammals had
reached a maximum size
and then leveled off, an
international team of
scientists reports Friday in
the journal Science. And
while different species on
different continents
reached their peaks at
different points in time,
that pattern of evolution

was remarkably similar
worldwide.

“Evolution can
happen very quickly when
ecology permits,” said
paleoecologist Felisa
Smith of the University of
New Mexico, who led the
research. “This is really
coming down to ecology
allowing this to happen.”

Anyone who
frequents natural history
museums knows that the
end of the dinosaurs 65
million years ago ushered
in the age of mammals,
and that some of them
were gigantic.

Deficit hit men target NASA’s

CAPE CANAVERAL, 26
Nov—NASA’s effort to
farm out astronauts’
space station trips to
private companies over
the next decade is under
fire again, this time by
federal deficit hit men.

Spaceflight vendors
stand to lose $1.2 billion
in NASA funding in 2015
under a proposal by the
co-chairmen of President
Barack Obama’s bipar-
tisan deficit commission.

More than 600,000
people killed by 2nd-hand

smoke
LONDON, 26 Nov—Secondhand smoke kills more

than 600,000 people worldwide every year,
according to a new study. In the first look at the
global impact of secondhand smoking, researchers
analyzed data from 2004 for 192 countries. They
found 40 percent of children and more than 30
percent of non-smoking men and women regularly
breathe in secondhand smoke.

Scientists then estimated that passive smoking
causes about 379,000 deaths from heart disease,
165,000 deaths from lower respiratory disease,
36,900 deaths from asthma and 21,400 deaths from
lung cancer a year.

Altogether, those account for about 1 percent of
the world’s deaths. The study was paid for by the
Swedish National Board of Health and Welfare and
Bloomberg Philanthropies. It was published Friday
in the British medical journal Lancet. “This helps us
understand the real toll of tobacco,” said Armando
Peruga, a programme manager at the World Health
Organization’s Tobacco-Free Initiative, who led the
study. He said the approximately 603,000 deaths
from secondhand smoking should be added to the
5.1 million deaths that smoking itself causes every
year.

Peruga said WHO was particularly concerned
about the 165,000 children who die of smoke-related
respiratory infections, mostly in Southeast Asia and
Africa.—Internet

Consumer prices in Japan
dropped 0.6 percent in
October, the Japanese
government said on
Friday. It marked the 20th

month of decline for the
country’s key consumer
price index (CPI), which
excludes volatile fresh
food prices.

In terms of product,
prices of cigarettes rose
38.6 percent and energy
prices climbed 4.0
percent. The preliminary
core CPI for the Tokyo’s
23 wards fell 0.5 percent
for November. It
forecasts a further
nationwide drop because
it has been considered an
indicator of broader price
trends. In Septem-ber,
consumer prices in the
country declined 1.1
percent from a year
earlier.—Xinhua

Russian bank plans to buy German shares in Gazprom
MOSCOW, 26 Nov— Russia’s national development bank (VEB) is considering the repurchase

of German E ON Ruhrgas’ shares in Russian state gas monopoly Gazprom, said an energy
ministry official on Thursday.

“We proceed from the fact that E ON is willing to sell. In this connection, we need to decide
on how to repurchase the stake, “ the unnamed official was quoted as saying by the RIA Novosti
news agency. Currently the German company has a 3.6-percent stake in Gazprom and is viewed
as the main foreign shareholder in the company.

The official added that one of the options was the stake’s repurchase by VEB. So far it would
not be desirable if Gazprom repurchased the share package, he said.

The official also said that any clarity on the issue will come soon.
Russian media reported that both companies expected the deal to be approved during the

upcoming talks between Russian Prime Minister Vladimir Putin and German Chancellor Angela
Merkel.—Xinhua

Pwekauk Diver-sion Weir is located on

Gelaung Creek near Yaythayaukgon Village in
PyinOoLwin Township. Although the plan was
implemented to build Pwekauk Dam in the past,
the design of the dam was changed to construct
the diversion weir due to cracked limestone at the
floor of the dam and seeping of water.

