Tiny house movement thrives amid real estate bust

GrATON, 30 Nov—As Americans downsize in the
aftermath of a colossal real estate bust, at least one tiny
corner of the housing market appears to be thriving. To
save money or simplify their lives, a small but growing
number of Americans are buying or building homes
that could fit inside many people’s living rooms,
according to entrepreneurs in the small house industry.

Some put these wheeled homes in their backyards

to use as offices, studios or extra bedrooms. Others use
them as mobile vacation homes they can park in the
woods. But the most intrepid of the tiny house owners
live in them full-time, paring down their possessions
and often living off the grid.

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Some alcohol may reduce
transplants’ risk

DEeNvVER, 30 Nov—
Moderate alcohol
consumption has been
linked to lowered death
rates in kidney transplant
patients, a  Dutch
researcher says.

Dorien Zelle of the
University ~ Medical
Centre Groningen,
Netherlands,  found
moderate alcohol drinkers
were 67 percent less likely
to develop diabetes than
other types of drinkers/
non-drinkers. Zelle and
colleagues tracked these
patients for seven years
and found the moderate
alcohol drinkers were 44
percent less likely to die
than other types of
drinkers/non-drinkers.

“Quality of life in
renal transplantrecipients
is under pressure by many
threats, restrictions and
recommendations,” Zelle
said in a statement. “Our
results indicate that one of
the restraints on quality of
life in stable renal
transplant recipients may

be released. There seems
no reason to advise renal
transplant recipients to
abstain from alcohol post-
transplant.”

Zelle and colleagues
looked at 600 renal
transplant recipients who
had their transplant more
than one year before and
followed them for several
years post-transplant. Of
these, 48 percent were
abstainers, 16 percent
were sporadic drinkers, 35
percent had moderate
alcohol intake and 1
percent were heavy
drinkers.—lInternet

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Toyota to fix 650,000 Prius hybrids for heat risk

Detroit, 30 Nov—Toyota Motor Corp will pay
to fix about 650,000 Prius models worldwide for a
coolant pump glitch that could cause the top-selling
hybrid to overheat and lose power, the automaker
said. The repair campaign covers Prius cars for the
model years 2004 to 2007. The bulk of the cars, or
378,000 units, are in the United States.

The Japanese automaker said it had not received
any reports of accidents or injuries from problems
with the pump, which circulates coolant for the hybrid
system.

Major automakers, including Toyota, often
conductrepair campaigns that are separate from safety
recalls filed with US regulators in cases where they
determine that a defect does not present a safety risk.
Toyota said the design of the electric water pump let
air bubbles enter the system, slowing coolant
circulation and allowing the hybrid’s components to
heat up.

The heating up of the components could trigger a
warning light. If left unattended, the Prius could
overheat and drop into a “fail-safe” mode where
engine power would be reduced, Toyota said.

Toyota said it would begin notifying owners of
the Prius repair campaign in the United States in early
December.

The automaker has used a different pump design
on the Prius hybrid since that time and uses a different
type of pump for other hybrids, Toyota spokesman
John Hanson said.

Since last November, Toyota has recalled about
14 million vehicles worldwide, including about 11

Asia stocks fall on Europe debt, China
hike fears

BaNGKOK, 30 Nov—Asian markets
crumpled Tuesday as Chinese shares
slid on fears of an interest rate hike
and the European Union’s bailout of
Ireland failed to convince investors
the continent’s debt crisis has been
contained.

Oil prices dropped to near $85 a
barrel as traders looked to US supply
reports for clues about the strength of
demand for crude. In currencies, the

dollar was down against the yen but
up against the euro.

The Shanghai Composite Index
tumbled 3.4 percent to 2,767.25 amid
rumors China’s central bank would
soon raise interest rates to contain
inflation. The Shenzhen index for
China’s second smaller exchange
dived 4.4 percent.

Soaring prices in China, the
world’s No 2 economy, are so far
limited mostly to food, but analysts
say price pressure could spread to
other areas unless Beijing hikes
interest rates and further tightens
credit. Investors worry that might slow
economic growth or reduce the
amount of money flowing through
the economy that is helping to finance
stock trading.

“There is a little nervousness
about how hard the policymakers will
have to slam on the brakes to contain
inflation,” said David Cohen, an
economist with Action Economics in

crackdown in Mexico’s
methamphetamine-
producing heartland has
provoked a dizzying
increase in violence,
fueling fears that the
country is losing its
battle against organized
crime.

Grisly assassina-
tions and gang extortion
are terrifying Mexicans
in the western state of
Michoacan, where
President Felipe
Calderon launched his
war on drug cartels,
sending in about 5,000
soldiers in December
2006 following a narrow
election victory.

