US congressmen want US citizenship for Pak

IsLamABAD, 6 Feb—A group of
congressmen has sought the US citizenship
forjailed Pakistani doctor Shakeel Afridi, who
helped the CIA track down and kill formeral-
Qaeda chiefOsama bin Laden last year in his
Abbottabad hideout.

A congressional legislation has been
introduced in the US House of
Representatives seeking citizenship for the
doctor, who is currently in a Pakistani jail for
“treason”.

“Today I have introduced legislation to
grant American citizenship to Dr Shakeel
Afridi, the Pakistan medical doctor whorisked
his life to identify Osama Bin Laden and help
US military forces bring him to justice,” the

Rohrabacher, as saying.

If convicted, he could be executed, the
lawmaker from California said.

“My bill would grant him US citizenship
and send a direct and powerful message to
those in the Pakistani governmentand military
who protected the mastermind of 9/11 for all
those years and who are now seeking
retribution on those who helped to execute
BinLaden,” Rohrabacher said in the House of
Representatives.

The Afridi citizenship bill has been
endorsed by more than a dozen top
congressmen, including Bill Posey and Roscoe
Bartlett, he said, adding: “This bill shows the
world that America does not abandon its
friends.”—Internet

Afghan bombing death toll

rises to nine

KANDAHAR, 6 Feb— Afghan President Hamid Karzai
condemned Sunday’s deadly car bombing in Kandahar City,
saying only a “desperate enemy” would resort to such a
cowardly act.

The Voice of America quoted the president’s official
Facebook page as saying the explosion outside a police
station in the country’s violence-hit southern region killed
nine people and wounded 19 more. Earlier reports said the
blastkilled seven people, including five Afghan police officers,
and that the incident was followed by 10 minutes of gunfire.

NATO’s International Security Assistance Force also
condemned the attack, VOA reported.

There was no immediate claim of responsibility for the
bombing although Kandahar is known to be a centre of
Taleban militancy.

A day earlier, the United Nations said the Taleban were
responsible for 2,300 civilian deaths in Afghanistan in 2011,
higher than any previous year in the decade-old war. The
militant group rejected the report.

The New York Times reported there have been a series of
suicide bombings since 11 Jan in Kandahar. An Afghan
intelligence department official in Kandahar said informers
and captured militants have said the militants arenow focusing
on the city and have been bringing in would-be suicide
bombers to the city.

Separately, Afghan authorities said a US soldier
mistakenly shot and killed an Afghan guard at the US
military base in Sar-i-Pul in northern Afghanistan Friday
night. The US soldier opened a door and saw a gun barrel and
in a “mistaken act,” opened fire, the governor told the
Washington Post. NATO officials were investigating the
incident.—/nternet

Breastfeeding strengthens children’s Lungs
WASHINGTON, 6 Feb—A study published by the

American Journal of Respiratory and Critical Care
Medicinereverses some earlier thinking that breastfeeding
by mothers with asthma might increase the child’s risk for
the disease. The study found breastfeeding strengthens
children’s lungs, even if the mother has asthma. Here are
details about breastfeeding and lung health in children.

* Asthma is the most common chronic childhood
illness, says the American Academy of Allergy, Asthma
and Immunology. Nine million children younger than 18
have been diagnosed with asthma. One in 10 school-age
children has asthma and it is the third-leading cause of
hospitalization in kids.

* According to Web MD, the AIRCCM conducted a
long-term Children’s Respiratory Study in 2007 in which
kids were followed frombirth through age 1 6 and periodically
tested for lung functioning. Children of mothers without
asthma who were breastfed longer than four months had
stronger lung functioning. But children whose moms had
asthma and were breastfed beyond 4 months showed a 6
percent decrease in lung strength.

* Physicians said at the time that though this
represented a significant drop in lung functioning, it was
probably not enough to warrant health care providers
advising asthmatic mothers to limit breastfeeding to four

months to avoid risk.

