A further easing of EU
sanctions would allow
Myanmar tariff-free access to
European markets under its
“Everything But Arms”
initiative, which could create
jobs and be a major boost the
economy, he said. “I will try to
convince (member states) of
this positive change and the
need to act rapidly,” he said.

“If the process is moving
in the right direction, you

should not lose momentum
when you can make the most
positive influence to the
country.

If you don’t respond,
you lose opportunities that
you would like to take to
support democracy, human
rights and prosperity.”

Piebalgs said he
expected European busi-
nesses would not race to get
into Myanmar because of its
long-standing stigma and
reputation for political risks
and once sanctions were
removed, it was up to the
government and member
states to encourage investors
and win their confidence.

“They will not come by
themselves because they’ll
say ‘how stable is this
change?’,”hesaid. “Ibelieve
this country has big enough
opportunities and has a lot of
wealth potential, but at the
same time, companies will
be extremely conservative
and that’s where I'm a bit
afraid we will lose time.
Investments could make a
difference.”

Terror expert: NYC is

likely target

NEw York, 14 Feb—
Bomb attacks on Israeli
embassy staff in India and
Georgiaraise concerns about
New York City being
similarly targeted, a city
police expert warned.

Writing in the Tuesday
edition of The Wall Street
Journal, Mitchell Silber,
director of intelligence
analysis for the New York
Police Department, said New
York could become an
attractive target because of
its large Jewish population.

The attacks on Israeli
embassy vehicles in New
Delhi and Tbilisi occurred
Monday. Israel blamed Iran
and the militant group
Hezbollah but Iran strongly

denied the charge.

The Georgia attack was
aborted as the explosive
device was found by the
driver, but the New Delhi
bomb stuck to an embassy
vehicle exploded, wounding
four, including the wife an
Israeli defence attache.

“Iran’s next target could
well be on American soil,”
Silber wrote in the Journal.
“In Senate testimony last
month, Director of National
Intelligence James Clapper
stated that Iranian officials
‘are now more willing to
conduct an attack in the
United States in response to
real or perceived US actions
that threaten the regime.’

Stem cells used to ‘heal’ heart attack scars

WASHINGTON , 14 Feb
— Damage caused by a
heart attack has been
healed using stem cells
gathered from the patient’s
own heart, according to
doctors in the US. The
amount of scar tissue was
halved in the small safety
trial reported in the Lancet
medical journal. The
authors said there was also
an  “unprecedented”
increase in new heart
muscle. The British Heart
Foundation said it was

“early days”, but could “be
great news for heart attack
patients”.

A heart attack happens
when the organ is starved of
oxygen, such as a clot
blocking the flow of blood to
the heart. As the heart heals,
the dead muscle is replaced
with scar tissue, but because
this does not beat like heart
muscle the ability to pump
blood around the body is
reduced. Doctors around the
world are looking at ways of
“regenerating” the heart to

replace the scar tissue with
beating muscle. Stem cells,
which can transforminto any
othertype of specialised cell,
figure prominently in their
plans.

This trial, at the Cedars-
Sinai Heart Institute, was
designed to test the safety of

UNICEF says about 20 percent Russian teens
susceptible to serious depression

Moscow, 14 Feb—
About 20 percent of Russian
teenagers are susceptible to
serious depression, the
United Nations Children’s
Fund (UNICEF) said on
Monday. According to
UNICEF’s report presented
at a Press conference here,
the percentage of depressed
teenagers in Russia is much
higher than the level in the

western European countries,
where 5 percent of young
people  suffer from
depression.

UNICEF mentioned
growth of mental illness and
mortality among Russian
teens, saying this figure is
threeto five times higher than
inthemajority ofthe European
countries. Alcohol and drug
addiction are both symptoms

and causes of Russian
teenagers’ mental problems,
the UNICEF report said.

It added the teen suicide
ratio in Russia stands at 30.5
cases per 100,000 people a
year, far exceeding the global
average of 10 cases per
100,000. Inthe lasttwo weeks,
several Russian children in
their school age committed
suicides.—/nternet

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Honeybees tell hornet

The closer the hornet flies to the colony,
the more intensely the guard bees shake.

LoNDoN , 14 Feb — Asian honeybees
signal to their enemies — bee-eating
hornets—to let them know they have been
spotted. An international team of scientists
watched the bees as they guarded the
entrance to their hive.

Theresearchers described how the bees
shook their abdomens when a hornet
approached, a signal that triggered the
hornet to retreat. They published their

findings in the journal Animal behaviour.

Researchers already knew of this
“characteristic shaking signal”, in which
all the guards bees simultaneously vibrate
their abdomens from side-to-side for a few
seconds when a hornet approaches the
colony.

In the wild, this produces a spectacular
“Mexican wave” of vibrating bees. This
study, carried outonasmall bee hive, revealed
the hornets (Vespa velutina) responded
directly to the bees’ shaking signal.

Warned wasps would retreat from the
colony and try to catch bees in flight instead.
To find this out, the researchers tethered live
hornets to lengths of wire and held them at a
variety of distances from the hive entrance.
The closer the tethered hornet was held to the
hive, the more intensely the bee guards shook
their bodies.

