A healthy start in life is the most precious gift one
canmake toanewborn child. A baby needs the physical
closeness and warmth of its mother as much as it needs
optimum nourishment.

For millions of years, babies have been breastfed.
It’s only natural. A mother’s milk is ideal for her baby.
It’s the best. In fact, there is no substitute for mother’s
milk.

Poor infant feeding practices and their
consequences are one of the world’s major problems
and a serious obstacle to social and economic
development. In the firstsixmonths, the risk of morbidity
and death from diarrhoea is respectively 15 and 25
times higher for children not receiving breastmilk,
compared to those who have the immunological
protection of an exclusively breastmilk diet.

While breastfeeding is making a remarkable
comeback in the so-called developed countries, trends
in developing countries are still dropping. Yet it is
precisely in communities that breastmilk can make the
difference between healthy growth and malnutrition,
between life and death.

Today, very few people will deny that breastfeeding
fulfills both physical and emotional needs of the infant.
From theory to practice, however, is not always an easy
step, especially not with the lingering heritage of
artificial feeding practices.

As health workers including doctors, midwives,
nursesand obstetriciansareindaily contact withmothers
and babies, they have a great influence on women’s
attitudes and decisions regarding infant feeding
particularly during the critical first few days after the
birth of a child. And they have a responsibility to protect
and promote breastfeeding.

Kurdish rebels kill four Iran

TEHERAN, 26 April —
Kurdishrebelshavekilled four
members of lIran’s elite
Revolutionary Guards in the
country’s west, a provincial
official told the Mehr news
agency on Wednesday. The
attack was carried out by
members of the Party of Free
Life of Kurdistan (PJAK) near
the town of Paveh in Iran’s
Kermanshah Province on
Tuesday evening, Mehr
reported.

“Four members of the
Guardsweremartyredand four
others wounded in the
cowardly act,” Shahryar
Heydari, the province’s
ranking security official, told
Mehr.

Heydarisaid PJAK rebels
also suffered casualties, but
did not provide any details.
The PJAK, labelled as
“terrorists” by Teheran, has
often clashed with Iranian
forces, sparking retaliatory
bombing of their rear bases in
the mountainous border
districtsof neighbouring Iragi
Kurdistan.

The report on Wednes-
day was the first such account
of a deadly conflict between
Iranian forcesand the Kurdish
rebelssince summer lastyear.
In July 2010, the Islamic

republic’s Guards launched a
string of operations against
the rebels and began shelling
districts near the border with
Iraq, killing dozens including
the rebels’ deputy
commander.

Later in September, the
Guards said they had forced
therebels out of northwestern
Iranandkilledmorethan 180 of
them in a summer-long
offensive.

Tappin,
who has pleaded not guilty,
was extradited to the US in
February following a lengthy
legal battle. He faces up to 35
years in prison if convicted.

Street View, which was
launchedin2006, letscomputer
users view panoramic street
scenes on Google Maps and
take a virtual “walk” through
citiessuchasNew York, Paris
or Hong Kong. Panoramic
images are taken by cars
equippedwith special cameras
which photograph an area

while driving through the
streets.

The images are then
processed in the US, where
details such as faces and
registration plates are
automatically blurred before
being published on Google
Maps. In August, Israel’s
justice ministry gave Google
the green light to start
photographing thestreets, but
askedthat Street View provide
the public with a reliable way
to request that further details
beblurred aftertheimagesare
published online.

Google said on Sunday
that users would be able to
ask for “additional blurring of
themselves, theirhomeortheir
car.”

The Large Synoptic Survey Telescope camera— which

will capture the widest, fastest and clearest view of the night
sky ever observed — has received “Critical Decision 1”
approval by the US Department of Energy to move into the

3.5-degree field of view with animage surface diameter of just
over 2 feet, providing animage resolution of approximately 3.2

billionpixels.

“With 189 sensors and over 3 tons of components that have
to be packed into an extremely tight space, you can imagine this
is a very complex instrument,” said Nadine Kurita, the project
manager for the LSST camera at SLAC National Accelerator
Laboratory.

Giant asteroids hit earth more frequently
than thought: research

WasHINGTON, 26 April—Research by
international scientists concluded that giant
asteroids, similar or larger than the one
believed to have killed the dinosaurs, hit
Earthbillionsof yearsagowithmore frequency
than previously thought, US space agency
NASA announced Wednesday.

