Fukushima signs
renewable energy pact
with German state

DusseLpborr, (Germa-
ny), 11 Feb — Fukushima
Prefecture has signed an
agreement with the German
state of North Rhine-West-
phalia to work together to
promote the use of renew-
able energy.

Cyprus peace talks to resume seeking end to
bitter conflict

Nicosia, 11 Feb —
Peace talks resume in di-
vided Cyprus on Tuesday in
a fresh attempt to end one
of Europe’s most enduring
conflicts and a decades-old
obstacle to Turkey’s hopes
of joining the European Un-
ion.

Leaders of the island’s
rival Greeks and Turks are
due to meet in no-mans-
land, at an airport com-
pound in the capital Nicosia
that was abandoned in past
fighting and is now used as
a base for the United Na-
tions peacekeeping force.
It will be their first formal
encounter for almost 18
months.

Nicos  Anastasiades,
president of the interna-
tionally recognized Cypriot
government, and Turkish
Cypriot leader Dervis Erog-
lu will mandate a UN envoy
to read out a joint statement
outlining the basic princi-
ples that should govern a
settlement.

They will then leave

their aides to negotiate the
minutiae of any deal in a
process which could take
months, aimed at heal-
ing the split between the
two sides caused by war in
1974.

“l do not only wish
(Tuesday) will be the start
of a process which yields
results, but I am also vow-
ing that I will work towards
this,” Kudret Ozersay, the
Turkish Cypriot chief nego-
tiator, said on Twitter.

Cyprus’s partition is a
headache for the European
Union. The island is rep-
resented in the EU by its
Greek Cypriots, with veto-
wielding rights over Tur-
key’s wish to join the bloc.

Turkey invaded Cy-
prus’s north in 1974 after
a Greek inspired coup. It
provides political and finan-
cial support to a breakaway
Turkish Cypriot state there.

Endless rounds of talks
have failed to make head-
way on attempts to unite
Cyprus as a union of two

South Sudan rebels say they will boycott latest
peace talks

ADDIS ABaBa, 11 Feb
— South Sudanese rebels
threatened on Monday to
boycott the next round of
peace talks in Ethiopia un-
less the government freed
political prisoners and sent
home the Ugandan troops
who have been supporting
it.

But the regional IGAD
bloc mediating the talks,
due to resume on Tues-
day, said rebel leader Riek
Machar had agreed to have
his delegation take part in
the talks.

The Addis Ababa talks,
which secured a ceasefire
last month, aim to end a
conflict that has claimed the
lives of thousands of people
and displaced more than
half a million South Suda-
nese since it broke out on
15 December.

The rebels said they
wanted four remaining po-
litical prisoners held by
the Juba government to be
released and the Ugandan
army, which has been back-
ing President Salva Kiir,
to withdraw from South

Brazilian president says protest
no excuse for violence

Rio peE Janewro, 11
Feb — Brazilian President
Dilma Rousseff on Monday
condemned the violence
against a cameraman who
was declared brain dead af-
ter being injured when cov-
ering a protest against bus
fare hikes here last week.

Santiago  Andrade’s
tragedy was a “sad, revolt-
ing incident,” Rousseff said
on her Twitter account.
“We cannot allow demo-
cratic protests to be tainted
by those who have no re-
spect for human lives.”

“Freedom of protest
is a fundamental principle
of democracy and cannot
be used to Kill, injure and
threaten human lives, nor
destroy public or private
property,” added the presi-
dent.

Rousseff said she had
ordered the Federal Police
to help the Rio police inves-
tigate the case, and Brazil’s
G1 news website reported
later that the man believed
responsible was temporar-
ily detained.

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US considers waiting on Afghan security deal until
Karzai leaves

WasHINGTON, 11 Feb
— Frustrated about pros-
pects of getting Afghan
President Hamid Karzai to
sign a long-term security
deal, the United States is
considering waiting un-
til he leaves office before
completing the pact and
deciding on a troop pres-
ence beyond 2014, the Wall
Street Journal reported on
Monday.

“If he’s not going to
be part of the solution,
we have to have a way to
get past him,” the Journal
quoted a senior US official
as saying. “It’s a pragmat-
ic recognition that clearly

Karzai may not sign the
(deal) and that he doesn’t
represent the voice of the
Afghan people.”

