Upon completion of the 
project located at a place, 
five-mile from Muse, the 
hydropower plant will run 
through BOT system. Di-
rector U Sai Ohn Myint 
of the company said at a 
press meet in Hsin Shweli 
Hall on 14 February that 
the generating capacity of 
the dam will be 15 mega-
watts. It is set to complete 
planning, design, EIA and 
SIA of the K 27.12 billion 

project within a year after 
an MoU was signed and 
the whole project within 
30 months after signing an 
MoA with Shan State gov-
ernment, he added.  

Muse currently con-

sumes about 10 megawatts 
of electricity. As the plant 
will contribute 15 mega-
watts to Muse, moderniza-
tion plan of Muse will ben-
efit from it. 	

With an increase in 

electricity supply, a plan to 
modernize Muse will take 
good shape, thereby con-
tributing towards more job 
opportunities and better so-
cio-economic development 
in the region. Moreover, 

the dam will benefit farm-
lands in nearby villages, 
supplying water all year 
round for agriculture pur-
pose.

Hague summit
Tokyo, 20 Feb — 

Prime Minister Shinzo Abe 
is set to announce Japan’s 
policy of increasing its 
commitment to addressing 
nuclear proliferation and 
terrorism in cooperation 
with other countries when 
he attends an internation-
al conference next month, 
government sources said 
on Thursday.

Abe will also express 
his concern about North 
Korea’s nuclear develop-
ment programme while 
seeking understanding 
from other participants to-
ward Tokyo’s intention to 
proactively contribute to 
global peace and stabili-
ty at the Nuclear Security 

Summit scheduled for 24-
25 March in The Hague, 
the Netherlands, the sourc-
es said.

The government has 
yet to announce Abe’s at-
tendance at the summit, 
having yet to finalize the 
schedule given the need for 
him to attend Diet sessions.

But the sources said 
Abe strongly hopes he will 
participate in the meeting 
as the representative of 
Japan, the only country to 
have come under nuclear 
attack. US President Ba-
rack Obama and Chinese 
President Xi Jinping are 
also expected to attend the 
conference.

Ukraine clashes kill 21 more, EU talks shifted
Kiev, 20 Feb—At least 

21 civilians were killed in 
fresh fighting in Kiev on 
Thursday, shattering an 
overnight truce declared 
by Ukrainian President 
Viktor Yanukovich, and a 
presidential statement said 
dozens of police were also 
dead or wounded.

Activists hurling petrol 
bombs and paving stones 
drove riot police off a cor-
ner of the central Independ-
ence Square, known as the 
Maidan, and appeared to 
capture several uniformed 
officers. Police responded 
with stun grenades.

The clashes erupted 
shortly before three visiting 
European foreign ministers 
were due to meet the Rus-
sian-backed Yanukovich 
to push for a compromise 
with his pro-European op-
ponents. The meeting was 
delayed for security rea-
sons but began an hour late.

A Reuters photogra-
pher counted 21 bodies in 
civilian clothes in three 
places on the square, a few 
hundred meters (yards) 
from the presidency. That 
raised the death toll since

Tuesday to at least 43, by 
far the bloodiest hours of 
Ukraine’s 22-year post-So-
viet history.

A statement from Ya-
nukovich’s office said:

They 
are working in organized 
groups. They are using 
firearms, including sniper 
rifles. They are shooting to 
kill.

“The number of dead 
and injured among police 
officers is dozens,” the 
statement on the presiden-
tial website said.

Shortly after 9 a.m. 

(0700 GMT), the protesters 
advanced to a line closer to 
Yanukovich’s office and 
parliament. 

Television showed ac-
tivists in combat fatigues 
leading several captured, 
uniformed policemen 
across the square.

Both sides have ac-
cused the other of using 
live ammunition.

The foreign ministers 
of Germany, France and 
Poland were expected to 
present Yanukovich with 
a mixture of sanctions and 
enticements to make a deal 
with his opponents that 

could end the bloodshed.
“Black smoke, deno-

tations and gunfire around 
presidential palace ... Of-
ficials panicky,” tweeted 
Polish minister Radoslaw 
Sikorski to explain the de-
lay in the meeting.

Pro-EU activists have 
been keeping vigil in the 
square since the president 
turned his back on a trade 
pact with the bloc in No-
vember and accepted finan-
cial aid from Moscow.

Russia, which has 
been holding back a new 
loan installment until it 
sees stability in Kiev, has 
condemned EU and U.S. 
support of the opposition 
demands that Yanukovich, 
elected in 2010, should 
share power and hold new 
elections.

In an apparent criti-
cism of Yanukovich’s han-
dling of the crisis, Russian 
Prime Minister Dmitry 
Medvedev said on Thurs-
day that Moscow could 
only cooperate fully with 
Ukraine when its leader-
ship was in “good shape”, 
Interfax reported.

Thai protesters take 
to Facebook to target 
businesses linked to PM

Bangkok, 20 Feb—Protesters campaigning to oust 
Thai Prime Minister Yingluck Shinawatra turned to 
Facebook and other social media to attack businesses 
linked to her family on Thursday and rallied outside 
the offices of a property developer whose share price 
tumbled.

Yingluck’s government appears increasingly 
hemmed in by opponents and the judicial system, lack-
ing the fiscal powers to fund key policies and warned 
by a court on Wednesday that it cannot use a state of 
emergency to disperse protesters.

