nal twice in recent days 
in waters west of Perth, 

near where investigators 
believe Malaysia Airlines 
Flight MH370 went down 
on 8 March.

More planes and ships 
were being sent to assist in 

that area, but meanwhile, 
Australia’s HMAS Ocean 
Shield had reported a 
separate “acoustic event” 
some 300 nautical miles 
away.

The Ocean Shield 
is carrying sophisticated 
US Navy equipment de-
signed to pick up signals 
sent from the black boxes, 
which may hold the key to 
why the aircraft ended up 
thousands of kilometers 
off course.

“We are treating each 
of them seriously. We 
need to ensure before we 
leave any of those areas 
that this does not have any 
connection with MH370,” 
Retired Air Chief Marshal 
Angus Houston, head of 
the Australian agency co-
ordinating the operation, 
told a media conference in 
Perth.

A black box detector 
deployed by the Haixun 01 
picked up the signal with 

a frequency of 37.5kHz 
per second—the same as 
emitted by flight record-
ers—at about 25 degrees  
south and 101 degrees 
east, Xinhua reported on 
Saturday.

Australian search au-
thorities said such a sig-
nal would be consistent 
with a black box, but both 
they and Xinhua stressed 
there was no conclusive 
evidence linking it to the 
Boeing 777.

“The 37.5kHz is the 
specific frequency that 
these locator pingers op-
erate on,” said Anish Pa-
tel, president of Sarasota, 
Florida-based Dukane 
Seacom, which made the 
black box locator.

“It’s a very unique 
frequency, typically not 
found in background 
ocean noise,” such as 
whales or other marine 
mammals, he told Reuters.

Amman, 6 April — 

The International Mone-
tary Fund (IMF) said it will 
transfer 264 million US 
dollars to Jordan in April as 
part of a loan to the king-
dom, the state-run Petra 
news agency reported on 
Saturday.

The amount is part of a 
2.1-billion-US-dollar loan 
the IMF agreed to extend to 
Jordan to help it cope with 
an increasing number of 
Syrian refugees and reduce 
the pressure on its budget, 
the report said.

The IMF said Jordan 
came under pressure in 
light of the Syrian crisis 
and the cut on its natural 
gas supplies from Egypt.

Jordan has housed 
about 600,000 Syrian refu-
gees, which added pressure 
on the kingdom’s already 
limited resources such as 
water, health care, and en-
ergy.

Jordan now imports 
about 96 percent of its en-
ergy needs annually. It has 
stopped receiving gas from 
Egypt since mid 2013 after 
the pipeline in Egypt was 
bombed several times. The 
country has been forced to 
expend more on its energy 
imports. —Xinhua

The West African 
country was plunged into 
chaos by a Tuareg rebel-
lion in early 2012, followed 

shortly by a military coup. 
Islamist militants took ad-
vantage of the chaos and 

seized the desert north, 
forcing France to intervene 
in its ex-colony.—Reuters

Hungarians set to return maverick Orban to power in Sunday vote
Budapest, 6 April — 

Hungarians were set to re-
turn Prime Minister Viktor 
Orban to power for another 
four years in a parliamenta-
ry election on Sunday that 
was also expected to en-
trench the far-right Jobbik 
party as a political force.

Orban, 50, has had 
repeated rows with the 
European Union and for-
eign investors, particularly 
over heavy taxes imposed 
on the country’s mostly 
foreign-owned banks, tele-
coms and energy firms, and 
increased state control over 
the energy sector.

But he is popular with 
many voters for stabilizing 
public finances and cut-
ting their electricity and 
gas bills. Opinion polls 
show his Fidesz party is on 
course for a landslide vic-
tory.

“I would like to see 
high turnout because that 
would allow stronger gov-
erning,” Orban told Reuters 
after he cast his vote early 
at a school in the capital.

“I hope many voters 
will go to cast their votes, 
and whatever government 

is formed, it can start work-
ing ...with strong public 
support,” he added.

Two questions remain: 
whether Orban can retain 
his two-thirds majority in 
parliament, which allows 
him to change the consti-

tution, and whether Jobbik 
can make a late surge and 
overtake the leftist opposi-
tion to become the second 
biggest political force.

A good result for Job-
bik, accused by critics of 
being anti-Semitic and 

stoking antipathy toward 
Hungary’s Roma minori-
ty, could be a harbinger of 
how other nationalist right-
wing parties perform in 
European Parliament elec-
tions next month.

Four extremists killed, 36  
arrested in Egypt’s Sinai

Arish, (Egypt), 6 April  
— At least four extremists 
were killed and 36 oth-
ers arrested on Saturday 
in a security raid on their 
hideouts in major cities in 
Egypt’s North Sinai Prov-
ince, a security source told 
Xinhua.

“The police-military 
raid in Arish, Rafah and 
Sheikh Zuweid also re-
sulted in busting a weap-
on warehouse that has two 
machine guns, two sniper 
guns, two Kalashinkov 
rifles and various ammu-
nition,” the source added, 
noting that Tawfik Abou 
Mleih, a leading extremist 
Islamist, was among those 
arrested. The security raid 
also defused an explosive 
device targeting military 
vehicles in southern Arish, 
while in Rafah it destroyed 
eight smuggling tunnels, 
22 huts, three warehouses, 
four houses and one vehi-
cle belonging to extremists.

Military spokesman 
Colonel Ahmed Ali said 
in a statement that 20 kg 
of heroine was also seized 

in the raid which is part of 
a massive security cam-
paign in the Sinai Penin-
sula where terrorist attacks 
escalated following the 
ouster of Islamist President 
Mohamed Morsi in July 
last year.

Two extremists were 
killed in another raid on 
Friday evening in the res-
tive peninsula, whereas ex-
tremists shot dead a soldier 
a day earlier. On Wednes-
day, an extremist Islamist 
group, Ajnad Misr (Sol-
diers of Egypt), launched a 
series of blasts outside Cai-
ro University, leaving at 
least one policeman killed 
and several others injured.

