ed Nations Educational, 
Scientific and Cultural Or-
ganization- UNESCO that 
has 195 member states and 
nine associate members on 
27 June, 1947. After one 
year of its membership in 
the UNESCO, the Myan-
mar National Commission 
for UNESCO-MNCU was 
formed. 

The commission in 
cooperation with the or-
ganization is implementing 
several programs focus-
ing on educational reform, 

conservation of cultural 
heritage and media de-
velopment in Myanmar. 
Moreover, a project, joint-
ly-funded by UNESCO 
and Open Society Foun-
dations-OSF, for Strength-
ening Capacity for Higher 
Education Policy Reform 
in Myanmar is being un-
dertaken for betterment of 
five themes-- policy and 

legislation, coordination 
and planning, government 
and management, financing 
and private sector invest-
ment and quality assurance.

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Thai government, election agency postpone talks over security worry
Bangkok, 14 May 

— A meeting between 
Thailand’s interim prime 
minister and the Election 
Commission to fix a date 
for polls that the govern-
ment hopes will break a 
stalemate was postponed 
on Wednesday due to secu-
rity concern over the ven-
ue, a commission official 
said.

The government sees 
the polls as the best way 
out of a protracted crisis 
that has brought sporadic 
violence to the streets of 
Bangkok, threatened to tip 
the economy into recession 
and even raised fears of 
civil war.

But the government’s 
opponents would probably 
reject a general election 
anyway in the belief the 
ruling party would win it. 
They want electoral reform 
aimed at ending the influ-
ence of ousted former pre-
mier Thaksin Shinawatra 
before another vote.

“The government has 
asked to delay the meeting 
due to security concerns 
over the venue location,” 
said Election Commission-
er Somchai Srisutthiyakorn 

premier and the caretaker 
government is hoping to 
survive until a new election 
can be held that Yingluck’s 
Puea Thai Party would 
probably win, given the 
enduring popularity of her 
brother.

The Election Com-
mission, which has been 
accused of sympathizing 
with the protest movement, 
said earlier it was unsure 
whether polls could go 
ahead on 20 July, as ten-
tatively agreed with Yin-
gluck, given the short time 
and instability. It is also un-
clear whether acting Prime 
Minister Niwatthamrong 
Boonsongphaisan has the 
authority to issue a decree 
for a new election date.

Niwatthamrong told 
foreign media on Monday 
the election date might 
have to be pushed back.

But for the govern-
ment, an election is the 
only way forward.

Its opponents, on the 
other hand, are almost 
bound to boycott and dis-
rupt it, as they did in Feb-
ruary, resulting in the elec-
tion then being declared 
void.—Reuters

China denies 
US version of 

Kerry’s remarks 
to foreign 
minister

Beijing, 14 May — 
China has said US Secre-
tary of State John Kerry 
did not refer to “provoca-
tive” action by Beijing in 
the South China Sea while 
holding a telephone con-
versation with Chinese 
Foreign Minister Wang Yi.

“In fact, US Secre-
tary of State Kerry made 
no such comments during 
the phone conversation,” 
China Foreign Ministry 
spokesman Hua Chunying 
told the official Xinhua 
news agency late on Tues-
day.

Kerry’s message dur-
ing the phone talks was 
that the United States does 
not take sides in the South 
China Sea dispute, and has 
no intention to make any 
judgment on the issue of 
territorial sovereignty, Xin-
hua said. Tensions rose last 
week after China moved 
a giant oil rig into an area 
also claimed by Vietnam. 
Each country accused the 
other of ramming its ships 
near the disputed Paracel 
Islands.

China claims almost 
the entire South China Sea, 
rejecting rival claims to 
parts of it from Vietnam, 
the Philippines, Taiwan, 
Malaysia and Brunei.

“He (Kerry) said Chi-
na’s introduction of an oil 
rig and numerous govern-
ment vessels in waters dis-
puted with Vietnam was 
provocative,” US State 
Department spokeswoman 
Jen Psaki told reporters in 
Washington, referring to 
the telephone call.

Reuters

US Secretary of State 
John Kerry

told reporters. “We will 
meet with the government 
tomorrow at a different 
venue.”

Government spokes-
men were not available for 
comment.

Somchai did not elabo- 
rate but the talks were 
planned at a government 
complex in north Bangkok 
near an anti-government 
protest site occupied by 

more radical demonstra-
tors.

The turmoil that be-
gan with the eruption of

Vietnamese official vows to 
suppress illegal actions in 

anti-China protests
Hanoi, 14 May — Tran 

Van Nam, vice chairman of 
Binh Duong Province Peo-
ple’s Committee, said in a 
interview on Wednesday 
that Binh Duong is deter-
mined to suppress those 
who force others to take il-
legal actions.

On Tuesday, the an-
ti-China protests in Binh 
Duong Province, some 
1,120 km south of Vietnam-
ese capital Hanoi, went vi-
olent. Thousands protesters 
broke into foreign factories, 
conducting wrecking and 
looting, which leads to over 
1,000 factories shut down 
and over 15 factories burn-
ing down. Most of the facto-
ries belong to China’s Tai-
wan invested companies, 
local Chinese told Xinhua 
on Wednesday.

Tran Van Nam said 
the province concentrates 
quickly stabilizing the sit-
uation and protecting legit-
imate rights and interest of 
investors and labors, while 
local people told Xinhua the 
violent situation there are 
still not settled on Wednes-
day morning.

Nam made the remark 
to local VNExpress online 
newspaper on Wednesday, 
noting that “the province 
will strictly handle those 

who took advantage of the 
situation to provoke, disturb 
and cause damage to assets 
of people, companies and 
the state.”According to the 
official, some 19,000 work-
ers took part in a demonstra-
tion to protest China.

Initially, the protest 
was a mild one. However, 
later several extremists pro-
voked the crowd, destroy-
ing gates of factories, and 
attracting more workers to 
join the protest, said the re-
port. Many foreign compa-
nies must ask their workers 
to go home early in fear of 
the crowd getting into their 
offices and factories. Sever-
al extremists used the messy 
situation to steal asset, burn 
factories as well as beating 
security guards and experts, 
said Nam on VNExpress.

