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DEATH TOLL CLIMBS

Yancon, 8 Aug — The nation-
wide death toll from severe flooding
has risen to 96, authorities said Satur-
day, with rising rivers threatening to
inundate Ayeyawady Region.

The updated figure released by the
ministry showed 56 people had per-
ished in Rakhine State, 11 in Mandalay
Region, seven in Sagaing Region and
six in Shan State.

Authorities alerted residents in
low-lying areas of the Ayeyawady
Delta to possible flooding, urging
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Military personnel loading aid items onto an air force plane to ship them to flood-hit areas.—PHoto: MOl WeBPORTAL
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them to move to designated shelters,
asthe Ayeyawady and Ngawun rivers
remained above their danger levels
in Hinthada, Nyaungdon, Zalun and
Seiktha townships.

Floods since June have displaced
than 600,000 people nationwide and
inundated more than 1.2 million acres
of rice fields, damaging more than
600,000 acres and destroying more
than 367,000 acres, according to the
Ministry of Agriculture and Irriga-
tion.

Dr Tun Lwin, former direc-
tor-general of the Meteorology and

Hydrology Department, predicted
a low-pressure zone could form in
the Bay of Bengal over the week-
end, with 4 to 8 percent degree of
certainty, due to the impact of Ty-
phoon Soudelor, which is currently
crossing Taiwan.

If the low-pressure zone were
intensify to a storm, it would not be
likely to move toward Myanmar, but
would raise the likelihood of strong
monsoon and further flooding in the
country, the prominent weather ex-
pert wrote in a Facebook post.

“The NPO has been providing care to
50 homeless children, with or without par-
ents, living at railway stations, jetties and
under the bridges in Botahtaung, North
Okkalapa, Bahan and South Okkalapa
townships,” said Eindaray Naynwe of JD.

“Every month our team usually goes
to places where children are staying so as
to provide them with healthcare, food and
clothes, spending K500,000 to K1 mil-
lion on monthly assistance,” she told The
Global New Light of Myanmar.

The 20-member team was established
in late 2014 to help street kids and youths
through it programmes. It often stages mu-
sical performancesto raise funds.

“We have to support their parents in-
directly in addition to street children but
the task of organizing parents is an uphill
battle,” said Eindaray Naynwe. “Almost
al parents have no desire to cooperate in

the sustainable development of their off-
spring.”

She said providing education to the
children was not an easy task, as most
were more focused on earning money than
attending school.

Parents of only five of the 50 chil-
dren receiving assistance from the NPO
actively encourage their children to attend
school, she said.

“A difficult challenge is building trust
between the children and the team,” she
said.“Now that we have their trust, they
phone us when need healthcare and other
help.”

Junior Dream is helping provide relief
supplies to flood victims in Bago Region
on Sunday, and plansto expand its support
to Ayeyawady Region, one of the worst-
hit areas, within afew days.

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Myanmar joins treaty banning chemical weapons

NEw York, 8 Aug —
Myanmar on Friday joined
the treaty banning chemi-
cal weapons as the Chem-
ical Weapons Convention
took effect for the country
following its application
last month, the Organiza-
tion for the Prohibition of

Chemical Weapons said.

Myanmar is the 191st
member of the treaty, leav-
ing only five countries not
party to the convention
— Angola, Egypt, Israel,
North Korea and South Su-
dan, the OPCW, based in
The Hague, said.

“Myanmar’s accession
brings the CWC closer to
universal adherence and
to achieving a world free
of chemical weapons,”
OPCW Director General
Ahmet Uzumcu said in a
statement. “It is essential
that the states still outside

the CWC join as soon as
possible. The convention
bans the development,
production and possession
of chemical weapons. A
member state is required
to declare its existing fa-
cilities for chemical weap-
ons production and destroy

them. The OPCW is a body
tasked with overseeing the
implementation of the con-
vention.

The treaty had been
signed by Myanmar back
in 1993 but had not been
immediately followed
up with approval by the

parliament,
the OPCW.

On July 8 this year,
Myanmar filed an instru-
ment for CWC ratification.
The convention entered
into force 30 days after this
step.

Tare/Yian, 8 Aug — A powerful
typhoon battered Taiwan on Saturday with
strong wind and torrential rain, cutting pow-
er to 3.62 million households as the death
toll rose to six.

Four people were missing and 101
were injured, authorities said. Hundreds of
flights were delayed or canceled and more
than 9,900 people were evacuated from
their homes.

Television footage trees uprooted and
power poles toppled over, a moped being
swept into the air by wind and shipping con-
tainers piled on top of each other at a port.

“The storm will weaken but we expect
more rain, particularly in southern Taiwan,”
said Wang Shih-chien, an official with the
island’s Central Weather Bureau.

The storm made landfall early on the
island’s east-coast counties of Yilan and
Hualien, bringing more than 1,000 mm (39
inches) of rain in mountainous areas and
wind gusting up to 200 kph (124 mph).

China urges Japan to

Although the eye of Typhoon Soude-
lor passed Taiwan, and was heading toward
mainland China, rain was expected to lash
the island until Sunday morning.

“This is one of the worst typhoons |
have ever seen,” said a sewage station en-
gineer surnamed Jiang, who was inspecting
pumping stations early on Saturday in east-
ern Taiwan.

“My car was shaking when | was driv-
ing. There are too many trees down, and |
even saw six downed power poles.”

In the capital, Taipei, large steel sheets
and rods were blown off a half-constructed
stadium and city authorities shut down much
public transport.

“The metal roof of the house next door
to mine was completely blown away,” said
resident Jack Lin. “l saw a car crushed to
bits.” Authorities issued flood and mudslide
alerts and television showed mud trapping
people and murky water nearly covering the
roofs of cars in some areas.

Among the dead was one person who
drowned in his flooded home and another
who was killed by a falling tree.