As the open season has come now, the
construction tasks are being carried out with the
use of many heavy machinery for completion of
the works on schedule. The area has 48.65 inches
of rainfall annually. Galaung Creek has 40 square
miles of watershed area and it has 45,500 acre-
feet of inflow water annually.

The diversion weir is of broad crest type and
of 300 feet long broad crest weir. The diversion
weir will have three 5 feet by 5 feet sand excluders
and 160 feet long embankment. The current of
diversion weir is 25,770 cubic-feet per second
and the sand excluder, 4547 cubic-feet per
second.

The diversion weir will be installed two 40
kw generators. It was learnt that the facility will
complete in 2011-2012 financial year.

Electricity will be supplied to Yaythayaukgon,
Naunghlaing and Naunglon villages. The local
farmers are engaged in cultivation of wheat, niger

and groundnut.
The diversion weir will irrigate 200 acres of

farmlands and supplies  potable water  to
PyinOoLwin and Yadanabon Myothit.

In the near future, Pwekauk Diversion Weir
will facilitate the local people in PyinOoLwin and

Yadanabon Myothit with water for public
consumption and for agricultural purpose and
electricity.

Gazpom trims 2011 investment
programme to $26b

monopoly said on
Tuesday.

The board also
approved a 2011 budget
that foresees revenues for
the year at 3.9 trillion
roubles, a statement said,
slightly above the 3.8
trillion roubles the board
approved during its
equivalent meeting last
year.

 Analysts are closely
watching costs at the

world’s largest gas firm
and have criticized the
company for spending
too much in the past.
Capital expenditures
make up the lion’s share
of the 2011 investment
programme at 729.86
billion roubles, while
86.5 billion roubles will
go toward long-term
financial investments,
including the deve-
lopment of the Arctic
Shtokman and Priraz-
lomnoye fields and the
North and South Stream
pipelines.

 The budget also sees
liabilities, ex-penditures
and inves-tments at 3.98

In September, Gaz-

prom increased its 2010
investment programme
by 13 percent to 905.2
billion roubles from the
orginally agreed 802.4
billion roubles.

“Most
Asian countries are still
hesitating about the
situation in Korea, and
the markets are hesitant
about what might
happen,” said Lee Kok
Joo, head of research at
Phillip Securities in
Singapore.

Half of China’s antibiotics
fed to animals

BEIJING, 26 Nov—
Nearly half of the
antibiotics produced in
China are being fed to
livestock rather than
used to fight viruses in
people, experts say.

Of the 210,000 tons
of antibiotics made in
China each year, 97,000
tons end up in animals,
Xiao Yonghong, a
professor from the
Institute of Clinical
Pharmacology of Peking
University, was quoted
as saying by People’s
Daily.

Research by the
Chinese Academy of
Social Sciences found
that more than 50 percent
of livestock breeders in
Shandong and Liaoning
Provinces added
antibiotics to their
animal fodder. “The
overuse of antibiotics is
common now, which has
led to a rising death rate
among animals as their
immune systems are
depressed. Also,

antibiotics remain
detrimental to people’s
health after intake,” said
Qi Guanghai, deputy

head of the feed research
institute under the
Chinese Academy of
Agricultural Sciences.

“Attention should be
paid to the problem of
antibiotic intake via daily
food consumption
because that will increase
the possibility for drug-
resistant bacteria to
develop in human
bodies,” said Huang
Liuyu, director of the
Institute for Disease

Prevention and Control
of the People’s
Liberation Army. For
example, a 650-gram
premature infant born in
Guangzhou developed
resistance to seven kinds
of antibiotics, which was
suspected to be due to
his mother’s daily intake
of meat and eggs that
contained remnants of
antibiotics, the People’s
Daily report said.

The disease has caused the deaths of 140 people
in Port-au- Prince, Haiti’s Capital.More than one
million Haitians are living in precarious tents since
a devastating earthquake last January, which caused
around 250,000 deaths and massive property