China AIDS death toll up
nearly 20,000 in a year

Bening, 30 Nov—
The total number of
reported AIDS deaths in
China has jumped by
nearly 20,000 since an
official estimate last
year, state media said
Monday as Beijing
vowed to step up efforts
to curb its spread.

Deaths linked to
Acquired Immune
Deficiency Syndrome
(AIDS) since its
emergence in China in
the 1980s reached 68,315
by the end of October,
state television said,
citing figures from the
health ministry.

That compares with
atally of 49,845 reported
deaths released by the
ministry at the end of
October 2009.

The number of
reported HIV/AIDS
sufferers stood at
370,393, the brief report
by China Central
Television said,
compared with a ministry
figure last year of
319,877. World AIDS
Day is on 1 December.

HIV/AIDS  was
mostly sexually tran-
smitted, with rates of
infection among homo-
sexual men increasing
sharply, the report said.

It did not give a
reason for the sharp rise
in death and infection
figures, but the
government has been
making efforts to
improve reporting of
cases.

Sitting by
the pink stone cathedral
in Michoacan’s Capital
Morelia, near where a
drug gang grenade attack
killed eight in 2008, she
added: “We are afraid

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Global temp up 72°F
by 2060s

CaNcUN, 30 Nov— World temperatures could
soar by 4 degrees Celsius (7.2 degrees Fahrenheit) by
the 2060s in the worst case of global climate change
and require an annual investment of $270 billion just
tocontainrising sealevels, studies suggested on Sunday.

Such a rapid rise, within the lifetimes of many
young people today, is double the 2 degrees C (3.6
degrees Fahrenheit) ceiling set by 140 governments at
a UN climate summit in Copenhagen last year and
would disrupt food and water supplies in many parts of
the globe.

Rising greenhouse gas emissions this decade meant
the 2 degree goal was “extremely difficult, arguably
impossible, raising the likelihood of global temperature
rises of 3 or 4 degrees C within this century,” an
international team wrote.

The studies, published to coincide with annual UN
climate talks in Mexico starting on Monday, said few
researchers had examined in detail the possible impact
of a 4 degrees C rise above pre-industrial levels.

1“Across many sectors — coastal cities, farming,
water stress, ecosystems or migration, the impacts will
be greater,” than at 2 degrees, wrote Mark New of
Oxford University in England, who led the international
team.—Reuters

Ireland’s bailout boosts banks,
inflames taxpayer

DusLiN, 30 Nov—
Ireland’s international
bailout boosted its bank
stocks Monday but
outraged many hard-
pressed taxpayers, who
questioned why the
government’s pension
reserves must be ravaged
as part of a deal that
burdens the whole
country with the mistakes
of arich elite.

Shares in Ireland’s
banks rose sharply as
markets were encouraged
by the bailout’s
immediate focus on
injecting eurolQ billion
into the cash-strapped
lenders out of a total of
euro67.5 billion ($89
billion) in loans.

But the Irish were
shocked by a key
condition for the rescue
— that the government
use eurol7.5 billion of its
own cash and pension
reserves to shore up its
public finances, which
have been overwhelmed
by recession and
exceptional costs of a

Caracas, 30 Nov —
The Venezuelan
government Monday
declared a state of
emergency for the
Falcon State which was
hit by rains last week.

The decree “aims to
deploy all the assets
needed to provide
support in terms of
logistics and preven-
tative health mea-
sures,” Vene-zuelan
Vice President Elias
Jaua told the state-run
Venezuelan News
Agency (AVN) after
meeting government
ministers and senior
officials.

Some 8,000 rescuers

Fire at Istanbul’s Haydarpasa

IstanBuL, 30 Nov— Turkish Transportation
Ministry announced on Sunday that fire at the historic
Haydarpasa train terminal, one of Turkey’s busiest
stations, is now under control, reported the Anatolia
News Agency.

The terminal, built on Istanbul’s Asian side in
1909, caught fire at around 3:30 pm local time (1330
GMT) on Sunday, and all the staff and passengers had
been evacuated from the building.

The fire started on the roof of the Haydarpasa
terminal, and was able to be seen as far away as the
European side, the report said.

There were some media reports suggesting the
building might not survive the fire, however, there was

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Central China starts building
supercomputing centre

CHANGSHA, 30 Nov—
Central China’s Hunan
Province began building
the country’s third
National  Supercom-
puting Centre (NSCC) on
Sunday, where the world’s
fastest supercom-puter,
the Tianhe 1A, will be
installed.