* In 2011, Science Daily reported on a study in the
European Respiratory Journal that showed formula-fed
babies had a 50 percent more wheezing episodes than babies
who were exclusively breastfed until age six months. Babies
who were given supplemental foods along with breast milk
had a 20 percent greater risk for wheezing.

* The ARJCCM study revisited the 2007 and the 2011
findings to look for further links between breastfeeding and
asthma, particularly in children whose mothers who had the
disease and breastfed. Reuters Health reports 1,500 children
were tested periodically up to age 14. Parents were also
surveyed about breastfeeding habits, exposure to secondhand
smoke and other environmental risks.

* The tests found children who were breastfed showed
greater lung volume, less air loss and better capacity to hold
air. Children of mothers with asthma were able to hold more air
if moms had breastfed them past age four months. Study
authors said the findings weren’t linked to fewer respiratory
infections, butthatstronger lungs meantless risk of developing
asthma later.

They found those who
drank themost greentea were
the least likely to develop
“functional disability,” or
problems withdaily activities
or basic needs, such as
dressing or bathing.

Specifically, almost 13
percent of adults who drank
less than a cup of green tea
per day became functionally
disabled, compared with just
over 7 percent of people who
drank at least five cups a day.

“Green tea consumption
is significantly associated
with a lower risk of incident
functional disability, evenafter
adjustment for possible
confounding factors,”
Tomata and his colleagues
wrote. The study did not
prove that green tea alone
keptpeoplespry as they grew

older.

Green-tea  lovers
generally had healthier
diets, including more fish,
vegetables and fruit, as well
as more education, lower
smoking rates, fewer heart
attacks and strokes, and
greater mental sharpness.

They also tended to be
more socially active and
havemore friends and family
to rely on. But even with
those factors accounted for,
green tea itself was tied to a
lower disability risk, the
researcherssaid. People who
drank at least five cups a
day were one-third less
likely todevelop disabilities
than those who had less
than a cup per day. Those
people who averaged three
or four cups a day had a 25
percent lower risk.

Although it’s not clear
how green tea might offer a
buffer against disability,
Tomata’s team did note that
one recent study found
green tea extracts seem to
boost leg muscle strength
in older women.—/nternet

Greek debt talks with creditors
to continue on Monday

ATHENS, 6 Feb—A new crisis meeting chaired by Prime
Minister Lucas Papademos will be held with auditors of the EU/
International Monetary Fund (IMF) lenders and private creditors
on Monday, said a Press release of the prime minister’s office.
A crucial five-hour meeting of the leaders of the three parties
backing the Greek interim government ended on Sunday night
in Athens with no agreement over the terms of the vital second
international aid. According to the official statement, the political
leaders agreed on the necessity to promote measures to reduce
public spending by 1.5 percent of GDP in 2012 and policies to
ensure the sustainability of auxiliary pension funds.

The statement added that there is consensus to tackle the
competitiveness deficit with a package of measures including
an agreement on the recapitalization of Greek banks.

Greece is under great pressure to strike a final deal with
international creditors to secure a second bailout loans
package, along with an agreement with the private sector on
the write-down of part of the its debt burden, in time to escape
bankruptcy in coming March.—Xinhua

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Scientists excavate
underground ant city in Brazil

BENING, 6 Feb—A sophisticated underground ant city
once populated by millions of insects has been discovered
by a team of scientists. The abandoned megalopolis, which
features vast subterranean highways, paths and gardens,
was found buried beneath the earth in Brazil.

It is thought to have housed one of the biggest ant
colonies in the world. But no one is sure when the leafcutter
species left and what caused their demise.

Experts poured ten tonnes of concrete into holes on the
surface — which served as air conditioning ducts for the ants
— to expose the tunnels by solidifying in the space.

Ittook ten days to pour the material down the labyrinth of
channels, whichcoveredanareaof’500sq ftand extended to 26ft
below the surface. After a month, scientists, led by professor
Luis Forgi, began digging and revealed the incredible city
described as the “ant equivalent of the Great Wall of China’.