To confirm that the bees were specifically
“talking to” the hornets with this signal, the
team carried out the same tethering
experiment with a harmless butterfly species
(Papilio xuthus).

This insect is slightly larger than the
hornet and has very similar yellow and black
markings. Despite the similarity, the bees did
not respond to the butterflies, no matter how
close they came to the hive.

Mansracing carare all test-beds for anew kind of ““structural
battery”, BAE Systems has said. The batteries use carbon
fibre and can form part ofthe body ofa device. By effectively
building the power source into the fabric of an object they
can save weight. BAE is testing the technology in the Lola-
Drayson B12/69EV, which aims to become the world’s
fastest electric car.

The firm said it hoped the battery material will
eventually be as easy to work with as existing carbon fibre.
“It’s only when you shake rattle and roll these things on a
real-world platform that youuncoverissues,” Stewart Penney
of BAE Systems told the BBC. Last year the company
revealed thatithad constructed a torch and asmallunmanned
aerial vehicle out of the battery material.

The new devices are, according to BAE, more than just
traditional batteries in an different shaped case. Potentially
the technology could be a substitute for existing carbon-
composite structural materials.” There are number of people

“The terrorist threat to
London, and Britain generally,
remainsreal and serious, so it
is vital that everyone
continues to be vigilant and
aware,” said Metropolitan
Police Deputy Assistant

Osborne, who is also senior
national co-ordinator for
counter terrorism.

“Weat the Metropolitan
Police Servicehave akeyrole
in countering this threat,
whether it is from al-Qaeda
inspired groups or
individuals, or Irish Dissident
Republican Groups.”

Osborne called on
ordinary members of the
public to report anything
suspicious, no matter how
trivial itmight seem, and also
called on family members to
contactpoliceiftheybelieved
something suspicious was
going on.

Russian sub had nukes aboard

during fire

Murmansk, 14 Feb—A Russian sub had nuclear-tipped missiles and
other weapons aboard when it caught fire in dry dock during December repairs

in the arctic, a newspaper reported.

The Russian Defence Ministry had said all weapons had been unloaded
before the nuclear submarine Yekaterinburg entered the dock at Roslyakovo
shipyard outside the northwestern Russian City Murmansk, RIA Novosti

reported.

But the newspaper Kommersant Vlast reported Monday the sub “was in
the dock with torpedoes and missiles on board” during the 29 Dec fire.

The Yekaterinburg, launched in 1984, can carry 16 intercontinental
ballistic missiles, each with four warheads, and 12 torpedoes.

Noonewaskilled in the blaze, which began when wooden scaffolding next
to the sub caught fire and flames spread to the sub. Officials said no radiation

had leaked from the sub.

Weapons are usually removed from docked nuclear subs but it’s often
left to commanders to decide whether to remove them, Kommersant Vlast
said. Unloading, which can take up to two weeks, can delay scheduled

maneuvers.—/nternet

Pirates kill captain, engineer in attack off

Lacos, 14 Feb—Pirates
fired ona cargo vessel offthe
coast of Nigeria on Monday
killing the captain and chief
engineer, a maritime
watchdog body said as it
warned shipping to stay clear
of the area.

“Armed pirates chased
and fired upon a drifting bulk
carrier. Vessel raised alarm
and headed towards Lagos.
All crew except the bridge
team took shelter in the
citadel,” the International
Maritime Bureau (IMB)
Piracy Reporting Centre said
in a statement.

Nigeria

Cyrus Mody, a manager
at the IMB, said the vessel’s
captain and chief engineer
“werekilled in the shooting.”

The attack, which took
place 110 nautical miles off
the coast, is one of three to
have occurred in the area
since Thursday, the IMB said.

The attackers are
believed to be “Nigerian
pirates”, according to Noel
Choong, head of the IMB’s
Kuala Lumpur-based piracy
reporting centre.

He said the centre had
alerted Nigerian authorities,
who launched an operation

to intercept the pirates and
rescue the ship. He could not
provide any information on
the origins of the ship or its
crew.

Nigeria’s navy spokes-
man Kabir Aliyu confirmed
the attack.

“MV FORCES was
attacked by pirates at about
110 nautical miles south of
Lagos Fairway Bouy. Two
crew members seriously
injured and later reported
dead. Others sustained
various degrees of injuries,”
hesaidinastatementto AFP.

AuckLAND, 14 Feb—New Zealand health authorities

released the wrong information for a man who escaped from
their custody outside Pennsylvania Hospital. “Through further
investigation, it has been determined that the... information
regarding an escaped prisoner was released in error,” said a
release issued Saturday. “The male identified... is not wanted.
The correct identity of the escaped prisoner is not available
at this time.”

The person initially named — Randall Stiles, 22 — said
he found out on Friday that he was a wanted man, the
Philadelphia Daily News reported. Stiles went to the 18th
Police District Friday to clear his name. “Itold them, ‘That’s
not me,’” he said. The mix-up occurred after the man police
arrested Thursday gave them Stiles’ name and address instead
of his own identity, police said. “He obviously gave us the
wrong name,” said police spokesman Lt Ray Evers.