To cause the dinosaur extinction, the
killer asteroid that impacted Earth 65 million
years ago would have been almost six miles
(10 kilometres) in diameter. By studying
ancientrocks in Australiaand using computer
models, researchers estimate that
approximately 70 asteroids the same size or
larger impacted Earth 1.8 to 3.8 billion years
ago. During the same period, approximately
four similarly-sized objects hit the moon.

Evidence for these impacts on Earth
comes from thin rock layers that contain
debrisof nearly spherical, sand-sized droplets
calledspherules. These millimeter-scale clues
were formerly molten droplets ejected into
space within the huge plumes created by
mega-impacts on Earth. The hardened
droplets then fell back to Earth, creating thin

but widespread sedimentary layers known as
spherule beds. The new findings were
published Wednesday in the journal Narure.

“The beds speak to an intense period of
bombardment of Earth,” said William Bottke,
principal investigator of the impact study team
atthe Southwest Research Institute in Colorado.
“Their source long has been a mystery.”

The team’s findings support the theory
Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune formed
indifferentorbitsnearly 4.5billionyearsago,
migrating to their current orbits about four
billion years ago from the interplay of
gravitational forces in the young solar system.
This event triggered a solar system-wide
bombardment of comets and asteroids called
the “Late Heavy Bombardment.”

In the paper, the team created a model of
the ancient main asteroid belt and tracked
whatwould have happened when the orbits of
the giant planets changed. They discovered
the innermost portion of the belt became
destabilized and could have delivered
numerous big impacts to Earth and the moon
over long time periods.—Internet

Beuing, 26 April—Leading Chinese industrial firms see
thisyear’s Hannover Messe asagreat opportunity to showcase
their innovations and new technologies, and are seeking
chances to find overseas cooperation in sustainable
development. As the partner country of the Messe, the
world’s major industrial and technology show, China has
brought its latest achievement in new-energy vehicles and
smart manufacturing, under the general theme of “Greenand
Intelligence”.

“Low carbon economy and energy conservation are
receiving increasing attention from consumers and
manufacturers fromall over the world, as these industries have
experiencedasmallerimpactfromthe currentglobal downturn,”
said Gu Chao, director-general of the exhibition administration
office of China Council for the Promotion of International
Trade. Chinese firms in these areas “hope to improve
technology exchange and cooperation with European
counterparts to promote industrial sustainable development
and achieve global economic recovery”, he said.

The Hannover Messe, which runs from Monday to
Friday, hasattracted some 5,000 exhibitors from 69 countries
and regions. Almost half of these exhibitors come from
outside Germany, among which more than 500 came from
China, promoting their latest products and technology in the
Chinese Exhibition Hall.

They include Baiyun Electric Group, a Guangzhou-
based business that specializes in operating electrical
equipment, and CHINT Group, a Zhejiang company that
providesengineering, procurementand construction services
to transmission lines and power stations. China’s First
Automobile Works shows its plug-in hybrid electric car, the
C131 PHEV, which reduces car emissions to almost zero.

FAW has set up joint ventures with international
industrial leaders including Germany’s Volkswagen, from
which the State-owned automaker learned advanced
technology, management and human resources skills,
accelerating its entry to the international market and
supporting the development of its local brand.

“By exhibiting their products at the world’s biggest
industrial fair, Chinese companies can find buyers for their
latest products and seek more opportunities for trade and
technical cooperation,” said He Weiwen, co-director at the
China-US-EU Study Centre of the China Association of
International Trade.

Leading German technology businesses also expressed
excitement, hoping the Messe will help them strengthen
their presence in the Chinese market.—Xinhua

Chinese researchers eye anti-AIDS gel

BEeuiING, 26 April—Chinese researchers
said Monday they have discovered an HIV-
blocking agent that could be developed into
agelto limitthe sexual transmission of AIDS.

Scientists from Hong Kong University
said jointresearch with Shanghai Targetdrug
Co, Nanjing University and City University
of Hong Kong had discovered a molecule
that blocks HIV from entering human cells.

Zhiwei Chen, director of the AIDS
Institute of the University of Hong Kong Li Ka
Shing Faculty of Medicine, said the potency
of the TD-0680 molecule against sexually
transmitted HIV was “encouraging”.