The White House,
asked about the report, said
it was standing by its previ-
ous comments on the issue.

The United States
would like to leave more
than 10,000 troops in Af-
ghanistan for counterterror-
ism and training of Afghan
forces after US forces for-
mally withdraw at the end
of this year following a 13-
year mission in Afghani-
stan begun after the 11 Sep,
2001, attacks.

But Karzai has re-

fused so far to sign a bilat-
eral security agreement that
Washington insists must
be approved before it will
agree to leave the troop
contingent behind.

The White House says
that in the absence of a bi-
lateral agreement, all US
forces will withdraw at the
end of the year, and that a
decision by Karzai is need-
ed within weeks

Karzai has called that
an empty threat and sug-
gested any security deal
could wait until after the
April elections.

WasHINGTON, 11 Feb
— The White House said
on Monday it was “deeply

The White House re-
mains prepared to send
King, the US special envoy
for North Korean human
rights issues, to North Ko-
rea (the Democratic Peo-
ple’s Republic of Korea),
White House spokesman
Jay Carney said.

“We are deeply dis-
appointed by the DPRK
decision for a second time

to rescind its invitation for
Ambassador King to travel
to Pyongyang to discuss
Kenneth Bae’s release,”
Carney told reporters at a
briefing.

Bae, a 45-year-old Ko-
rean-American, has been
held for more than a year
in North Korea after be-
ing sentenced to 15 years
of hard labor on charges
of trying to overthrow the
state. North Korea’s official
KCNA news agency has not
reported on the latest invita-
tion to King or why it was
rescinded.

A delegation including
a retired US diplomat now
in North Korea is not visit-
ing at Washington’s behest,

a US official said on Mon-
day. The retired diplomat,
Donald Gregg, who was US
ambassador to South Korea
in the late 1980s and 1990s,
arrived in Pyongyang for
a visit with a group, North
Korea’s official new agency
KCNA said on Sunday.
“This private del-
egation did not travel to
North Korea on behalf of
the US government,” said
the US official, who spoke
on condition of anonym-
ity and who referred all
other questions to the del-
egation.

Pakistani Taleban wants

100 companies to hire 100,000 veterans over
five years

WasHINGTON, 11 Feb
— The US First Lady Mi-
chelle Obama announced
on Monday that more than
100 construction industry
companies have committed
to hiring more than 100,000
military veterans over the
next five years.

Michelle Obama and
US Labour Secretary Thom-
as Perez delivered remarks
at the National Symposium
on Veterans’ Employment
in Construction, hosted at
the Labour Department.

The event brought to-
gether construction industry
officials, government lead-
ers and education profes-

sionals to highlight hiring
commitments  throughout
the industry, and it ad-
dressed employment chal-
lenges and opportunities for
transitioning service mem-
bers and veterans.

The first lady called
the commitment to veterans
“a huge deal,” adding, “we
did this because we wanted
to inspire businesses and
organizations across the
country to ask themselves
one simple question: What
more can we do to honor
and support our veterans
and military families?”

“And today all of you
answered that question with

this incredibly strong com-
mitment,” Obama said.

In his remarks, Perez
noted that the Labor Depart-
ment’s latest employment
report indicates the private
sector has created 8.5 mil-
lion jobs over the last 47
months. The construction
industry showed one of the
most dramatic growth rates,
he said, adding more jobs in
January than in any month
since March 2007.

The construction in-
dustry is expected to create
more than 1.5 million jobs
by 2022, Perez said, adding
that the industry has long
maintained a proven train-

ing and employment infra-
structure.

“Through apprentice-
ships, certification and
credentialing programs
provided by labor unions
and individual employers,
veterans can translate their
skills into in-demand civil-
ian occupations,” the secre-
tary said.

“Nearly 8 percent of all
registered apprentices are
veterans,” he added, “while
23 percent of apprentices
are active military members
learning skills in over 120
occupations ranging from
airframe mechanics to fire-
fighters.”—Xinhua

US grants $20 million to rebuild
schools destroyed in Texas blast

DarLras 11 Feb
The federal government
has awarded $20 million
in grants to rebuild two
schools that were destroyed
last year in the central Tex-
as town of West by a deadly
fertilizer plant explosion,
officials said on Monday.