Four protesters and a police officer were killed on 
Tuesday, in the deadliest clashes since the unrest began 
in November, when police attempted to reclaim sites 
near government buildings that have been occupied 
for weeks. About 500 protesters gathered outside the 
Bangkok offices of SC Asset Corp, a property developer 
controlled by the Shinawatra family, waving Thai flags 
and blowing whistles.

“We will hamper all Shinawatra businesses,” pro-
test leader Suthep Thaugsuban told supporters at a rally 
on Wednesday night. “If you love your country, stop 
using Shinawatra products and do everything you can so 
that their business fails.”

Yingluck was executive chairwoman of the compa-
ny before being swept to power in a landslide election 
victory in 2011.

Shares in SC Asset fell 4.3 percent on Thursday, 
following a similar fall the previous day. Shares in 
M-Link Asia Corp, a mobile handset distributor with 
links to the Shinawatras, have also lost almost 10 per-
cent over the past two days.

Anusorn Iamsa-ard, deputy spokesman for Yin-
gluck’s Puea Thai Party, said the building the protesters 
targeted had nothing to do with her.—Reuters

Gunmen kill 47 in northeastern 
Nigeria

Abuja, 20 Feb —Gunmen attacked the Nigerian 
northeastern town of Bama early Wednesday, killing 
47 people, police confirmed. Police Commissioner for 
Borno state Lawan Tanko said Wednesday night that 
some buildings were razed by the attackers, suspected 
members of the Boko Haram Islamist group.

Officials and witnesses said the gunmen invaded 
the town at about 4.00 am (0300 GMT), opened fire on 
a school and partly burned down the palace of a tradi-
tional ruler of Borno, whose kingdom was one of the 
oldest medieval Islamic caliphates in West Africa.

Phnom Penh, 20 Feb 
— Cambodia and Malay-
sia pledged on Thursday 
to further promote ties and 
cooperation in trade, in-
vestment, tourism and edu-
cation for the benefits of the 
two countries and peoples. 
The commitment came 
after a meeting between 
Cambodian Prime Minister 
Hun Sen and visiting Ma-
laysian Deputy Prime Min-
ister Tan Sri Muhyiddin 
Yassin at the Peace Palace 
in Phnom Penh, the capital 
of Cambodia.

Muhyiddin, who is 
also education minister, 
said it was his first visit to 
Cambodia to further ex-
pand bilateral relations and 
cooperation in economics, 
trade, investment, tourism 
and education.

He promised to en-
courage more Malaysian 
investors to Cambodia for 
the fields of agriculture, 
rubber plantation, infra-
structure development and 
energy.

For his part, Hun Sen 
said it was vital to further 
deepen bilateral ties and 
cooperation for mutual 
benefits, saying that Cam-
bodia wanted to see more 
Malaysian investors and 
called for them to consider 
investing in the rice sector 
since Cambodia has about 
3.5 million tons of milled 
rice left over for exports 
this year.

Malaysia is the third 
largest investor in Cam-
bodia with the cumulative 
investment of around 2.62 
billion US dollars in bank-
ing, finance, tourism, and 
information technology, 
according to the Council 
for the Development of 
Cambodia.—Xinhua

Italy’s 
Renzi faces 
obstacles in 

forming new 
gov’t

Rome, 20 Feb — Mat-
teo Renzi’s efforts to gauge 
support in parliament be-
fore forming a new Ital-
ian government ran into 
its first major obstacles on 
Wednesday in a meeting 
with comic-turned-activist 
Beppe Grillo.

The cool-headed Ren-
zi deftly handled a power 
struggle against ex-Prime 
Minister Enrico Letta and 
negotiations with President 
Giorgio Napolitano, who 
asked Renzi to form a gov-
ernment to succeed Letta’s.

But he appeared to 
lose his cool after meeting 
with Grillo on Wednesday, 
saying the leader of a large 
anti-government bloc in 
parliament should be “em-
barrassed” by the way he 
conducted himself during 
the talks. “I saw the embar-
rassed faces of his follow-
ers,” Renzi said. “Grillo 
wouldn’t dialogue even 
after his supporters urged 
him to.”

Grillo, a long-time 
government critic, raised 
eyebrows by becoming a 
major political player over 
the last two years. His 
movement won more than 
a fourth of the vote in par-
liamentary elections on 24-
25 February last year, and 
he refused to discuss an al-
liance with any other bloc 
— sparking a two-month-
old stalemate that ended 
last April when Napolitano 
asked Letta to form a gov-
ernment.

But without support 
from a large enough unified 
bloc, the Letta government 
struggled to pass reforms 
until Letta was forced to 
step down last Friday.

World powers and Iran make “good start” towards nuclear accord
Vienna, 20 Feb — Six 

world powers and Iran made 
a “good start” during talks 
in Vienna towards reaching 
a final settlement on Te-
heran’s contested nuclear 
programme, the European 
Union’s foreign policy chief 
Catherine Ashton on Thurs-
day. Speaking to reporters 
after three days of negotia-
tions, Ashton said the two 
sides had identified the in-
gredients of an accord that 
could put an end to years of 
hostility between the West 
and the oil producing nation.