Since Morsi’s removal, 
extremist groups have been 
launching terrorist attacks 
against security personnel 
and facilities in the Sinai 
Peninsula, the capital Cairo 
and some other provinces, 
leaving dozens killed and 
hundreds injured. Mean-
while the security forces 
have been waging a mas-
sive crackdown on Morsi’s  
loyalists.—Xinhua

Australian PM hopes for ‘swift, satisfactory’ end to Japan 
trade talks

Tokyo, 6 April —
Australian Prime Minister 
Tony Abbott said on Sun-
day that he hoped for a 
quick conclusion to thorny 
free trade negotiations with 
Japan but suggested time 
might be needed to ensure 
conclusion of a “satisfac-
tory” pact. Ministers from 
both nations took part in a 
five-hour session on Satur-
day that ended well into the 
evening without agreement 
on several substantial issues, 
Australian Trade Minis-
ter Andrew Robb said. He 
termed the talks exhausting, 
but said progress had been 
made. Abbott told reporters 
that he hoped a conclusion 
was near for the negotia-
tions, launched in 2007.

“I am optimistic about 
the free trade negotiations, 
but they have been difficult 
negotiations,” Abbott said, 
according to a transcript 
provided by the Australian 

government.
“This government is 

determined to bring them 
to a swift and satisfac-
tory conclusion.” Japa-
nese Agriculture, Forest-
ry and Fisheries Minister 
Yoshimasa Hayashi, who 
also took part in Saturday’s 

discussion, said there had 
been a “frank exchange of 
opinion” and he would be 
reporting on the progress 
to Prime Minister Shinzo 
Abe.

Abbott, who meets 
Abe on Monday, has set the 
free trade deal with Japan 

as a top priority, promising 
to drop tariffs on manufac-
tured imports, including 
Japanese cars, while push-
ing Tokyo to cut tariffs on 
agricultural products, espe-
cially beef.

But he was cautious 
about the chances of clinch-
ing a deal during his visit, 
which lasts until Tuesday. “I 
am hopeful, but not certain,” 
he said. “There are still some 
final matters to be resolved 
and while we do want a swift 
conclusion, we want a satis-
factory conclusion as well.”

Robb said talks would 
resume on Sunday, but a 
Japanese Agriculture Min-
istry official said that had 
yet to be decided. Japan is 
already Australia’s biggest 
beef export market, both in 
volume and value terms, tak-
ing almost a third of all beef 
exported in 2012, accord-
ing to Meat & Livestock 
Australia.—Reuters

Hagel tells Onodera US will deploy additional Aegis vessels in Japan

Tokyo, 6 April—The 
United States will deploy 
two Aegis-equipped de-
stroyers to Japan by 2017, 
US Defence Secretary 
Chuck Hagel told Japanese 
Defence Minister Itsunori 
Onodera after their meet-
ing Sunday in Tokyo, in an 
effort to enhance defense 
against North Korea’s 
“provocative” missiles 
launches.

The announced dis-
patch will bring the to-
tal number of US Ae-
gis-equipped vessels in 
Japan to seven, as the re-
gion is on guard against 
North Korea’s nuclear and 
missile development pro-
grammes, which Pyong-
yang has been advancing 
in defiance of international 
pressure.

“I agreed with Mr 
Hagel that we oppose (Chi-
na’s) unilateral attempt to 
change the status quo by 
force, and US rebalancing 
to Asia is quite important 
for peace and stability in 
the region,” Onodera told 
reporters.

The defence chiefs’ 
meeting came as Russia’s 
annexation of Crimea, crit-
icized by both Tokyo and 
Washington as an attempt 
to change the status quo 
by force, continued to raise  
security concerns.

Hagel, whose next 
destination is China, said 
the United States takes “se-
riously” the obligations of 
the bilateral security treaty, 
and added “a peaceful reso-
lution of territorial disputes 
is in the interests of all  

nations” as he called for di-
alogue.

Against the backdrop 
of the Ukraine crisis, Hagel 
said the use of coercion 
and intimidation “will not 
stand” in the 21st centu-
ry, and countries should 
not be allowed to redefine 
boundaries and threaten 
sovereignty. The crisis 
in Ukraine has become a 
source of concern for Ja-
pan, not just because it is 
engaged in a territorial dis-
pute with Russia.

Onodera told Hagel 
that Japan has been urging 
China to launch a maritime 
communication mecha-
nism at an early date to 
avoid contingencies in the 
East China Sea, a ministry 
official said. Prime Minis-
ter Shinzo Abe is trying to 

bolster the defence capa-
bilities of the Self-Defence 
Forces to protect Japan’s 
territory.

Touching on the need 
for cooperation with South 
Korea and Australia, On-
odera and Hagel agreed to 
step up work toward revis-
ing US-Japan defence co-
operation guidelines for the 
first time in 17 years.

Hagel expressed “sup-
port” for Abe’s reworking 
of Japan’s security and 
defense policies, including 
its exercise of the right to 
collective self-defence, and 
agreed to strengthen coop-
eration in defence equip-
ment and technology given 
Japan eased its arms export 
ban last Tuesday, the min-
istry official said.

Israel wants peace talks but ‘not at any price’
Jerusalem, 6 April — 

Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu said on Sunday 
Israel was willing to con-
tinue US-brokered peace 
talks with the Palestinians 
but not “at any price”.

Speaking at a weekly 
cabinet meeting, Netan-
yahu said Israel would re-
spond with steps of its own 
if the Palestinians pressed 
ahead with unilateral ac-
tions toward statehood. He 
did not elaborate.