China on last Friday 
urged Vietnam to respect 
China’s sovereign rights 
and jurisdiction over the 
Xisha Islands in the South 
China Sea and stop provoc-
ative actions. Foreign Min-
istry Spokeswoman Hua 
Chunying made the remarks 
at a regular press briefing. 
She reiterated that the Xisha 
Islands are the inherent ter-
ritory of China and there are 
no disputes in this area.

India names next Army chief
new DelHi, 14 May — India on 

Tuesday named Lieutenant General Dal-
bir Singh Suhag as the next Army Chief, 
who will assume office when incumbent 
General Bikram Singh retires in July.

The outgoing Congress-led gov-
ernment cleared the name of Lieutenant 
General Suhag, currently the vice chief 
of the Indian Army, at its last Cabi-
net meeting chaired by Prime Minister 
Manmohan Singh in the national capital, 
sources said.

The Defence Ministry had earlier 
proposed Lieutenant General Suhag’s 
name for the top post, after getting the 
go-ahead from the independent Election 
Commission in charge of affairs during 
the general elections which concluded on 
Monday.

The main opposition Bharatiya Jana-
ta Party had earlier opposed to the move 
of outgoing government initiating the 
process of appointing the next head of 
the Indian Army, but Lieutenant General 
Suhag was named nevertheless.

As per the prevailing tradition, a new 
Army chief is named two to three months 
before the incumbent retires.

Strike by Cambodian Caltex staff enters 
3rd day after wage talks fail

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Six powers, Iran enter crunch phase of nuclear diplomacy
Vienna, 14 May — 

Six world powers and Iran 
launch the decisive phase 
of diplomacy over Tehe-
ran’s nuclear work during 
three-day talks starting in 
Vienna on Wednesday, 
with the aim of resolving 
their decade-old dispute by 
20 July despite skepticism 
a deal is possible.

After three months of 
broad discussions about 
expectations rather than 
possible compromises, 
the sides now plan to start 
drafting the text of a final 
accord that could put an 
end to years of hostility and 
mistrust and curtail the risk 
of a new war in the Middle 
East.

In the next two months, 
the six powers — the Unit-
ed States, Russia, China, 
France, Britain and Ger-
many — want Iran to agree 
to dramatically cut back 
its nuclear work, which 
they fear has the aim of 
producing weapons, while 
Iran wants them to elimi-
nate devastating economic 
sanctions.

Diplomats from both 
sides have said they want to 
resolve all sticking points

about issues such as Iran’s 
capacity to enrich uranium 
and the future of its nucle-
ar facilities, as well as the 
timeline of sanctions relief, 
by the middle of July.

After that, an interim 
deal they struck last No-
vember expires and its ex-
tension would likely com-
plicate talks.

A senior US official 

has warned about excessive 
optimism.

“Quite frankly, this is 
very, very difficult,” the 
official told reporters on 
Tuesday, speaking on con-

dition of anonymity.
“I would caution peo-

ple that just because we 
will be drafting it certainly 
does not mean an agree-
ment is imminent or that 

we are certain to eventually 
get to a resolution.”

Broadly, the six pow-
ers want to ensure the 
Iranian programme is cur-
tailed enough so that it 
would take Iran a long time 
to assemble nuclear bomb 
components if it chose to 
do so. The Islamic Repub-
lic denies having such in-
tentions.

Central to this will be 
the number of centrifuges, 
which potentially can en-
rich uranium to bomb-fuel 
quality, that will be accept-
able to remain in Iran.

Teheran has about 
10,000 of the machines op-
erating but the West will 
likely want that number 
cut to the low thousands, a 
demand that could be unac-
ceptable to Iranian negoti-
ators.

Iran’s research and 
development of new nu-
clear technologies and the 
amount of stockpiled en-
riched uranium it can keep 
will also be crucial.

Enriched uranium can 
be used as fuel in nuclear 
power plants or in weapons 
if purified to a high enough 
level.—Reuters

Pakistani PM, top US  
Naval official agree to 

build stronger partnership
islamabad, 14 May  

Admiral Jonathan Greenert, 
US Chief of Naval Opera-
tions and Pakistani Prime 
Minister Nawaz Sharif on 
Tuesday agreed to continue 
to work together in order to 
build a stronger partnership 
and further common objec-
tives, the US Embassy said.

Admiral Greenert is 
the fourth top US official to 
visit Pakistan in less than a 
month at a time when the 
NATO troops are planning 
to leave Afghanistan.

The US wants Pakistan 
to help in Afghan reconcili-
ation process and to ensure 
that the militants could 
not cross into Afghanistan 
from its border regions.

US Deputy Secretary 
of State, William J Burns, 
who visited Pakistan last 
week, emphasized in his 
meeting with Pakistani 
Prime Minister Nawaz 
Sharif “to sustain pressure 
on militant groups, deny 
them a safe-haven, and pre-
vent cross-border attacks.”

The US does not want 
instability in Afghanistan 
after the NATO withdraw-
al and considers Pakistan’s 
role very important for 
peace in the war-torn coun-

try. Prime Minister Nawaz 
Sharif and Admiral Jona-
than Greenert, who met in 
Islamabad, also reaffirmed 
the importance of the US- 
Pakistani security relation-
ship to regional stability, 
a US embassy statement 
said.

The US Embassy said 
Admiral Greenert departed 
Pakistan on Tuesday after 
meeting with Prime Minis-
ter Sharif and top military 
officials in Islamabad and 
Karachi.

Admiral Greenert con-
cluded his visit with dis-
cussions on a wide range 
of common security issues 
with Prime Minister Sha-
rif, Chief of Army Staff 
General Raheel Sharif, 
Air Chief Marshal Tahir 
Rafique Butt, and Chief of 
Naval Staff Admiral Asif 
Sandila, along with other 
senior military officials. 
“US assistance to Pakistan 
continues to help build the 
counter-insurgency and 
counterterrorism capabili-
ties of Pakistan’ s security 
forces, which are critical to 
countering violence in the 
western border regions,” 
the embassy said.

France says Syria used chlorine in  
14 recent attacks

Washington, 14 May 
— Syria may have used 
chemical weapons involv-
ing chlorine in 14 attacks 
in recent months, French 
Foreign Minister Laurent 
Fabius said on Tuesday, 
expressing concerns that 
Syrian President Bashar 
al-Assad is hiding toxic 
weapons.