Earlier, authorities said one adult and
one child had drowned at sea, while a foreign
worker was Killed by a falling sign and a res-
cue worker was hit by a car and killed while

clearing downed branches from a road.

Taiwan Power, the island’s main pow-
er company, said 3.62 million households
had lost power. While some supplies had
been restored, 1.5 million households were
still without power on Saturday afternoon,
it said.—Reuters

Search for more MH370 debris continues off Reunion

reflect on WWII as Abe
prepares statement

BEeuinG, 8 Aug — Chi-
na on Friday called on Japan
to “squarely face and deeply
reflect on” its wartime his-
tory, a warning that comes
as Japanese Prime Minister
Shinzo Abe prepares to issue
a statement on the 70th anni-
versary of the end of World
War Il later this month.

China wants the Jap-
anese side “to issue a clear
and correct message about
the nature of the war and
its responsibility for it,”
Foreign Ministry spokes-
woman Hua Chunying said
in a statement posted on the
ministry’s website.

“Only by doing this can
Japan realize genuine recon-
ciliation with its neighboring
countries in Asia,” she said.

The comments came in
response to a 38-page report
released Thursday by a pan-
el tasked with advising the
Japanese leader on his state-
ment.

The remarks have been
nervously anticipated by
countries  throughout the
region, concerned that Abe
— who is sympathetic to
right-wing views that down-
play Japan’s responsibility

for the war — may take the
opportunity to backpedal on
previous government state-
ments on the subject.

Countries such as Chi-
na and South Korea have
said they hope Abe would
uphold his predecessors’
positions on the war, includ-
ing a 1995 statement by then
Prime Minister Tomiichi
Murayama.

In particular, they are
expecting Abe to repeat
terms such as “heartfelt
apology” and “colonial rule
and aggression” found in the
1995 statement as well as in
a 2005 statement by then
Prime Minister Junichiro
Koizumi.

In its report, the panel
described Japan’s role in
the war in terms of “aggres-
sion” and “colonial rule,”
words eschewed by many
Japanese nationalists, but
stopped short of calling for
a full apology.

Abe has spoken on
the subject of war in recent
speeches, including one to
the U.S. Congress in April
where he expressed “deep
remorse” over Japan’s role
in the war.—Kyodo News

Beung, 8 Aug —
France Friday announced
that hunts for more MH370
debris will continue for at
least a week off la Reunion
after a wing section was
spotted near the island.

Dominique Sorain, ad-
ministrator of the French
overseas island, told report-
ers Friday that a military
transport plane was pa-
trolling the seas off the coast
and a ship had departed for
search.

He said there will also
be forces combing the east-
ern part of the island where
a flaperon confirmed by Ma-
laysia as part of the plane
was discovered last week.

“The plan will be devel-
oped in the coming days, but
we will require a minimum
of a week to conclude the
search,” Sorain said.

He said the scrutinized
area will span from the is-
land up to a search zone un-
der the control of Mauritius
authorities.

“We have urged all
ships, both fishing and com-
mercial, to immediately
contact Reunion’s Regional
Operation Center for Sur-
veillance and Rescue,” he
added. The administrator
said that new possible parts
of a plane, some of them the

size of a finger, have been
submitted to authorities by
local residents.

With regards to victims’
families who wish to come
to the Reunion Island, So-
rain said if necessary, he will
contact the consular author-
ities of the concerned coun-
tries. “We have not received
any official request,” he said.

Meanwhile, an official
from the Maldives Police
Service (MPS) told Xinhua
that a police team along with
aviation experts has started
probing a piece of suspect-
ed plane debris found on the
beach of a private resort in
Maldives.

According to local
media reports, the piece,

probably a plane part which
is five to seven inches long,
was discovered in May.

Graham  Braithwaite,
aviation security expert at
Britain’s Cranfield Univer-
sity, told Xinhua that the
search for the black box is
still the core objective, as the
data within it is key to solv-
ing all the mysteries.

In fact, as such a long
time has passed, precisely
locating the black box is al-
ready too hard, but the dis-
covery of the debris at least
indicates that the search is
in correct direction, Braith-
waite said.

Prior to the la Reunion
discoveries, a massive sur-
face and underwater hunt

had failed to locate the plane,
which went missing in 2014
en route from Kuala Lumpur
to Beijing. A total of 239
people were on board, most
of them Chinese. Australia,
the country that now leads
the international search
team, vowed it would con-
tinue the search efforts and
maintain “a crucial role”, ac-
cording to Australian Dep-
uty Prime Minister Warrent
Truss.

Braithwaite suggested
that Australia expand its cur-
rent search area and called
for a concerted effort that in-
volves assistance from Ma-
laysia, Britain, China and the
International Maritime Sat-
ellite Organization.—Xinhua
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Greece says cannot handle migrants;
UNHCR calls crisis ‘shameful’

LesBos, (Greece) / GENEVA,
8 Aug — Greek Prime Minister
Alexis Tsipras asked Europe to
help in handling tens of thousands
of refugees coming in from Syria,
Afghanistan and other war zones,
saying on Friday his cash-strapped
country could not deal with them
alone.

The influx has piled pressure
on Greece’s services at a time
when its own citizens are strug-
gling with harsh cuts and its gov-
ernment is negotiating with the EU
and the IMF for fresh loans to stave
off economic collapse.

Boatloads of migrants arriving
every day had triggered a “human-
itarian crisis within the economic
crisis,” Tsipras said after a meeting
with ministers.

“The EU is being tested on the
issue of Greece. It has responded
negatively on the economic front
- that’s my view. | hope it will re-
spond positively on the humanitar-
ian front,” he said.

The comments came as the
United Nations refugee agency
(UNHCR) called on Greece to
take control of the “total chaos”
on Mediterranean islands, where
thousands of migrants have landed.
About 124,000 have arrived this
year by sea, many via Turkey, ac-
cording to Vincent Cochetel, UN-
HCR director for Europe.