Designed to handle
one quadrillion com-
puting operations per
second, the NSCC in
Changsha will add to the
world’s eight quadrillion
level supercomputing
centres and national labs,
said Du Zhanyuan, vice
minister of the Ministry of
Science and Technology.

The new NSCC will be
housed in  Hunan
University in Changsha,
capital of Hunan, and the
construction is expected to
be completed by the end of
2011, said Du.

Earlier this month, the
Tianhe-1A at the NSCC in
Tianjin, which is capable
of 2.57 quadrillion
computing operations per
second, was certified as
the world’s fastest
supercomputer.

Once completed, the
Tianhe 1A at the NSCC in
Changsha will be able to
provide supercom-puting

research, bio-logical
pharmaceuticals,
animation design and
other complex work in
central China, said Xu
Shousheng, provincial
governor of Hunan.

“The setting up of the
NSCC in Changsha will
raise the innovative level
of Hunan Province and of
central China,” said Xu.

Apart  from the
ongoing construction,
China has built two
supercomputing centres
which are located in
Tianjin and Shenzhen,
respectively.—Xinhua

JakARTA, 30 Nov—Loss value of
forest damage due to recent volcano
eruption of Mount Merapi in Indonesia’s
Yogyakarta and Central Java province
reached 5.5 trillion rupiah (about 611
million US dollars), consisted of ruined
1.12 million of trees in 2,800 hectares of
forest areas, Kompas daily quoted an
official as saying on Monday.

US cable TV bleeds subscribers as
online grows

WasHINGTON, 30 Nov—The
economic downturn has US cable
television companies shedding
subscribers in record numbers and
Americans increasingly “cutting the
cord” in favour of cheaper online
options, new research shows.

The findings point to a growing
pool of potential customers for online
services such as Hulu and Netflix and
newcomers like Apple TV and
Google TV, which offer lower prices
and more flexibility, analysts say.

According to research firm SNL
Kagan, US cable operators lost
741,000 basic video customers in the
third quarter of the year, the biggest
decline since it started tracking the
segment in 1980.

Comcast, the largest US cable
operator, lost 275,000 video
subscribers during the third quarter
while Time Warner Cable, the second-
largest, shed 155,000 video customers
in the July-September period.

The pay television sector —
which includes satellite television
and TV services offered by telecom
firms in addition to cable — lost

Rio pE JanEIRO, 30 Nov — Brazil’s central
government registered a primary surplus of 63.4 billion
reais (36.7 billion U.S. dollars) in the first 10 months of
2010, up 135.6 percent from the same period last year,
the Treasury Department said on Monday.The amount is
equivalent to 2.19 percent of Brazil’s gross domestic
product (GDP), up from 1.05 percent in the same period
of 2009.The central government’s revenue is formed by
the incomes of the Treasury Department, the Central Bank
and the Social Security system.From January to October,
the Treasury Department accumulated a primary surplus
of 105.8 billion reais (61.3 billion dollars), up 53.7 percent
year on year.

The Social Security system, on the other hand,
accumulated a primary deficit of 41.9 billion reais (24.3
billion dollars), up 0.9 percent from the same period last
year.The Central Bank’s deficit increased 10.2 percent
and reached 520.8 million reais (302 million dollars).In
October, Brazil registered a primary surplus of 7.7 billion
reais (4.4 billion dollars), down 70.3 percent from
September and 31 percent year on year. According to the
Treasury Department, the figures were the lowest for
October in four years.

The Treasury Department had a surplus of 10 billion
reais (5.8 billion dollars) in October, while the Social
Security system had a primary deficit of 2.17 billion reais
(1.25 billion dollars), and the Central Bank a deficit of
117.3 million reais (68 million dollars).The Brazilian
government set a target of 76.2 billion reais (44.1 billion

UniTeED NATIONS, 30
Nov — Non-communica-
ble diseases related to to-
bacco use, unhealthy diets,
physical inactivity and the
harmful use of alcohol
have emerged as a serious
macroeconomic and de-
velopment challenge
around the globe, UN of-
ficials on Friday quoted
delegates to a recent Gen-
eral Assembly meeting as
saying.

In their speeches at the
meeting, the delegates
have listed the non-com-
municable diseases as “se-
rious public health threats”
and called for urgent action
in the social and economic
realm to prevent such dis-
eases, according to the UN

officials.

Prevention of heart dis-
ease, strokes, cancer, dia-
betes and chronic respira-
tory disease needed to be
made a priority on the de-
velopment agenda, or they
would increase in low- and
middle- income countries
and disproportionately af-
fect the poor, the delegates
were cited as saying.