The community ofants—described asa ‘superorganism’
because of the way they coordinated themselves—carried out
aHerculean task building their gianthome. Eachinsect would
have repeatedly carried loads of earth, weighing more times
more than the worker, a distance of what would be just over
halfamile in human terms.

Intotal, they excavated around 40 tonnes of soil to create
the labyrinth, revealed the Nature’s Secret Power
documentary, also featuring Dr Bert Holldobler from the
Arizona State University. The network was designed to allow
good ventilation and provide the shortest transport routes.

It features scores of highways connecting the main
chambers — and, off the main routes, are side roads.

From there, paths branch out and lead to the many
rubbish pits and fungus gardens, which are grown from the
vegetation collected by the workers.—Xinhua

Tree rings may undervalue climate response
to volcanic eruptions

Lonpon, 6 Feb—Some
climate cooling caused by past
volcanic eruptions may not be
evident in  tree-ring
reconstructions oftemperature
change as huge temperature
plunges lead to greatly
shortened or even absent
growing seasons, researchers
say. The climate researchers
comparedtree-ring temperature
reconstructions with model
simulations of pasttemperature

changes.
“We know these tree
rings capture most

temperature changes quite
well,” said Michael Mann,
professor of meteorology and
geosciences and director of
the Penn State Earth System
Science Centre.

“But the problem
appears tobeintheirresponse
to the intense short-term
cooling thatoccurs following
avery large volcanic eruption.
Explosive volcanic eruptions
place particulates called
aerosolsinto the stratosphere,
reflecting back some fraction
of incoming sunlight and

cooling the planet for several
years following the eruption.”

Tree rings are used as
proxies for climate because
trees create unique rings each
year that often reflect the
weather conditions that
influenced the growing season
that year. For reconstructing
climate conditions, tree-ring
researchers seek trees growing
atthe extremes of their growth
range. Inferring temperature

changes required going to
locations either at the tree
line caused by elevation or
at the boreal tree line, the
northern most place where
the trees will grow.

“The problem is that
these trees are so close to
the threshold for growth,
thatifthe temperature drops
just a couple of degrees,
there is little or no growth
and a loss of sensitivity to
any further cooling. In
extreme cases, there may be
no growth ring at all,” said
Mann.—Xinhua

The potential applications of such optical fibres include improved telecommunications
and other hybrid optical and electronic technologies, improved laser technology, and more-
accurate remote-sensing devices. John Badding, a professor of chemistry at Penn State and
lead author of the study explained that one of the greatest current technological challenges is
exchanging information between optics and electronics rapidly and efficiently.

Existing technology has resulted in sometimes-clumsy ways of merging optical fibres with
electronic chips - silicon-based integrated circuits that serve as the building blocks for most
semiconductor electronic devices such as solar cells, light-emitting diodes (LEDs), computers,
and cell phones. “The optical fibre is usually a passive medium that simply transports light, while
the chip is the piece that performs the electrical part of the equation,” Badding said.

“But the computer screens and associated electronic devices have to take that light and convert
ittoanimage, whichisan electrical process.

LonpoN, 6 Feb— Canadian scientists
have designed a flexible battery that can be
wovenunobtrusively into fabrics. Flat, flexible
batteries have been connected to T-shirts
sporting arrays of flashing LEDs, but they
have not been built into the very stuff of a
garment. This is what Maksim Skorobogatiy
and colleagues at the Polytechnic School of
Montreal in Canada have just done.

In order to build their battery, they
sandwich a solid polyethylene oxide
electrolyte betweenalithium iron phosphate
cathode and lithium titanate anode. All of
these are thermoplastic materials, which can

be stretched under mild heating.