Evers said the man has an “H” tattooed on his forehead,
while Stiles does not. A police source said police believe the
actual fugitive is Stiles’ brother, Rafik Stiles, 18. Randall
Stiles, however, denied this, saying it wasn’t his brother.

ownership, The Globe and
Mail of Toronto reported
Monday. “There is quite a
large demand for goat meat,”
said Chris Bodnar, co-owner
of Glen Valley Organic Farm
Co-operative in Abbotsford.

Mexico registered “nearly
190 million tourists”, of
whom 22.67 million were
foreigners,in2011, eclipsing
185.7 million tourists
registered in 2008, the
Tourism Secretariat said.

Costa Concordia fuel removal operation begins

RoME, 14 Feb—Pumping
to remove more than 2,300
tonnes of fuel from the
grounded Costa Concordia
cruise ship has started, Italian
officials have said.

Two in five in Singapore not mentally
ready for babies

SINGAPORE, 14 Feb —
Abouttwoin five peopleaged
between21and39in Singapore
said they were not mentally
ready for babies, a latest
survey has found.

The survey by voluntary
welfare organization I Love
Children showed that mental
readiness was the second most
cited reasons for not having
morebabies, whilemoney tops
the list, local daily Straits
Times reported on Monday.
Inasimilar survey conducted
in2010, about three in 20 said
they were not mentally ready

for more babies. The survey
conducted last year covered
600 people, with the majority
married for more than two
years but childless. The rest
were single, soon-to-wed,
newlywed, marriedwithachild
or married with two children.
Otherreasons cited were time,
careerbeingapriority,and the
lack of quality or affordable
child care support.
Singapore’s fertility rate
has been way below the
replacement rate of 2.1
children per woman on
average. It dipped to a record

low of 1.15 in 2010 and
rebounded slightly to 1.2 last
year. However, political
leaders and observers have
said that the trend is still not
for it to rebound to anywhere
near 2.1 in the foreseeable
future. Prime Minister Lee
Hsien Loongcalled onpeople
in the city state to have more
babies and said that more
would be done to reduce the
burden of parenthood with
measures like the baby bonus
scheme and efforts to create a
supportive social climate and
attitudes. — MNA/Xinhua

Sub vessel to attempt
record-setting dive

BEuING, 14 Feb—High underwater pressure will be the
greatest danger that Jiaolong, China’s manned deep-sea
vessel, will contend with when it attempts to make the
deepest dive on record this year, a senior official said.
“Jiaolong will make a 7,000-metre test dive this year after
several improvements are made to the submersible vessel,”
Jin Jiancai, secretary-general of the China Ocean Mineral
Resources Research and Development Association, said
over the weekend.

Before attempting the record-breaking dive, the vessel
willmake aroughly 3,000-metre test dive in the South China
SeainMarch or April, he said. He did not say when the 7,000-
metre dive is to take place. Underwater, pressure increases
at the rate of one atmosphere for every 10 metres of depth.
One atmosphere is equal to about 10 metric tons of force per
square metre.

If the planned dive is successful, Jiaolong will have
proven itself capable of reaching nearly any seabed in the
world. China will also hold the record for performing the
deepest dive, surpassing Japan, whose Shinkai 6500 dove
6,527 metres in August 1989. Jiaolong—designed to reach
amaximum depth of 7,000 metres—carried three people to
5,188 metres below sea level in a test dive in international
waters in the northeastern Pacific Ocean last year, indicating
the vessel is capable of reaching more than 70 percent of the
planet’s seabeds.

Frost in Russia Kkills 215

Moscow, 14 Feb— Strong frost has claimed 215 lives and injured over 5,500 in Russia
so far this year, the Russian Ministry of Health and Social Development said Monday.

A total of 3,382 people, including 52 children, were admitted to hospitals for cold-
related injuries.

The totalamount of injured children was 154, according to a statement from the ministry.

Abnormal cold has struck 60 Russianregions inrecent weeks. Heaviest damage has been
reported in the southernmost part of the country, where people were used to warm winters
but now suffered the lowest temperatures on record of minus 20 degrees Celsius.

In the Moscow region, Monday morning was the coldest in a decade with the
temperature dropping to minus 35 degrees. The freezing temperature has also killed people
in some other European countries, including Italy, Poland and Ukraine.—Xinhua

Cup final

Ramonetha had been employed at the zoo
since the 1970s and was an experienced animal handler,
she said. The 11-year-old lioness was tranquillised after
the incident and has been isolated in her own cage.
Madlala said zookeepers were uncertain whether to keep
the animal alive or cull it. “At this point a decision has not
been taken,” she said. The attack occurred at the zoo’s lion
breeding farm near the town of Vredefort, 120 kilometres

Iranian bomber maimed in blasts in Thai capital

BANGKOK, 14 Feb—An Iranian man was seriously
wounded in Bangkok on Tuesday when a bomb he was
carrying exploded and blew one of his legs off, police and

standards. It should emphasize completion of the imple-
menting dam projects, they said.

undertake systematic calculation in building embankments
with the use of heavy machinery to protect against seawater
similar to that of other dams and reservoirs, and they said
they supported the proposal.