The new molecule could be developed
intoamicrobicide gel to “prevent HIV sexual
transmission” by killing offthe virusasittries
to enter the body. This would give people,
especially women, an “alternative method to
protect themselves from the virus, inaddition
to condoms”, Chen said. “The ideal solution
isto develop an effective vaccine. Since such
a vaccine remains elusive, we must explore

other strategies such as topical microbicide,”
hesaid. The TD-0680 moleculeisseveral times
more potent than Maraviroc, a Pfizer-
developed equivalent which has been
approved by the US Food and Drug
Administration for clinical treatment, the
Chinese scientists said. Unprotected sex
accounts for more than 90 percent of AIDS
infections in China, the researchers said in a
statement. Theirwork was published recently
in the peer-reviewed Journal of Biological
Chemistry.—Internet

Asia’s first Legoland to open in mid-september
in Malaysia

KUALA LuMPUR, 26 April — Asia’sfirst
Legoland is set to open for business on Sept.
15 in Malaysia’s southern state of Johor,
bringing a new tourist attraction to the
country. The 30.8-hectare theme park, located
in Iskandar Malaysia, was 75 percent
completed, said Siegfried Boerst, Legoland
Malaysia General Manager.

He was quoted as saying by local media
on Thursday that the contractors began work
on theming the park last month and would
begininstallingthe 50 million Legobricksand
modelsnextmonth. The Asia’s first Legoland
was scheduled to open by the end of this
year, but Boerst said the theme park would be
opened ahead of schedule by a couple of
months, thanks to “the hardwork of all our
contractors.”

Theofficial park’ssingle-day ticketswill
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go on sale online later this month with a
special introductory offer of 96 ringgit (31.4
USdollars) foradultsand 70ringgit (22.9 US
dollars) for kids, and the operator will hold
promotion on its website. Boerst said over
35,000 annual passes had been sold and 60
percent of the buyers were Malaysians. The
annual passes, priced at 195 ringgit (63.8 US
dollars) per adult and 150 ringgit (49 U S
dollars) per child, are valid until the end of
2013.

The park, with seven special themes
namely Lego kingdom, imagination, land of
adventure, lego technic, the beginning, lego
city and miniland, is especially designed for
familieswith children from twoto 12 years of
old. It will feature more than 40 interactive
rides, shows and attractions when it opens.

Fewer bad debts, more saving help
New Zealand bank profits rise

WELLINGTON, 26 April—
New Zealand’s registered
banks reported combined
profits of 3.3 billion NZ
dollars(2.68billionUSdollars)
last year, despite the fact that
borrowing continued toslow,
according to a survey out
Tuesday.

New Zealanders who
had money available were
not yet ready to spend and
those without were reluctant
to borrow, he said.

One World Trade Centre,
being built at the site of the
fallen twin towers, could
surpass the Empire State
Buildingasthetallestbuilding
in New York as soon as next
week, an official said on
Tuesday.

Construction started six
years ago on the new World
Trade Centre and now the
skyscraper, formerly calledthe
Freedom Towver, is poised to
surpass the 102-story Empire
State Building, Port Authority
Executive Director Patrick
Foyetoldreporters. “Weather
permitting, we expect that we
could exceed the height of the
Empire State Building on
Monday,” Foye said. One

To attract more Chinese
tourists, Indonesia’s leading carrier PT Garuda Indonesia has
opened an office in Beijing and is planning to provide daily
Jakarta-Beijing flights. Pangestu, who is of Chinese origin,
said the weakening global economy would not have a
significant impact on the country’s tourism industry as the
governmenthas diversified its market to emerging economies
in Asia.

“Wewill see that Asiawould notbe significantly impacted

by the global economic crisis. We will boost our promotion to
penetrate the market in Asia, such as China, South Korea,
India and Russia.” The tourism industry has been the third
biggest revenue generator for Indonesia after energy and
palmoil industries.

The number of tourists from Chinacominginto Indonesia
wasaround470,000in2011, according to Indonesian official
figures. Indonesia has been working hard to boost the
competitiveness of its tourism industry that may become a
new engine of economic growth.