The Federal Emergen-
cy Management Agency
(FEMA) said the money
will be used by the West In-
dependent School District,
which has struggled for re-
sources to rebuild from the
17 April blast that obliterat-
ed large parts of the town.

Superintendent Marty
Crawford estimated two of
the four campuses suffered
as much as $53 million in
damage from the explosion.

The district’s insurance
company has paid out over
$30 million so far.

The intermediate
school and high school
were within about 800
yards (metres) of the blast
site and could not be sal-
vaged. The middle school
sustained minor structural
damage and the elementary
school was untouched by
the explosion.

Students were bused to
neighboring counties to fin-
ish out the school year and
are now housed in portable
buildings on the district’s
property.

“With FEMA’s an-
nouncement, we’re confi-
dent the cost will be cov-
ered,” Crawford said.

Construction will be-
gin in July and students
could fill the hallways in
late 2015 or early 2016,
Crawford said.

The explosion at the
plant killed 14 people. Lo-
cal officials said costs have
surpassed $100 million for
city and school repairs.

In June, FEMA turned
down the state’s initial
$40 million request for aid
on the grounds that state
resources were adequate
to help the community of
2,800 rebuild.

Texas Governor Rick
Perry appealed the decision
and FEMA declared the
city a major disaster site in
August.

6 injured in bomb blast near protest
site in Bangkok

Banckok, 11 Feb —
At least six street cleaners
were wounded Monday in
a bomb blast near a protest
site in western Bangkok
as antigovernment dem-
onstrations continued in
the capital, according to
police.

The explosion occurred
while the six employees of

the Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration were clean-
ing roadside areas close
to the protest site. Two of
them were seriously injured
by the explosive device,
which exploded while the
workers were sweeping the
road.

The incident is under
investigation but one of

the protest leaders said the
bomb might have targeted
the protesters, who have
held rallies in the area
since late last year.

The protesters are
calling on Prime Minister
Yingluck Shinawatra and
her caretaker government
to step down.

German President gives speech at Yangon University

iting German President Mr.
Joachim Gauck delivered a
speech at the convocation
hall of Yangon University
here this morning.

It was attended by Un-
ion Ministers, Rectors of the
universities and university
students.

The German President
said: I stand before you —
moved by your warm recep-
tion, by the beauty of your
country, by the diversity of
its people, landscapes and
traditions, by the richness of
your culture and by its his-
tory, which stretches back
thousands of years.

There are now many
signs of change in Myanmar
— we are following them in
Germany with interest and
goodwill.

Of course we have noted
that your Government under
President U Thein Sein has
released almost all political
prisoners and that members
of the once banned NLD
and its Secretary General,
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, are
now sitting in Parliament. It
is good that ceasefire agree-
ments have been concluded
with almost all ethnic mi-
norities and that people be-
tween whom silence or even

violence prevailed for many
years, are sitting down to-
gether around the negotiat-
ing table. As freedom of
the press has developed and
public opinion has become
a key political factor, you
can judge your Government
by the commitments it has
made — for example, the
pledge to end forced labour
and the recruiting of child
soldiers. All of these chang-
es are also opening up your
country for investments and
entrepreneurship and thus
for the material improve-
ments which are so needed.

However, a state can
and must create a framework
in which all of its citizens
can develop their talents
and flourish equally and —
above all — in which their
rights to live in safety are
protected, no matter what
they are called or how they
look or where their parents
come from. It must enable
everyone to express their
opinions freely and to join
together with others. In your
country, there are pagodas
and temples, mosques and
churches. That is an invita-
tion to make diversity your
country’s trademark and a
measure of its strength!

I am concerned — as

are so many others — when
I hear of the ongoing vio-
lence between Buddhists
and Muslims in your coun-
try. The efforts to bring
about a nationwide ceasefire
form an important basis for
a process of political recon-
ciliation in which all parties
negotiate with one another
instead of fighting against
one another. Only national
reconciliation can lay the
groundwork which will al-
low Myanmar to flourish.
We Germans will do eve-
rything we can to support
you on this path, wherever
it is useful or possible. For
example, we are willing to
provide assistance in the
sphere of constitutional re-
form. I also spoke about this
yesterday with representa-
tives of the Government, the
opposition and, above all,
with the parliamentarians
involved in this process. [
can certainly understand
how difficult and yet crucial
it is to get minorities more
involved. The future of the
military in Parliament was
also discussed during my
talks. Our experiences as
a federal state should be
of interest to your country.
We believe that this form of
statehood makes unity in di-

versity possible.