But she cautioned that 
future negotiations, which 
western governments want 
to wrap up by late July, 
would not be easy.

“We have had three 
very productive days during 
which we have identified 
all of the issues we need to 
address in reaching a com-
prehensive and final agree-
ment,” she told reporters.

“There is a lot to do. It 
won’t be easy but we have 
made a good start.”

Senior diplomats from 
the six powers — the Unit-
ed States, Russia, China, 
France, Britain and Germa-
ny - as well as Iran’s Foreign 
Minister Mohammad Javad 
Zarif and Ashton agreed to 
meet again on 17 March, 
also in the Austrian capital.

Although modest in 
scope, the agreement on an

agenda for talks indicates an 
early step forward in the elu-
sive search for a settlement 
in the nuclear dispute, which 
carries the risk of envelop-
ing the Middle East in a new 
war. The sides remain far 
apart on how to resolve the 
dispute and both Iran and the 
United States, a key player 
in the talks, have publicly 
stated it may not be possible 
to reach a final agreement.

A senior US State De-

partment official said of 
Wednesday’s second day of 
talks: “Today’s discussions, 
which covered both process 
and substance, were con-
structive and useful.

The six powers want a 
long-term deal on the per-
missible scope of Iran’s 
nuclear work to lay to rest 
concerns that they could be 
put to developing atomic 
bombs. Teheran’s priority is 
a complete removal of dam-
aging economic sanctions 
against it. The powers have 
yet to spell out their precise 
demands of Iran. But West-
ern officials have signaled 
they want Teheran to cap en-
richment of uranium at a low 
fissile concentration, limit 
research and development 
of new nuclear equipment, 
decommission a substantial 
portion of its centrifuges 
used to refine uranium, and 
allow more intrusive UN nu-
clear inspections.—Reuters

100 tons of toxic water leaked at 
Fukushima plant, no flow to sea
Tokyo, 20 Feb — 

Roughly 100 tons of high-
ly radioactive water leaked 
from one of the tanks at 
the crippled Fukushima 
Daiichi nuclear complex, 
plant operator Tokyo 
Electric Power Co said on 
Thursday.

Steps have been taken 
to stop the leakage of the 
water, which contains 230 
million becquerels per lit-
er of strontium and other 
beta ray-emitting radioac-
tive substances. The utility 

believes the liquid has not 
flowed into the adjacent 
sea as there is no drainage 
nearby.

According to TEPCO, 
a worker on patrol noticed 
water spilling from the 
tank’s lid at 11:25 pm on 
Wednesday. The water, by 
passing through a rainwater 
pipe, escaped outside a bar-
rier intended to block wa-
ter from spreading outside 
when tanks leak.

A TEPCO official said 
the company suspects that 

radioactive water was mis-
takenly directed to the tank 
because valves that should 
have been closed were 
open, causing the contain-
er to overflow.

One of the valves 
appeared to have been 
closed, but may have mal-
functioned, while two oth-
er valves had been open.

After closing the two 
valves, TEPCO said it 
confirmed the leak stopped 
at 5:40 am.

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Japan introduces anti-terror, disaster equipment to ASEAN
 Naha, (Japan), 20 

Feb — The Japanese gov-
ernment on Wednesday 
showed senior defence 
officials from ASEAN 
countries gathering for a 
conference in Okinawa

rorism. Japan exhibited  

defence equipment for the 
first time for the Associa-
tion of Southeast Asian Na-
tions, as the government of 
Prime Minister Shinzo Abe 
plans to further ease restric-
tions on the country’s arms 
exports. All of the items, 
shown at the Air Self-De-
fence Force’s base in Naha, 

can be exported if they are 
used for the purpose of hu-
manitarian assistance.

Among them are a 
ball-shaped surveillance 
robot that can capture 
images inside when it is 
thrown into a destroyed 
house and a permeation 
apparatus that can detect 

human movement inside 
walls. At the exhibition, 
ASEAN officials asked 
questions such as what 
companies are involved in 
the development of those 
items and how many hours 
they can operate for.

“We hope ASEAN 
countries will be interest-

ed in Japan’s cutting-edge 
technology and that this 
opportunity will lead to 
joint development and ex-
ports in the future,” said a 
senior official of Japan’s 
Defence Ministry.

On Tuesday, Japan and 
ASEAN countries agreed 
at the Okinawa meeting 

to expand cooperation in 
antiterrorism and joint de-
velopment of equipment to 
cope with natural disasters.

ASEAN groups Bru-
nei, Cambodia, Indonesia, 
Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, 
the Philippines, Singapore, 
Thailand and Vietnam.

China, Pakistan vow to build “community of shared destiny”
Beijing, 20 Feb — Chi-

nese President Xi Jinping 
held talks with his Pakistani 
counterpart Mamnoon Hus-
sain on Wednesday and the 
two leaders pledged to forge 
a China-Pakistan “commu-
nity of shared destiny”.

“China and Pakistan are 
good friends, good partners, 
good neighbours and good 
brothers,” Xi said during the 
talks at the Great Hall of the 
People. The Chinese side 
will treat the China-Pakistan 
ties, as always, from a stra-
tegic and long-term perspec-
tive, and the ties will be a 
priority in China’s relations 
with its neighbours, he said.