Attempts by US Sec-
retary of State John Kerry 
to put peace talks back on 
track unraveled in the past 
week after the Palestinians 
signed 15 international con-
ventions, mainly through 

the United Nations.
“By doing so, the Pal-

estinians fundamentally 
violated the understandings 
that were reached through 
US intervention,” Netan-
yahu said in his first pub-
lic remarks since the crisis 
erupted.

President Mahmoud 
Abbas decided to sign the 
international conventions 
after Israel reneged on a 
pledge to free the last group 
of 104 Palestinian prison-
ers it agreed to release in 
the deal that led to the ne-
gotiations restarting nine 
months ago.

Netanyahu continued: 
“They will achieve a state 
only through direct nego-

tiations and not through 
empty proclamations or 
unilateral moves, which 
will only push a peace ac-
cord farther away.”

“Unilateral steps on 
their part will be answered 
with unilateral steps on our 
side. We are willing to con-
tinue negotiations, but we 
will not do so at any price.”

The talks have strug-
gled since they began in 
July, stalling over Pales-
tinian opposition to Israel’s 
demand that it be recog-
nized as a Jewish state, and 
over Israeli settlements, 
internationally deemed il-
legal, in the occupied West 
Bank and East Jerusalem.

Chinese, Australian ships try to  
verify potential ‘pings’ from  

Malaysia jet
Sydney / Perth, (Aus-

tralia), 6 April — Chinese 
and Australian ships hunting 
for a missing Malaysia Air-
lines jetliner have picked up 
separate acoustic signals in 
different parts of a vast Indi-
an Ocean search area and are 
trying to verify if one could 
be from the plane’s black 
box recorders. Australian 
search authorities said on 
Sunday a Chinese patrol 
vessel, the Haixun 01, had 
picked up a fleeting “ping” 
signal twice in recent days 
in waters west of Perth, near 
where investigators believe 
Malaysia Airlines Flight 
MH370 went down on 8 
March.

More planes and ships 
were being sent to assist in 
that area, but meanwhile, 
Australia’s HMAS Ocean 
Shield had reported a sepa-
rate “acoustic event” some 
300 nautical miles away.

The Ocean Shield is 
carrying sophisticated US 
Navy equipment designed 
to pick up signals sent from 
the black boxes, which may 
hold the key to why the air-
craft ended up thousands of 
kilometers off course.

“We are treating each 
of them seriously. We need 
to ensure before we leave 
any of those areas that this 
does not have any connec-
tion with MH370,” Retired 
Air Chief Marshal Angus 
Houston, head of the Aus-
tralian agency coordinating 
the operation, told a media 
conference in Perth. A black 
box detector deployed by 
the Haixun 01 picked up 
the signal with a frequency 
of 37.5kHz per second - the 
same as emitted by flight 
recorders - at about 25 de-
grees south and 101 degrees 
east, Xinhua reported on  
Saturday.—Reuters

Every year more than one million people die from 

diseases carried by mosquitoes, flies, ticks and other in-
sects, such as triatomine bugs.  These vector-borne dis-
eases — which include malaria, dengue, yellow fever, 
Japanese encephalitis, Chagas disease and leishmaniasis 
— cause chronic illness and immense suffering for hun-
dreds of millions more.

Climate change, altered habitats and increased in-
ternational trade and travel are exposing more people to 
the vectors that transmit these diseases.  They present a 
risk in all regions, including countries where the threat 
had formerly been eradicated, but the most affected are 
the world’s poorest people, especially those who live in 
remote rural communities far from health services or in 
urban shanty towns.  By profoundly affecting people’s 
health, vector-borne diseases are a serious impediment 
to poverty reduction and sustainable development.

As we work to achieve the Millennium Develop-
ment Goals and define a post-2015 development agenda, 
let us recognize that investing in vector control and dis-
ease prevention is a wise and necessary investment.  We 
have the scientific knowledge and have developed prov-
en interventions to tackle these diseases.  In Africa, for 
example, more than 700 million insecticide-treated bed 
nets have already helped to cut malaria rates dramati-
cally, particularly among children and pregnant women.

Sustained political commitment can save millions 
of lives and yield substantial social and economic re-
turns.  But it is important to recognize that vector control 
goes beyond the health sector.  Poorly planned develop-
ment initiatives such as forest clearance, dam construc-
tion or irrigation to boost food production may increase 
the disease burden.  Addressing this issue demands an 
integrated, coherent and united effort across many sec-
tors, including environment, agriculture, water and sani-
tation, urban planning and education.

Everyone has a role to play in the fight against vec-
tor-borne diseases — international organizations, Gov-
ernments, the private sector, civil society, community 
groups and individuals.  On this World Health Day, I 
urge countries and development partners to make vector 
control a priority.  Let us work together to tackle this 
serious but eminently preventable threat to human health 
and development.— UNIC/Yangon

Somali leader vows 
to eliminate  

Al-Shabaab as more 
arrested in swoop

Nairobi, 6 April—
Somali President Hassan 
Sheikh Mohamud vowed 
on Saturday to eliminate Al-
Shabaab militants whom he 
said have lost ground.

Mohamud said his in-
ternationally-backed gov-
ernment is committed to the 
elimination of the Al-Qaida 
allied terror group and that 
it needs support and help 
from its partners.

“Al-Shabaab is los-
ing; it is losing its training 
grounds, its recruitment and 
its finances. Al-Shabaab is 
doing the last kicks, what 
you see are kicks of a dying 
horse,” Mohamud said in 
Nairobi while he joined his 
Kenyan counterpart, Uhu-
ru Kenyatta, at the launch 
of the first Kenya Airways 
Dreamliner.

The Somali leader’s 
remark came as the Kenyan 
security forces enhanced 
security in Eastleigh sub-
urb of Nairobi which is 
predominantly inhabited by 
Kenyan Somalis.

Nairobi County deputy 
police commander Moses 
Ombati said the security op-
eration which was launched 
in the “little Mogadishu’ 
saw officer arrest more than 
400 suspects. 