“We have at least 
14 indications that show 
us that, in the past recent 
weeks again, chemical 
weapons in a smaller scale 
have been used, in particu-
lar chlorine,” Fabius told a 

news conference through 
an interpreter. “Right now 
we are examining the sam-
ples that were taken.”

Fabius made the com-
ments during a visit to 
Washington where he dis-
cussed the crises in Syr-
ia and Ukraine with his 
American counterpart John 
Kerry.

Fabius said the As-
sad government had hand-
ed over 92 percent of its 
chemical weapons stock-
pile under an international 
agreement overseen by the 
watchdog Organization for 

the Prohibition of Chemi-
cal Weapons (OPCW).

But France believed 
the Assad government 
was hiding some of the 
stockpiles and the reports 
involving chlorine gas 
attacks indicated he still 
had the ability to produce 
chemical weapons.

“What it shows is that 
(the) Bashar al-Assad re-
gime in spite of its com-
mitment continues to be 
able to produce chemical 
weapons and to use them,” 
Fabius said.

He pointed at France’s 

efforts within the United 
Nations to refer the three-
year-old civil war in Syria 
to the International Crimi-
nal Court for possible pros-
ecution of war crimes and 
crimes against humanity.

The 15-member 
council is due to meet on 
Wednesday to discuss the 
draft and it could be vot-
ed on within days, dip-
lomats said. But Russia, 
a veto-wielding council 
member and ally of Assad, 
has made clear it is against 
such a move.

The OPCW is consid-
ering a fact-finding mission 
on its own to investigate 
the reports of chlorine gas 
attacks, sources told Reu-
ters last month.

Syria has promised to 
hand over or destroy its en-
tire arsenal, although it still 
has roughly 7.5 percent of 
the chemicals it declared to 
the OPCW and has not yet 
destroyed a dozen produc-
tion and storage facilities.

Speaking alongside his 
Italian counterpart at the 
State Department, Kerry 
later said the international 
community needed to in-
sist that Syria fully comply 
with its commitment to dis-
mantle its entire stockpile.

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Russia says EU sanctions will hurt 
Ukraine peace efforts

Moscow, 14 May — 
Russia said on Tuesday 
new European Union sanc-
tions will hinder efforts to 
defuse the crisis in Ukraine 
and urged the West to per-
suade Kiev to hold discus-
sions on the country’s fu-
ture structure before a 25 
May presidential election.

The results of self-rule 
referendums in the mainly 
Russian-speaking eastern 
regions of Donetsk and 

Luhansk “should be a clear 
signal to Kiev of the depth 
of the crisis” in Ukraine, 
the Russian Foreign Minis-
try said in a statement.

The Kremlin has 
stopped short of endors-
ing independence for the 
regions or their absorption 
into Russia but has said the 
referendums underscore 
the need for talks between 
the pro-Western govern-
ment and separatists from

the east. “Moscow hopes 
... the EU and United States 
will use their influence on 
the current leadership in 
Kiev so that issues of state 
structure and respect for 
the rights of regions are 
discussed soon — in any 
case before the election 
scheduled for 25 May,” it 
said.

Russian President 
Vladimir Putin has sug-
gested the Ukrainian  

election, which the govern-
ment hopes will increase its 
legitimacy and control, will 
not be legitimate if people 
in the east are not confident 
their rights will be protect-
ed. 

The EU imposed 
sanctions on two Crimean 
companies and 13 people 
on Monday in response to 
Moscow’s annexation of 
the Black Sea peninsula 
from Ukraine and its sup-
port for Russian-speaking 
separatists.

The EU had already 
imposed asset freezes and 
visa bans on 48 Russians 
and Ukrainians, and the 
United States has also im-
posed sanctions during the 
worst crisis in relations 
between Moscow and the 
West since the Cold War.

Deputy Foreign Min-
ister Grigory Karasin told 
the EU envoy to Russia 
on Tuesday that the EU 
sanctions were a “ex-
hausted, trite approach 
... that will not only not 
resolve but will deepen 
differences, hindering the 
joint search for a way out 
of the real crisis situation 
in Ukraine,” the Foreign 
Ministry said.

UN expecting to feed 6.5  
million Ethiopians this year

Geneva, 14 May 
— The World Food Pro-
gramme will help to feed 
nearly 6.5 million Ethiopi-
ans this year, the UN agen-
cy said on Tuesday, with 
the country hit by locusts, 
neighbouring war and 
sparse rainfall.

“We are concerned be-
cause there is the beginning 
of a locust invasion in the 
eastern part of the country, 
and if it’s not properly han-
dled it could be of concern 
for the pastoralist popu-
lation living there,” WFP 
spokeswoman Elizabeth 
Byrs told a UN briefing in 
Geneva.

“And in the northern 
part of Ethiopia there has 
been less rain than average 
for the third or fourth con-
secutive year.”

Ethiopia is also deal-
ing with growing refugee 
numbers due to the conflict 
in neighboring South Su-
dan, sapping WFP’s budget 
for feeding new arrivals 
in the country, which is at 
risk of a shortfall as soon as 
next month.

More than 120,000 
South Sudanese have 
crossed over into Ethio-
pia in the past six months, 
mostly women and  

children who are arriving 
“famished, exhausted and 
malnourished”, WFP said 
in a statement.

The recent influx has 
brought total refugee num-
bers to 500,000 in Ethiopia. 
The UN also provides food 
for millions of needy or un-
dernourished Ethiopians, 
including 670,000 school 
children and 375,000 in 
HIV/AIDS programmes.

Ethiopia’s overall sit-
uation has vastly improved 
over recent years and the 
economy now ranks as one 
of the fastest growing in 
Africa. But deep problems 
remain.

Malnutrition has stunt-
ed the growth of two out 
of every five Ethiopian 
children and reduced the 
country’s workforce by 
8 percent, WFP said, cit-
ing Ethiopian government 
data.

The International 
Monetary Fund expects 
Ethiopia’s economy to 
grow 7.5 percent in each of 
the next two fiscal years but 
says the government needs 
to encourage more private 
sector investment to pre-
vent growth rates from fall-
ing thereafter.

Another 
drone found 
on mountain 
in S Korea
seoul, 14 May — An-

other drone was found on a 
mountain near Seoul, South 
Korea’s capital, after the 
defense ministry conclud-
ed three drones discovered 
in March and April were 
flown by the Democratic 
People’s Republic of Ko-
rea (DPRK), local media 
reported on Wednesday. A 
flying object, believed to 
be an unmanned aerial ve-
hicle (UAV) , was found on 
Mount Cheonggye, south-
east of Seoul, military of-
ficials was quoted by local 
media as saying.