“The level of suffering we
have seen on the islands is unbear-

able. People arrive thinking they
are in the European Union. What
we have seen was not anything
acceptable in terms of standards of
treatment,” Cochetel said after vis-
iting the Greek islands of Leshos,
Kos and Chios.

“l have never seen a situation
like that. This is the European Un-
ion and this is totally shameful,” he
added.

At a makeshift refugee centre
at Kara Tepe, a hilltop about 5 km

north of Lesbos island’s main town
of Muytilene, about 50 white tents
provided by the local council strug-
gled to accommaodate the waves of
people coming in daily.

Rubbish littered the area and
locals said 16 toilets were frequent-
ly blocked despite attempts by au-
thorities to keep the area clean.

Up to 10 people could be seen
sharing one of the tents, while oth-
ers lay on pieces of cardboard, jos-
tling for space under the shade of

olive trees in sweltering heat.

“The government had battles
on plenty of fronts and probably
could not give as much attention
to the problem,” the island’s mayor
Spiros Galinos told Reuters.

The UNHCR’s Cochetel said
Greece had to step up its response.

“We’ve told the Greek author-
ities that if it was a natural disaster,
there would be mobilisation of oth-
er assets including from the minis-
try of defence,” he said.

“It’s easy, there are plenty of
empty army barracks in Greece,
there is plenty of uncultivated land
that could be rented and sites could
be developed.”

Tsipras said the problem was a
European issue and not just a Greek
one. He said ministries would co-
ordinate to help relieve the burden
on distant islands and that a special
unit would be set up to make use of
dedicated EU funds to beef up bor-
der controls and integrate migrants
into society.

“The immigrant flow to
Greece is beyond of what our state
infrastructure can handle,” Tsipras
said. “We have significant prob-
lems to face it and that’s why we
have asked help from EU.”

The country, stuck in a sev-
en-year financial crisis, has re-
turned to recession again and nar-
rowly averted bankruptcy this year
by agreeing a bailout deal.

The European Union has
sought to share the burden of the
refugees across its member coun-
tries, but the response has been
mixed. EU leaders have pledged to
relocate 16,000 migrants over two
years, which Cochetel called “far
too little and too late”.

Britain has said it will
not participate. It is current-
ly struggling with its own cri-
sis as thousands of migrants
seek to enter via the Channel
Tunnel.—Reuters

Tokyo, 8 Aug —The Japanese and British foreign min-
isters held a strategic dialogue on Saturday in Tokyo, with an
eye on agreeing to a joint study on missile technology and
defense equipment including chemical and biological pro-
tection suits, Japanese officials said.

Japanese Foreign Minister Fumio Kishida and British
Foreign Secretary Philip Hammond are also expected to
exchange opinions on China’s growing assertiveness in the
East China Sea and South China Sea, and the Ukrainian situ-
ation, the officials said.

Japan and Britain have been moving to enhance cooper-
ation in the defense field. The two countries agreed in Janu-
ary during a “two-plus-two” meeting of foreign and defense
ministers in London to enhance security cooperation includ-
ing possible joint development of missile technology.

The two countries have already launched a joint study
aimed at creating new equipment to protect personnel from
biochemical weapons more effectively and preparatory re-
search for the development of an air-to-air missile compo-
nent. At Saturday’s meeting, Kishida plans to seek Britain’s
understanding of security bills now pending in the Japanese
parliament, they said. The bills are aimed at expanding the
role of the Self-Defense Forces abroad and strengthening Ja-
pan’s security alliance with the United States.

The Japan-British foreign ministers’ strategic dialogue
was launched in 2012 to discuss a variety of international
issues. The latest meeting is the fourth of its kind.

After Japan, Hammond plans to travel on to Singapore,
South Korea and China.—Kyodo News

yeyawady Region, dubbed as the rice bowl
Aof Myanmar, is still at risk of flooding,
with some of its townships being faced
with inundation. Warnings of flash floods still re-
main active as heavy rains are expected in the re-

gion in September. Hundreds of thousands of vol-
unteers together with relief workers are already

engaged in laying sand bags along the banks of riv-
ers likely to swell above their danger levels.

According to the Ministry of Agriculture and
Irrigation, weeks of savage flooding has so far in-
undated more than 1.2 million acres of rice plan-
tations and caused serious damage to more than
967,000 acres of crop land and transport facili-
ties. The severe flooding has destroyed fields and
homes, washing away farm animals and threat-
ening food security. Some 89 deaths have been
confirmed so far, with 56 in Rakhine State alone.

In his radio address to the country on 7 Au-
gust, President U Thein Sein pledged his govern-
ment’s dedication to the provision of emergency
supplies for 237,000 flood victims across the coun-
try, stressing that humanitarian assistance will be
drawn from available resources in the effort to
bring about a return to normality in flood-affect-
ed areas.

It is encouraging to hear the president ex-
plain the government’s rescue missions and re-
covery activities, which include the distribution
of rice seeds and livestock to farmers in
flood-ravaged areas. These measures will no
doubt enable farmers to get back on track, but
the government is yet to announce the size of its
budgets for agricultural needs and recovery ac-
tivities.

“Iran nuclear programme” has drawn

the entire world’s attention. And
thus, the entire world has been watching
it with great interest, but with a lot of
worries and anxieties about this particu-
lar news item. Why? Simply because the
world is very much anxious about wheth-
er Iran will become the latest state with
nuclear capability. But, on its side, Iran
insists that its nuclear programme is for
peaceful purpose and not for developing
nuclear weapons. The world in gener-
al, and the International Atomic Energy
Agency and six major powers in particu-
lar, are doubtful about Iran’s claim. So,
the IAEA and six major powers demand
Iran to stop its nuclear programme or to
accept thorough and unhindered inspec-
tion of its nuclear programme by IAEA.
The IAEA plays a vital role in monitoring
and verifying whether Iran is producing
highly enriched uranium for developing
nuclear weapons. In this regard, please
allow me to present to you that there is
a multilateral treaty organized and made
by the United Nations. It is known as
“Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons
Treaty”. Iran is not a state party to this
treaty.