The material looks like artificial leather.
After stretching, the team wove strips of it
into cotton fabrics and used conductive
threads to connect these batteries in series.
This configuration was used to illuminate
LEDs. “It’s the first fully wearable, soft
lithium-ion battery that uses no liquid
electrolytes,” New Scientist quoted
Skorobogatiy as saying. He says a garment
made of the material could provide hundreds
of volts, enabling applications in which a
battery-backed garment could deliver power
in an emergency.—/nternet

New procedure busts deadly brain tumour cells

WasHINGTON, 6 Feb—Glioblastoma
multiforme (GBM) happens to be the nastiest
and most common brain tumour, affecting
10,000 patients in the US alone every year.
Now, a novel non-invasive procedure called
Tumour Treating Fields (TTF) that inhibits
tumour growth is offering hope to thousands,
says a study. On the average, a patient with
GBMsurviveslessthan 15 months with optimal
treatment and only three to five months
without additional effective treatment.

The TTF procedure, which disrupts rapid
celldivisionexhibited by cancer cells with the
helpofalternatingelectrical fields, may provide
physicians with a fourth treatment option in
addition to surgery, radiation therapy and

chemotherapy. “Patients withrecurrent GBM
present a significant treatment challenge,”
said Santosh Kesari, director of Neuro-
Oncologyat University of California San Diego
Moores Cancer Centre.

“The initial clinical research for the
approval trial demonstrated that, compared to
patients who were treated with chemotherapy,
patients treated with NovoTTF achieved
comparable survival times, had fewer side-
effects, and reported improved quality oflife,”
said Kesari, according to a university
statement.—/nternet
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Israeli gov’t approves construction of
Tel Aviv-Eilat rail line

JERUSALEM, 6 Feb—
Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu’s
cabinet on Sunday approved
plans to construct a rail line
linking Tel Aviv on the
Mediterranean coast to the
Red Sea port of Eilat. The
350-kilometre project is part
of a comprehensive push to
revamp the country’s
transport infrastructure, and
is due to begin operations
five years from the start of
construction. “In the coming
decade, new powers will rise
and the State of Israel must
create vital interests from a
national point-of-view,”
Netanyahu’s bureau quoted
him as saying in a statement.

The prime minister said
the rail line would constitute
an alternative transportation
route that bypasses the Suez
Canal, significantly
shortening the current route
freight ships use to reach the
Mediterranean.

“This is an insurance
policy. Israel must become a
continental land crossing

route and create great power
interests,” Netanyahu said.

The Israeli government
seeks to double the
population of the Negev, a
vast desert region largely
uninhibited, to 1.2 million
by 2025. Israel’s first prime
minister, David Ben-Gurion,
devoted much of his career to
realizing his vision of
inhabiting the area. The
railway’s planners say it
would help spur regional
development, including
housing and new
employment opportunities,
and entice Israelis to leave
the country’s congested
centre. Once in place, the
railway will cut travel time
from Eilat, at Israel’s
southernmost tip, to the
country’s centre down to two
hours. Eilat’s hoteliers say
that would dramatically raise
tourism to their city, with
visitors currently forced to
drive near four hours or take
a commuter flight.

“It will change the face
of the country. For 63 years,

there has been talk about
linking the periphery to the
center, but nothing was
done,” Netanyahu said,
adding, “The railway and
Israel ‘s natural gas resources
can forge strong economic
links.”

Netanyahu said he
tasked the director-general
ofhis office, Harel Locker, to
head a team that will review
options for financing the 27
billion USD project, whether
through state funding,
cooperation with the private
sector, or an inter-
governmental agreement
between Israel and another
government with which Israel
maintains economic and
strategic interests.

At a meeting with
Chinese Commerce Minister
Chen Deming in Israel last
March, Netanyahu proposed
that the two countries
cooperate in such a project,
after a Chinese firm last year
completed a tunnel in the
northern port city of Haifa
ahead of schedule.—Xinhua

Cuba producing sugar with new technology

Havana, 6 Feb—Cuba
has begun to employ a new
technology to produce white
sugar,ameasure thatimproves
its quality, avoids the refining
process and reduces the cost
of manufacture,amediareport
said Sunday.