Jakarta has asked the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations to speed up implementation of acommon visa for the
10-nationblocinabidto boosttourism. Indonesia, the world’s
largestarchipelago country with 17,508 islands, boasts cultural
and ethnic diversity, natural sights and historical heritage.
The beauty and uniqueness of the island country attracted
7.65 million foreign holidaymakers last year, higher than the
7million peopleinthe previous year, according to the statistic
agency. Pangestu said this year Indonesia is expecting 8

Industrialists to follow fixed period of electricity use

NAY Py1 Taw, 26 April—When there isan increased use of electricity and it cannot

be generated to meet the consumer need, priority is given to supplying power to the public.
So, industrial zones, factories and workshops are notallowed to use electricity between 5pm
and 11 pm during which the public use electricity most. Moreover, steps have to be taken
to supply power alternatively in the daytime when there is no enough electricity. However,
some factories and workshops are found to have failed to follow the rules, causing difficulty
in power supply. Therefore, according to the procedures of the Ministry of Electric Power
No.2, the following actions will be taken against the illegal use of electricity:-

(@) Power supply will be cut off together with a fine if the illegal use electricity

is found out for the first time.

(b) Power supply will be cut off together with a fine for a month if the illegal use
of electricity is found out for the second time.

(c) Power supply will be cut off together with a fine for three months if the illegal
use of electricity is found out for the third time.

(d) Ifthe illegal use of electricity is found out for the fourth time, a lawsuit will
be filed against the offender at a police station and power supply will be cut
off for good.

The Ministry of Electric Power No.2 has issued a notice that with the industrialists

exactly following the fixed period of electricity use, it will facilitate smooth distribution of
electricity.

“Union level organization” in the constitution. The phrase
includes only in Pyidaungsu Hluttaw Law, Pyithu Hluttaw
Law, Amyotha Hluttaw Law, Union Attorney-General Law
and Union Auditor-General Law. It would be wrong to mix
itup with provisions in the constitution. Itis not in line with
provisions in Section 46 of the constitution.

Applying definition of “Union level organization”
prescribed in enacted Hluttaw laws, the tribunal decided
that defining committees, commissions and organizations
formed by respective Hluttaws as Union level organizations
is not appropriate with provisions in the constitution. It
means Pyidaungsu Hluttaw Law, Pyithu Hluttaw Law,
AmyothaHluttaw Law, Union Attorney-General Law, Union
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Auditor-General Law are not appropriate with the
constitution. Moreover, it also objects to provisions in
Section 443 of the constitution.

Hluttaw committees, commissions and organizations
led by Pyidaungsu Hluttaw representatives, otherwise Pyithu
Hluttaw and Amyotha Hluttaw representatives, who are
exercising the legislative power, the highest one of three
sovereign powers of the State, could be nothing but the
Union level organizations. The resolution of the tribunal is
inaccurate. The statement clearly mentioning committees,
commissionsand organizationsare Union level organizations
should be added in any suitable section of the constitution.

The Pyidaungsu Hluttaw Speaker tasked the Joint Bill
Committee to recompile the report based on discussions and
suggestions of the Hluttaw representatives and to submit its
reporton 30 April.

The Pyidaungsu Hluttaw Speaker made clarifications
on 2012 Pyithu Hluttaw Bill and 2012 Amyotha Hluttaw Bill
returned by the President with his remarks.

Vice-Chairman U San Tun of the Joint Bill Committee
submitted the committee’s report and remarks.

Hong Kong to return rare Philippine turtles

Hong Kong, 26 April—  back to their natural habitat
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endangered” and “one of the

Japan astronomers find
most distant galaxy cluster

Tokyo, 26 April — Japanese astronomers said
Wednesday they had found a cluster of galaxies 12.72
billion light-years away from Earth, which they claim is
the most distant cluster ever discovered. Using a powerful
telescope based in Hawaii, the team peered back through
time to a point just one billion years after the Big Bang,
the birth of the universe.

“This shows a galaxy cluster already existed in the early
stages of the universe when it was still less than one billion
years into its history of 13.7 billion years,” the team of
astronomerssaid inapress release. The discovery was jointly
made by researchers from the state-run Graduate University
of Advanced Studies and the National Astronomical
Observatory of Japan using the Subaru Telescope in Hawaii.
They found a “protocluster of galaxies”, which is expected
to help scientists understand the structure of the universe and
how galaxies developed.