Myanmar will depend
on whether citizens feel that
the reforms implemented to
date will also improve their
daily lives. We Germans
know that only too well.
For the economic upswing
in western Germany after
the Second World War also
strengthened confidence in
democracy.

That is why we want to
support your country’s eco-
nomic development. Your
geographical location — be-
tween the world’s two most
populous countries — could
hardly be better. It is good
that you are improving the
legal framework in order to
boost foreign investment in
your country.

Your country is not
only rich in raw materials
but also in talented people
— many of whom are gath-
ered here in this lecture hall.
You, ladies and gentlemen,
have a tremendous oppor-
tunity: You can learn from
the successes and failures

of others! What can create
prosperity on a durable basis
— not merely in the short-
term or at the expense of the
future? In the transition how
can we preserve what has
to be preserved — from the
country’s natural resources
to its cultural treasures and
social cohesion?

It is no different in
Germany! In the long term,
however, a society in which
all citizens are able to make
their own critical contribu-
tions is more able to learn
and more open to new ideas.

detected in Japan last year

Tokyo, 11 Feb — The
government-backed  Na-
tional Institute of Informa-
tion and Communications
Technology detected a re-
cord 12.8 billion cyberat-
tacks on government and
other organizations in Japan
last year, officials of the in-
stitute known as NICT said
Monday.

The number was the
largest since the institute
launched surveys on cyber-
attacks in 2005, they said.

“Cyberattacks  from
emerging countries as well
as China and the United
States have been increas-
ing,” a NICT official said.

NICT has developed
a system to determine
whether access to servers

at government and other
organizations are cyberat-
tacks and operated around
210,000 sensors for surveil-
lance last year.

The number of NICT-
detected cyberattacks
through sensors rose from
around 300 million in 2005
to about 5.7 billion in 2010
and around 7.8 billion in
2012, due partly to a grad-
ual increase in the number
of sensors installed for sur-
veillance.

The number of cyber-
attacks in 2013 expanded
1.6 times from the previous
year, while the number of
sensors rose 1.1-fold.

Cyberattacks last year
included distributed denial
of service attacks, in which

massive amounts of data
were sent to down servers,
as well as initial attempts to
determine whether servers
were vulnerable to attack.

servers, the sources said.

Vietnam to increase taxes on alcohol,
cigarettes to cut consumption

Ho Cm MmH Crty, 11
Feb — Vietnam plans to in-
crease special consumption
tax (SCT) on alcoholic bev-
erages and cigarettes by 15-
30 percentage points in mid-
2015 as part of the efforts to
reduce their consumption,
local Vietnam News daily
reported Tuesday, quoting
sources from the Ministry of
Finance.

Specifically, the min-
istry made proposals to the
government to increase the
tax on cigarettes to 75 per-
cent from the current 65
percent as of mid-2015, and
up by another 10 percent in
early 2018. According to
the ministry, the higher tax

is expected to contribute an
additional 2.93 trillion VND
(138.8 million US dollars)
to revenues in 2016, and 7.7
trillion VND (roughly 365
million US dollars) in 2018.

The SCT on beer and
liquor will increase to 65
percent from the current 50
percent, contributing an ad-
ditional 7.8 trillion VND
( 369.6 million US dol-
lars) and 389 billion VND
(18.4 million US dollars)
respectively.

Vietnam is the third
largest per-capita consumer
of beer in Asia behind only
China and Japan. In 2013
the country consumed three
billion litters, or 32 lit-

Criminal complaint filed against JR Hokkaido over
data falsifications

Tokyo, 11 Feb — The
transport ministry on Mon-
day filed a criminal com-
plaint against Hokkaido
Railway Co. over falsifica-
tions of maintenance data.

The move by the Min-
istry of Land, Infrastruc-

ture, Transport and Tourism
marks the first criminal case
brought against a railway
operator for violation of the
Railway Business Act.