Hailing the all-weath-
er, time-tested friendship 
between the two countries, 
Hussain said to further ce-
ment the friendship serves 
as “the cornerstone of Pa-
kistan’s foreign policy”. 
Support for the unique rela-
tionship resonates across Pa-
kistan at all levels including 
the government, political 
parties and the people, said 
the Pakistani president.

Pakistan is willing to 
build a community of shared 
destiny with China, said the 
visiting president. He arrived 
in Beijing on Tuesday for a 
four-day state visit at Xi’s 
invitation. Hussain said the 

Pakistani side is appreciative 
of China’s strategic vision 
and believes China is an 
important power to promote 
peace and development in 
the world as well as in the 
region. It is Hussain’s first 
official foreign trip since 
taking office in September. 
Before their talks, Xi held a 
red-carpet ceremony to wel-
come Hussain at the hall in 
downtown Beijing.

China’s top legisla-
tor Zhang Dejiang met 
with Hussain earlier on 
Wednesday and Premier Li  
Keqiang is scheduled to 
meet with the visiting pres-
ident on Thursday. During 

Wednesday’s talks, the two 
presidents agreed to enhance 
the strategic and cooperative 
partnership between the two 
countries, featuring a more 
solid political foundation, 
closer economic links, deep-
ened security cooperation 
and more fluent cultural and 
people-to-people exchanges.

“China would stand 
firmly behind Pakistan’s ef-
forts to uphold its sovereign-

With no winner since Christmas, US 
Powerball lottery hits $400 million

New York, 20 Feb — 
Powerball ticket holders 
on Wednesday frantically 
checked their stubs to see 
whether they had hit the 
$400 million jackpot in 
the US lottery that hasn’t 
had a top prize winner 
since Christmas.

The prize is the 
sixth-largest in US histo-
ry, and the fourth-largest 
for Powerball, according 
to a spokesperson for the 
Multi-State Lottery As-

sociation, which runs the 
game.

The winning numbers, 
drawn late on Wednesday, 
were 1, 17, 35, 49, 54, and 
34, according to Power-
ball’s website.

The top prize amount 
has been swelling since the 
last jackpot on Christmas 
Day. It has rolled over 15 
times and increased in val-
ue after each drawing since 
then, said Carolyn Hape-
man, Powerball spokes-

woman in New York.
If the winner opts to 

take Wednesday night’s 
prize as a lump sum, it 
would amount to $227.8 
million, the website said.

In the last two years, 
Powerball prizes have in-
creased considerably, due 
to ticket prices doubling to 
$2, and California, the na-
tion’s most populous state, 
joining 42 other states, 
Washington DC and the 
US Virgin Islands in play-

ing the game.
The chance of claim-

ing the jackpot is one in 

175 million, regardless of 
how many tickets a person 
buys.—Reuters

Pakistan bombs

Google prepares 34-city push for ultra-fast Fiber service
San Francisco, 20 

Feb — Google Inc is ex-
ploring a major expansion 
of its super-fast “Fiber” 
TV and Internet service, 
which could extend the 
nascent network to 34 
more US cities and pose a 
competitive threat to home 
broadband providers.

Australian study found 
asteroids hit a tiny star

Canberra, 20 Feb  — 
Scientists from the Com-
monwealth of Scientific 
and Industrial Research 
Organization (CSIRO) 
found that apart from the 
Earth, the Moon, aster-
oids also hit distant stars.  
Scientists using CSIRO’s 
Parkes telescope and an-
other telescopes in South 
Africa have found ev-
idence that a tiny star 
called PSR J0738-4042 is 
being pounded by aster-
oids, CSIRO said in a me-

dia release on Friday.
“One of these rocks (as-

teroids) seems to have had 
a mass of about a billion 
tonnes,” CSIRO astron-
omer and member of the 
research team Dr Ryan 
Shannon said. 

PSR J0738-4042 lies 
37,000 light-years from 
Earth in the constellation 
of Puppis. The environ-
ment around this star is es-
pecially harsh, full of radi-
ation and violent winds of  
particles. 

“If a large rocky object 
can form here, planets 
could form around any 
stars,” Shannon said. The 
star is a special one, a  
“pulsar” that emits a beam 
of radio waves. As the star 
spins, its radio beam flash-
es over Earth again and 
again with the regularity 

of a clock. 
In 2008, Shannon and 

a colleague predicted how 
an infalling asteroid affect 
a pulsar. 

They said it would alter 
the pulsar’s spin rate and 
the shape of radio pulse 
that we see on the earth. 
“ That is exactly what we 
see in this case,” Shannon 
said. “We think the pul-
sar’s radio beam zaps the 
asteroid, vaporising it. But 
the vaporised particles are 
electrically charged and 

they slightly alter the pro-
cess that creates the pul-
sar’s beam.”

Asteroids around a 
pulsar could be creat-
ed by the exploding star 
that formed the pulsar 
itself, scientists said.  
	 The material blasted 
out from the explosion 
could fall back towards the 
forming pulsar, forming a 
disk of debris.

 Astronomers have 
found a dust disk around 
another pulsar called 
J0146+61. “This sort of 
dust disk could provide 
the ‘seeds’ that grow into 
larger asteroids,” said 
Paul Brook, a PhD stu-
dent co-supervised by the 
University of Oxford and 
CSIRO who led the study 
of PSR J0738-4042.