“The security swoop 
was being carried out door-
to-door and those without 
identification documents 
were arrested for further in-
terrogation,” Ombati said.

One Syrian refugee killed in clashes 
with Jordanian security

Amman, 6 April—At 
least one Syrian refugee 
was killed in Jordan’s 
sprawling Zaatari camp 
when hundreds of refu-
gees clashed with security 
forces, residents said on 
Saturday.

They said scores of 
refugees in the sprawling 
camp close to the Syrian 
border were injured as 
baton-wielding anti-ri-
ot police used tear gas to 
disperse stone-throwing 
refugees who set fire to 
official offices and cara-
vans.

Jordanian police 

blamed agitators who 
were apprehended after 
trying to flee the refugee 
camp of nearly 70,000 
residents. Authorities said 
at least 22 anti-riot po-
lice were hospitalized for 
treatment but denied any 
deaths occurred.

Residents say the ri-
oting, the first such seri-
ous disturbance this year, 
was provoked when a 
Jordanian security officer 
ran over with his car and 
seriously injured a 4-year 
old Syrian child, prompt-
ing outrage by residents 
and relatives protesting ill 

treatment.
The camp witnessed 

almost daily protests over 
living conditions when 
it was first set up nearly 
two years ago but protests 
have since dwindled as 
UN agencies stepped up 
improvements in its infra-
structure and services.

The United Nations 
says 2.5 million Syria ref-
ugees have registered in 
total, more than 10 per-
cent of Syria’s popula-
tion. Jordan hosts at least 
600,000 refugees with the 
rest mainly in Lebanon 
and Turkey.—Reuters

Rome, 6 April—Ma-
fia in Italy has tradition-
ally been engaged in a 
variety of criminal activ-
ities but over the past few 
years they have turned 
their hand to the power 
and wealth centers of the 
country.

growth at 1-1.5 percent in 
2014, Rajoy said the time 
to ease the burden was 
close.

“Spain is going in the 
right direction,” he said. 
“Some people, although 
still very few, are already 
noticing the recovery but 
things are soon going to 
go a lot better.

Rajoy confirmed 
2014 would see “econom-
ic growth,” which would 
allow taxes to be lowered, 
but he said that had his 
government carried out 
such a measure previously, 
it would have been, “sui-
cide for our country.”

Finally, he rejected 
accusations that his gov-
ernment had dismantled 
the welfare state. “We are 
not just going to maintain 
it, we are going to improve 
it,” he concluded.

Iran and the P5+1 
group, namely Britain, Chi-
na, France, Russia, the Unit-
ed States plus Germany, 
discussed important and dif-
ferent technical issues within 
the framework of the Gene-
va deal to reach a compre-
hensive solution, the Iranian 
negotiator said. Iran and the 
P5+1 group held a two-day 
nuclear meeting in Vien-
na in March. Both EU for-
eign policy chief Catherine 
Ashton and Iranian Foreign 
Minister Mohammad-Javad 
Zarif called the talks “ sub-
stantive” and “useful.”

The West asked Iran 
to significantly scale back 
its nuclear programme to 
ensure its peaceful nature, 
while Iran wants the West 
to relieve their sanctions im-
posed on the country.

Both sides have agreed 
to reconvene the next round 
of high- level talks in Vienna 
on 7 May, in which they will 
continue to discuss tough is-
sues, including Iran’s heavy 
water reactor. Iran and the 
six major states struck a six-
month interim deal in Gene-
va last November, according 
to which Iran will suspend 
some controversial nuclear 
activities starting from Jan. 
20, while western states will 
lift some sanctions imposed 
on Iran.—Xinhua

Victims of US mudslide 
are remembered in first 

funeral services
Arlington, (Washing-

ton), 6 April — A school 
custodian killed in Wash-
ington state’s mudslide was 
described as a tough-mind-
ed animal lover on Saturday 
and a popular librarian was 
memorialized, as mourners 
gathered in the first of a se-
ries of services for the over 
two dozen dead.

The funerals came two 
weeks after the disaster that 
left at least 30 people dead, 
even as searchers look for 
more bodies.

About 250 people 
crammed into a golf course 
clubhouse in Arlington, 
Washington, for the funer-
al of Summer Raffo, 36, a 
school custodian and spe-
cialist in hoof care for hors-
es, just a few miles from the 
site where a torrent of mud 
swept her car off Highway 
530 on 22 March.

Raffo, the fifth of 14 
siblings, was later pulled 
from the vehicle by a broth-
er.

“She was tough, with 
so many brothers,” Barak 
Pearson, who led her funer-
al service, told mourners. 
He described her as shy,

but a loyal friend.
“She liked to be out-

doors,” he said. “She loved 
animals. She was hard-
working. She was depend-
able.”

Another service was 
held in nearby Darrington 
for Linda McPherson, 69, 
who was found dead in the 
debris of her home. Her 
husband survived when 
the mudslide engulfed the 
dwelling along with about 
three dozen other proper-
ties on the outskirts of the 
community of Oso, which 
lies in the foothills of the 
Cascade Mountains north-
east of Seattle.

As the town’s longtime 
head librarian, she played a 
key role in educating thou-
sands of children through 
the years, said Peter Selvig, 
who served with her on the 
Darrington School Board.

“She was a sweet, 
mellow, gentle woman,” 
Selvig said.

In all, three individu-
al memorial services were 
being held on Saturday and 
services for more victims 
were set for Sunday.

Lars Akerhaug, a Nor-
wegian reporter and the 
author of the book “Nor-
wegian Jihad — Muslim 
extremists among us”, 
claimed that he knows of 
five cases of Norwegian 
women gone to Syria to 
join the fighting.