An unidentified hiker 
reported it to the police, 
who transferred it to the 
military. A military investi-
gation team was dispatched 
to the scene to recover and 
examine where it came 
from. The UAV was sim-
ilar in color with the three 
drones, which the South 
Korean military claimed 
came from the DPRK, but 
it was different in shape 
with the three drones.

US spy chief visits S Korea for

James Clapper, director 
of National Intelligence, ar-

rived in Seoul the previous 
day to hold a series of talks 
with senior officials, includ-
ing South Korean Defence 
Minister Kim Kwan Jin. 
“His visit is mainly to dis-
cuss the situation of the Ko-
rean Peninsula,” the source 
was quoted as saying.

Clapper’s visit comes 
amid heightened ten-
sions after North Korea  

threatened in recent weeks 
to conduct its fourth nu-
clear test to protest what 
it perceives as a hostile 
US-South Korean stance 
against it.

Clapper is also sched-
uled to visit the Combined 
Forces Command and meet 
its commander Gen. Curtis 
Scaparrotti, the report said.

Nigeria signals readiness to talk to Boko Haram rebels
AbujA, (Nigeria), 14 

May — Nigeria’s govern-
ment signalled a willing-
ness on Tuesday to negoti-
ate with Islamist militants 
holding more than 200 
schoolgirls, a month after 
the kidnapping that has 
provoked global outrage.

“The window of ne-
gotiation is still open,” 
Minister of Special Duties 
Tanimu Turaki told Reu-
ters by telephone. He was 
speaking a day after Boko 
Haram leader Abubakar 
Shekau posted a video of-
fering to release the girls in 
exchange for prisoners held 
by the government.

Senior officials say the 
government is exploring 
options and has made no 
commitment to negotia-
tions for the release of the 
girls, and Turaki declined 
to comment on possible 
talks over the kidnapping 
itself.

Instead, he referred 
to an amnesty committee 
that he heads, set up by

President Goodluck Jon-
athan last year to talk to 
the Boko Haram militants 
behind a five-year-old in-
surgency.

One US official iden-
tified the drone as a Global 
Hawk, which is a high-al-
titude, unmanned spy plane 
manufactured by Northrop 
Grumman Corp NOC.N.

The Boko Haram  

video showed more than 
110 girls sitting on the 
ground in a rural location, 
the first time they have 
been seen in captivity.

Although at least some 
of them are Christian, and 
Shekau described them as 
“infidels”, they were wear-
ing full Islamic veils and 
singing and chanting Mus-
lim prayers. It was not clear 
when or where the vid-
eo was filmed or whether 
Shekau, who sat in front of 
a green backdrop holding 
an AK-47 during part of 
the video, was in the same 
location as the girls.

Those shown were 
among 276 abducted on 
14 April from a second-
ary school in the village of 
Chibok, Borno state, in a 
sparsely populated region 
near the borders with Cam-
eroon, Niger and Chad.

Forum in Khartoum  
calls for expanding  

Sino-Africa cooperation
KhArtoum, 14 May 

— The Third China-Afri-
can Peoples Forum ended 
in Khartoum on Tuesday 
with leaders publishing the 
Khartoum Report, calling 
for greater cooperation be-
tween Chinese and African 
NGOs. The report focused 
on importance of commu-
nication and visits between 
the Chinese and African 
leaders and organizations 
as well as collaboration be-
tween the organizations to 
serve the development and 
child and maternity centres.

The report urged for 
expansion of joint technol-
ogy, environment, health, 
culture and poverty relief 
programmes, in addition to 
establishing Chinese pro-
jects focusing on environ-
mental protection in Africa 
as well as promoting small 
joint projects between 
NGOs.

Sudanese Assistant 
to the President Ibrahim 
Ghandour, in his closing re-
marks, expressed hope that 
the forum would boost re-
lations and deepen the ties 
between the non-govern-
mental and civil societies 
in China and the African 
countries.

“The relations between 
the countries of our African 
continent and friendly Chi-
na have always remained a 
perfect and inspiring mod-
el for the relations among 
nations, because they were 

based on sincere coopera-
tion and keenness on reali-
zation and exchange of mu-
tual benefits.” he said.

Earlier in the year, 
Sudan vigorously denied a 
US report that criticized its 
human rights record and the 
conditions of its prisons, 
accusing the US and other 
Western countries of med-
dling in the internal affairs 
of other countries.

The forum opened its 
sessions in Khartoum on 
Monday with attendance 
of over 200 delegates from 
26 African countries and a 
Chinese delegation consist-
ing of 210 members.

The opening session 
of the Third China-African 
Peoples Forum was attend-
ed by vice-chairwoman 
of China Association for 
International Exchange 
Wang Zhizhen, Sudanese 
first vice-president Bakri 
Hassan Salih, Mauritanian 
state minister for foreign 
affairs and representative of 
the African Union Makfula 
Hamoudi.

The Sudanese and 
Chinese delegates signed 
a memorandum of under-
standing in accordance 
with which the Chinese 
Fund for Peace and De-
velopment, which will set 
aside 500,000 US dollars 
to establish the Sino-Suda-
nese Friendship School in 
city of Omdurman.

Turkish coal mine fire kills at least four, 
hundreds feared trapped

IstAnbul, 14 May — 
An explosion and fire in a 
coal mine in western Tur-
key killed at least four min-
ers on Tuesday and may 
have trapped as many as 
300 more, officials said.

The blast at the mine 
in Soma, around 120 km 
(75 miles) northeast of 
the Aegean coastal city of 
Izmir, happened during a 
change in shifts, leading to 
uncertainty over the exact 
number of workers still in-
side, labour union officials 
said.

“They are pumping ox-
ygen into the mine, but the 
fire is still burning. They 
say it is an electrical fault 
but it could be that coal is 
burning as well,” Tamer 
Kucukgencay, chairman of 
the regional labour union, 

told Reuters by telephone.
Television footage 

showed dozens of fellow 
workers and family mem-
bers gathering outside the 
hospital in Soma, a coal 
mining community in Tur-
key’s western province of 
Manisa.