I t has been quite a pretty long time that

sia and the United States of America and
Germany. According to news reports, this
Iran-nuclear programme deal takes three
years of diplomatic efforts, negotiations,
compromises, adjustments, wisdom and
patience from both sides. As regards this
deal, the president of Iran, Hassan Rou-
hani said, “It is a win-win deal for all con-
cerned. And Iran’s supreme leader praised
the honest and hard endeavours of negoti-
ating teams. US president Barack Obama
said about the deal, “We can no verify Iran
doesn’t develop nuclear weapons, when
necessary, where necessary. No deal means
greater chance of war in the Middle East.”
Iran and six major powers reached a
landmark nuclear deal on 14th July 2015,
capping more than a decade of on-off ne-
gotiations with an agreement that could po-
tentially transform the Middle East. Under
the deal, sanctions imposed by the United
States, European Union and the United
Nations would be lifted in return for Iran
agreeing long-term curbs on a nuclear pro-
gramme that the West has suspected was
aimed at creating a nuclear bomb. It was
learnt that the United Nations Security
Council unanimously endorsed this deal.
As regards the agreement, the western
diplomats said that under the final agree-
ment Iran had accepted a “snap-back”
mechanism, under which some sanctions
could be reinstated in 65 days, if Iran vio-

lated the deal. And a UN weapons embar-
go would remain in force for 5 years and
a ban on buying missile technology would
also remain in force for 8 years. An Iranian
diplomat told Reuters on condition of an-
onymity, “All the hard work has paid off
and we sealed a deal. God bless our peo-
ple.” However, hostility to the agreement
from Washington’s closest ally in the Mid-
dle East, i.e. Israel was immediate. Israel’s
Prime Minister Netanyahu called Iran nu-
clear deal “historic mistake”. Concerning
this deal, Iran’s president Rouhani and US
president Barack Obama, both have to win
the support for the deal from hardliners at
home. In the case of Iran, the deal must get
final acceptance from the National Securi-
ty Council and ultimately from Ayatollah
Ali Khameni, Iran’s highest authority. He
has withheld final judgment, saying the
text must still be scrutinized and approved.
As regards the United States, the deal has
to be approved and ratified by Congress.
And US President Obama said, “No deal
means greater chance of war in the Middle
East, the stakes are too high. So, I will veto
any vote against this deal.”
Conclusion

Through the international media, we
come to know that the entire world is pin-
ning all its hope on this deal whether it
will be approved by both sides, Iran, and
six major world powers. However, up till

this stage, we could say that “diploma-
cy wins”.

B-29 pilot asked pope to support Nagasaki atomic bomb victims

Quincy,  (Massachu-
setts), 8 Aug — The pilot
of the U.S. bomber that
dropped the atomic bomb
on the city of Nagasaki on
Aug. 9, 1945, asked Pope
John XXIII privately in the
early 1960s to offer support
to the city, relatives of the
pilot have told Kyodo
News.

Charles Sweeney, a de-
vout Catholic who piloted
the B-29 Bockscar in the at-
tack on Nagasaki, also made
donations to a Catholic-af-
filiated orphanage in Naga-
saki due to his concern for
war orphans after visiting
the city in September 1945,
Sweeney’s daughter and
brother told Kyodo News
ahead of the 70th anniversa-
ry Sunday of the atomic
bombing of the city.

Before his death in
2004, Sweeney consistently
claimed that the atomic

In the fol-
lowing year, he released
“Pacem in terris,” in which
he said nuclear weapons
must be banned.

A public relations offi-
cial at the Vatican said it is
difficult to confirm the
meeting by official docu-
ments.

Howe, who said she of-
ten talked about the orphans
in Nagasaki with her father
between the late 1950s to
early 1960s, said Sweeney
made the donations to the
cathedral as he wished for
its reconstruction.

Sweeney’s 74-year-old
younger brother William
said Sweeney was willing to
send money to a Catholic
facility in Nagasaki every
year because there had been
many casualties there.

victory for the Democratic
nominee.

Trump’s response
drew boos from the crowd
and a rebuke from Paul,
who said Trump was keep-
ing his options open to sup-
port Democratic front-run-
ner Hillary Clinton, a
reference to his past friend-
ship with both Clinton and
her husband, Bill.

“He’s already hedging
his bets because he’s used
to buying politicians of all

stripes,” Paul said.
Trump’s veiled threat
to bolt the party if neces-
sary could risk his support
among Republican primary
voters and stall his momen-
tum, although the billion-
aire reality television star
has repeatedly defied pre-
dictions of political doom.
In a show of hands,
participants in a Fox News
focus group who supported
Trump before the debate
overwhelmingly indicated
they had changed their
minds about him, critical of

his refusal to commit to
backing the eventual Re-
publican nominee.

“l think he took out a
gun and shot his campaign
in the head,” said Florida
Republican strategist Rick
Wilson.

No candidate emerged
the clear winner from the
two-hour debate, leaving
the Republican race poten-
tially more unsettled than
ever. A record 17 candi-
dates are vying for their
party’s nomination.

During a combustible

performance, Trump fired
off insults at Paul, Fox
News moderator Megyn
Kelly, comedian Rosie
O’Donnell, the Mexican
government and an assort-
ment of other targets.

He tangled with Kelly
when she pressed him
about past derogatory com-
ments he had made about
women, including calling
them “fat pigs,” “dogs,”
and “slobs,” Trump dis-
missed the question as “po-
litical correctness.”