The technology, which
to date had never been used in
the island’s sugar industry,
uses a sulphur salt produced
in Guatemala that—once
dissolved in water—directly
adds to the bleaching,
according to official daily
Juventud Rebelde.

The procedure replaces
the method of “sulphurizing”
the sugarcane juice via the
combustion of sulphur, which
is very damaging to the
environment, the report says.

The daily also reported
that the sugar produced with
this method can be sold for a
higher price than either crude
or standard refined sugar on
the world market and that its
use is spreading rapidly.

Rigoberto Toledo, the
director of the Melanio
Hernandez sugar refinery in
central Sancti Spiritus
province, the first to use the
new technology, said that
using it they will be able to
optimize the production
process and avoid refining the
raw sugar, a situation that will
reduce production costs.

That  refinery s
scheduled to produce
between 15,000 and 17,000
tonnes of white sugar during
the current harvest, all of

whichwillbedestined forlocal
consumption.

Cuba is carrying out its
current sugar harvestata time
when it is in the midst of
restructuring the sector by
replacing the Sugar Ministry
with the Sugar Agro-industry
Business Group with the aim
of achieving more efficient
management, employingnew
technologies and generating
exports to finance its own
expenses. According to
government forecasts, this
harvestshouldseea 20 percent
rise in sugar production, after
the country in 2011
experienced a slight recovery
and after the drastic plunge in
the sugar harvest registered in
2010, the worst in 105 years.

The statement said
the EU’s decision to charge
flights into and out of EU
airports for carbon emission
“runs contrary to relevant
principles of the United
Nations Framework
Convention on Climate
Change and the international
civil aviation regulations.”
The EU’s Emissions
Trading Scheme, which has
takeneffecton 1 Jan,is one of
the widest-reaching

measures adopted by any
country or regional bloc to
regulate emissions of
greenhouse gases blamed for
climate change. Itis estimated
thataround 4,000 airlines will
pay the EU for their carbon
emissions.

“China objects to the
EU’s decision to impose the
scheme on non-EU airlines,
and has expressed its
concerns over the scheme
through various channels,”
the statement said.

“China will consider
adopting necessary measures
to protectinterests of Chinese
individuals and companies,
pending the development of
theissue,” the statement said.

It added that China
hopes the EU can find proper
solutions to the issue with
considerations of the overall
bilateral relations, the two
sides’ combined efforts to
combat climate change as
well as the sustainable
development of  the
international airline
industry.—Xinhua

British Queen marks 60 years on the throne

LonpoN, 6 Feb— Monday is exactly 60
years since British Queen Elizabeth II
ascended to her throne, and marks the
beginning of a year of celebrations in Britain.

The Queen s the second Britishmonarch
in history to have a Diamond Jubilee
celebrating 60 years on the throne.

The then princess was up a tree in Kenya
gazing at the wildlife below when her father,
King George VI, who is the subject of last
year’s globally successful and award-winning
movie The King’s Speech, died in London on
6 Feb 1952. At that moment, she became
queen of the United Kingdom at age 25.

The highlight of the celebrations to mark
the Diamond Jubilee will be a floating pageant,
whichwillseeaflotillaof'1,000 boats sail down
the Thames through London with the Queen
at its head on a royal barge during a special
holiday celebration period from 2 June to 5

June. Former royal reporter Robert Jobson
told Xinhua that the jubilee does “have
significance outside Britain because the
Queenis probably the only monarch whoisan
international monarch — she is not only the
queen of Great Britain and Northern Ireland,
she is also the queen of 15 other
Commonwealth realms including Australia,
New Zealand, Canada, so ithas very important
point to celebrate because she has global
reach.”

The previous Diamond Jubilee monarch
was Queen Victoria, whosejubilee was held in
1897. She went on to reign for a further four
yearsafterthe jubilee, making herreign longer
than the current queen’s at the moment.