Thestudy isto be published inthe Astrophysical Journal
of the United States. Researchers using NASA’s Hubble
Space Telescope have previously announced the discovery

Winter punches back with
snow, heavy rain in Northeast

BurrALo, 26 April—Winter made acomeback on Sunday
as a powerful storm brought rare, late season snow to the
northeastern United States, and parts of New England faced the
threatof flooding. Afteramilder-than-normal winter inmost of
the country, snow fell late Sunday from the mountains of West
Virginiatothe southernshores of Lake ErieinPennsylvaniaand
New York, with as much as one to two feet expected over the
next36 hours. In Buffalo, New York, 3to 6 inches of snowwere
expected over the period, said Bob Hamilton, meteorologist
with the National Weather Service in Buffalo.

Hesaid there could be power outages from the wet, heavy
snow on power lines. “It’s going to cause some damage, no
questionaboutthat,” Hamiltonsaid. Rain drenched the Boston
areaon Sunday, prompting the Boston Red Sox baseball team
to postpone an evening game against the New York Yankees.
The National Weather Service warned of flooding across
southern New England as heavy rain was expected to continue
falling through the night. It issued a flood watch for parts of
northern Connecticut, Massachusetts, southern New
Hampshire and Rhode Island, according to its website.Late
season stormsare unusual, butnotunheard of, inthe Northeast,
Hamiltonsaid.

“It happens every 15 years or so. It’s something you deal
withwhenyou liveinthispartofthe country,” hesaid. Therain
extended south to Washington, DC, and into North Carolina,
spurred by a deep low pressure system along the Atlantic
coast. The rain was accompanied by 50 mile per hour winds.
Travel delays were expected on Monday. Private forecaster
AccuWeather said the highest rainfall amounts of up to 4
incheswould fall from Virginiato New York City late Sunday.

New York, 26 April —
Investigators searching a
New Yorkbasement for clues
aboutthe 1979 disappearance
ofa6-year-oldboy haveended
theirdiggingatthe scene after
“nothing conclusive was
found” from a four-day
excavation, alawenforcement
source said on Sunday.

Etan Patz was one of the
first missing children in the
United States to have his
photograph printed on milk
cartons after he disappeared,

and his case helped fuel an
intense national campaign in
search of missing childrenin
the 1980s.

Therevival of the search
on Thursday by the FBI and
New YorkPolice Department
raised hopes of a
breakthrough but ended
without finding any bones or
obvious humanremains, said
the source, whowas informed
on the matter but declined to
be identified because of the
sensitive nature of the case.

“The search in the Patz
location has concluded and
there was nothing conclusive
found,” the source said. “A
stainonthewallisbeing tested
(in a laboratory) but it’s
inconclusive what that’s
about.

The digging has been
done. There were nobonesor
obvious human remains
found.” However, an FBI
spokesman insisted a team
would be back at the site in
the trendy Manhattan
neighbourhood of SoHo on
Monday.

“The search is going to
continue, and we’re not done,
and we’ll be back out there
tomorrow,” said Peter Donald,
an FBI spokesman. The stain,
described as a spot on a wall,
was found on Saturday in a
basement that was used by a
handyman as a workshop at
the time of Patz’s
disappearance, according to
another law enforcement
official who asked not to be
named because  the
investigation was continuing.

The boy was formally
declared dead in 2001.

4000-year-old cliff paintings
discovered in N China

Eighteen cliff paintings
dating back over 4,000 years
have been discovered by
archaeologists in northern
China’s Inner Mongolia
Autonomous Region, an
official said on Sunday.

The prehistoric portraits
were unearthed inthe Yinshan
Mountains in Urad Middle
Banner (an administration
division of the Inner
Mongolia Autonomous
Region), said LiuBinjie, head
of the Cultural Relics Bureau
of Urad Middle Banner. The
patternsarestill clear and the
paintings have beenarranged

in an orderly manner on the
cliffs. Liuadded that they are
the finest of their kind that
have been unearthed so far.
Among the paintings, seven
faces were exaggerated and
monstrous, and have been
interpreted as the seven stars
of the “Big Dipper”
constellation.
Liuconcludedthatthese
may have been drawn by
prehistoric men for worship.
So far, over 10,000 ancient
cliff paintings have been
discovered in the Yinshan
Mountains, according to the
archaeologists.