Offenders face a fine of
up to 1 million yen.

JR Hokkaido is sus-

pected to have falsified rail
width data immediately
after a September 2013
derailing accident on its
Hakodate Line as well as
on the day before a special
ministry audit, according to
the transport ministry.

22 Kkilled in road accidents in India

New Dernr, 11 Feb —
At least 22 people were
killed in two separate road
accidents in India Tues-
day, both related with
wedding ceremonies, said
local media.

Thirteen people were
killed and three others in-
jured when their car was
hit by a speeding truck
on a national highway at
Kaluadighi near Malda
town in the eastern Indian

state of West Bengal, said
Press Trust of India.

The victims were re-
turning to their homes
after attending a wedding
reception.

In another accident,
nine people were Killed in
a similar bus- truck colli-
sion in the central Indian
state of Madhya Pradesh,
said local TV channel
CNN-IBN.

The dead were also

returning home from a
wedding ceremony, said
the report.

Nepal’s new PM pledges
new constitution within
one year

Katumanpu, 11 Feb
— Nepal’s newly elected
Prime Minister Sushil Koi-
rala said on Monday that
his priority is to promulgate
a new constitution within a
year.

Talking to media per-
sons after being elected
by the Parliament as the
country’s prime minister
Monday, Koirala said that
he will take all parties into
confidence to provide a new
constitution. “l want con-
sensus and reconciliation

among the parties inside
and outside the Constituent
Assembly (CA),” Koirala
said. The prime minister,
who secured two-thirds of
votes in the Parliament, also
pledged to hold the election
of local bodies within six
months.

Due to political insta-
bility, Nepal has failed to
hold the election of local
bodies for 14 months. He
also promised to attract
more foreign investment
into the country.—Xinhua

UN relief chief welcomes extension of Death toll in
humanitarian pause in Syria’s Homs

Unitep NATiONs, 11 Feb
— UN relief chief Valerie
Amos Monday welcomed
the extension of the humani-
tarian pause in Syria’s old
Homs city, a UN spokesper-
son said.

Amos, the Emergency
Relief  Coordinator and
Under-Secretary-General
for Humanitarian Affairs,
welcomed the news that the
parties to the conflict have
agreed to extend the human-
itarian pause in old Homs
city for a further three days,
UN spokesperson Martin
Nesirky said at a daily news
briefing.

“I hope this will allow
us to evacuate yet more ci-
vilians and deliver much
needed additional supplies.
The protection of civilians
caught up in this horrendous

conflict in Syria is the great-
est priority for UN agencies
and humanitarian partners,”
Amos said in a statement.

The humanitarian
pause, which was recently
concluded between Damas-
cus and the UN, had barely
begun with the evacuation
of 83 people on Friday when
sniper and other fire tempo-
rarily interrupted the pro-
cess.

This continued through-
out the weekend, deliberate-
ly targeting UN and Syrian
Red Crescent workers and
leading to the deaths of 11
people even as more than
800 people were eventu-
ally evacuated from the old
city and some vital food and
medical supplies made their
way in, according to the UN.

Earlier in the day, gov-

ernor of Homs, Talal Barazi,
said that most of the evacu-
ees were women, children
and old men, who would re-
ceive proper care and medi-
cal treatment, adding that
the evacuation could con-
tinue for the next three days.

“It is absolutely unac-
ceptable that UN and Syr-
ian Arab Red Crescent aid
workers were deliberately
targeted,” Amos said, high-
lighting the “extremely
dangerous circumstances”
in which aid workers have
been operating.

“The international com-
munity must press for full
accountability of the Syrian
government and opposition
forces and demand that the
ceasefire is held so that all
who want to leave can do so
safely,” she said.—Xinhua

boat tragedy

reaches 22

New DeLni, 11 Feb — The
death toll in Sunday’s boat
tragedy in the eastern Indian
state of Odisha has reached
22, with the recovery of
more bodies overnight, a
senior police official said
on Monday.

“While 22 bodies have
been recovered till now,
some nine others are still
missing. More than 100
people were on the boat
which capsized in a river
in the state’s Sambalpur
district. Rescuers are try-
ing their best to fish out
the missing people and the
death toll may go up later in
the day,” he said, on condi-
tion of anonymity.