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US researchers report progress in leukemia treatment
Washington, 20 

Feb— US researchers 
on Wednesday reported 
“more encouraging news” 
about an experimental ther-
apy against a deadly form 
of leukemia, called B cell 
acute lymphoblastic leu-
kemia (B-ALL). A clinical 
study involving 16 B-ALL 
patients found that 88 
percent of them achieved 
“complete remissions” af-
ter being treated with ge-
netically modified versions 
of their own immune cells, 
according to the research 
report published in the US 
journal Science Transla-
tional Medicine.

“These extraordinary 
results demonstrate that 
cell therapy is a power-
ful treatment for patients 
who have exhausted all 
conventional therapies,” 
said Michel Sadelain of 

Memorial Sloan Kettering 
Cancer Centre and one of 
the study’s senior authors. 
“ Our initial findings have 
held up in a larger cohort 
of patients, and we are al-
ready looking at new clin-
ical studies to advance this 
novel therapeutic approach 
in fighting cancer.” B-ALL, 
a type of blood cancer that 
develops in B cells, is dif-
ficult to treat because the 
majority of patients relapse. 
Patients with relapsed 
B-ALL have few treatment 
options and only 30 percent 
respond to salvage chemo-
therapy. Without a success-
ful bone marrow transplant, 
few have any hope of long-
term survival.

In the current study, 
16 patients with relapsed 
B-ALL were given an in-
fusion of their own genet-
ically modified immune 

cells, called T cells, which 
were “reeducated” to rec-
ognize and destroy cancer 
cells that contain the pro-
tein CD19. Overall, 14 pa-
tients, or 88 percent, of the 
16 patients experienced a 
“complete remission,” with 
no detectable cancer cells 
in their bodies, and seven 
were healthy enough to un-
dergo a bone-marrow trans-
plant, the researchers said. 
Historically, only 5 percent 
of patients with relapsed 
B-ALL have been able to 
transition to bone marrow 
transplantation.

In a statement, the re-
searchers identified two 
of the 16 patients: Den-
nis Billy of Wynnewood, 
Pennsylvania, one of the 
first patients to receive this 
treatment more than two 
years ago, was able to suc-
cessfully undergo a bone 

Nasdaq snaps eight-day 
winning streak after Fed’s 

release of minutes
New York, 20 Feb 

— US stocks drifted low-
er after volatile trading on 
Wednesday, with the Nas-
daq Composite Index halt-
ing its gains of eight days 
in a row, following the 
release of minutes of the 
Federal Reserve’s January 
policy meeting in the day.
The Dow Jones Industri-
al Average dropped 89.84 
points, or 0.56 percent, to 
16,040.56. The S&P 500 
dipped 12.01 points, or 
0.65 percent, to 1,828.75. 
The Nasdaq slipped 34.83 
points, or 0.82 percent, to 
4,237.95.

Wall Street staged 
seesaw trading session on 
weak housing data, before 
sinking shortly after the re-
lease of the minutes of the 
latest policy-setting meet-
ing, which ignited market 
concerns over interest rate 
hikes. “A few participants 
raised the possibility that 
it might be appropriate to 
increase the federal funds 
rate relatively soon,” the 
minutes said, though there 
was still a lack of consen-
sus on the new rate guid-
ance among top Fed offi-
cials. A rise in interest rates 

is broadly considered to put 
a damper on risky assets in-
cluding equities.

At its last policy meet-
ing, the US central bank 
announced a further reduc-
tion in its bond purchases 
by 10 billion US dollars to 
65 billion dollars starting 
February. On the economic 
front, US privately owned 
housing starts in January 
were at a seasonally adjust-
ed annual rate of 880,000, 
16 percent below the up-
wardly revised December 
estimate of 1.048 million, 
while building permits fell 
5.4 percent to 937,000 in 
January, the Commerce 
Department said. Moreo-
ver, US mortgage applica-
tions slipped 4.1 percent 
for the week ending 14 
February from a week ear-
lier, according to the Mort-
gage Bankers Association.

Among other data, the 
US Producer Price Index 
for final demand increased 
0.2 percent in January on a 
seasonally adjusted basis, 
which followed a 0.1-per-
cent rise in December and 
no change in November, 
the Labor Department said.

Facebook to buy WhatsApp for $19 billion in deal shocker
San Francisco / 

Bangalore, 20 Feb — 
Facebook Inc will buy 
fast-growing mobile-mes-
saging startup WhatsApp 
for $19 billion in cash and 
stock in a landmark deal 
that places the world’s larg-
est social network closer to 
the heart of mobile com-
munications and may bring 
younger users into the fold. 
The transaction involves $4 
billion in cash, $12 billion 
in stock and $3 billion in 
restricted stock that vests 
over several years. The 
WhatsApp deal is worth 
more than Facebook raised 
in its own IPO and under-
scores the social network’s 
determination to win the 
market for messaging.

Founded by a Ukraini-
an immigrant who dropped 
out of college, Jan Koum, 

and a Stanford alumnus, 
Brian Acton, WhatsApp 
is a Silicon Valley startup 
fairy tale, rocketing to 450 
million users in five years 
and adding another million 
daily. “No one in the his-
tory of the world has ever 
done something like this,” 
Facebook Chief Executive 

Mark Zuckerberg said on a 
conference call on Wednes-
day. Zuckerberg, who fa-
mously closed a $1 billion 
deal to buy photo-sharing 
service Instagram over a 
weekend in mid-2012, re-
vealed on Wednesday that 
he proposed the tie-up over 
dinner with CEO Koum 

just 10 days earlier, on the 
night of 9 February.