The PST has long 
worked to prevent radicals 
from Muslim communities 
in Norway from going to 
war zones, in fear that they 
will be trained by terrorist 
groups and pose a threat to 
Norway after they return.

Bouteflika calls off campaign 
rally due to protest

Algiers, 6 April

lice, demonstrators and 
journalists, it said, adding 
that some protesters were 
arrested.

Abdelmalek Sellal, 
manager of Bouteflika’s 
camp and former prime 
minister, told reporters that 
“we are against violence, 
extremism and exclusion. 
Extremism will not suc-
ceed in this country. The 
best answer we have given 
was cancelling the meeting 
to avoid violence, despite 
the presence of a large 
crowd in the hall.”

This is not the first 
demonstration against the 

candidacy of the incumbent 
president.

The Barakat move-
ment, which is a coordi-
nation of young activists, 
managed to organize reg-
ular rallies in a couple of 
cities, including Algiers. 
They said Bouteflika does 
not enjoy all his physical 
abilities to be re-elected 
for a fourth time as head of 
state.

Bouteflika, 77, suf-
fered last year a minor 
stroke, which affected his 
mobility and forced him to 
task his ministers to con-
duct a campaign on his be-
half.—Xinhua

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Swedish researcher suggests pricing CO2 emissions in UN climate report
Stockholm, 6 April 

— Swedish researcher 
Thomas Sterner, working 
for the United Nations’ 
climate change assessment 
report, suggested pricing 
CO2 emissions to combat 
climate change, said the 
Gothenburg University of 
Sweden in a statement on 
Friday. The third part of 
IPCC’s (Intergovernmental 
Panel on Climate Change) 
fifth assessment report, 
Working Group III on the 
technical and socio-eco-
nomic aspects of climate 
change concerns measures 
to reduce or eliminate emis-
sions of greenhouse gases 

while Sterner, professor 
from Business School of 
the Gothenburg Universi-
ty, serves as a coordinating 
lead author for the working 
group on measures to com-
bat climate change.

The report believed 
one potentially strong 
measure policy instrument 
is to make emitters of CO2 
pay a price in relation to the 
amount emitted, but it “all 
hinges on this price being 
sufficiently high.”

“We have explored 
the new policy instruments 
introduced around the 
World...most of the new 
instruments are too weak 

to be meaningful. What 
we need to avoid danger-
ous climate change is the 

application of strong pol-
icy instruments,” Sterner 
was quoted as saying in 

the statement. “Overall, 
I feel that our report may 
come across as too modest  

compared with the report 
from Working Group I, 
which was presented last 
autumn and described the 
climate situation in the 
world as catastrophic. But 
there are indeed real oppor-
tunities to limit the emis-
sions”, said Sterner.

The IPCC is a scien-
tific body under the aus-
pices of the United Na-
tions (UN). It reviews and 
assesses the most recent 
scientific, technical and so-
cio-economic information 
produced worldwide rele-
vant to the understanding 
of climate change.

Symantec to hire banks for 
advice, activism defence

New  York, 6 April 
— Anti-virus and security 
software maker Symantec 
Corp, which recently fired 
its chief executive amid 
declining sales and fierce 
competition, is in the pro-
cess of hiring banks to 

help advise on strategy 
and defend against possi-
ble activist investors, ac-
cording to several people 
familiar with the matter.

The $14 billion com-
pany, best known for its 
Norton anti-virus software, 
has been interviewing top 
Wall Street banks in recent 
weeks, including JPMor-
gan Chase & Co, Goldman 
Sachs Group Inc and Mor-
gan Stanley, the people 
said on Friday.

JPMorgan, which 
helped Symantec in the past 
when the company was the 
target of potential activism, 
is expected to land a role as 
Symantec’s financial ad-
viser, although a mandate 
has yet to be finalized, the 
people said, asking not to 
be named because the dis-
cussions are not public.

Symantec has decided 
to hire a bank as it is wor-
ried that its recent turmoil 
and management shake-up 
could potentially attract 

activist investors, the peo-
ple said. Such investors 
buy shares in a company 
with the aim of making 
management changes.

Some of the large ac-
tivist funds have already 
started examining the 

company as a potential 
target, the people added.

A representative for 
Symantec declined to 
comment on specifics but 
said Symantec commonly 
hired financial advisers 
to help the company with 
its business. JPMorgan, 
Goldman Sachs and Mor-
gan Stanley declined to 
comment.

A number of well-
known technology com-
panies, such as Apple Inc, 
Microsoft Corp, Hewl-
ett-Packard Co and Yahoo 
Inc, have been targeted by 
activist investors in recent 
years as the sector under-
goes rapid change and old 
technology companies sit 
on large piles of cash.

Symantec is currently 
searching for a new CEO 
after it surprised the market 
on March 20 by firing Chief 
Executive Steve Bennett, 
who was on the job for less 
than two years.

China scientists clone 5,000-year-old cypress
Xi’an, 6 April — A 

5,000-year-old cypress tree 
said to have been planted 
by Huangdi, the “Yellow 
Emperor” considered the 
common ancestor of all 
Chinese, has been cloned, 
scientists said on Saturday. 

Created using asexual 
reproduction methods such 
as cuttage and grafting, 
eight saplings of the an-
cient cypress tree are grow-
ing well, said Jiang Zeping, 
a researcher with the Chi-
nese Academy of Forestry. 

The baby trees were 
moved from nutrition cups 
to bigger pots for growth in 
a greenhouse on 8 January, 
said Jiang. 

The project started in 
April 2013 when scientists 
from the academy obtained 
samples and cultured more 
than 1,500 clones. 

Aging means declining 
function and the ancient cy-
press is now in danger, said 
Peng Hong, deputy head of 
the Forestry Department of 
northwest China’s Shaanxi 

Province. “It is urgent and 
important to preserve good 
genes of millennial cypress 
trees,” said Peng. 