Local member of par-
liament Muzaffer Yurttas 
told broadcaster CNN Turk 
that four people had been 
killed and 20 others taken 
to hospital, retracting his 
earlier statement that 20 
people had been killed.

Nurettin Akcul, head 
of the Turkish Mine-
workers’ Union, said five 
workers had been killed 
in the blast, which he said 
happened around 2 km 
(1.2 miles) below ground. 
Energy Minister Taner 

Yildiz confirmed that a 
fire had been triggered by 
an electrical fault and that 
workers had been killed, 
but declined to say how 
many.

Mehmet Bahattin 
Atci, mayor of Soma, said 

200-300 workers were still 
inside following the explo-
sion. The head of the local 
fire service also told Turk-
ish television that around 
300 workers were still 
trapped.

An army officer con-
firmed the incident, saying 
that the fighter jets struck 
an arms convoy in a remote 
area linking Shabwa and 
Marib.

The al-Qaeda in 
the Arabian Peninsula 
(AQAP), considered as a 
major threat to the Yeme-
ni government and neigh-
bouring oil-rich Saudi Ara-
bia, has vowed to hit back 
in Yemen’s main cities, 
including the capital Sanaa.

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Is the apartment boom 
in Yangon a curse?

With many rural people migrating to Yan-
gon, its population further rose very fast during 
recent years and the demand for housing and 
apartments shot up very quickly. Furthermore, 
foreign direct investment to Myanmar increased 
dramatically in recent years and further pushed 
up property prices and rents. 

With the growing demand, developers rushed 
to build more buildings with landowners willing 
to offer their land as prices kept rising. Thus, new 
apartment buildings are emerging in Yangon. 

However, some developers fail to abide by the 
rules and regulations for apartment building and 
add more storeys than permitted. The quality of 
buildings is also in question. Last year, an official 
from the Yangon City Development Committee 
admitted that construction work at over one 
thousand sites in the city was being carried out 
without permission. In addition, authorities in 
Thingangyun Township ordered to demolish 

hundreds of apartment floors that had been 
added to buildings without permission. 

After the crackdown on unlicensed build-
ings in that township, apartment culture spread 
to suburban   townships like South Okkalapa, 
North Dagon and Thakayta. No one knows 
whether the developers follow the construction 
rules and regulations and if the new apartment 
buildings meet construction standards.

The recent earthquake in Thailand, which 
was felt as far as Yangon, was a cause of concern 
for urbanites in Yangon as we will have to pay 
the price for malpractices in the construction 
sector during times of disaster.

Yangonites are used to living in apartments, 
some of which were built during the colonial pe-
riod. It can be said that apartment life-style 
originated during the colonial period, but it was 
limited only to the downtown area. 

About 20 years ago, the apartment culture 
spread to adjacent townships of downtown Yan-
gon like Mingala Taungnyunt, Tamway, Ahlon, 
Sangyoung, Kamayut, Hline and Thingangyun 
due to the increasing population.

  AT&T in talks to buy DirecTV for nearly  
$50 billion

New York / Los ANgLes,  
14  May — AT&T Inc is in 
active talks to buy satellite 
TV provider DirecTV and 
may complete a deal in the 
next few weeks that could 
be worth close to $50 billion, 
two people familiar with the 
matter said on Monday.

The second-largest wire-
less operator is discussing an 
offer in the low- to mid-$90s 

per share for DirecTV, one 
of the people said, compared 
with the company’s closing 
price of $87.16 on Monday.

A bid near $95 per share 
would value DirecTV at more 
than $48 billion based on 
its shares outstanding, and 
would represent a premium 
of more than 20 percent to 
its stock price before news 
of AT&T’s interest first 

emerged on 1 May. The deal 
price has yet to be finalized 
and terms could still change, 
the people said, adding that 
discussions are continuing. 
They asked not to be named 
because the matter is not 
public.

Other details also have 
yet to be worked out, such 
as a break-up fee as well as 
a potential role for DirecTV 
Chief Executive Officer 
Mike White, the second 
person said. The talks are 
the latest sign of a rising 
tide of potential megadeals 
in the telecoms, cable and 
satellite TV space, which 
is being roiled by Comcast 
Corp’s proposed $45 billion 
takeover of Time Warner 
Cable Inc as well as market 
forces such as the rise of 
Web-based TV and surging 
mobile Internet usage.

AT&T and DirecTV 
declined to comment. 
Bloomberg News earlier 
reported that AT&T was 

offering to pay around $100 
per share for DirecTV, whose 
management team will con-
tinue to run the company as 
a unit of AT&T. The Wall 
Street Journal said a deal 
could happen in two weeks.

DirecTV shares rose 6 
percent to $92.50 in extended 
trading on Monday. DirecTV 
is working with advisers 
including Goldman Sachs 
Group to evaluate a possible 
combination following a re-
cent takeover approach from 
AT&T, Reuters reported last 
week.

A combination of AT&T 
and DirecTV would create a 
pay television giant close in 
size to where Comcast will 
be if it completes its pending 
acquisition of Time Warner 
Cable. For that reason, the 
proposed merger is likely 
to face a prolonged battle 
to convince regulators to 
allow further consolidation  
in pay-TV.

 The longer parents 
smoke, the more likely 

their kids will, too

New York, 14  May — 
Parents should quit smoking 
while their children are 
young to help prevent them 
from picking up the habit 
later on, according to a new 
study.

“Our analysis showed 
that the longer adolescents 
are exposed to a parent’s 
smoking when the parent 
is addicted to nicotine, 
the more likely they are 
to begin smoking and to 
become regular smokers in 
the future,” said lead author 
Darren Mays.

Quitting is of course im-
portant for parents’ health, 
and could be important for 
kids’ health too, said Mays, 
a public health researcher 
with the Cancer Prevention 
& Control Program at the 
Lombardi Comprehensive 
Cancer Center of George-
town University Medical 
Center in Washington, DC.

“Our results suggest 
that for parents who are 
addicted smokers (quitting) 

may also reduce the likeli-
hood that their children will 
go on to become smokers in 
the future,” he told Reuters 
Health.

For the study, Mays 
and his colleagues followed 
400 teens from early to late 
adolescence. Researchers 
separately interviewed the 
kids, most around age 14, 
and one of their parents, 
about their respective smok-
ing histories.