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Attacks on army, police, U.S.
special forces kill 50 in Kabul

KasuL, 8 Aug — A wave of
attacks on Afghan army, police
and U.S. special forces in Kabul
on Friday killed at least 50 people
and wounded hundreds, dimming
hopes that the Taliban might be
weakened by a leadership struggle
after their longtime leader’s death.

The bloodshed began with
a truck bomb that exploded in a
heavily populated district of the
capital and ended with an hours-
long battle at a base used by U.S.
special forces. It became the dead-
liest day in Kabul for years.

The radical Islamist insur-
gents claimed responsibility for
both the police academy attack
and the battle at the U.S. special
forces base, though not for the
truck bomb.

The scale of the violence
heightened obstacles to reviving
the stalled peace process and con-
veyed a no-compromise message
from the Taliban at a delicate time
following last week’s revelation
of Mullah Mohammad Omar’s
death and an ongoing dispute over
leadership of the radical Islamist
insurgency.

“The question is, who is send-
ing the message?” Thomas Ruttig
of the Afghanistan Analysts Net-
work said.

The number of casualties
from Friday’s attacks was expect-
ed to rise as details continued to
emerge from the authorities.

On Saturday, NATO-led co-
alition forces confirmed that one
international service member and
eight Afghan contractors were
killed in the attack on Camp In-
tegrity, a base used by U.S. special
forces near the main airport.

was powerful enough to flatten of-
fices inside, wounding occupants
who were airlifted by helicopter to
military hospitals during the night.

“There was a big explosion
at the gate ...(The gunfire) sound-
ed like it came from two different
sides,” said a special forces mem-
ber who was wounded when his
office collapsed.

The initial blast caused by a
suicide car bomb at the gate was
followed by other explosions and
a firefight that lasted a couple of
hours, he said.

Camp Integrity is run by
U.S. security contractor Academi,
which was known as Blackwater
before being sold to investors.
Academi did not immediately re-
spond to requests for comment.

“The helicopters went on for
hours... medevacing people out,”
a U.S. contractor at a camp nearby
said.

The Camp Integrity assault

followed a suicide bombing at a
police academy on Friday evening
that Kkilled and wounded over 40
people, the Afghan interior min-
istry said on Saturday. A police
source said the final tally was
higher -- 26 killed and 28 hurt.

“The bomber was wearing a
police uniform and detonated his
explosives among students who
had just returned from a break,” a
police official said.

Taliban spokesman Zabihul-
lah Mujahid said the insurgents
launched both the police academy
and Camp Integrity attacks, but he
earlier refused to comment on Fri-
day’s early morning truck bomb
that tore through buildings in cen-
tral Kabul, killing and wounding
over 250 people.

The Taliban, who were toppled
from power by the U.S.-led military
intervention in 2001, rarely admit to
attacks that kill a high number of ci-
vilians. —Reuters

IS militants abduct
dozens of Christians
In central Syria

Damascus, 8 Aug — The
Islamic State (1S) militants have
snatched dozens of Syrian Chris-
tians, including women and chil-
dren, in the town of Qaryateyn
in central Syria, a monitor group
reported Friday.

Dozens of Christians were
among 230 civilians the IS cap-
tured in Qaryateyn in the south-
eastern countryside of the cen-
tral province of Homs, said the
Syrian Observatory for Human
Rights.

The number includes 19
children, whose destiny is still
unknown, according to the UK-
based watchdog group.

It said the kidnapping of
the Christians were according to
a list of names the IS militants
had.

A copy of the list were post-
ed online with the names of the
snatched Christians handwritten
in red.

Other activists placed the
number of the abducted Chris-
tians at 60, who are part of 100
families from the Syriac Chris-
tians in the town.

The IS militants stormed the
town last Wednesday after carry-
ing out several suicide car bomb-
ings at the outskirts of the town.

After storming the town, in-
tense battles raged between the
IS and the Syrian army, which
was backed by the air force.

Reports said the army with-
drew and repositioned to avoid
losses while the air force and
artillery were still shelling the
town.

Syria’s Christians, who take

up about 10 percent in the coun-
try’s Sunni-majority population,
have suffered from the expan-
sion of the ultra-radical groups
in different part of the Syria.

The Christians showed sup-
port to the embattled President
Bashar al-Assad whose admin-
istration has boasted itself as a
defender of the minority groups
in Syria, which consists of a re-
markable melange of sects and
beliefs.

Christians in Syria were
quite well off and some even
hold senior positions in the gov-
ernment.

This might be one of the
causes that have raised their con-
cern over a possible government
change.

It’s common in Syria to see
a mosque adjacent to a church
not only in Christian neighbor-
hoods but in every part of the
country.

Damascus still  contains
a considerable proportion of
Christians, with churches all
over the city but particularly in
the district of Bab Touma.

Masses are held every Sun-
day and civil servants are given
Sunday mornings off to allow
them to attend churches, even
though Sunday is a working day
in Syria.

In late 2013, Gregory Il La-
ham, Patriarch of the Church of
Antioch and all East, told Xin-
hua that Syria’s long-term crisis
displaced more than 450,000
Christian Syrians and killed
more than 1,000 of them.

Turkey will not give Syrian refugees right to work — labour minister

ANKARA, 8 Aug — Turkey’s
Syrian refugees will not be grant-
ed special work permits, the la-
bour minister said on Friday, ex-
plaining that such a programme
would be unfair to Turks seeking
work.

Hosting close to two mil-
lion refugees from Syria at a cost
of more than $5 hillion, Turkey
has been praised internationally
for its humanitarian response to
the four-year conflict on its bor-
der. But with the vast majority
of those fleeing war eking out a
living outside well equipped refu-
gee camps, the aid effort becomes
more complicated.

Turkey meanwhile faces a
stubborn unemployment rate of
almost 10 percent and a slowing
economy, and has repeatedly be-
moaned Europe’s reluctance to
take its share of the refugee bur-
den.