The coincidence of the Diamond Jubilee
and the Olympic games being in the same year
inLondon will draw international attention on
the Queen and Britain.—Xinhua

" Iran to launch new generation
of satellites into orbit

TEHERAN, 6 Feb — Iranian Defence Minister Brigadier General
Ahmad Vahidi said Sunday that Iran was planning to send a new
generation of satellites called Fajr (Dawn) into orbit to mark the 33rd
anniversary of the Islamic republic’s establishment, the local satellite
Press TV reported.

On Friday, Iran announced that it “successfully” launched an
observation satellite into orbit.

The spacecraft, named Navid (Herald) and weighing S0 kilogrammes,
cantake pictures in low altitudes ofabout 250 kmto 375 km from the earth.

The launch of Navid satellite using Safir satellite carrier was not
simply an aerospace operation, but stood for creativity, self- reliance and
wisdom of Iran’s aerospace engineers, Vahidi said Sunday.

Iran, a founding member of the United Nations Committee on the
Peaceful Uses of Outer Space, launched its first domestically-made data-
processing satellite, the Omid (Hope), into space in 2009.

Teheran also plans to launch the country’s first manned mission into
space by 2019, according to Press TV.

The judge, whose name was not reported, maintains he
did not fall asleep during the trial but has nonetheless agreed
to no longer preside over the case, Swedish news agency 77T
reported Saturday. Esplund said all the signs of someone
falling asleep were witnessed in court that day.

“Normally when a person falls asleep there are certain
indications of this — you start by closing your eyes and then
the head falls forward ... followed by jerking movements as
you pull yourself together,” she said.

An 89-year-old Florida man said he has
spent the past 25 years and about $10,000
building an Egyptian-themed coffin.

“It’s an unusual hobby and I’ll admit
it,” said Fred Guentert.

Guentert, who lives near Orlando, said
he began crafting the coffin in the mid-
1980s, the Orlando Sentinel reported
Saturday.

The coffin is hand-painted red, black,
gold and green and is made of cedar to resist
rot. The nearly 7-foot-tall box was created
using chisels, files and sandpaper, and is
held together with dowels and glue, Guentert
said.

The lid is adorned with a hand-carved
image of the Egyptian god Osiris, with other
gods surrounding him.

Guentert said he has always been an
admirer of Egyptianart. His fascination dates
back to when archaeologist Howard Carter
discovered King Tutankhamen’s tomb in
1922, the year Guentert was born. He has a
collection of Egyptian memorabilia,
including statues and miniature masks.

Stanley and Lawrie on the rise
Phoenix and Qatar stars leap
over 30 spots after weekend wins

Lonpon, 6 Feb— Kyle Stanley and Paul Lawrie have
both made significant moves in the latest world rankings
after their big wins on Sunday.

Stanley shrugged off last week s final-hole collapse at
Torrey Pines to win the Waste Management Phoenix Open
in Arizona and move up 35 places to 52nd.

It means, with a second and a first in the last two

weeks, Stanley has risen 98 spots in the last fortnight
having been ranked 150th in the world before teeing off in
the Farmers Insurance Open.

Former Open champion Lawrie, who won the wind-
shortened Commercialbank Qatar Masters for the second
time, jumped 31 places from 78th to 47th. If he can now
hold his top 50 ranking the Scot will earn a return to The
Masters for the first time since 2004.

There was little movement at the very top of the list
with Luke Donald, Rory Mcllroy, Lee Westwood, Martin
Kaymer and Steve Stricker all holding their top five
positions, but behind them Jason Day’s tied second place
in Qatar has seen him leap from 10th to 7th.

Tiger Woods, the long-time world number one before
his fall from grace, took time off last week to ready himself
for this week’s US Tour event at Pebble Beach and slipped
a spot from 17th to 18th.

So too did three-time Masters winner Phil Mickelson.
Despite his top 25 finish at TPC Scottsdale on Sunday, he
dropped back a place to 17th, one ahead of Woods and one
behind Sergio Garcia, who finished tied fifth in Qatar.

World number one Donald rests up this week but
Mcllroy, Westwood and Kaymer will all tee it up in the
Dubai Desert Classic.—Internet