The passengers had
hired the boat from a pri-
vate operator for a pleasure
trip, the official said, add-
ing that a probe has been
ordered into the mishap.

Boat tragedies are com-
mon in India, mostly be-
cause of overloading. Some
21 people were killed when
a tourist boat sank in the
Bay of Bengal in the central
government controlled An-
daman and Nicobar Islands
last month.—Xinhua

St Petersburg celebrates memorial of Russian
national poet Pushkin

St PeTERSBURG, 11 Feb
— Russia’s cultural capital
St. Petersburg on Monday
celebrated the 177th anni-
versary of the death of its
greatest son, the poet and
national cultural icon Alex-
ander Pushkin. Several hun-
dred people laid flowers and
joined in a minute’s silence
at the house where Pushkin

spent his last days, now con-
verted into a museum.

The observance of a
minute’s silence at the pre-
cise time of the poet’s death,
14:45 local time, is an unbro-
ken tradition continued by
locals even during the Nazi
Siege of Leningrad from
1941 to 1944.

Meanwhile, in the Chy-

ornaya Rechka district of the
city, crowds gathered at the
obelisk commemorating the
famous duel in which Push-
kin lost his life in 1837.

A series of poetry read-
ings and other Pushkin-relat-
ed cultural events have been
organized across the city to
commemorate the anniversa-
ry.

Bolivia’s La Paz

department declared
“disaster zone”

Lapraz, 11 Feb — Boliv-
ia’s western La Paz depart-
ment governor Cesar Cocar-
ico on Monday declared his
state a “disaster zone” due to
the magnitude of the dam-
age caused by recent heavy
rains while Bolivian Presi-
dent Evo Morales pledged
the government’ s full sup-
port for thousands of victims
of rain-caused disasters. Co-
carico told a press confer-
ence “the whole department
is experiencing days of des-
peration. Many people are
drinking the water that has
flooded their homes and that
drove us to declare La Paz as
a disaster zone.”

More than 5,000 fami-
lies in the department of La
Paz have been affected by
severe rains since the begin-
ning of January. As many as
19 towns have been badly
hit in his department, Co-
carico said.

“We have to build
homes, roads, tend the
crops, help many people
who are now beginning to
get sick,” he said, adding
the declaration of disaster

zone will lead to more emer-
gency funds. Meanwhile,
President Evo Morales on
Monday flew over the bad-
ly- hit central department of
Cochabamba, where a land-
slide buried several homes,
killing 14 people, including
seven minors.

The president pledged
the government’s full sup-
port for thousands of victims
of recent heavy rains, in-
cluding the materials needed
to rebuild homes and infra-
structure.

“l want the Bolivians
who have been affected by
the severe rains to rest as-
sured and save their lives,
because the government will
be in those regions with its
fullest support and all kinds
of aid,” said Morales.

Ordering the evacuation
of several homes at risk of
further landslides, the presi-
dent assured “We are work-
ing with all the resources
at our disposal. There is
no lack of food. Yesterday
(Sunday) food arrived and it
will continue arriving.”

compatriot Bjorn Daehlie’s
record when clinching gold
in the 10-km sprint on Sat-
urday.

But the 40-year-old
Bjoerndalen saw France’s
Martin Fourcade shoot and
ski to victory in 33 minutes,
48.6 seconds, with Ondrej

Moravec of the Czech Re-
public taking silver 14 sec-
onds behind, and crossed
the line just after Jean Guil-
laume Beatrix had snared
the bronze for France, the
time between them no more
than it takes to say the Nor-
wegian legend’s name.

At the Adler Arena
Speed Skating Centre, the
Netherlands again swept
aside all rivals as Michel
Mulder won gold in the
men’s 500-metre speed
skate in a total time of
69.31 seconds, with Jan
Smeekens second and
Mulder’s twin  brother
Ronald third.

The Dutchmen left all
the 2010 Vancouver Olym-
pic medalists in their wake,
with defending champion
Mo Tae Bum of South Ko-
rea shut out in fourth and
Japan’s Vancouver bronze
medalist Joji Kato and
silver medalist Keiichiro
Nagashima finishing disap-

pointed in fifth and sixth.

But earlier in the day
an Asia nation had finally
got on the medal board, as
17-year-old Han Tianyu