WhatsApp was the 
leader among a wave of 
smartphone-based mes-
saging apps that are now 
sweeping across North 
America, Asia and Eu-
rope. Although WhatsApp 
has adhered strictly to its 
core functionality of mim-
icking texting, other apps, 
such as Line in Japan or 
Tencent Holdings Ltd’s 
WeChat, offer games or 
even e-commerce on top 
of their popular messaging 
features. The deal provides 
Facebook entree to new 
users, including teens who 
eschew the mainstream 
social networks but pre-
fer WhatsApp and rivals, 
which have exploded in 
size as private messaging

Poor sleep linked to widespread pain
New York, 20 Feb —

Regularly feeling tired and 
worn out after a night’s 
sleep was the strongest pre-
dictor of also developing 
widespread pain in a new 
study of UK adults over the 
age of 50. “In older adults 
widespread pain, that is 
pain that affects multiple 
sites in the body, is com-
mon and is associated with 

morbidity and disability in-
cluding poor mental health 
and reduced physical func-
tioning,” said Ross Wilkie, 
the study’s senior author. 
Wilkie is a researcher with 
the Arthritis Research UK 
Primary Care Centre of 
Keele University in Staf-
fordshire. “In this study, 
reporting musculoskeletal 
pain was common with just 

under half of participants 
reporting some pain and 
one quarter reporting wide-
spread pain,” Wilkie told 
Reuters Health in an email.

“Non-restorative sleep 
was the strongest predictor 
of new onset widespread 
pain,” he said, and “sleep 
is a modifiable target,” so 
improving it might improve 
the outcomes of these peo-
ple, he said. “In addition to 
sleep, osteoarthritis, cog-
nitive impairment, anxiety 
and physical health inde-
pendently predicted the 
onset of widespread pain 
and are important treatment 
targets,” he added. Wide-
spread pain is the main fea-
ture of fibromyalgia, a con-
dition affecting 15 percent 
of women and 10 percent 

of men over the age of 50, 
according to Wilkie and his 
colleagues, who published 
their report in the journal 
Arthritis and Rheumatol-
ogy. But the factors that 
influence who develops 
widespread pain with age 
are poorly understood, they 
write. To investigate, the 
researchers analyzed data 
on 4,326 adults from North 
Staffordshire, England.

All were over age 50 
and free of widespread pain 
at the start of the study, al-
though 2,764 had some lo-
calized pain. Participants 
were surveyed about their 
pain, their physical and 
emotional health and life-
style factors at the begin-
ning of the study.

Those ministries who 
managed the land and im-
plement projects in 50 
decades are Ministry of 
Home Affairs, Ministry of 
Agriculture and Irrigation, 
Ministry of Environmental 
Conservation and Forestry, 
Ministry of Mines, Ministry 
of Construction, Ministry of 
Transport and Nay Pyi Taw, 
Yangon and Mandalay De-
velopment Committee, the 
deputy minister said.

While addressing the 
land disputes in accord with 
the types of lands, accurate 
enactment is made from 
Section 22 to Section 25 
of the Farmland Law and 
it is said at Section 25 (c) 
that decision of region/state 
farmland management com-
mittee is final.

While settling a land 
dispute over the ownership, 
a verdict shall be made by 
the ward/village committee 
within 15 days after open-
ing the case. A letter of 
complaint can be submitted 
to the township committee 
within 30 days and a ver-
dict shall be made within 
30 days after receiving the 
complaint. The district com-
mittee has to give its verdict 
within 30 days and com-
plaint can be made within 60 
days. The region/state com-
mittee will decide the case 
within 60 days after receiv-
ing it. So, the case will last 
135 days before reaching a 
final decision.      

There have been delays 
while seeking firm evidence 
in accord with the law as 
types of lands claimed by 
some farmers are vacant, 
fellow, pasture and forest 
lands. 

While applying for the 
return of lands, applicants 
are required to prove their 
ownership with firm evi-
dence. As the chairman of 
the township development 
support committee is one of 
the members of the town-
ship land management com-
mittee and a townselder is 
included in the ward/village 
land management commit-
tee, fair decision over land

The central committee

Beijing, 20 Feb —

NSA weighs enlarging collection of Americans’ phone records
quoting officials familiar

As a result, the gov-
ernment would expand the 
database beyond its origi-
nal intent, at least while the 
lawsuits are active.

According to the news-
paper, no final decision has 
been made to preserve the 
data and that even if a de-
cision is made to retain the 
information, it would be 
held only for the purpose of 
litigation and not be subject 
to searches.

The government cur-
rently collects phone re-
cords on millions of Amer-
icans in a vast database that 
it can mine for links to ter-
ror suspects. The database 

includes records of who 
called whom, when they 
called and for how long.

US President Barack 
Obama has ordered senior 
officials to end the govern-
ment storage of such data 
and find another place to 
store the records-possibly 
with the phone companies 
who log the calls. Under 
the goals outlined by Oba-
ma last month, the govern-
ment would still be able to 
search the call logs with a 
court order, but would no 
longer possess and control 
them.