Due to the exceeding-
ly high age of the cypress, 
the cloning project encoun-
tered many difficulties, 
including a rooting rate of 
less than one percent, said 
Jiang. 

“Luckily, we have 
been successful and a sec-
ond clone can be made 
from the saplings after 
three to five years,” said 

Jiang. 
The project is of great 

significance in conserva-
tion of genetic resources 
and protecting ancient rare 
trees. The Mausoleum of 
Huangdi is in Huangling 
County, Shaanxi. The area 
boast many well-preserved 
ancient cypress groves, 
with more than 30,000 
trees aged 1,000 years or 
more.  The 5,000-old cy-
press tree, 20 meters high is 
in Xuanyuan Temple near 
the mausoleum.—Xinhua

Amazon launches Amazon Dash for delivery of groceries, 
household items

Los Angeles, 6 
April — Amazon.com 
Inc launched a new prod-
uct named Amazon Dash 
on Friday that allows the 
user to add groceries and 
household goods to their 
shopping lists using the 
company’s AmazonFresh 
service.A black-and-white 
hand-held wand-shaped re-
mote-control features a mi-
crophone, speaker as well 
as a bar-code reader and 
links directly to the user’s 

AmazonFresh account.
However, the device 

is available only for users 
of the AmazonFresh which 
currently operates exclusive-
ly in Southern California, 
San Francisco and Seattle. 
The device is free during the 
trial period, according to the 
product’s website.

However, signing up 
for Amazon Dash is by 
invitation only while the 
AmazonFresh service is 
currently available only 

Southern California, San 
Francisco and Seattle.

The online retailer has 
been steadily expanding to-
wards electronics manufac-
turing businesses, starting 
with the Kindle e-reader 
which was first launched 
in 2007, and the Fire TV 
streaming set-top box an-
nounced earlier this week, 
even as it seeks new ways 
to energize a gradually 
slowing core retail busi-
ness.

Amazon has been 
steadily expanding its 
“Fresh” online grocery 
business, targeting one of 
the largest retail sectors yet 
to be upended by online 
commerce. The company 
has plans to launch Ama-
zonFresh, which has oper-
ated in Seattle for years, in 
roughly 20 urban areas in 
2014, including some out-
side the United States.

A successful foray 
into groceries could also 
help underwrite the devel-
opment of a broad-based 
delivery service employing 
Amazon trucks to deliver 
directly to homes, which 
could have implications 
for UPS, FedEx and oth-
er package delivery com-
panies that currently ship 
Amazon goods.

Still, groceries have 
proven to be one of the 
most difficult sectors for 
online retailers to manage 
successfully. One of the 
most richly-funded start-
ups of the dot-com era, 
Webvan, was a spectac-
ular failure as the cost of 
developing the warehouse 
and delivery infrastructure 
proved overwhelming.

Games to freeze 
assets tied to 

terrorists
Tokyo, 6 April — The 

government is consider-
ing new legislation aimed 
at freezing the assets of 
people deemed terrorists 
to strengthen antiterrorism 
measures ahead of the 2020 
Olympics and Paralympics 
in Tokyo, a government 
source said on Saturday.

The legislation, which 
may be submitted to a new 
parliamentary session in 
the fall, is likely to draw 
criticism for allowing the 
government to label people 
as terrorists at its discre-
tion, and to infringe prop-
erty rights guaranteed by 
the Constitution.

The move comes as the 
government of Prime Min-
ister Shinzo Abe is con-
sidering criminalizing the 
act of plotting with others 
to commit serious crimes, 
such as murder, as part of 
its antiterrorism efforts.

But given strong pub-
lic opposition to that move, 
the government now plans 
to move to eradicate the 
source of revenue for those 
whom it considers as ter-
rorists.

Vehicles torched

Captain Christian Uy, 
spokesperson of the ar-
my’s 4th Infantry Division, 
told Xinhua in a text mes-
sage the rebels also seized

Philippines launches extensive search to rescue Sabah kidnapped
Manila, 6 April — 

Philippine authorities are 
conducting extensive 
search and naval blockade 
to locate and rescue the two 
victims who were abducted 
by suspected Abu Sayyaf 
Group from a resort in Sa-
bah, Malaysia earlier this 
week, a senior government 
official said on  Saturday.

Deputy Presidential 
Spokesperson Abigail 
Valte, citing a report from 

the Philippine military, said 
that “best efforts” continue 
for the search and rescue 
of the 29-year-old Chinese 
and 40-year- old Filipina, 
who were kidnapped by 
seven fully armed men 
from the Singamata Reef 
Resort near Semporna, Sa-
bah late Wednesday night.

She said the operations 
were focused in areas in 
island provinces of Basi-
lan, Sulu and Tawi-Tawi in 

southern Philippines.
“So the Armed Forces 

of the Philippines (AFP) 
is conducting extensive 
search and naval blockade 
to locate suspected sea-
crafts, “ Valte said. She 
said that other military 
units in Western Mindanao 
Command and local police 
in the areas have been alert-
ed as well. The Philippine 
military earlier identified 
the abductors belonging 

to an Abu Sayyaf Group 
unit in Tawi-Tawi led by 
a certain Murphy Ambang 
Ladia. It is reported that 
the suspects raided the re-
sort and allegedly fled to-
wards the Philippine with 
their victims using a white 
speedboat. In the past, ban-
dits kidnapped tourists and 
fishermen in the area and 
reportedly brought them to 
nearby Philippine Islands.

China Friendship Associ-
ation. Speaking at the con-
ference, Singapore’s Health 
Minister Gan Kim Yong en-
couraged the young students 
to visit the exhibition and 
learn from the doctor who 
showed great sympathy for 
his patients.

Western nations pledge to 
help Kenya fight terrorism

Nairobi, 6 April — 
Western countries on 
Saturday expressed their 
commitment to help Ken-
ya’s government in its war 
against terror threats in the 
country.