The kids were inter-
viewed again one year later 
and again four years after 
that. Six percent of the kids 
were already regular smok-
ers when the study began. 
Thirty percent of the kids 
reported at all three inter-
views that they had never 
smoked.

The rest of the kids ei-
ther experimented with a few 
cigarettes early on - nearly 
half of whom became regu-
lar smokers by year five - or 
experimented later on.

 Pregnancy linked to car crash risk
New York, 14 May 

—Women are at increased 
risk of being seriously in-
jured during a motor vehicle 
accident during the second 
trimester of pregnancy, ac-
cording to a new study from 
Canada. Pregnant women 
were 42 percent more likely 
to be involved in a motor 
vehicle accident that sent 
them to an emergency room, 
compared to when they 
weren’t carrying a child, 
researchers found.

“A normal pregnancy 
is usually accompanied by 

a lot of fatigue, nausea, 
mood fluctuations, anxieties 
and distractions which may 
all contribute to distracted 
driving,” Dr  Donald Re-
delmeier, the study’s lead 
author from the University 
of Toronto, told Reuters 
Health.

Redelmeier, who is also 
an internist at Sunnybrook 
Health Sciences Centre in 
Toronto, said he got curious 
about the risk of vehicle 
crashes during pregnancy, 
because pregnant women 
would ask about the danger 

in other activities, such as 
riding a rollercoaster.

“Never once was I asked 
about road safety despite it 
being a larger risk to mother 
and child,” he said. For the 
new study, he and his col-
leagues analyzed data on all 
adult women who gave birth 
in the Canadian province of 
Ontario between April 2006 
and March 2011.

They compared the 
women’s crash rates before 
and after pregnancy to see if 
there was a difference.

Over half a million 

women gave birth and 
accounted for about 8,000 
crashes as drivers during 
that time.

The researchers found 
that the rate of accidents was 
about 4.6 crashes per 1,000 
women before pregnancy, 
compared to 7.7 crashes 
per 1,000 women during 
their second trimester. The 
increased risk was present re-
gardless of a woman’s back-
ground and demographics. 
It also didn’t seem to matter 
whether the woman already 
had children. — Reuters

Global economy still faces considerable risks: 
leading economic organizations

BerLiN, 14 May— 
World economy still fac-
es various risks despite 
its recent improvements, 
and further efforts on 
growth and consolidation 
are needed, said heads of 
world’s leading economic 
organizations on Tuesday.

High unemployment, 
significant output gap, 
low investment, rising in-
equality and slowdown in 
emerging economies still 
have an impact on glob-
al growth prospects, said 
chiefs of the Organization 
for Economic Cooper-
ation and Development 
(OECD), the Internation-
al Monetary Fund (IMF), 
the World Bank, the In-
ternational Labour Or-
ganization (ILO) and the 
World Trade Organization 

(WTO) in a joint statement 
with German Chancellor 
Angela Merkel released af-
ter their meeting in Berlin.

“The global economy 
has noticeably improved, 
but is still far from a ro-
bust, sustainable growth,” 
the statement said.

“Considerable risks 
of various kinds remain,” 
said the leaders. “The debt 
level of most industrialized 
countries remains too high 
at the level of the state, en-
terprises and households. 
In many countries, the un-
satisfactory development 
of the labor market must 
continue to be addressed 
urgently.”

They urged govern-
ments to continue their ef-
forts on promoting growth 
and ensuring fiscal consol-

idation. Structural reforms 
should continue to be im-
plemented in the euro zone 
to strengthen the stability 
and competitiveness in the 
common currency area.

In the United States, 
a credible medium-term 

budget is needed for its 
fiscal consolidation, as the 
country still suffers from a 
high level of debt.

Emerging economies, 
meanwhile, must retain 
their strategies to ensure 
sustainable growth, im-

prove adaptability to ex-
ternal shocks, and to re-
duce poverty.

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 Coral reefs provide protection from storms, rising seas
Washington, 14 May 

— Coral reefs may offer 
a comparable but “signifi-
cantly cheaper” alternative 
to artificial coastal defences 
to protect coastal cities in 
many parts of the world from 
incoming waves, storms and 
rising seas, an international 
team of researchers said on 
Tuesday. “Coral reefs can 
be an effective first line of 
defense and these benefits are 
important for many nations,” 
the researchers, led by lead 
marine scientist of the Nature 
Conservancy Michael Beck, 
wrote in the British journal 
Nature Communications.

The researchers per-
formed a meta-analysis of 27 
previous studies of how coral 
reefs around the world dissi-
pate wave energy, conducted 
in conditions ranging from 
normal surf to hurricane- 
level waves.

They found that coral 
reefs reduce wave energy 
that would otherwise impact 

coastlines by an average of 
97 percent. The reef crest, 
or shallowest part of the 
reef where the waves break 
first, dissipates 86 percent 
of wave energy on its own, 
they said. “It is a huge reduc-
tion,” said study co-author 
Fiorenza Micheli, a profes-
sor of biological sciences at 
Stanford University, adding 
that the effects were compa-
rable to artificial breakwaters 
engineered specifically to 

dissipate wave energy. Re-
storing and recovering reefs 
also makes economic sense. 
The median cost for build-
ing artificial breakwaters is 
19,791 US dollars per meter, 
compared to 1,290 dollars 
per meter for coral reef res-
toration projects, they said.

“On average, the costs 
of the restoration projects 
were significantly cheap-
er than costs of building 
tropical breakwaters, “ the 

researchers wrote. “As living 
structures, reefs have the 
potential for self-repair and 
thus lower maintenance costs 
as compared with artificial 
structures.” The researchers 
estimated that about 197 
million people worldwide 
can receive risk reduction 
benefits from coral reefs 
alone or may have to bear 
higher costs of disasters if 
the reefs are degraded.

Astronaut Wakata, 1st Japanese ISS commander, returns to Earth

ZheZkaZgan (Kazakh-
stan), 14 May — Astronaut 
Koichi Wakata, the first 
Japanese commander of the 
International Space Sta-
tion, returned to Earth on 
Wednesday after complet-
ing a six-month mission.

Wakata, 50, landed 
in Kazakhstan aboard the 
Russian Soyuz spacecraft 
at 10:58 am, after hand-
ing his duties as ISS com-
mander, which he assumed 
in March, to US astronaut 
Steven Swanson. He served 
as the station’s skipper for 
66 days.