Currently those under tem-
porary protection can work

within the refugee community in
Turkey, for example as doctors or
teachers in camps, but Faruk Ce-
lik, Minister of Work and Social
Security of Turkey, told Reuters

daughter as he waits to cross into
Sanliurfa province, Turkey, June 15,

there were no plans to grant work
permits under a general pro-
gramme.

“There cannot be a general
measure to provide them with

work permits because we already
have our workforce ... we are try-
ing to educate and train our un-
employed so they can get jobs in
Turkey,” he said.

“It would be unfair to take
away their jobs and give them to
refugees,” Celik said, adding that
other countries should help solve
the refugee problem if the conflict
persists.

The minister said the gov-
ernment is studying how best to
deal with the problem of informal
labour.

Business groups and unions
have called on the government
to formalise the arrangement so
working Syrians pay taxes and
are protected from exploitation.

According to ORSAM
(Center for Middle Eastern Stra-
tegic Studies) and TESEV (Turk-
ish Economic and Social Studies
Foundation) research, 200,000
Syrians are working in Turkey.

Communities in the border

areas, where the migrants are
concentrated, have complained
that Syrians working illegally ac-
cept lower wages and push Turks
out of the labour market, result-
ing in animosity and sometimes
violence between the communi-
ties.

However, the ORSAM/
TESEV study of January 2015
found that Syrians are generally
employed in areas that locals are
not willing to work in and that
they meet a demand for unskilled
labour.

Under a Turkish and U.S.
plan to provide air cover for Syri-
an rebels and sweep Islamic State
from a patch in northern Syria,
Turkish President Tayyip Erdo-
gan said earlier that a “secure
zone” would pave the way for the
return of refugees.

But the United Nations cau-
tioned against calling the area a
“safe zone” unless there is a guar-
antee of protection.—Reuters
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Abe, Okinawa chief vow to promote
mutual understanding on base Issue

Tokyo, 8 Aug — Prime Min-
ister Shinzo Abe and Okinawa
Gov. Takeshi Onaga agreed Friday
their governments will promote
mutual understanding on issues re-
lated to the planned relocation of a
U.S. military base within Okinawa
Prefecture through “intensive con-
sultations” starting next week.

Speaking to reporters after a
meeting at the prime minister’s of-
fice, Onaga quoted Abe as telling
him the two sides “have locked
horns until today, but I would like
to deepen discussions during the
consultations.”

The consultations are part of
efforts to defuse tensions between
the national and local governments
over the U.S.-Japan plan to relocate
the U.S. Marine Corps’ Air Station
Futenma from a densely populated
area in Ginowan to the less popu-
lated Henoko district of Nago.

The relocation is a key part of

a broader bilateral agreement to re-
organize the U.S. military presence
in Japan. Onaga has demanded that
the Futenma base be relocated out-
side Okinawa.

While the state suspends work
on the base relocation for a month
from Monday, the two sides are
planning to hold five rounds of
talks, the first of which is expect-
ed to take place Tuesday in the
Okinawa prefectural capital Naha
between Onaga and Chief Cabinet
Secretary Yoshihide Suga.

Onaga said he told Abe that
his government “would like to dis-
cuss the background” of the burden
that Okinawa has shouldered by
hosting the bulk of U.S. forces in
Japan.

The governor said that during
the consultations, Okinawa wants
to discuss issues such as its postwar
history, how and why the Futenma
base was built and the deterrence

power provided by U.S. forces.

“We have never held sub-
stantial discussions (with the state)
about history and deterrence pow-
er,” he said. “We would like to dis-
cuss issues including geopolitical
ones.”

Tokyo maintains that relocat-
ing Futenma to Henoko is the “only
solution” for removing the dangers
posed by the air station without
undermining the deterrence of the
Japan-U.S. alliance in the increas-
ingly tense security environment in
East Asia.

In 2004, a U.S. Marine Corps
helicopter crashed at Okinawa In-
ternational University, which is ad-
jacent to the base. During Friday’s
meeting, Abe told Onaga that the
central government will make ef-
forts to earmark 300 billion yen
for Okinawa’s economic develop-
ment in the state budget for fiscal
2016.—Kyodo News

WasHINGTON, 8 Aug — The United
States has secured commitments from
a dozen countries to accept nearly half
of the 52 Guantanamo prisoners already
cleared for transfer, U.S. officials said on
Friday, as the Obama administration tries
to accelerate efforts to close the military
prison.

But the moves will require the final
signature of Defence Secretary Ash Cart-
er, which could still delay the process, de-
spite President Barack Obama’s push to
empty the prison before he leaves office
in 2017.

With the White House drafting a
broader plan to shut the facility, the office
of the State Department’s Guantanamo
envoy has finalised deals with several for-
eign governments and is in advanced ne-
gotiations with others, the senior officials
told Reuters.

They said the transfers from the pris-
on at the U.S. Naval Base in Guantanamo
Bay, Cuba, which has drawn internation-
al condemnation for the harsh treatment
of foreign terrorism suspects held there,
could take place by the end of the year,
whittling down the current prisoner pop-
ulation of 116.

Obama has faced opposition from con-
gressional Republicans who passed laws
blocking any move to transfer Guantanamo
inmates to prisons in the United States. The
White House says it is crafting a detailed
proposal it will present to Congress soon
for shutting the facility.

The State Department is pushing ahead
with one of the main thrusts of Obama’s
strategy: sending home or resettling else-
where as many as possible of the 52 pris-
oners who have been ruled safe for release.

One official, speaking on condition of
anonymity, said there were “political com-
mitments at various stages” with U.S. allies
and partners around the world. Some have
accepted detainees before and others will be
doing so for the first time.

The main focus is on dozens of Yem-
enis no longer considered security risks.
Washington has ruled out repatriating them
because of the war in their homeland.