NSA Director Keith 
Alexander said the pro-
gram, if it had exist-
ed in 2001, would have  

uncovered the 11 Sept plot.
Critics of the pro-

gramme, including the 
American Civil Liber-
ties Union (ACLU) and 
the Electronic Frontier 
Foundation, have sued the 
government, saying it vi-
olates the Constitution’s 
Fourth Amendment protec-
tion against unreasonable 
searches.

Patrick Toomey, an 
ACLU lawyer, was quoted 
by the newspaper as saying 
that no one in the govern-
ment has raised with his 
group the possibility the 
lawsuits may actually ex-
pand the database they call 
unconstitutional.

“It’s difficult to under-

stand why the government 
would consider taking this 
position, when the relief 
we’ve requested in the law-
suit is a purge of our data,” 
he said.

The phone records 
programme is overseen by 
the Foreign Intelligence 
Surveillance Court, and 
any move to keep data past 
the five-year period may 
require the blessing of that 
court.

A federal judge in New 
York ruled the program is 
legal, while a Washington 
DC judge ruled it almost 
certainly illegal. There are 
several other pending cas-
es, and other lawsuits could 
yet be filed.—Xinhua

“It is incumbent upon 
the Australian Electoral 
Commission to ensure that 
never again will such a 
failure of process occur,” 
he said in a statement.

Abbott campaigned 
on a promise to repeal an 

unpopular carbon trading 
scheme initiated by former 
Prime Minister Julia Gil-
lard’s Labour government.

He lacks, however, 
the votes to push its repeal 
through in the new Sen-
ate, in which the balance 
of power will be held by 
a handful of independent 
and single-issue senators.

Although his Liber-
al Party won three of the 
state’s six Senate seats 
in the September vote, at 
least one of those seats is 
vulnerable in a fresh con-
test, says Antony Green, 
an election analyst for the 
Australian Broadcasting 
Corporation.

Postquake illnesses kill more people than disaster  
itself in Fukushima

Fukushima, (Japan),  
20 Feb — Stress and oth-
er illnesses related to the 
2011 quake and tsunami 
killed 1,656 people as of 
Wednesday in Fukushima 
Prefecture, outnumbering 
the 1,607 whose deaths 
are directly tied to disas-
ter-caused injuries as of 10 
February, according to data 
compiled by the prefecture 
and police.

A prefectural offi-
cial said that many people 
“have undergone drastic 
changes in their lives and 
are still unable to map out 
their future plans such as 
homecoming, causing in-
creased stressed on them.”

Around 136,000 peo-
ple are still displaced in 
the prefecture that suffered 
both the natural calamity 
and the subsequent nuclear 
meltdown at a major power 

station. Fukushima, Miya-
gi and Iwate are the three 
eastern Japan prefectures 
on the Pacific that sustained 
the most severe damage in 
the 11 March, 2011 earth-
quake and tsunami.

But Fukushima’s death 
toll of more than 1,600 by 
indirect causes stands out 
compared with Iwate’s 434 
and Miyagi’s 879.

Around 90 percent of 
those who died because 
of indirect causes were 
aged 66 or older, the Re-
construction Agency said, 
citing statistics as of Sep-
tember. The prefectural 
government is planning to 
step up a watch on evacu-
ated residents at temporary 
housing and private apart-
ments, working together 
with municipal govern-
ments, to curb such deaths.

Minamisoma city had 

the largest toll with 447 
deaths indirectly blamed 
on the disaster, followed by 
317 in Namie town and 225 
in Tomioka town.

Part of Minamisoma 
and the entire Namie and 
Tomioka are designated 
evacuation zones after the 
nuclear meltdowns that 
spewed radioactive materi-
als into the air.

Unlike those deaths 
caused by collapsed build-
ings or tidal waves, indirect 
deaths are determined by 
municipal panels after ex-
amining links between the 
disaster and the cause of 
death when the bereaved 
kin filed a request.

These deaths include 
those caused by physical 
and mental stress stem-
ming from stays at shelters, 
a lack of initial care as a 
result of nearby hospitals 

disabled by the disaster and 
suicides.

Following the Great 
East Japan Earthquake, as 
the 2011 disaster is known 
in Japan, the health minis-
try has provided as a yard-
stick for recognizing disas-
ter-linked deaths based on 
criteria worked by Naga-
oka city in Niigata Prefec-
ture after the magnitude 6.8 
earthquake in 2004. Em-
ploying this yardstick, the 
ministry said the possibility 
of indirectly caused deaths 
diminishes one month af-
ter the disaster. But given 
such deaths are increasing 
nearly three years after the 
Fukushima disaster cou-
pled with the nuclear crisis, 
experts say a new set of 
criteria may be necessary 
that also takes into account 
a nuclear power plant acci-
dent.—Kyodo News

“Permanent Deputy Prime Minister Keat Chhon told 
the buyers that the government has always paid high 
attention to improving living conditions and well-being 
for the workers,”the statement said.”

UN rights chief urges accountability amid ongoing 
violence in CAR

United Nations, 20 
Feb — UN human rights 
chief Navi Pillay has 
warned that authorities in 
the Central African Re-
public (CAR) will be held 
personally accountable for 
the serious human rights 
violations in the country, 
a UN spokesperson said 
Wednesday.