British High Commis-
sioner to Kenya Christian 
Turner, US Ambassador 
Robert Godec, Australian 
High Commissioner Geoff 
Tooth and Canadian High 
Commissioner David An-
gell assured President Uhu-
ru Kenyatta of their com-
mitment to supporting his 
government in eliminating 
terrorists in the country.

“The new schemes be-
ing employed by the group 
(Al-Shabaab) are not only a 
threat to Kenya security but 
to the whole world,” the 
envoys said in a statement 
issued after their meeting 
in Nairobi.

“The four envoys ex-
pressed their governments’ 
willingness to help the 
Kenya government build 
its capacity in dealing with 
the group,” the statement 
said.

The East African  

nation has been at a verge 
of terrorism threats by Is-
lamists extremists allied to 
Al-Shabaab and al-Qaeda 
militia after Kenya forc-
es joined a African Union 
peacekeeping mission to 
take control of the insur-
gents’ stronghold in Soma-
lia.

The police have also 
admitted that despite a 
boost in security the threat 
remained, urging shopping 
malls to remain vigilant 
and to “do more” to prevent 
attacks.

Already many Ken-
yans including foreigners 
have shunned big shopping 
malls for fear of being at-
tacked by the al-Qaeda 
allied terrorists who have 
been targeting churches 
and shopping malls.

The recent terror at a 
church in Mombasa last 
Sunday and last year’s 
Westgate mall in Kenya 
Nairobi capital that left 
over 68 civilians dead 
and dozens wounded was 
blamed on the militants 
from neighbouring Soma-
lia.—Xinhua

US frigate nearing sailboat with sick baby in Pacific
New York, 6 April 

— A US Navy frigate was 
expected to reach an Amer-
ican family and their seri-
ously ill infant on a sailboat 
in the Pacific Ocean in the 
early hours of Sunday, US 
military officials said.

The frigate Vandegrift, 
carrying a helicopter and a 
crew of 200, left San Diego 
on Friday, bound for Eric 
and Charlotte Kaufman’s 
boat Rebel Heart.

The Kaufmans sent out 
a distress call by satellite 
on Thursday about 1,000 
miles off Mexico’s Pacific 
coast, said Navy and Coast 

Guard officials.
The Kaufmans, along 

with their daughters Cora, 
3, and 1-year-old Lyra, 
sailed from Mexico on 
19 March toward islands 
in the South Pacific and 
eventually New Zealand, 
according to therebelheart.
com, where they have been 
writing about their some-
times stormy voyage.

With their younger 
daughter taken ill, the Kau-
fmans sounded a distress 
signal, prompting a team 
from the California Air Na-
tional Guard’s 129th Res-
cue Wing to fly out to sea 

in a military transport plane 
from their base at Moffett 
Federal Airfield near San 
Francisco, said spokesman 
Second Lieutenant Roder-
ick Bersamina.

Four men, laden with 
medical gear and other 
supplies, parachuted from 
the plane into the ocean, 
inflated a dinghy, motored 
toward the boat and board-
ed to treat the girl.

“They took it upon 
themselves to do whatever 
necessary to save her life,” 
Bersamina said. He could 
not confirm the nature of 
her ailment, but said she 

had been treated and was 
stable.

“The family is in good 
spirits and very thankful for 
the pararescuemen who are 
on board,” he said. “Grant-
ed, it is cramped quarters.”

The rescue team found 
problems with the 36-foot 
(11-metre) boat’s steering 
and communication sys-
tems, he said.

A decision about how 
to get the family back to dry 
land will be made once the 
frigate arrives, assuming 
the baby’s health remains 
stable, Bersamina said.

Presley typically drove 
cars for about six months 
before trading them in or 
giving them away, but the 
1973 Stutz proved to be 
one of his favorites, said 
Angie Marchese, director 
of archives at Graceland.

Denzel Washington wins raves on Broadway for  
‘A Raisin in the Sun’

New York, 6 April—
Denzel Washington 
may be best known for 
his film roles, but the 
award-winning actor is 
dazzling theater critics 
in the Broadway revival 
of Lorraine Hansberry’s 
acclaimed 1959 play “A 
Raisin in the Sun.”

“Heart-stopping,” “a 
Broadway bulls-eye” and 
“nothing short of revela-
tory” are just a few of the 
accolades used to describe 
director Kenny Leon’s 
production, which opened 
on Thursday at the Ethel 
Barrymore Theatre.

“It captures the play’s 
passion, pathos and intel-

ligence, without stinting 
on Hansberry’s dry hu-
mor,” the New York Post 
said. 

Hansberry’s story 
about a struggling Af-
rican-American family 
seeking a better life after 
inheriting a windfall was 
the first play written by an 
African-American woman 
to be produced on Broad-
way.

Washington, 59, 
plays an ambitious chauf-
feur with big dreams of 
success but no business 
acumen to achieve it.

“Reprising Sidney 
Poitier’s role, Washington 
is stunning as the dream-

er-schemer Walter Lee 
Younger, whose frustra-
tion throbs at the heart of 
an American classic that 
is as deeply humorous as 
it is affecting,” said the 
New York Daily News. 
Trade magazine Variety 
described Washington’s 
performance as a “tri-
umph,” while the New 
York Post said he was “in-
credibly believable.”

Although the Acade-
my Award winner for the 
2001 crime drama “Train-
ing Day” and the 1989 
Civil War film “Glory” 
is nearly 25 years older 
than Hansberry’s original 
Walter, his energy and ex-
uberance on stage is con-
vincing.

“The performance 
is a personal triumph for 
Washington, who refrains 
from star-strutting to fold 
himself into a tight-knit 
ensemble of committed 
stage thesps who treat 
this revival like a labor of 
love,” Variety said.