“Thank you,” Wakata 
said in both Japanese and 
Russian upon coming out 
of the spacecraft.

He told reporters lat-
er, “I believe the Earth is 
an irreplaceable home. I’d 
like to relay my experience 
at the International Space 

Station to many people.” 
The astronaut also said he 
wants to “take a good rest 
today.”

Wakata was the first 
Asian to head the station, 
where he worked with five 
other astronauts from the 
United States and Russia.

It was Wakata’s fourth 
trip to space, where he 
spent 188 days. It was the 
longest stay by a Japanese 
astronaut in a single voy-
age, surpassing the 167 
days spent by Satoshi Fu-
rukawa.

Wakata’s total time in 
space across his four trips 
has reached 348 days, also 
the longest for a Japanese 
astronaut and followed by 
Soichi Noguchi’s 177 days.

While aboard the ISS, 
Wakata filmed Comet 
ISON with a 4K high-res-
olution camera, according 

to the Japan Aerospace Ex-
ploration Agency.

Wakata stayed on the 
ISS from November and 
became the 39th ISS com-
mander on March 9 with 
the duty of securing the 
safety of crew members in 
the event of incidents such 
as a fire or meteorite strike.

Most of the command-
ers have been selected from 
the United States and Rus-
sia as the two countries are 
leading the ISS project, but 
ISS heads have also come 
from Canada and Europe.

In a ceremony marking 
the transfer of commander-
ship, Wakata gathered at the 
Japanese science laborato-
ry module Kibo with the 
five other crewmembers. 
“I had the honor of serving 
you as commander, which 
was an incredible opportu-
nity for me to expand my 

knowledge and experience 
in managing this complex 
outpost of humans in space, 
and I couldn’t have done 
this job without the superb 
performance of my fellow 
crewmates and (our) great 
teamwork,” Wakata said at 
the ceremony. In Japan, the 
top government spokesman 
Yoshihide Suga praised 
Wakata’s achievement, 
saying, “He has exercised 
his leadership in Japanese 
way, putting much value 
on harmony. He is the pride 
of Japanese.” Wakata’s ac-
complishment “has marked 
a new chapter in the history 
of manned space exploita-
tion. I hope future chal-
lenges for space probe will 
make further progress,” 
science and technology 
minister Hakubun Shimo-
mura said in a statement.

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Aviation industry to work on voluntary tracking ahead of UN rules
Montreal, 14 May 

— The United Nations 
aviation agency said on

“A standard takes 
longer, it takes time.

Najib Razak called for the 
body to adopt real-time 
tracking of civilian air-
craft and other measures.

“These changes may 
not have prevented the 
MH370 or Air France 447 
tragedies,” he said, refer-
ring to an Air France flight 
that crashed en route to 
Paris from Brazil in 2009. 
“But they would make it 
harder for an aircraft to 
simply disappear, and eas-
ier to find any aircraft that 
did.”

Najib also accepted 
that Malaysian authorities 
delayed getting a search 
operation for MH370 un-
der way after Boeing 777 
disappeared from air traffic 
control screens on a flight 
from Kuala Lumpur to Bei-
jing just over two months 
ago.

“The response time 
should and will be investi-
gated,” he said.

No trace of Flight 
MH370 has been found 
since it went missing on 8 
March, despite the most in-
tensive search in commer-
cial aviation history.

The countries that be-
long to ICAO’s governing 
council met with industry 
groups on Monday and 
Tuesday in Montreal. They 
agreed global tracking of 
aircraft was needed follow-
ing the disappearance of 
flight MH370, but did not 
commit to a binding, global 
solution or say when they 
would do so.

Instead, a task force set 
up by global airline indus-
try group the International 
Air Transport Association 
(IATA) agreed to come up 
with proposals for better 
tracking by the end of Sep-
tember, and IATA said its 
members would begin im-
plementing them voluntari-
ly, before any rules were in 
place.

Seoul, 14 May — A 
member of crew of a South 
Korean ferry that sank last 
week said on Thursday he 
and his colleagues were 
“under command” to aban-
don ship.

The Sewol, weighing 
almost 7,000 tonnes, sank 
on a routine trip from the 
port of Incheon, near Seoul, 
to the southern holiday is-
land of Jeju. Investigations 
are focused on human error 
and mechanical failure.

The unidentified crew 
member, speaking brief-
ly to reporters on the way 
from court back into deten-
tion, was speaking behind a 
surgical mask and wearing 
a baseball cap with a jacket 
hood.

Italy threatens to release refugees into EU unless help increases
roMe, 14 May—  Ita-

ly threatened to allow ref-
ugees to cross its borders 
into neighbouring coun-
tries on Tuesday unless 
the European Union takes 
charge of a sea operation 
to manage the flow of mi-
grants crossing in boats 
from North Africa.

Interior Minister An-
gelino Alfano demanded 
more help after the Italian 
navy task force ‘Mare Nos-
trum’ rescued more than 
200 migrants and recov-
ered 17 bodies when the 
boat carrying them sank off 
the Libyan coast.

“The European Union 
has two options: either it 
comes to the Mediterranean 
to put the EU flag on Mare 
Nostrum or we will let mi-
grants with right of asylum 
leave for other countries,” 
Alfano wrote on messaging 
site Twitter.

The European Com-
missioner for Home Af-
fairs, Cecilia Malmstrom, 
did not immediately re-
spond to a request for com-
ment.

With less than two 
weeks before European 
parliamentary elections, 
immigration has become a 

hot political topic.
Italian politicians have 

long demanded more help 
from the rest of the Euro-
pean Union to deal with 
the crisis, which dispropor-
tionately affects the bloc’s 
southernmost countries.

They have called for 
a change to rules which 
oblige asylum seekers to 
remain in the country in 
which they first arrive.

Many migrants hope 
to travel onwards into 
northern European coun-
tries with stronger econo-
mies than Italy, which has 
grown little in a decade and 

where unemployment is 
near 40-year highs.

At least 34,800 people 
have made the treacherous 
crossing from North Africa 
to Europe so far this year, 
compared to 43,000 in all 
of 2013. This puts the an-
nual total on track to sur-
pass the 60,000 who made 
the trip in 2011 when the 
Arab Spring revolutions 
loosened border controls, 
according to the UN refu-
gee agency UNHCR. Hun-
dreds of people have died 
after their flimsy and over-
crowded boats sank on the 
route.—Reuters

Estonian- 
based NATO 
jet fighters fly 

first  
interception

tallinn, 14 May — 
Estonian-based NATO 
jet fighters, made scram-
bled interception around 
Tuesday noon to address 
unidentified objects near-
ing Baltic air space, first 
interception since its ar-
rival in Estonia, Estoni-
an Defence Ministry an-
nounced.