Much will depend on how fast the Pen-
tagon is willing to do its part, as well as how
quickly inter-agency reviews unfold.

The White House has pressured Carter
to expedite approval of proposed transfers,
essentially to act within 30 days on each
case, a source close to the matter said.

U.S. steps up efforts to meet Obama
goal to close Guantanamo prison

By law, the defence secretary has
the final say on moving a prisoner and is
responsible if he returns to militant activ-
ities. The slow pace under Carter’s prede-
cessor, Chuck Hagel, led to a falling-out
with Obama’s White House. Hagel re-
signed in November.

So far this year, four Yemeni prison-
ers were sent to Oman and one to Estonia
in January, and in June six Yemenis were
flown to Oman.

U.S. officials say they hope to ramp
up the transfers under the new State De-
partment envoy, Lee Wolosky, to help
cut down the prison population to an
“irreducible minimum.” Accelerated re-
views are planned for those deemed “too
dangerous to release” to see if any can be
added to the transfer list.

The plan being drafted will call for
possibly dozens who remain to be moved
to the United States and held in federal
“Supermax” penitentiaries or military
prisons, Obama’s counterterrorism advis-
er, Lisa Monaco, told a recent conference.

This proposal would set up a major
fight with Congress.

White House spokesman Josh Ear-
nest said work on the plan was continu-
ing and that it would likely be presented
to Congress after it returns from summer
recess in early September.

The prison was opened by President
George W. Bush, after the Sept. 11, 2001
attacks to house suspected al Qaeda and
Taliban members rounded up overseas.

Obama has repeatedly pledged to
close the facility, where most detainees
have been held for more than a decade
without trial. It now holds less than half
of the number of prisoners it did when he
took office in 2009.—Reuters

H.K. calls for joint
Investigation of
tainted sandwiches
with Taiwan

Hong Kong, 8 Aug — Hong Kong’s
health chief on Friday called for a joint effort
with Taiwan to investigate the source of con-
tamination of one company’s sandwiches
that left 86 people ill.

“Contamination could happen during
the production, import or retail stages, as
well as even after the consumers purchased
these products,” Secretary for Food and
Health Ko Wing-man said. “Hong Kong and
Taiwan should cooperate in looking for the
real source of contamination.”

Hong Kong authorities have banned the
import and sale of Taiwanese Horng Ryen
Jen sandwiches in the territory since Tues-
day, after people reported illnesses including
diarrhea, abdominal pain, vomiting and fe-
ver shortly after consuming them. Samples
taken from at least 10 patients have tested
positive for “Group D Salmonella.”

The famed sandwiches were sold on-
ling, in supermarkets and at food expos.

Ko said better controls and regulation of
imported food through “parallel channels”
are needed in future.

However, there is no concrete schedule
for a joint investigation. A spokeswoman
at Taiwan’s Food and Drug Administration
said it has not yet received any request for a
joint investigation from Hong Kong.

The FDA said in a statement no re-
ports of food poisoning have been made
in Taiwan over the sandwiches as of Fri-
day, but two of the seven kinds of sand-
wiches on sale, namely “original cheese”
and “whole wheat ham” sandwiches, had
tested positive for nonpathogenic staphy-
lococcus, while eight branches of the sand-
wich maker were found to be in violation
of food hygiene regulations.

No test results for Group D Salmonella
were reported.—Kyodo News

Norway island youth camp reopens
fours years after Breivik massacre

Uroya, (Norway), 8
Aug — More than 1,000
young activists gathered on
Friday on the Norwegian
island of Utoya for the of-
ficial opening of their polit-
ical party’s summer camp,
the first meeting there since
a right-wing gunman killed
69 people in a rampage four
years ago.

“It’s good to be home
again at Utoya,” the presi-
dent of the centre-left La-
bour Party youth organisa-
tion, Mani Hussaini, told a
crowd sitting on a hill.

Some of the youths had
crossed in the same ferry that
took Anders Behring-Brei-
vik, disguised as a police-
man, to the island in July
2011 after he earlier had set
off a car bomb outside the
prime minister’s office in the
centre of Oslo. The bomb

killed eight people.

The killings were the
worst atrocity in Norway
since World War Two, trau-
matising a nation that prides
itself on its reputation for
peace and safety.

“All the things we had
to go through and all the
tough days. But this day will
also be a part of Utoya’s his-
tory,” the Syrian-born Hus-
saini said from the stage to
loud applause.

Small signs dot the is-
land with names of victims
engraved on steel plates
fixed to trees.

Messages such as “Step
by step we take our island
back” and “We take good
care of the memories” are
written on notes and hang
from a tree near the island’s
disused main building.

“To have the summer

camp here again with all
the tents reminds me a lot of
walking here together with
the friends who are not here
anymore,” said Runar Kjell-
stad Nygaard, 23. Four years
ago, Nygaard went home to
Oslo just before the shoot-
ing.

“It was actually the plan
to stay and sleep here, but
then | dropped it because
they warned of bad weath-
er,” he explained.

“I’m very happy for that
today, but it is a very strange
feeling to sit at home and
get text messages from your
best friend saying ‘things are
happening out here’”.

Tokyo, 8 Aug — Japanese
conductor Seiji Ozawa has can-
celed his plan to conduct an opera
later this month in the central Ja-
pan city of Matsumoto after suf-
fering a hip fracture, its organizer
said Friday.

Lonpon, 8 Aug — “Drag Me
Down,” One Direction’s first sin-

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Australian
camel
industry to
export to
China

SypnEY, 8 Aug — Australian camel
farmers are preparing to export boxed
camel meat to China following an in-
dustry conference in Kazakhstan in
June.

More than 1 million wild cam-
els are estimated to be roaming Aus-
tralia’s deserts, covering 3.3 million
square kilometers, Australia’s national
broadcaster has reported. Ngaanyatjar-
ra council in Alice Springs, Australia’s
Northern Territory — Land and Culture
Manager Alex Knight revealed a camel
milk company from the far northwest
of China wanted to hear about devel-
opments in Australia while the Chinese
Bactrian camel association was meeting
at the Kazakhstan conference.