Pillay reminded “all 
leaders in key positions, 
whether they belong to an-
ti-Balaka, ex-Seleka or the 
former army, FACA, that 
they have clear obligations 
under international law,” 
Martin Nesirky said at a 
daily news briefing here.

They have a responsi-
bility to refrain from com-
mitting, ordering, inciting 
or instigating violations 
of international law and 
to prevent subordinates 
from committing such 
violations, the UN High 
Commissioner for Human 
Rights said.

“Most of the ongoing 
human rights violations 
are being committed by an-
ti-Balaka elements who are 
deliberately targeting the 
Muslim population of the 
capital,” she noted.

According to the UN, 
thousands of people are es-
timated to have been killed 

in CAR, and 2.2 million, 
about half the population, 
need humanitarian aid in 
a conflict which erupted 
when mainly Muslim Sel-
eka rebels launched attacks 
in December 2012. The 
violence has since taken 
on increasingly sectarian 
overtones.

The overall situation 
in the capital Bangui seems 
“slightly calmer,” said Pil-
lay. However, the situation 
outside Bangui is “ evolv-
ing dangerously.” After 
their retreat from the south-
ern and western parts of the 
country, ex-Seleka forces 
are now regrouping in their 

traditional stronghold in 
the north, she noted, add-
ing that given the strong 
feeling of resentment 
among ex-Seleka forces 
and the displaced Mus-
lim population, the large 
non-Muslim community is 
clearly exposed to possible  
retaliatory violence.

Valerie Amos, UN 
Under-Secretary-General 
for Humanitarian Affairs 
and emergency relief co-
ordinator, is in Bangui on 
Wednesday but fighting 
in the north has reportedly 
limited her ability to travel 
around the country.

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UN to send more peacekeepers to Congo mining province
Kinshasa, 20 Feb 

—  The United Nations 
peacekeeping mission in 
Democratic Republic of 
Congo will deploy more 
troops to copper-rich Ka-
tanga Province to help 
fight worsening militia 
violence there, the UN 
force commander said on 
Wednesday.

Katanga has been 
spared much of the vi-
olent disorder that has 
plagued large swathes 
of the vast Central Afri-
can nation for nearly two 
decades. But the southern 
province, home to some 
of the world’s largest 
copper reserves, has seen 
a rise in attacks by armed 
Bakata-Katanga seces-
sionists since last year.

Hundreds of rebels 
attacked the Katangan 
capital Lubumbashi in 
2013 before surrendering 

after battles with security 
forces. Fighting again ap-
proached the city in Janu-
ary.

General Carlos Dos 
Santos Cruz, head of the 
UN military force in Con-
go, said additional troops 
would be deployed to 
protect civilians in the so-
called “triangle of death”, 
one of the regions hardest 
hit by the violence.

The 22,000-strong 
UN mission, known as 
MONUSCO, now has only 
450 soldiers deployed to 
Katanga.

“We are going to de-
ploy one company, about 
100 to 120 men. Then we 
want to...launch joint oper-
ations with the Congolese 
army,” Dos Santos Cruz 
told a news conference in 
the capital Kinshasa.

The Bakata-Katanga 
militia is demanding in-

dependence for Katanga, 
whose rich mineral depos-
its have attracted interna-
tional mining companies 
including Freeport-McMo-
Ran and Glencore.

Violence in Katanga 
has not reached the inten-
sity seen in Congo’s east-
ern borderlands where the 
U.N.-backed army last 
year defeated the M23 re-
bellion - the greatest threat 
to President Joseph Kabila 
in a decade.

However, over 
400,000 civilians are 
currently displaced by 
violence in Katanga, ac-
cording the U.N. refugee 
agency.

Katanga has a history 
of secessionist movements 
dating back to a failed at-
tempt to break away from 
newly independent Congo 
in the early 1960s.

Florianopolis, (Bra-

zil), 20 Feb — Brazil 
coach Luiz Felipe Scolari 
on Wednesday refused to 
rule out striker Adriano’s 
chances of playing in this 
year’s World Cup.

 Ex-Murdoch editor Brooks 
launches hacking defence, 
acquitted on one charge

 London, 20 Feb—The 
jury trying Rebekah Brooks 
over phone-hacking charges 
should not hold her role as a 
former Rupert Murdoch edi-
tor with huge political influ-
ence against her, her lawyer 
said, as the former British 
newspaper boss took the 
stand on Thursday.

Brooks, a friend of 
Prime Minister David Cam-
eron, answered questions 
in court for the first time on 
the hacking scandal which 
has convulsed Britain’s elite 
and forced Murdoch to close 
the 168-year-old tabloid at 
the center of the scandal, the 
News of the World.

Opening Brooks’s de-
fense within a packed court 
room on day 62 of the trial, 
Jonathan Laidlaw urged the 
jury to forget the myth that 
had built up around one 
of the most famous wom-
en in Britain, and to focus 
on the specific charges.He 
was speaking shortly after 
the judge ruled that Brooks 
had been acquitted on one 
of the five charges she 
was facing, relating to one 
charge of authorizing an il-
legal payment for a picture 
of Prince William in a biki-
ni. She denies all the other 
charges