This was not Wash-
ington’s first successful 
foray on Broadway; the 
actor picked up a Tony 
Award in 2010 for “Fenc-
es.”

Washington leads 
an all-star cast that in-
cludes LaTanya Richard-
son Jackson (“Malcolm 
X,” “Sleepless in Seattle) 
as his mother Lena, the 
strong, loving matriarch

Stockholm, 6  
April —The Swedish En-
vironmental Protection 
Agency has made a de-
cision recently that 400 
seals in designated areas 
along the Swedish coast 
can be hunted in order 
to protect the depleting 
stocks of fish.

The period of legal 
hunting is from 16 April 
to 31 December this year, 
and the hunting is allowed 
from land, ice, and boat, 
said the Swedish Environ-
mental Protection Agency 
in a statement.

According to the 
agency, the seals have re-
sulted in comprehensive 
damages on the country’s 
fishing industry every 
year.

A 2012 report showed 
that killing more seals is 
the only way to reverse 
the trend of ever dimin-
ishing fish stocks in the 
Stockholm archipelago, 
said the Swedish online 
daily the Local.

“All indications sug-
gest that seals and cormo-
rants are the cause of the 
collapse of fish stocks. 
Perch and pike have com-
pletely disappeared from 
some parts of the archi-
pelago,” the Local quoted 
Sverker Loven, chairman 
of a fish-promotion asso-
ciation, as saying.

Damascus, 6 April—
As many as 60 Syrian phy-
sicians have been expelled 
from the country’s Doctors 
Syndicate for treating the 
rebels fighting to topple the 
Syrian administration, the 
al-Watan newspaper re-
ported on Sunday.

The paper citing Ab-
dul-Qader Hasan, chair-
man of the Syrian Doc-
tors Syndicate, as saying 
that the expulsion of the 
60 doctors came against 
the backdrop of their 
“communication with 
armed groups,” adding 
that the syndicate has tak-
en measures against any 
doctor, who practices his  

profession in a way 
against the “ profession’s 
moral.”

Hasan stressed that the 
syndicate has right to expel 
any doctor who treats the 
wounded without inform-
ing the authorities, “ es-
pecially in the cases when 
weapons are involved.”

While stressing that 
medicine is a humanitar-
ian carrier that aims to 
treat people, Hasan said 
that practicing profession 
should be under the law 
and regulations.

“The doctor must re-
port to the authorities in 
case he was treating an 
injured (of gunshot), other-

wise, he would be breaking 
the law,” he said.

Meanwhile, Hasan re-
vealed that the syndicate 
was establishing a “fund 
box” for the physicians 
who have been affected 
by the country’s three-year 
conflict, adding that most 
of the doctors, who have 
left the country, had either 
faced touch financial situ-
ations or were threatened 
of death by the militant 
groups.

He pointed out that the 
Doctors Syndicate is cur-
rently coordinating with 
the Ministry of Health to 
secure new contracts for 
physicians.—Xinhua

London, 6 April—Chel-
sea bounced back from 
their mini-slump and 
surged to the top of the 
Premier League with a 3-0 
home victory over Stoke 
City thanks to goals from 
Mohamed Salah, Frank 
Lampard and Willian at 
Stamford Bridge on Satur-
day.

A 32nd minute strike by 
Salah, making his first start 
since joining Chelsea in 
January, and second-half 
efforts from Lampard, 
whose initial penalty was 
saved by Asmir Begovic, 
and Brazilian Willian saw 
the Blues move on to 72 
points.

They are one point ahead 
of Liverpool, who can 
return to the summit by 
avoiding defeat at West 
Ham United on Sunday, 
and two ahead of Manches-
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Wie and Thompson tied for lead at LPGA major
New York, 6 April—Michelle Wie was in a strong position to win her first major after hitting a 

four-under-par 68 to share the lead with fellow American Lexi Thompson at the end of the third 
round of the Kraft Nabisco Championship on Saturday.

Back at the Mission Hills course where she almost won her maiden major eight long 
years ago, the former child prodigy throttled back her powerful swing and notched four 

birdies on her way to a 10-under 206 total.
If Wie was occasionally a little timid with the putter, so too was teenager 

Thompson, who might have had the lead outright had she not three-putted the final 
hole for a 69.

“I just need to not get too nervous (and) just play like the kid I was,” Wie told 
Golf Channel.

Wie and Thompson were two strokes ahead of British teenager Charley Hull and 
South Korean veteran Pak Se Ri, who shared third place on the leaderboard at the first 

major of the LPGA season.
Now 24, Wie has been playing in professional tournaments for more than a decade, 

which makes her a seasoned veteran compared to 19-year-old Thompson.
“I’m one of the older people on the leaderboard,” Wie said. “Everything I’ve been 

through, I’m more appreciative of where I am right now.”
Wie left several putts short at the course in Rancho Mirage, California, including a birdie 

opportunity from 12-feet at the par-five 18th.
But Thompson also was flawed on the greens, as she showed by bogeying the par-five 18th 

after missing a five-foot putt.
“I’m really excited,” said Thompson, who knows she will have to putt better on Sunday to have 

a realistic chance of winning.
“If you’re not nervous you don’t care, but it’s a good nervous. This is what I’ve worked my whole 

life for, so I’m really looking forward to tomorrow.”
Thompson already has three LPGA victories which gives her one more than Wie, who gained fame and 

fortune in her early teenage years when she competed regularly in men’s tournaments.
She was widely expected to dominate women’s golf after turning professional in 2005 but her career 

stalled for a while amid injuries and a loss of confidence.
Wie, who tied for third at the Kraft Nabisco in 2006, will play with Thompson in the final round but 

it would be rash to discount the chances of Hull and Pak.
Hull vaulted into contention with a bogey-free 66, the best round of the day, while five-time ma-

jor winner Pak stayed in the hunt despite three back-nine bogeys in her 71.—Reuters