The announcement 
posted on home page of 
Estonian Defence Minis-
try did not reveal exactly 
what the NATO jets iden-
tified.

Estonian Air Force 
chief Colonel Jaak Tarien 
said Danish F-16 jets, 
which currently stationed 
at the Amari airbase some 
50 kilometres outside Tal-
linn, reacted quickly and 
the staff of the air force 
base acted professionally.

Four Danish fighters 
arrived in Estonia on May 
1, turning Amari into the 
Baltic’s second airbase 
in the region. The fight-
ers, and 60-strong ground 
crew, will stay in Estonia 
until the end of August, 
and are likely to be re-
placed by jets from anoth-
er NATO air force.

The Gulf News quoted Marco Rios, the chairman and CEO of AMI Live, one of the three firms involved in bring-
ing Gaga to Dubai, as saying: “There will be some edits for Dubai. It cannot be the full show, because it wouldn’t be 
allowed. So it’s a special show for Dubai and for the culture.”

Reuters could not immediately reach a representative for Lady Gaga for comment.
The UAE, where expatriates make up most of the population, has had to contend with controversy surrounding 

international pop artists’ shows in the Muslim state.
In 2012, many Emiratis were enraged by a concert Madonna held in Abu Dhabi, one of seven emirates in the UAE, 

which that included erotic dancing and a Hebrew prayer.

No hurry for Financial Fair Play decisions, says UEFA
City and PSG, are facing

Confirmation of the 
sanctions, which had been 
expected last week, have 
yet to be announced by the 
independent panel investi-
gating the finances of clubs 
who qualified for European 
competition this season.

“In terms of deadlines, 
it’s still on track, so I’m not 
worried or anxious or con-
cerned,” UEFA secretary 
general Gianni Infantino 
told reporters. 

“In legal proceedings, 
time has to be taken to ana-
lyse everything.”

Clubs can reach a set-

Baghdad, 14  May 
— A series of car bombs 
exploded across Baghdad 
at rush hour on Tuesday, 
killing at least 24 people 
in the deadliest attacks 
since last month’s elec-
tion, from which votes are 
still being counted.

The apparently co-
ordinated blasts targeted 
mainly Shi’ite districts of 
the capital.

up a passenger when a 
fireball and a thunderous 
blast shook my taxi,” said 
Kadhim Ali, a driver who 
narrowly escaped one of 
three explosions in the 
slums of Sadr City. “I saw 
people with their clothes 
stained with blood shout-
ing for help.” Preliminary 
results from the 30 April 
parliamentary election are 
expected within the com-
ing days. 

Prime Minister Nuri 
al-Maliki, a Shi’ite, is 
seeking a third term despite 
worsening violence that 
critics blame in no small 
part on his policies towards 
the country’s Sunni minor-
ity.

There was no immedi-
ate claim of responsibility 
for the bombings, but Sun-
ni Islamist insurgents have 
been regaining ground 
in Iraq over the past year 

and are known to target 
Shi’ites.

There were blasts in 
several other neighbor-
hoods, and three soldiers 
were killed by a roadside 
bomb while patrolling in 
Doura District, security 
sources said. The past year 
has seen violence return 
to levels unseen since the 
darkest days of the US 
military “surge” under 
President George W Bush, 
with hundreds of civilians 
killed every month.

Government forces 
are fighting Sunni mili-
tants across western Anbar 
province, northern Iraq 
and in the countryside sur-
rounding Baghdad. Shi’ite 
militia, once kept in check 
by Maliki and the Ameri-
cans, have resurfaced to 
join the battle.

Further north, a su-
icide bomber driving a 
car blew himself up at an 
Iraqi army checkpoint in 
Rashad, around 40 km (25 
miles) southwest of the 
disputed city of Kirkuk, 
killing five soldiers, secu-
rity sources said.

Friends of accused Boston bomber to seek 
relocation of trial

BosTon, 14 May— 
Lawyers for three friends 
of the accused Boston 
Marathon bomber charged 
with hampering the inves-
tigation into the deadly 
2013 blasts are due in court 
on Tuesday to ask a judge 
to dismiss the charges or 
move their upcoming trial 
out of town.

Attorneys for the three 
men, college friends of ac-
cused bomber Dzhokhar 
Tsarnaev, are also expected 
to argue that some of the 
charges against their clients 
are too vague and to seek to 
forbid prosecutors to read 
some of their early state-
ments to police at the trial, 
set to begin in June.

Their attorneys have 
argued that the intense pub-

licity surrounding the April 
15, 2013, blasts that killed 
three people and injured 
264 and the upcoming trial 
of Tsarnaev, the surviving 
member of a pair of eth-
nic Chechen brothers also 
accused of shooting dead 

a police officer, will make 
it all but impossible to find 
an impartial jury to hear the 
case at US District Court in 
Boston.

Federal prosecutors 
contend that three men, 
Kazakh exchange students 
Dias Kadyrbayev and Aza-
mat Tazhayakov and Cam-
bridge, Massachusetts, res-
ident Robel Phillipos, went 
to Tsarnaev’s dorm room 
three days after the attack 
and removed a backpack 
and laptop computer as po-
lice were searching for the 
suspected bomber.

Kadyrbayev and 
Tazhayakov face charg-
es of conspiracy and ob-
struction of justice, which 
carry the penalty of up to 
25 years in prison, while  

Phillipos faces a less seri-
ous charge of lying to in-
vestigators, which carries a 
possible 16-year sentence.

The Kazakhs have 
been held in federal custo-
dy on immigration viola-
tions since their arrest days 
after the attack. Phillipos is 
out on bail. The three may 
be present in court on Tues-
day to testify about wheth-
er statements they made 
to police after their arrests 
were made voluntarily, ac-
cording to court filings. If 
they appear, Kadyrbayev 
and Tazhayakov will be 
permitted to wear civilian 
clothes rather than pris-
on jumpsuits, US District 
Judge Douglas Woodlock 
ruled over the weekend.