“They are trying to develop an im-
port protocol to import camel meat from
Australia,” Knight said.

Knight is currently in China fur-
thering the development.

Somali butcher Abukar Hersi, cur-
rently residing in Melbourne, said cam-
el meat is “one of the best things you
can have” which is very rich and high
in protein. “I think when Australians re-
alize, we will see camel meat in every
butcher and supermarket.” Hersi said in
Somali culture, the camel is worth more
than gold.

“When you want to get married
you have to give the best camels to the
family. We’re talking about 100 cam-
els,” Hersi said. “If there is fighting
or a problem, to make conversation,
you give a camel.” Knight said they
attended the conference in Kazakhstan
to understand the commercial aspects
of management, husbandry and disease
eradication for camel farming. “There
hasn’t been much research in Austral-
ia on how to use camels commercially
whereas the rest of the world has been
moving on with it and developing their
camel industry,” Knight said. —Xinhua

Shakespeare’s ‘toad’ Richard is

Leicester, (England), 8 Aug —
Shakespeare portrayed King Richard III
as a “poisonous bunch-backed toad” who
was reduced to offering his kingdom for
a horse before he was killed by the forces
of Henry Tudor, crowned Henry VII soon
after, at the Battle of Bosworth in 1485.

Little could Shakespeare, who wrote
in Tudor times, have known that Richard
would become a posthumous global ce-
lebrity and Britain’s latest phenomenon in
royal tourism.

Remains suspected to be those of the
last king of the Plantagenet dynasty were
discovered in 2012 in an unmarked grave
beneath a car park in the east midlands city
of Leicester. The grave was within the pre-
cincts of a Greyfriars monastery destroyed
in Tudor times.

DNA testing confirmed their identi-
ty, while inspection showed Richard had
not been a hunchback, though his spine
was abnormally curved. In March his re-
mains were reburied in an elegant lime-
stone-and-marble tomb in Leicester Ca-
thedral in a major public ceremony.

The cathedral, which prior to Rich-
ard’s entombment would get a handful
of visitors daily, had almost 2,000 peo-
ple visit one day last spring, church of-
ficials said.

Mourinho signs new four-year deal at Chelsea

Lonpon, 8 Aug — Jose
Mourinho has committed him-
self to Premier League champi-
ons Chelsea until at least 2019
after signing a new four-year
contract as manager, the west
London club said on Friday.

The 52-year-old, who had
previously been in charge from
2004-2007, rejoined the Stam-
ford Bridge outfit in 2013 and led
Chelsea to the league title and
League Cup success last season.

“l said when | returned here
that | have a special feeling for
this club and nothing changed,”
Mourinho told the club’s website
(www.chelseafc.com).

“I think this is a normal thing
for me to sign a new contract. It
is important we have this conti-
nuity and | hope we can enjoy
more success in the future — for
the fans, the players and the club.

“It is the club closest to my
heart and | am very happy to
know | will be staying here for a
long time.”

Mourinho’s side won the
league twice during his first spell
in charge and lifted the FA Cup
plus two League Cups before
the Portuguese left the club and
enjoyed more success at Inter
Milan, who won the Champions

League in 2010.

Mourinho joined Real Ma-
drid immediately after his Eu-
ropean triumph with Inter — his
second Champions League suc-
cess after winning the trophy
with Porto in 2004 — and won
the King’s Cup in his first season
with the Spanish giants.

Real won their first La Liga
title in four years in 2012 but
the next season was turbulent as
dressing-room divisions with es-
tablished players, such as keeper
Iker Casillas and defender Sergio
Ramos, left Mourinho feeling
unloved in the capital.

A welcome return to Chelsea
soon followed and the London
club finished third in the league
under Mourinho in the 2013-14
season — four points behind
champions Manchester City.

Chelsea were rampant in
their quest for the title last sea-
son, however, and won the league
with three matches to spare as
Mourinho ensured his 69 percent
win rate was the best of any man-
ager to have taken charge of 15
or more Premier League games.

“We are very happy that
Jose has committed four more
years to the club,” Chelsea direc-
tor Marina Granovskaia said.

“Since his arrival two years
ago he has carefully developed
the playing squad and brought
trophies to Stamford Bridge.

“We look forward to the
next four years and the continued
success of the team.”

Chelsea begin the defence
of their Premier League title at
home to Swansea City on Satur-
day.—Reuters

Ten year old makes a splash at world championships

Kazan, (Russia), 8 Aug —
Alzain Tareq won’t be winning
any medals at the world swim-
ming championships but the
pint-sized Bahraini did set an
unlikely new record on Friday.

Just 10-years-old, Tareq
became the youngest ever
competitor to race at the world

championships when she com-
peted in the heats of the women’s
50-metre butterfly.

Hopelessly out of her depth,
she finished a distant last among
the 64 competitors, reaching the
end of the pool in a time of 41.13
seconds, almost 16 seconds be-
hind the leading qualifiers.

“l am so happy to be here,”
she told reporters.

“l want to be able to learn the
techniques and how they swim.”
Although Tareq didn’t come any-
where near the minimum qualify-
ing times to compete at the world
championships, she was allowed
to compete because of a rule al-

lowing each nation to have some
limited representation. “l am the
fastest swimmer in Bahrain, and
so they chose me,” she said.
FINA does not currently
have any minimum age limits
for competitors but sources said
that was likely to be reviewed in
the future. Tareq’s participation

in the sport’s most prestigious
global championship drew a
mixed response.

British freestyle sprinter
Fran Halsall, said she didn’t
“know what to make of it”,
adding: “She’s tiny, but good
on her to have a go. Bless
her.”—Reuters
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
